At Baton Rouge

BATON ROUGE, La, March 3L
(—An axtensive new plant built
with skiliful engineering economy
in strategic materials turned out
the government's first synthetic
rubber today Iin compact bales des-
tined to keep Allled war machines
rolling to victory, Y

With a 30,000-ton annual capac-
ity, enough rubber for some 4,000-
000 vehicle tires, it's the first plant
constructed by the governmenl
under the baruch program to make
synthetic rubber from petroleum
Private industry has had some rel-
atively amaller units in operation
for mome time.

From the blueprint stage Uncle
Sam's initlal rubber plant took
only about 20 weeks to complete.

Inside the plant liesa ample evi-
dence of relatively plentiful ma-
terials utilized wherever possible
to save metal badly needed other-
wiss for armament,

Bulldings have been construct-
ed of concrete and brick, a minl-
mum of reinforcing Rirdera with-
out loss of structural strength.

None of the rubber will go to
the publie, officials explained,
since entire production ls present-
ly needed by the army and navy.
