The Eastland City Commission,

meeting Thursday night, took no
action on the request before it to

deed some 26 acrés of land front-

ing on Lake Eastland to the East-
land  County Livestock Growers
Association = and ~ the Tastland
County Sheriff’s Posse for the
purpose of building a site for the
Annual * Livestock Show and a
Rodeo Arena.

City Manager
said the Commissioners discussed
the matter at some length and
came to an agreement on what the
city would do, and that this prop-
osition would be put to the Grow-
ers Association and the Sheriffs
Posse at an early date.

When the 'request was  first
made for a deed to the land, the
city asked that the actual land in-
volved be staked off so the com-
missioners could tell more about
where it would be. This was done
by the Association and the Posse,
although no survey of the land has
been made up to this time. .

The two county organizations
have proposed to build two or
three cattle barns, loading facili-
ties and a rodeo arena on the
premises if they can getia perman-
ent deed to the land.

City Manager Young said there
were 110 acres in - the complete
tract, in all, and if the city decid-

ed to deed the two assoeiations 25 |

acres of the tract, they would pre-
fer then that the associations lease
the balance of the land for a year-

ly rental of $1.00 per acre, as the

tract is now. being leased.

It is expected that the city and
the two associations will get to-
gether soon for a final settlement
cl the matter.

But if you and I had a dog
who bit one person in 28 yho pas-
sed our house each day the auth-
orities would have us put the poor
animal out of his misery Why
should the whiskey boys ask .for
special consideration for their
product.

The end product of social drink-
ing is the alcoholic. Thexre are
about 4 and a half million of these
in our land today, with the per-
centage on a population basis
growing with each passing day.
Then, too, in addition to the 4 and
a half million poor devils who con-
stantly cry for more brain-number
there are about 14,000,000 prob-
lem drinkers in the 1and There are
people who occasionally hit the
 fire-juice a little too hard and
| have to take time off from work
to recover from their aches and
hangover pains.

University—our national consum-
ption of liquior was 18. 95 gallons
of the stuff per person. Man
alive!! What a drunk!! What a
headache!! ‘
