Follow  th e  do c to r’s in structions 
to  th e  le tte r .

You m ay have to  clean the burn . 
C ut aw ay all clothing th a t in te rfe r ­
es, do n o t tea r. D on’t  try  to  unzip 
oi u n bu tton , and  do n o t pull any­
thing- stuck  to  a bu rn , tioak it 
aw ay in a solution o f w arm  w ater 
and mild soap suds. Wash the burn  
free  of o ther d ir t  by gen tly  pouring  
p len ty  o f th is so lu tion  over it. 
Iiinse w ith  clear, w arm  w ater.

Remove no m ore clo th ing than  
necessary. P ro p er “w arm th helps 
p rev en t shock, w hich is th e  num ­
ber one reason fo r  deaths from  
burns. Too m uch h ea t can induce 
shock, so m drely keep the victim  
com fortable.

Since bu rn s swell, gen tly  r e ­
move a t  once from  the bu rned  
a rea  rings, b racelets, belts, neck­
laces, and shoes.

As an  open w ound, a b u rn  in­
vites infection . N either fin g ers , 
b rea th , no r te a rs  should touch it. 
Seal ou t a ir  as soon as possible by 
spread ing  p u re  petro leum  jelly  on 
a sterile  gauze bandage— never on 
the burn . Lay the bandage, pe tro- 
leum side down, on the burn .

F o r pain  re lief, give aspirin.
B urns cause th irs t, so take  ad­

v an tage  of this' w ith  a  simple 
hom e-m ade solution th a t com bats 
shock. In  a q u a rt of w ater, dis­
solve one teaspoon of tab le  salt and 
one-half teaspoon of bak ing  soda. 
H ave, th e  victim  drink  as much of 

th is as possible, no th ing  else. I t  
will m ake him  th irs ty  fo r m ore, 
and it  m ay also save his life, the

is p ru d en t and does no t exceed 
ten  miles per hour. The law  does 
n o t apply w ithin city  limits.

Vehicles are  no t requ ired  to 
stop on highways w ith  seperate  
roadw ays w hen the  bus is on a 
d iffe ren t roadw ay from  th a t of 
a passing vehicle. Vehicles are 
no t required  to  stop if the school 
bus is stopped in a loading zone 
which is a  p a r t  of or ad jacen t to  
a controlled-access highw ay and 
w here pedestrians are  no t p e r­
m itted  to  cross th e  roadw ays.

All public school buses are 
pain ted  yellow and have “ School 
B us” pain ted  in large le tte rs  on 
the fro n t and re a r  of each bus. 
They a re  equiped w ith  flasher 
lights usually  m ounted high on 
the fro n t and re a r  of the bus. 
These flashing- lights a re  used 
only when the bus is in the pro­
cess of stopning or is stopped to 
receive or discharge children.

S enato r Lyndon Johnson has 
been described as one of the most 
persuasive m en W ashington has 
ever know n. If  you th ink  th e  de­
scrip tion  exaggerated , here  is an 
Inciden t.

In  1948, Johnson was ru nn ing  
fo r the  Senate-. I t  was the  las t day 
of the cam paign. "The race  was 
close— (actually , th e  m argin  p rov­
ed to  be only 87 vo tes).

I was in th e  office  of a  San A n­
tonio businessm an who w as very  
conservative. A fr ien d  of his had 
“ ex to rted ” a  prom ise th a t  lie 
would m eet Johnson  a t  4 o’clock 
in his hotel su it th a t  a fternoon ..

“ I ’m n o t going to vote fo r  him ,” 
my acquain tance  said, “ b u t I ’m 
stuck— I ’ll have to  go or Jack—  
(the  m an who had p h oned )— will 
be' sore.”

(Wien he said, “ I f  you will be in 
the hotel lobby, I ’ll see you righ t 
a f te r  th e  v is it w ith  Johnson. I t  
w on’t  tak e  long. T hen w e can ta lk  
abou t th a t sub jec t you w an t to 
w rite  abou t.” A fte rw ard , he told 
me ab o u t the;■ in terv iew  w ith John-

“ I never m e t a  m a n  who 
was m ore .pleasant, m ore a lert, 
m ore dynam ic, m ore eloquent—  
and, as I listed, I fo u n d  he was; 
expressing my views to perfection .
I prom ised to vote fo r  him  and to 
get. niy fr iands to  do so.”

I knew  som ething had happened 
because when th e  man go t ou t of 
the elevator, he had an  expression 
as though  he had  been hypnotized. 
He looked rig h t a t  me w ithou t the 
sligh test sign of recognition  and 
w alked on out.

Two hours la te r, he telephoned ] 
to apologize and explain.

Since th a t  tim e, I have never 
questioned any  sta tem en t as to 
S enato r Johnson’s ability  to  gain 
friends and influence people.

R ing L ard n er once w ro te  abou t 
an o th e r au tho r, Irv in  ' S. C obb : 

“Mr. Cobb is never as happy as 
w hen he is am ong his books - of 
which he has a com plete se t.” 

T heodore Rooseyelt once spoke 
w ith p ity  fo r  “ those cold and tim ­
id souls who have know n neither 
v ic to ry  nor re fe a t.”
