1. Texas dairymen who market
Grade A milk products haye until
then to adopt one of two plans de-
signed to eradicate brucellosis in-
fection from their herds.

The need for regulations is
evident in a 1956 survey by live~
stock sanitatioa officials. Of 2,
500 dairy herds checked, more
than 71 per cent showed &v1dence
of infection

Casés of brucellosis- sometimes

called undulant fever—are in-
creasing -among livestock handlers
aud people who drink unpasteur-
ized milk.: Enforcing known con-
trol measures will help to plevent
hunian infection.

The new regulation will also

Both plans
have been approved by the U. S.
Department of Agriculture and are
contained in -the milk ordinance
and code recommended by the U.
S. Public Health Service.

Plan A: All breeding . cattle
over six months of age must be
blood tested.Vaccinated cattle un-
dsr 80. months of 'age are exempt.
Animals reacting: positively must
be removed  for  slaughter within
15 days, and non-reactors ‘must
be rested between 30 and 60 days
to insure they are free of dis-
ease.

Under Plan A, only cattle vac-
cinated in calihood may be added
to the herd. It recommends, but
does not require, that female cal-
ves-from the original herd be vac-
cmated between four and . eight
months of age.

Flan B: All breeding stock over
six months old, exclusive of those
which have been previously vaccin-
ted must be blood tested. Re-
actors must be branded and seg-
regated fromi non-reactors. Lo
prevent economic hardship to pro-
ducers,. this plan allows branded
animals to be kept for milk pro-
duction for three years. All female
caives must be vaccinated between
four and eight months of age,
without exception. ; ;

Records—including blood - test
certificates on each animal—must
be kept by all dairymen. Copies
must be filed with city or county
hezlth officers for periodic inspec-
tion by the State Department of
Health.

impossible and should be seriously
studied before any increase is
made or new levies added.

Why not take a ‘“look see” to
determine if it is at all possible to
stay within present state tax lev-
ies before we look around to see
if we can find new sources of re-
venue that will up ‘the tax bill as
proposed to an all-time high?

To find new sources of revenue
now slightly taxed or untaxed at
all, poses a problem that can be
solved only by an . economically

the thought in mind to add no new
tax that can be dispensed with.
My friends, to be sure, the task

of financing our State Govern-
ment is n o w a tremendous
undertaking; but for s ur e if

the stupendous sum as proposed be-
comes a reality it will require the
largest and most far-reaching tax
bill" ever enacted into law.

My stand on matters of eco-
nomy, taxation and - expenditures
affecting ‘the whole people is well
known. My knowledge of state af-
fairs, personal acquaintance with
many of the personnel of each
department, bureau, council  or
commission and their duties will
be a great benefit in determining
departmental need for increase or
to make an all-out effort “to
tighten the State belt a few notch-
€s,” eliminate - “political expedi-
ency’”’ and appropriate and pro-
vide only really necessary money
for State services, but little, if any
on the border line of wasteful or
unnecessary spending.

The following matters I feel the
peoplée should know how I stand
and which will benefit all t h e
people. Same will have my best ef-
forts to help make them the law
of the land and be possible upon
enactment of a fair tax bill as
will re-
quire no tax what-so-ever.

State Welfare Obligation

Provide necessary funds to give
the Needy Aged, The Blind, De-
pendent and Neglected Children
and those Totally Disabled, the
sum of $25.00 per month state
money, upping same from the pre-
sent figure of $21.00 State money
and when matched by Federal
Grant, a total under Federal-State
agreement of $68.00 per month in-
stead of the present top of $60.00
per month. This small increase
would certainly be of great help
to recipients as just a few dollars
means so much to each of them. I
favor continuing the distribution
of free surplus commodities to the
people as is now being done.

Liquor Traffic

My stand on the liquor ques-
tion and legalized gambling in any
form is well known to most every-
one, but to let all the people in this
district know my views again on
such for your record and informa-
tion: I have always consistently
opposed legislation for extending
the boundaries of liquor and beer
sales and re-instatement of horse
racing or other forms of legaliz-
ed gambling; and will continue to
do so.

