It was also the 25th meeting
of the Quarter Century Club
since it was organized in 1948,
and in his remarks to the
employees, Hulsey emphasized

He said that demands on the
supply of natural gas have
made it necessary to seek other
long - term sources of Tuel
Lignite reserves are being
developed as an additional fuel
source, but since lignite also is
limited, the company is looking
to nuclear power as the only
proven reliable fuel source that
has enough energy potential to
meet future electric power
needs

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MYSTERIOUS PHOTOGRAPH - - This photograph
was reproduced by James Cotton of Cotton’s Studio in
Cisco, from a print in the possession of Mrs. Carl
Zeihr of Cisco. Mrs. Zeihr reportedly obtained the
print from a relative in Houston, who had received it

from a person in Shreveport, La., where it was
reportedly made on Feb. 25. The story is that an
amateur photographer, using up a roll of film,
pointed the camera into the sky and the resulting
negative occurred. It appears to be of Christ, but
persons familiar with photography state that such a
print could be produced by various methods including
the superimposing of negatives in an enlarger. The
coincidence is that only recently a Floydada paper
ran a similar photograph and reported that the
picture was made at a burial service. Other reports
have been made from a wide area. One from Ranger
was a mysterious image appearing on a photograph
made in a church in that city. The image appeared in
the picture on an otherwise blank wall.
