No lines shall hr set 
or placed within 20ft feet of any 
boat dock or pier, or swimming 
area.

Regulations also state that min­
now seines not more than 20 feet 
in lpngth may he used. Dip nets 
and fruit jars with attached fun­
nel are permitted for taking min­
nows and rough fish.

Senator Ralph Yarborough

Yarbrough Asks 
Grant for Public 
Junior Colleges

Senator Kalph Yarborough 
( D-Tt/x. I has introduceil in the 
Senate a bill to authorize an an­
nual grunt of $200 million for five 
years to help states cope with the 

emergency in higher education 
presented by skyrocketing enroll­
ments. The bill would provide for 
Federal assistance in the con­

struction of public community jun­
ior colleges.

Speaking on the floor of the 
Senate, Senator Yarbrough said.

‘ ‘Testimony 1 have heard before 
the Senate Labor and Public Wel­
fare Committee indicates the num­
ber of potential college students in 
the United States will be doubled 
by 1970. Unless immediate steps 
Lie taken to construct buildings to 
accomodate them, the children of 
the Veterans of World War II and 
the Korean Conflict will be denied 
opportunities to attend college, 
simply because there would be no 
room for them.

“ Many high school graduates 
ate being denied an opportunity to 
go to college today simply be­
et use the colleges say they are 
full and have no more room. This 
is a denial of the American dream 
of a college education for every 
bey and girl who wants it and is 
capable of mastering the courses.

“ This bill would provide grants 
for extension of existing public 
junior college facilities, or the es­
tablishment of new facilities. It 
provides for the development of 
State and local junior colleges, 
with special priority to those areas 
in need of higher educational faci- 
litres. States whose plans are ap­
proved would receive a flat Fed­
eral grant, with additional funds 
to be matched by the States.

“ This bill leaves control of 
these public junior colleges wholly 
under thd States. There is no dan­
ger, under this bill, of Federal 
control of junior colleges.

“ The failure to provide ade­
quate facilities for the young peo­
ple of America Is leading to the 
waste of the greatest of all our 
resources, our human resources.

“ In the next 15 years ,the col­
lege poplation of Texas alone will 
increase by 75 to 100 per cent, 
and similar increases will take 
place throughout the nation. There 
are 32 public junior colleges in 
Texas, with additional ones author­
ized and in the process of forma­
tion. I f  our society is to continue 
to grow and to develop, we must 
be alert to the particular needs of 
our times. The junior college re­
presents a movement which has 
grown out of the educational 
needs and demands of our people.”
