This is a total o f 9.7 miles 
of new roads in Eastland 
County, and it is estimated 
these improvements will cost 
5164,000.

This is a p srt of the State 
1962 Farm to M arket Road 
Program, which authorixed ex­

penditure of 523 1/2 million
for over 1,200 miles of new 
Farm  to M arket roads in the 
State.

Normally, about 1,000 miles 
of new FM roads are  added to 
the highway system each year, 
but the 1962 program repre­
sents an Increase o f more than 
200 miles, because o f the 
new FM Road Bill (S.B. 1) 
passed by the third called ses­
sion of the 57th Legislature 
and signed Into law this past 
January .

This bill established a long 
range maintenance program 
fo r farm  roads. Thus, with 
adequate maintenance funds 
assured fo r these roads, the 
design standards have been 
lowered to get more miles with 
few er dollars.
