Need more rain? Fanners 
say no, but some livestock men 
say they are lpw on stock 
water Most of our rains this 
winter have been light, the kind 
that soak deep into the soil. 
These kind of rains do not nil 
tanks

There was standing room 
only at the vegetable and fruit 
meeting in Eastland on 
February 27th Dr. John 
Larsen and B G. Hancock 
presented some good in­
formation. We still have 
publications of most of the 
materials presented if anyone 
needs it.

Dr l^arsen said that the 
greatest polluters were not 
farmers who sprayed their 
crops and livestock with 
pesticides but people living in 
urban areas Studies have 
shown that streams and un­
derground water in urban 
areas have more pesticides in 
them than those in rural areas. 
He said people usually apply 
more chemicals than needed on 
lawns and home gardens 
Many times they do not read 
labels and they apply pesticides 
that should not be used on the 
vegetables or plants being 
treated If they have pesticides 
left over they dump the 
remains into the sewage 
ystem

It's about time to spray your 
fruit trees to prevent worms 
and other insects. If you have a 
small orchard or even a few 
irees you should spray ac­
cording to the following 
chedule using malathion and 
Aettable sulfur 
The first spray should be 

ipplied when 75 percent of the 
ictals have fallen A second 
pplication is made ten days 
iter The third application is 
ut on ten to fourteen days after 
he second application and the 
ourth spray’ applied fourteen 
lays after the third.

Malathion controls the in- 
iects while sulfur controls 
iiseases such as Brown rot 
these materials are safe when 
ised as directed.

We are going to try some new 
arieties of fruit trees in the 
ounty We have ten plum trees 
and five peach trees that will be 
Ranted in various areas of the 
county this year The plum is 
mown as P- 113 and will be 
Tamed sometime in the future.
It promises to be the best large 
?lum available today The new 
peach has been named as 
Miliam and is a good red mid­
tea son peach They will be 
ested both in commercial 

orcahrds and in yards.

The Light Touch

seminar in Rising Star Wed­
nesday, March 7th. In past 
years we have had as many as 
100 or more to attend Suppose 
the weather was too beautiful 
for farmers to leave their wo.'h 
to attend the meeting

Four Extension Service 
peanut specialists discussed 
peanut production Dr. John 
Chapin discussed varieties, 
irrigation and fertilizing Ben 
Spears discussed weed control. 
Dr Wendell Horne, Plant 
Pathologist, discussed disease 
control and Dr Cliff Hoelscher. 
Entomologist, discussed insect 
control. Federal Crop In­
surance was outlined by Gene 
amilton of the CFCIC.

The Eastland County Far­

mers Union provided refresh­
ments for the meeting.- E. B 
Harding and Jerry Winfrey 
helped to plan and conduct the 
meeting

You can get the m ost value from 

your electric range by following these tips.

Use flat-bottomed 
pans
The flatter the pan 
the better the con­
tact with the elec­
tric unit. Also, be 
sure the pans have 

tight-fitting lids to reduce cooking time 
and moisture loss. And match pan size to 
unit size to avoid heat loss.

Don't open the 
oven door 
unnecessarily
Opening the oven 
door when the oven 
is hot can cause 
heat loss and ex­
tended cooking time. It also can result in 
undercooking.

Use minimum 
amount of water
The more  water 
you use, the longer 
it takes to get it 
hot. Many foods

can be cooked with little or no water. 
Once water starts to boil, use the lowest 
heat setting that will keep it boiling.

Cook and freeze
Bake two cakes or 
pies, or make dou­
ble recipes of such 
foods as stews and 
spaghetti sauce.
Then freeze one 
for future use. Also, when you're baking, 
prepare an oven meal at the same time 
so no surface cooking is necessary-simply 
choose foods that will cook at the same 
temperature.

Thaw before 
cooking
Thawing meats be­
fore cooking re­
d u ce s  c o o k in g  
time. Also, when 
recipes call for a 

preheated oven, don't turn it on too far in 
advance-usually 10 to 15 minutes will do.
