Hi member the William Heikkila 
c.ise?—  He was the man who was
hu.-tled out of the Country to his 
native F'inland immediately after 
the high courts had denied him 
releif on his deportation rase.

lieikkila came to the Ltnited 
S*stes in 1906. He registered as 
ar alien in 1940, and admitted he 
war a member of the Communist 
Party. He waited until 1945 to 
file his first application for citi­
zenship.

In 1949 he was first ordered 
deported and has been appealing
ever since.

After the supreme court had 
denied appeals in 1952, 1953 and 
1955, he started all over again.

This means that as long us 
all the foreign hoodlums and Com­
munists liihe money to hire law­
yers to keep their case in court, 
they can not hg deported.

As of about a year ago there 
were between 7,0110 and 8,000 
orders for deportation, but not a 
one of them deported.

In many instances the native 
country will not receive them. 
More than half the cases now 
pending are people from Com­
munist countries behind the Iron 
Curtain.

What can he done with the per­
son ordered deported from the

United States when his native 
country will not issue the docu­
ments for this Country to deliver 
him? The answer is absolutely 
nothing.

At the same time, there is a 
hue and cry from many highly 
respected oragnixations and many 
good people to open our doors to 
more and more expellees and ref­
ugees.

Since 1945 the United States 
has admitted an estmated 600,- 
000 escapees, and in addition, be­
tween 70,00(1 and 75,000 * have 
heen admitted under regular immi­
gration quotas. They have been 
aumitted under the Displaced 
Persons Act and under the so-cal­
led Refugee Act of 1953. Under 
the President’* authority, a flood 
of so-called Hungarian refugees 
were admitted in 1956 and 1957 
Still more are coming.

Our government knew little or 
n< thing about these people w he.i 
they were admitted. At this 
time we do not know where many 
of them are, or wnat they are do­
ing. Yet, we drag one deportation 
through the courts for ten year* 
and raise a hullabaloo hy trying 
to get one man out of the Country 
immediately after the court has 
de< ided his case and before his 
lawyer ran file another.

Our government has already 
found some of these refugees 
we’ve imported to he Communists 
and some criminals. If  all of 
them proved to be Communists and 
criminals, we could do nothing 
about a single one. Rut we conti­
nue to bring them in and conti­
nue efforts to deport others.
