three hours on any school day. 
All work must also be performed 
1 etween the hours of 7 a.in. and
7 p.m.

With the opening of schools 
c lo se  at band in Texas, fanners 
were reminded today that the 
Fair Libor Standards Act prohib­
its the employment of children 
under 16 years of age on farms 
during school hours.

The reminder was issued in 
Dallas by Regional Director Wil­
liam J. Rogers of the t'. S. De­
partment of Labor’s Wage and 
Hour Division, the agency which 
administers the law.

"Tile Federal child-labor law 
is designed to keep children under 
16 o ff the farm and thereby per­
mit them to continue their school­
in g ”  Mr. Rogers said. He pointed 
out that the law applies to both 
local youngsters and children of 
migratory workers.

The only exception to the law, 
he said, is for the farmer’s own 
child working on his parents’ 
farm.

‘ ‘Children under 16 may law- 
fu!!y work on farms before and 
after school hours and on week­
ends or holidays,”  he said, ‘ but 
stiff penalties for wilful violations 
can make Uie employment of child­
ren during school hours expen­
sive.”

Rogers also stated the Farmers 
can protect themselves from un­
intentional violation by requiring 
an age certificate from youngst­
ers to make sure they are old en­
ough for the job. In Texas, these 
certificates may be obtained as a 
public service from the Texas Em­
ployment Commission.

Farmers could save themselves 
and the nation over $112,000,000 
a yeur if they would inaugurate 
u vaccination progrum against a 
cattle ami swine disease known as 
leptospirosis, ti e American Fouii- , 
dution for Ardual Health suggest­
ed today.

The d.sease causes prematuj-e 
births of calves and pigs. In re­
cent v ears, however, vaccines have 
bee-, developed which will prevent 

and a vaccination campaign is 
now being urged on a nation-wide 
scale.

In calves, leptospirosis usually 
causes fever, prostration, labored 
breathing and jaundice, with death 
losses reaching considerable pro­
portions. It also cun cause a sharp 
drop in milk production among
dairy cattle.

The disease is especially serious 
as a breeding hazard for swine, 
and infected animals may be 
spreaders or carriers for many 
months.

“ We are foolish to confront one 
hundred million dollars in losses 
from a cause like this, when we 
now have a tool which will save 
us that huge toll,”  the Foundation 
said. “ Systematic vaccination will 
pay great dividends to the farm­
er, and to the nation's economy as 
well.”
