High school and college stu ­

dents are  greatly underestim ating 
the career opportunities which ex­
ist on the reporting and editing 
rta ffs  of the nation's newspapers. I 

This is a m ajor conclusion of 
a report by Alvin E. Austin, who 
took a year's leave from his post 
as head of North Dakota L’niver-. 
sity’s journalism  departm ent to 
investigate news s ta ff re c ru itm en t, 
problems— and solutions— across I 
the nation. His study was spon­
sored by Dow Jones & Co., pub-1 
li&her o f The Wall S treet Journal, • 
and by the Dow Jones Foundation.

One of his surveys, of 1 3 5 1 
large and small daily papers, dis­
closed that over 67 per cent con­
sider “ shortage of new manpow­
e r”  to  be one of their leading pro­
blems. Pay fo r beginning reporters 
just out of college Is rising ra ther 
Tepidly; it now averages, around I 
$73 weekly and ranges above 
$100. Slightly more than half the | 
newspapers surveyed are paying 
some top experienced news men j 
more than $ 10,000 annually.

“C learly, newsaper sa la rie s . 
hove been improving faster than I 
inform ation about the gains has 
been getting  around ,” declares | 
the Austin report. It blames the 
m ajority o f newspapers themselv­
es for a widespread failure to  in­
form young people of the oppor­
tunities on news staffs. And it em ­
phasises that on good newspapers 
these rew ards include “ intangi­
bles" of the profession: .ex c ite ­
ment, integrity, prestige— a way 
o f life.

“ To the extent that journalists 
have suceeded in tearing  down the 
ttaditional stereotype of the hard- 
drinking, bullet-dodging s ta r re­
porter (still purveyed by movies 
end television! they seen) to  have 
left only the wrong impression 
tha t newspapering is a dull and 
routine jo b ,” says the Austin re­
port.

A ttracting  bright young minds 
"is the newspaper industry’s pro- 
b 'em ; many individual papers arc 
tackling it with Imagination and 
vigor," it adds. ‘ B ut It is also a 
problem of im portance to the 
whole American society. News­
papers always have needed the 
best minds available to perform  
their vital task of keeping the 
public informed; Never has this 
hren tru e r than now, a tim e of 
scientific, social and econmic 
bieakthroughst”

The greatest pool of ta len t for 
newspaper staffs of the fu tu re  is 
to  be found today on college and 
school papers, the study conclud­
es, It suggests most student edit­
or. would welcome volunteer p ro­
fessional advise on putting  out 
tneir publications, and tha t assoc­
iation with the pros could lead 
nm *- young people to chose a 
j r ^ ^ B ta t ic  career.

^ ^ V p a p e r s  confront a mild 
■ lilt i, via, Professor Austin notes, 
because their hiring concentrates 
on sm art college students— but 
impressinos nbout careers are 
pretty  vvell fixed in most young­
sters’ minds several years before 
they graduate from college. This 
rleans the papers must capture 
imaginations a t high school age. 
if not before.

As evidence that newspapers 
have largely failed to do this, he 
shows that staffs of high school 
newspapers (some 30,000 of them, 
with $20 million annual product­
ion costs) have been largely 
abandoned by the boy students, 
just within the last few years. He 
quotes approvingly the remark of 
r> professional newspaperm an:

If the United States is to main­
tain her world leadership in agri­
culture, it is essential that we 
maintain an adequate num ber of 
c i.'lege trained individuals in the 
•science of agricultural. High 
school departm ents of vocational 
agricultural o ffe r basic coliege 
preparatory  train ing for those 
students who plan to become to­
morrow’s college trained agricul­
tural leaders und scientists.

The nation needs 15,000 college 
graduates in agriculture annually. 
We are  getting  less than 7,900. 
The shortage will probably con­
tinue fo r some time. Each year 
we need 2,000 college graduates 
fo> replacem ents in farm ing and 
ranching.

The field of agricultural re­
search, which is responsible for 
most o f the rapid progress we 
have made in agricultural, needs 
1,( 00 research workers each year. 
A gricultural education, which has 
the responsibilty of educating 
faint youth and adults, and others 
connected with agriculture, needs 
3,COO new professional workers 
iu<h year. Agricultural business 
a .d industry, which employs ap­
proximately 30 percent of the 
workers in the United States, 
r *cds 6,000 workers annually. 
Hach year we need 1,000 for con­
sul vation, 500 fo r agricultural 
communications and 1,500 for 
agricultural services.

E. V. W alton, head of the De­
partm ent of A griculture E ducat­
ion states that, “ When and if 
global w ar comes, the difference 
between Russia and the United 
Stales will not be in technology 
ea t in agr culture. A griculture ii 
tin one productive a rea  in whicli 
we are superior to  Russia. W< 
have had a 40 year lead.

Much of it 
springs from the U.S. D epart­
ment of Labor, wh'eh has the news, 
papei bus.ness tubbed as a de­
clining industry, mainly because 
ther are  few er dailies and week- 
Bes in the 1920’s. Laigely over- 
h oked, iroireally , is the fact that 
the U. S. D epartm ent of Com­
merce lists newspapers among 
•Vrovvth industries, '1 a rating  ju s t­
ified by the big increase in totals 
of employes, payrolls, circula.- 
t:ons.

Should the young person aiming 
nt a news career go to a college 
journalism  school? The report not­
es tha t debate on this point still 
rages among newspaper executi­
ve.-. Of 128 m anaging editors 
queitioned, 91 would definitely 
hire journalism  school graduates 
ahead of general college grads; 29 
funily fufored the la tte r over the 
form er; just eight had no p refer­
ence.

1 rofessor Austin argues that the 
question is perhaps less crucial 
tnan it might seem, since newspap­
er - agree that most of all they 
v ant young people with u broad 
liberal education, and this is ob­
tainable e ither in o r out of joun 
i iiMii schools. In any case, the 
l.ipers cun not cu rren tly  fill ull 
their manpower needs from the 
j turnali-m  schools, whose enroll­
ment has dropped more than 30 
percent within a decade. There­
fore, he contends, they must en­
large the ir recruitm ent from the 
staffs o f college papers on campus­
es lacking formal journalism  cour­
ses.

More and more newspapers 
have recently initiated their own 
training program fo r young mem­
bers of their news staffs , the re ­
ports shows. A spot check during 
the course of the Austin study 
tu> ned up 35 of them in 28 states 
end the District of Columbia. C ur­
rently, there is a burst of in ter­
est in the idea tha t newspapers, 
l.ke baseball teams, could benefit 
fium  "fa rm " systems where rook­
ie- could he trained and exhibit 
their worth. One newspaper chain 
ha recently acquired two Florida 
weeklies with this objective.

The Austin report admits that 
it.- numerous surveys could not 
compile statistics on some of the 
greatest attractions o f a career 
on a good newspaper. To sample 
these, the report quotes individu­
al who are in the profession and 
love it. Here are three of them :

•'No two days are alike. Work 
i> stim ulating, creative, and every 
situation is different. Boredom is 
in possible! The people themselves 
are exciting and congenial, too. 
Everyone seems to  be clocely 
l.nit and working fo r a  common 
goal.”

"1 feel as though 1 belong, and
otten get satisfaction out of the 
idea that a t least a few souls in 
our area honestly depend on my 
new -gathering and w riting fo r 
information on subjects vital to 
them .”
