Super Highway 20 
Easements Bought

The State o f Texas Wednesday 
acquired the first right-of-way for 
the new Super Highway 20 in 
Eastland County.

This marked the first time the 
State has purchased right-of-way 
in Eastland County.

Right o f  way controlled access 
highway easements were filed in 
the County Clerk’s office Wednes­
day afternoon by State agents.

The State has acquired a little 
over three miles o f 100 yard right- 
of-way, a check o f the Clerk's re­
cords revealed .

The three mile stretch o f right- 
of-way was secured from a num­
ber o f landowners in the north­
east part of the county. Records 
show the right-o-fway secured 
runs from the Eastland-Erath 
Ciunty line west to just below 
Ranger Hill. That is the only sec­
tion of Highway 80 which is not 
now four lanes .

Highway 80 in that section has 
been the county’s death trap this 
year. Seven persons died in one 
accident at Palo Pinto Creek 
bridge, and two others were kill­
ed near the Strawn intersection.

The new route will not follow the 
present route exactly. At places it 
will be on the north side o f High­
way 80 and at others on the south 
side. The new course will straigh­
ten out the three mile stretch.

Eastland, Eastland County and 
State officials jointly issued a plea 
today for area citizens to drive 
safely over the Fourth of July

; holidays.
Operation Deathwatch begins at 

12:01 a.m. Friday and will con­
tinue through 11:69 p.m. Sunday. 
A total o f 28 persons will die on 
Texas highways during that per- 

j iod, Texas Department o f  Public 
Safety officials have predicted.

Eastland County has already 
had far more than its share o f 
traffic deaths this year. Ten per­
sons have dic'd on highways and 
roads in the county and officials 
are planning to take ev^ry caution 
to see that the number doesn’t 
increase.

Maj. Wilson E. Speir, Regional 
4 commanded of the Department 
of Public Safety, has announced 
that all uniformed enforcement 
personnel o f the Motor Vehicle 
Inspection Service, License a n d  
Weight Service and Highway Pa- \ 
trol Service of the Department of 
Public Safety would be assigned 
traffic duties during this period. 
All holidays and days o ff have 
been cancelled. Patrolmen will op­
erate radar extensively during this 
period in an effort to reduce the 
death toll.

Speed and DWI violations will 
be the primary targets o f Patrol­
men during this period as these 
two violations contribute to traf­
fic deaths more than any . other 
violations.

Motorists are urged to cooper­
ate in the reduction effort by ob­
serving all traffic laws, drive de­
fensively, don’t gamble your life 
and that of your loved ones on s 
few seconds you might gain by 
driving at excessive speed.
