Bection 1. That Subsection (b) of
Bection 62 of Article XVI of the Con-
stitution of Texas be amended so as to
read hereafter as follows:

“(b) Each ecounty shall bave the
right to provide for and administer a
Retirement, Disability and Death Com-

nsation Fund for the appointive of-
icers and employees of the county or
precinet, or for the appointive and elec-
tive officers and for the employees of
the county or precinct, provided same
is authorized by a majority vote of the
qualified voters of such county and
after such election has been advertised
by being published in at least one
newspaper of general efrculation in
said county once each week for four
consecutive weeks; provided that the
amount contributed by the county to
such Fund shali st least equal the
amount paid for the same purpose
from the income of each such person
and shall not exceed at any time seven
and one-half per centum (74%) of the
oom‘nnullon paid to each such pcr-on

eounty,

"AII funds provided from the com-
pensation of each such person, or by
the county, for such Retirement, Dis-
ability and Death Compensation Fund,
a8 are received by the county, shall be
invested in bonds of the United States,
the State of Texas, or counties or
cities of this state, or in bonds issued
by any agency of the United States
government, the payment of the prin-
eipal of and interest on which is

guaranteed by the United States, pro-
vided that s sufficient amount of said
funds shall be kept on hand to meet
the immediate payment of the amount
likely to become due each year out of
said Fund, such amount of funds to be
kept on hand to be Wnincd by the
agency which may be provided by law
to administer said Fund; and provided
that the recipients of benefits from said
Fund shall not be eligible for any other
pension retirement funds or direct aid
from the State of Texas, unless the
Fund, the creation of which is pro-
vided for herein, contributed by the
