A trade-m ark identifies merch- 
dise as being the product of a par­
ticu lar m anufacturer or d istribu­
tor. W h i l e  a trade-m ark is most 
often a word, it m a y also be an 
emblem, symbol, or devise. The in­
tended function of a trade-inark is 
to distinguish the g o o d s  of the 
proprietor from the goods of others 
in the m arket place. The expres­
sions “ trade-piarks” and ‘'brand 
nam e” are synonymous.

A trade-m ark, which is actually 
marked u p o n  goods or m erchan­
dise, is to be distinguished from a 
trade name, which is a name un­
der which business is conducted. 
“ American Tobacco Company” is 
u trade nam e; “ Lucky S trike” 
is a trade mark. A trade nayie may 
also be marked upon merchandise 
and used as a traUr mark, and may 
then be registered as a trade-m ar^, 
but a word used only as a trad e^

College Increase 
Expected To Rise 
Sharply In 1960

COLLEGE STATION, T a x a * 
(S p l.)—College enroll men t w i l l  
remain relatively stable in Texas 
until 1960, when it will begin to 
rise rapidly, the Southern Re­
gional Education Board, in its 
latest printed report, rereived at 
Texas A. alnl M. College, re ­
veals. The report is titled “ Fu­
tu re  Sehool and College E nroll­
ments in the Southern Region.”

“ We expect Texas to h a v e  
about 't\ 5,000 to 225,000 college 
students by 1970, or 90,000 more 
than the 1952 enrollm ent. For 
every fou r college students on 
Texas canipu-e- today,” the re 
port show-, ‘‘th t ie  will be seven 
in 1970.

“The cum ulative e f f e c t  of 
these successive increments in th<- 
educational load will be reflec t­
ed most dram atically in the g ra ­
duate schools. We believe that 
there may very well be as many 
as 250 per ren t more graduate 
students in the South in 1970 
than we had in 1970.”

Enrollm ent a t all educational 
levels will rise impressively in 
Texas during the next 20 yeats, ‘ 
it is pointed out. At the college 
level Texas enrollm ent will in- j 
crease about 70 per cent.

Factors which will tend to in 
crease college enrollm ent in the J 
state between now and 1970 in­
clude the projected grow th of 
about 100 percent in the number 
of high school g raduates and of 
about 70 per cent in the size o f 
the college-age population, the re­
port shows.

AUSTIN T.u1 Director of 
Wildlife Restoration for the (iamt
and Kitih Commission relayed a 
field report  w arn ing  deer hunters 
against mistakenly .'hooting spike 
bucks, which a re  illegal.

Bob Kam>t*y, Wildlife Biologist, 
found in surveying herds for the 
antlerless d eer  *a.-on in over­
populated a reas  of  Gillespie, Ma- 
s j i i  and I.luno counties  th a t  spike 
bucks comprised 41.2 per cent o f  
all bucks counted.

" D e e r  h un ters  should stand 
cautioned that  on  the opening day 
almost every o th e r  buck seen will 
be an illegal sp ike ,"  w ro te  Kam>ey 
to his Austin headquar te rs .  “ As 
the season progresses,  the per­
centage of >pik« > will skyrocket 
because of the shooting o f  the 
adult bucks, and th a t  w ill call fo r  
increase!  vigilance on the part  
of the hunter.**
