OnP-hundred inches in length 
and girth combined is the maxim­
um size except that smaller limi­
tations apply to rertain overseas 
destinations addressed through 
New York, N. Y.

Preparation
Boxes for overseas transmission 

must necessarily be of strong con­
struction on account of the great 
distance these parcels must be 
transported mul the hnndling and 
storage they must undergo. It is 
necessary that all nrtirles for over­
seas delivery bp parked in boxes of 
wood, metal, solid fiberboard, or 
strong dimble-fuced corrugated 
fiberboard.

It is also desirable that all fiber-i 
board boxes be securely wrapped 
in heavy paper. Each box should 
be well tied with strong cord.

Boxes should contain sufficient 
cushioning material so that the 
■contents will he tightly packed to 
prevent any rattling or loosening 
of articles within the package. 
Unless completely packed n n il 
tightly filled, boxes are likely to 
be crushed.

Prohibited Articles 
In addition to the usual articles 

normally prohibited in the mnils, 
matches of all kinds and lighter 
fluid may not be mailed to over­
seas military addresses. Cigaret­
tes, other tobaeco products, and 
coffee are prohibited in parcels 
addressed to some military post 
offices.

Postage
The domestic rates of postage 

are applicable, and postage must 
be fully prepaid. When fourth- 
class parcel post rates are ap­
plicable, the zone rate from the 
post office where mailed to the 
post offire through which the 
parcel is addressed will be charg­
ed. Air m.-lTl weighing not to ex­
ceed 8 ounces is chargeable at the 
rate of 7 rents per ounce, and 
those articles weighing over 8

Are Expected

AUSTIN' —  Early reports have 
indicated there'll be a big crop of 
quail for the opening of the sea 
son Dec. 1. Now indications also 
point to a good crop of quail hunt­
ers, according to the assistant di­
rector of wildlife restoration of 
the Game and Fish Commission.

“ Wd’ve had a lot o f good food 
and cover this year, and a wonder 
ful hatch of birds," he said. “ Our 
men from every part of Texas tell 
us that conditions are excellent 
and birds are plentiful."

The quail season begins Dec. 1, 
and ends Jan. 16. The limit is 12 
birds pe'r day. or 36 in possession.

Applications are still coming in 
for the public hunts to he held on 
the Gene Hove Wildlife Manage­
ment area in the Panhandle. These 
hunts are scheduled for Dec. 6; 
Dec. 29; Jan. 3r and Jun. 16. All 
applications must be in the Game 
Commission office in Austin by 8 
a m. Nov. 14. A drawing then will 
be held.

The hunters will he paired, with 
10 pairs o f hunters each day, for 
a total of 80 hunters. Only per­
sons over 17 will he given permits. 
The bag limit on this area is 10 
birds per person.

Shooters art' urged to bring 
their own dogs. There is a heavy 
growth of flowering weed- and 
dogs are needed to prevent loss 
of birds.

Five Interceptions 
Are Story O f Game

Eastlnnd’s Mavericks took a 
peanut butter spread to Ballinger 
Friday night and the Bluecuts gob­
bled up 33 sandwiches without al­
low ing the locals a bite. The Cats, 
in winning undisputed second 
place honors in District 7-A A, 
blanked the Mavs for the first time 
this year. The score: 33-0

Eastland ran from a spread for­
mation during practicaly the en­
tire second half after using a T- 
formation attack during most of 
the first half. The offense turned 
into disaster, with Ballinger in­
tercepting five passes. In the third 
quarter the Mavs had the ball on 
jurt two occasions, and both times 
lost the pigskin on interceptions. 
T hen the story was repeated in 
the fourth quarter, with Eastland 
losing the ball the next two times 
they got it on interceptions.

The Mavs never did offer a real 
threat to the hard-hitting Railing 
er team. Eastland marched 48 
yards the first time they got the 
ball in their most impressive per­
formance, but a fumble robbed the 
Mavs of a touchdown. The march 
all came from T-formation plays

From then on the public ad­
dress system rang with two names 
—Jerry Chandler and Kenneth 
Wiginton —  and one statement 
“  . . . and Ballinger intercepts an­
other Eastland pass.”

Ballinger didn’t score until the 
last play o f the first quarter. Run­
ning from the single wing, the 
Cats marched 63 yards in 13 plays 
with Candler going over from the 
three on third down. Candler tried 
to run over the extra points but 
was smothered.

