War Orphans 
Education Law 
Is Broadened

Mar Orphans Education, orig­
inally for the sons and daughters 
o f deceased war veterans, has 
been broadened by a new law to 
licfude the rhildren of deceased 
/ — ■runs of peacetime seyviee F,d- 
wurd P. Onstot, manager of the 
VA Regional O ffice in Dallas, 
Texas stated.

However, eligibility require­
ments for peacetime service under 
the new law will be stricter than 
for wartime service, he explained.

The wartime veteran must have 
died in military service or as the 
result o f a service-connected con­
dition after he was disharged.

Death of the peaetime veteran, 
however, must have been caused 
by het actual prformance of 
military duties or resulted from 
extra-hazardous service.

Actual definition o f wartime 
ami peacetime sendee is given in 
the new law as follows:

World War II for War Orphans 
Education purposes, begins Dec­
ember 7, 1941, and ends Decem­
ber 31, 1946. The Korean Conflict 
begins June 27, 1950 and ends 
January 31, 1955.

Peacetime service begins Sept 
ember 16, 1940, (date of the Sel­
ective Service A r t ) ; excludes the 
war dates and continues to run on 
into the future until such time 
as young men "are no longer 
liable for introduction for training 
and service in the Armed Forces 
under the Universal Military 
Trainig and Service Act.”

Children of deceased veterans 
generally must be between 18 
and 23 to go to school under the 
War Orphans Eduration program. 
They may receive up to 36 
months o f education. The Federal 
Government pays up to $110 a 
month for their schooling.

The new law for the first time 
also gives the Government’s 
stamp of approval to courses 
given on television for college 
credit— so long as the war orphan 
student is working toward a re­
gular college degree and so long 
as the major portion of his studi 
es require classroom attendance.

Mr. Onstot pointed out that 
for the adm nis rat on of th- 
War Orphans Education program 
an ‘ 'Orphan”  is considered to be 
the child o f a deceased vetera.i 
whose other parent may still he 
living. Death of both parents if 
not necessary for a child to be 
eligible under the War Orphans 
Education program.
