Deposits in March, 1958 totaled 
f3,631,701 At the close of bus­
iness March 12, the date called for 
rv the comptroller o f currency in 
Washington and the State Bank­
ing Department, deposits at East- 
land National Bank were $3,910,- 
£79.

Loans and discounts were up 
slightly too, however. Loans a 
year ago totaled $1,375,916, and 
now are listed at $1,337,030.

Deposits are slightly lower than 
thiy were at the Dec. 31 bank 
call. Deposits then were listed 
a! $4,129,652. This is usual, 
thaugh, since Dec. 31 deposits 
usually are higher than at any 
ether time.

\V ASH1NGT* >N. D C. The Sub­
committee for Review of th. Mu- 

itual Security Programs, (com­
monly known us Foreign A id), of 
which I am a member, has issued 
an interim report rexealing startl­
ing mismanagement on both the 
part of our own Government and 
go\ ernments we are supposed to 
be helping.

Since soon after the end of the 
so-called Marshall Plan, I have 
been voting against Foreign Aid. 
My opposition is not that of an 
isolationist by any means. Rather, 
it is because of the scope and op­
eration of programs launched in 
over-ambition.

The report of our committee 
will >how that the Executive De­
partment ha* come to Congress 
year after year with a system 
known as “ illustrative programs.”  
This simply means that they be­
lieve certain things can be ac­
complished in certain foreign na­
tions by the appropriation o f a 
certain number o f dollars. After 
th? money is appropriated, they 
then send the expert* to the coun­
tries to be aided for the purpose 
of plannning projects to fit the 
money.

It seemingly becomes the duty 
of the “ experts’ ‘to figure out pro­
jects which will cost the amount 
of money appropriated. In many 
instances the Congress has appro­
priated too much money, and pro­
jects ai ? ox erplanned. Ob'iously 
it results in a waste of the tax­
payers money, as xvell as placing 
.1 burden on the economy of *he 
country to be b?nrfitted. Our Sub­
committee has found that ill nut i- 
erou- instances offu als of certain 
foreign countries were not inte*- 
**-t<d in carrying forward the pi • 
!>« ''Is of our own Government, but 
:-.s i often the case in our own 
Count! y, evidently they felt that 
they would take whatever they 
could get, and as much o f it as 
possible.

As •an example o f some of th-1 
thing- found by our Committ?;, 
fund- were appropriated in 1952, 
with additional amounts being ap­
propriated in succeeding years, for 
a sawmill in Pakistan which has 
t ot yet been started, and, in fact, 
the engine-ring is incomplete. The 
The sum of $fill,5iui has been ob­
ligated for the purpose. There is 
still no proof that it is a practical j 
ope rat ion.

Many expenditures around the 
world have been made under pres­
sure o f "doing something." In 
many instances, “ doing something’ ’ 
to stem the tide against Commun- 

t influence, but we hive now be­
come a sort of victim of blackmail 
by many countries. They tell us 
that unless we continue to pour 
out our dollar* they may yield to 
Community influence. This is be­
coming an old story .

There is need for world cooper­
ation ajrainst the influence of So­
viet Russia. We can not sit still 
and assume that all people around 
the world are jroinjj to love us, 
but on the other hand we can not 
buy their loyalty and respect. Our

only a modest amount with three 

Jor four well qualified and dedic- 
j ated young men. He went to 
I Ethopia and accomplished more in 
'14 months with an expenditure of 
|a few thousand dollars than has 
l been accomplished in many coun­

tries during the last ten years. If 
his untimely death had not oc 
curriil in an airplane accident, he 
would have proved the correctness 
of his approach in other places.

Dr. Bennett’s idea of economic 
Foreign Aid is the kind 1 he I ieve 
would win friends and influence 
people. »

Tests of Gas 
Effects On Fish 
Aie Underway

AUSTIN —  Tests have been 
mad® to determine the effective­
ness of gas producing chemicals 
in controlling over-population- of 
certa-n types of bottom feeding 
lough fish, according to the Di­
rector of lnjand Fisheries, T onhj 
Games and Fish Commission

One of the objects of lh?*e 
tests was to learn how much ga* 
is necessary to float fish o f various 
weights to the surface where they 
could b* co llid 'd . Another ans­
wer sought was what type of 
chemical would provide the beat 
results.

