Rainfall has been as scarce this
year as during the drought years.
Actually most communities in this
vicinity have received less than
half of our average or normal rain-
fall to date. As a result our grass-
land is apt to be suffering for
moisture real soon if we do not get
a good general rain in a few days
to replenish sub soil moisture.

Recent checks of ground mois-
ture by Soil Conservation Service
workers after our rainfall the first
week in June show much less mois-
ture storage than in June of 1958
or June of 1957, This spring shows
patterns of penetration some what
different from previous years in
regards to different range condi-
tions.
