P-K Wildlife 
Populations 
On The Rise

AUSTIN Quail, deer, squir­
rel, turkey, dove and cottontail 
cahhit populations in the Possum 
Kingdom Game Management area 
now show an increase for thia 
year. Field biologists' reports in­
dicate that in some cases they are 
over 100 percent above the 1957 
population figure* for the same 
area, according to the director of 
wiDll fe restoration, Texas Game 
and Fish Commission.

Early lri.59 survey figure? show 
a 36.04 percent higher breeding 
imputation of hohwhite quail now 
than at this same time in 1957. A 
hint dog census on selected areas 
conducted in late fall of 1958 in­
dicate* a 160.31 percent increase 
in the total quail populations over 
that for the fall of 1957.

A deer census in the same sec­
tion of state showed a fall popu- 
lat'on of one deer per 19.76 acres 
lompared to one de«*r per 13.71 
Hrres in 1957 in Bosque County 
and similar increases in most of 
the other counties in the Possum 
Kingdom area.

Regular field observations indi- 
• ate a higher turkey hatching suc­
cess but only a slight increase in 
turkey populations over those for 
the previous nesting season. Squir­
rel populations were much higher 
and cottontail rabbit numbers con­
tinued high. Dove numbers were 
comparable to those for t h e  
preceding year.

Sixty-five roadside quail counts 
were made in 15 counties during 
the survey, while 6,643 aerrti in 
Clay, Wise and Young counties 
were censused with bird dogs. 
Methods for determining the popu­
lation trends for turkey a n d  
squirrels included field observa­
tions, contacts with game wardens 
landowners, and other field work­
ers.
