for cleaning blinds: a very mild| _
synthetic detergent, a large con-|
tainer such as a bathtub or‘
laundry tub; liquid wax, a soft
brush, several clean soft cloths,

and a good supply of lukewarm
water.

The first step is brushing off
i all surface dust. Use the dusting
'brush of your vacuum cleaner or
a cléan cloth for this job.

Once the dust is all off, whip |
up a suds in the bathtub or
laundry tub, Use water and a
mild synthetic which should be
completely dissolved. Place the
entire blind in the suds and brush
gently with a soft brush or
cloth. Work fast. Rinse fast, also,
using clear lukewarm water. Two
or more rinsings may be needed.

Dry the slats with a soft cloth,
then hane the blind up at the win-
dow so the tapes can dry. While
it is drying, the blind should be
extended all the way down. Give
the tapes a good stretch. When
the tapes are completely dry, ap-
ply a thin coat of liquid wax to
the slats, The wax will prevent
dust from sticking to the shade
aquite so readily. And when the

slats are dusted, they will be
cleaner.

Hearings on Bow

Season to be Held

AUSTIN Bow and arrow
hunters will have an opportunity

to pass recommendations
their proposed pre-season hunt this
year to the Game and Fish Com-
mission, it has been announced by
the exccutive secretary. Hearings
will be held in each ¢f the regula-
tory authority areas, where these
suggestions may be passed on eith-
er in person or in writing.

on on

The meeting dates and locations
will be set as soon as possible af-
ter August 11, effective date of
the enabling act passed by t h e
Legislature.

These hearings affect only the
counties under regulatory author-
itv. Although the act calls for a
30 day pre-season hunting will
be permitted in each county only
for a duration equivalent to the
‘egular open season. This means if
the regular deer hunting season is
only 10 days, then the pre-season
wnt can be for only 10 days.

Three count’es in Texas, Park-
er, Wise and Jack, are limited in
the'r hunting to local residents
only. This limitation was placed in
the bill by local representatives.

In other counties covered by the
general laws it will not be neces-
sary to hold hearings.