Motor Vehicle Advalorum
Tax Exemption

Exempt all motor vehicle from
advalorum tax levy by the State
or any subdivision thereof. This
should be done as cost, use and
operation-cost are taxed probably
more than anyone necessity the
people have, and too, such tax lev-
ied on motor vehicles are not gen-
erally observed alike, county, city
or state-wide.

Texas School Building Fund

Since our schools headquarter
in Austin and are under direct su-
pervision of the Texas Education-
al Agency, I believe the State, in
all fairness, provide, set-up and
under - write a .‘“Texas School
Building Fund’’ having for its pur-
pose to build much needed school
plants free of cost to all districts
for most of them are so heavy
bonded .’ they are unable to make
further necessary - improvements,
let alone erect any new buildings
or to make necessary repairs on
the ©ld ones. Leave present bond-
ed indebtedness to be liquidated by
each respective district. If such a
fund is set up then the contribu-
tion by the State to districts would
be changed from the old formula
of 20-80 to a more equal division
(counting all school district plants
which is not now done) of a 50-50
contribution by State and district.
As a consolidation is now being
done to eliminate schools not able
to “come up to state required
standards,” building new school
| buildings and not using same but
a few years would be eliminated
and making a great saving by not
building. And no bonded indebtd-
ness would be involved, this pro-
posal can be financed and includ-
ed in an “ear marked tax bill”
separate from any other, for the

ing Fund” to build school plants,
“State-wide,” and without a Con-
stitutional Amendment. State aid
must come or else Federal money
must be accepted, if the latter, we
lose control of our schools and
instead of “headquartering in Aus-
tin”, Washington D. C. will be the
new headquarters, too, the Feder-
al Government sets their flag down
by contributions.

Portion of Gasoline Tax to
Incorporated Cities and
Towns

I favor some plan that wiil
grant to each incorporated city
and town, a fair part of gasoline
tax money, according to popula-
tion and street mileage. This

Car Registration Fees
Re-Allocated

I favor retaining in each coun-
ty 25 percent of motor vehicle re-
gistration fees which would in-
clude the 10 percent increase in
fees passed at the last session of
the Legislature, be allocated to the
four county Commissioners Court
precincts on a population a n d
road mileage basis.

Our forefatherss were a wise
group, mabe by necessity, but they
worked out a plan to provide their
present and later generation with
proper education by setting up:our
Permanent School Fund, the pro-
ceeds of which were invested in
interest bearing bonds going into
the :Available School Fund to bhe
used “as needed to build school
buildings, employ teachers anl
carry on an educational program.
I am for adding to this Perman-
ent School Fund instead of trans-
ferring any part of it, emergency
or not, interest on same to be us-
ed as our wise forebears intended,
and, I will support no measure to
transfer any part of it. I favor
adequate funds for our extension
service. and State forestry pro-
gram, a - more expanded animal
health program and a strong State
law to makée it illegal “to sell live
hog cholera virus.”

Judicial Re-Districting

Press reports and many mem-
bers of the State Bar Association
have indicated favoring State-wide
Judicial Re-Districting Bill. [
believe this should not only be
done as an economy move but to
relieve the case load in some dis-
tricts, making an effort to balance
the work that relief can be pro-
vided over-worked districts with-
out the expense of adding the cost
of new courts and buildings; I
would not supporf or favor any
‘“single shot’’ drea change unless
mutually agreeable to all interest-
ed parties in any county or coun-
ties affectad.

Teenage Question and
Juvenile Delinquency

It is my opinion that we al-
ready: have ample laws on our
statute books to cope with this all
important and troublesome ques-
tion, if properly enforced. I afn
sure the major part of teenage
crime comes from neglect of horze
ties and lack of home supervision.
I favor amending our present
laws of parents’ duties under the
law, reduce teenage responsibility
age and include more drastic pen-
alties according to the attitude of
the offender and garvity of toe
crime; making sure of swift pun-
ishment as facts warrant.