The two teams fought back and 
fourth with neither able to score. 
Then Ballinger marched to the 
Eastland 12 yard line. On third 
down Candler went back to pass

and Mickey Garner intercepted for 
the Mavs. Eastland got the ball 
out to the 17, then had to punt. 
Clint Humphreys kicked the hall 
out to the 33 and Wiginton gath­
ered in he bull on the 60. He ran 
through three Mavs and turned 
on the steam, getting Ballinger’s 
-econd touchdown with le-s than 
two minutes to play.

The Mavs came out fast with 
their spread in the third quarter 
and Ballinger had a touchdown in 
a matter of minutes. Bobby Bow­
er, Ballinger tackle, intercepted 
his first of two passes, and re­
turned the hall to the Eastland 26. 
Candler lugged it over from the 
eight a few plays later to make it 
20 4).

Power got himself another Mav 
pass a few minutes later, this time 
returning the ball to the Ea.'tland 
15. Wiginton called his own num­
ber and took it over oh first down 
from that point. Candler kicked 
the extra point.

The final touchdown of t h e  
game also came on a pass inter­
ception. This time Ballinger got 
the ball on the Mav 41. Penalties 
pushed Ballinger bark to the Mav 
45, then Wiginton romped 45 yards 
for the touchdown.

Ballinger probably hit harder 
than any team Eastland has play­
ed all year and the Cats had 
power to spare from their single 
wing formation. But the game was 
a lot closer than the score would 
indicate. Eastland simply couldn’t 
keep the ball long enough, duo to 
pass interceptions, to stay in tho 
contest.

Here are lobs 
For Gardener

COLLEGE STATION — There 
are still a few jobs which the 

I home gardner can do now. And do­
ing them will help make the gard­
ening job easier next spring and 
will ndd useful life to needed 
equipment, says K. G. Hancock, ex­
tension horticulturist.

The garden site can be cleared 
of old plant growth including 
weeds and grass and if the plants 
were not diseased the materials 
should go into the compost pile, 
says the specialist. The compost 
can be used next year for mulch­
ing and adding organic matter to 
the soil. The plant residue may al­
so be plowed under as another 
method for clearing the garden 
area.

Dusters and sprayers should be 
given a thorough cleaning and 

- stored for the winter. Sprayers 
should be washed out to remove 
all spray residues and a weak vine­
gar solution will help. After the 
cleaning job, Hancock suggests 

[ coating the tank and other metal 
parts with a thin covering o f oil.

The duster should be cleanedT Wlitt a .vii* t i>i xx.-n. ritP rUJt-'l.
metal parts may be oiled hut oil 
on the inside of the duster will 
tend to rake th«* dust that will be 

jufed next season.
Most gardeners have left-over 

chemicals which ran be used next 
‘ season if they are properly stored, 
j Hancock advises storage in a dry- 
' place and in air tight containers.
| All should be carefully labeled and 
' placed out of reach o f children.

Left over seed o f many varieties 
| may also be stored for future use 
\ if they- are placed in tight con­
tainers and kept dry. They should 
be labeled to avoid mistakes on 

i varieties next spring.

Families Can 
Save Money Ry 
Producing Food

College Station,— Studies show 
! that families can reduce the 
1 amount of money spent for food 
| by producing some of it themselves 
and, at the same time, probably be 
better fed, says Cecil Parker,, ex­
tension farm management special­
ist.

However, adds Parker, there arc 
some factors that should be consid­
ered in deciding whether it is de­
sirable to produce rather than buy 
the home food supply.

One thing to consider is could 
the land, labor and capital used 
for home production be more pro­
fitably used for producing com­
mercial crops. It is also possible 
tl at the time required could be j.- 
ed in a way that woud pay more 
than enough to buy what might 
be raised.

The family also must decide if 
they would eat better by raising 
their own food supply and if they 
would get more of the protective 
foods such as milk, eggs, vegetab­
les, meats and fruits.

There are also some product- 
i\e factors, points out Parker. For 
example, does the family have 
the skill and knowledge for this 
type of production and are they 
willing to be tied down by the 
routine work? A sufficient water 
supply should he available in case 
of an extended dry spell.

Some other questions the fam­
ily should ask are: Is there a pos­
sibility of a 4-H club demonstra­
tion related to the food supply? 
Is there an opportunity to sell any 
surplus that might be produced? 
Is there a market accessible that 
curries a good variety and quality 
of foods at a reasonable price?

Parker says whether a family 
decides to produce their own food, 
and if so, the kind and amount of 
food they decide to produce, will 
depend on their own situation and 
the values they place on the above 
considerations.