Attempts to inflate a few fish 
failed because their throats con­
tained vertical shields of bone 
which prevented the entrance of 
every kind o f tubing used. Cal­
cium carbide proved to be the 
best gas producing ch°mical of 
those tested. The new problem was 
getting this chemical into t h e  
stomachs of thq fish-

To do this, the calcium carbide 
had to be covered w ith a substance, 
made into pellets, and then fed 
to the fish. Various types o f fat 
and waxes were used to cover and 
waterproof th° carbide, A confer­
ence with druggists and pharma­
ceutical manufacturers failed to 
turn up any workable? suggestions. 
Ne\ erthele-s a few pellets were 
rolled by hand and dropped in a 
pond heavily infested with black 
bullhead catfish, without result.

Apparently, the pellets were 
either too large for the fish to 
-wallow or the taste was wrong.

WASHINGTON, D. C. —  The 
count-down has started. Exactly 
two and a half months from no w 
will come the greatest test for 
tnis Country and world peace 
which has occured since World 
War 11. It probably is a test as 
great as Korea— greater than 
that which occured in lacbanon or 
that which involved Matsu and 
Queinoy.

May 27 is the deadline set by 
hnrushchev of the Soviet Union 
to give the East Germans control 
of the three air corridors, one 
railroad and one highway from 
West Germany through Soviet 
controlled territory to the City of 
1 erlin, a distance of about 100 
ii lies. After May 27, Khrushchev 
says that the East Germans, who 
are not recognized as a govern­
ment by the Western powers, will 
assume control. He further indic­
ates that the East Germans will 
close or restrict ingress and egress 
from the Allied sectors of West 
Berlin. He threatens that wh-n 
and if the Fast Germans restrict 
tiavel and supplies through th - 
transportation corridors from 
West Germany to West Berlin, and 
Open these evenues of supply, 
stould force be used to keep 
World War III may result.

i ’resident Kisenhower says we 
will not “ buitite an inch”  in pro­
tecting our rights to West Berlin.

Why is it important we main­
tain our position in Berlin? It is 
important because if it were not 
Berlin, it would be some otbei 
place. It may be Korea again— 
Vntsu or Quemoy; it may ugaio 
bi Lebanon or some othere place 
in the Middle Fast; it may lie 
Africa, Southeast Asia arid even 
Latin America. There is no end 
to the trouble making by the 
Communists. Revolution is ripe in 
many places which are fertile 
ground for the seeds of foment 
sown by the Russians. They are 
mnsters at sowing. They are ex 
rellent judges of fertility.

I f  we are not understimating 
the Soviets in the ballistic missle 
field, we are underestimating them 
in world trade, subversion and 
effectiveness of propaganda.

As an example of the effective­
ness of Khrushchev’s propaganda, 
what could be more reasonable 
than his statement that, ‘ ft is 
the task of the German people 
to re-unite Berlin." It sounds re- 
csonable that the German people 
themselves should decide how- ami 
when they shall unite and let 
others not “ interfere.”  The catch 
is that the East German govern­
ment was imposed hy the Soviet.:, 
is dominated by them, and any 
settlement would be dictated by 
the Kremlin. Re seemingly means 
that a settlement by the two Ger- 
r lan States would be between a 
West Germany, speaking for West 
Germany, and an East German 
government speaking for the Sov 
iet Union.

The May 27 deadline set by 
Khrushchev iz a real test for the 
Western powers. The United Stat­
es, England and France either de­
fault, not only to the West Ger­
mans, but to all free governments, 
or they stand up to the Russians 
in the face of the most serious 
challenge presented since World 
War II. As the President has said, 
it is no time for panic in the face 
of these threats. It is, however, 
time for the Western nations to 
let it be crystal clear to the Krem­
lin that we have no intention of 
knuckling under to their demands. 
Aside from the Allies’ commit-
