industry by celebrating Texas Industrial Week.

We think the observance is oltogether fitting and
proper and are happy to join in the tribute. Industrial
payrolls of @ community are the backbone of its business
life and too few of us fully appreciate their value to our
economic health. Without industry, commerce of a com-
munity, at best, would see-saw on the brink of disaster.

The business climate is good in Texas. It's particular-
ly good in Pampa and Gray County. We are fortunate
in ?\ovmg all the principal factors management seeks
when looking for a community in which to invest capital
in industry. A few of them are. reasonably priced raw
maferials; high-quality workers, trustwotthy and depend-
able; good transportation; cheap fuel; good climate and
living conditions, and reasonable state and local taxes.

Pampa’s observance of Texas Industrial Week is be-
ing spearheaded by the Chamber of Commerce. Gordon
Lyons is chairman of the chamber's industrial committee
and John Frick is chairman of the planning committee

Many special programs designed better to acquaint
Pampans with what industry means to the community
have been arranged by the committees. We feel sure
that when the week has ended all of us will have o better
understanding of the paramount role industry plaoys in
our daily lives :

Theater Taxes

At the beginning of 1946, there were In this country
19,140 theatres — both four-wall and drive-ins

From the beginning of 1946 to January 1, 1954, new
drive-in theatres numbered 3,891 and new four-wall
theatres 91 1.

But trom January 1, 1946 to February 18, 1954, a
total of 6,280 theatres have been forced to close.
N.oreover, we know that as of January |, 1954, more

than 6,000 additional theatres were ope-ating at a loss.

During the same period the national box-0..ice gross
declined 33 per cent, industry profits suffered a decline
ot.B8 per cent and industry employment fell away 46.9
per cent,

L Thie/dn¢ipy!” ¢duse of this industrial catastrophe was
the federal 20 per cent admission tax

Ignored as a nuisance during the boom years of the
war, this tax revealed its truly devastating nature when
posiwar intlation began

The reason for this is that the admission price of a
theatie has o fixed ceiling, determined by the com-
munity. Exhibitors have found to tneir sorrow that it
is perilous to raise admission prices beyond the point
acceptable to their community.

When inflation came, however, theatre owners felt
that sharply rising operating costs justified an increase
in admission prices. To their consternation they soon
discovered that Uncle Sam had beaten them to it, that
the admission tax, by raising their admission prices 20
per cent, had already siphoned off pretty nearly all the
increase the traftic would bear.

That is why the national average admission price for
an evening performance has increased only about 1]
per cent in the last eight y-ars, while rent advanced
32.9 per cent, clothing 25 per cent, food 41 per cent, ond
all consumer commodities 36 per cent.

Paradoxical as it may seem, the 20 per cent admis-
sion tax forces the averoge movie theatre to sell its ad-
mission tickets at a loss.

Washington dispatches indicate that, effective to-
day, theatre tickets costing 50 cents or less will become
tax free ond excise rates on all admissions above 50
cents will be trimmed from 20 per cent to 10 per cent.
Howaver, there is one point that needs clarification.

And trat is that so.ne movie theatres will pass the
saving on the public by lowering admission prices, while
Others will not.

will be able to afford it because they are making money.

The theatres that will not lower their admission prices

He did do a good job
on those that he discussed, how-

From here on I am quoting
from Mr., Brown's speech:
Barriers To A Growing America

“By nature I am an optimist.
My examination intc this subject
has had a very sobering effect on
my thinking. It would be easy to
become pessimistic as one looks
at all the road blocks which we
have created for ourselves. How-
ever there are none of these
barriers which are insuperable.
The American people can remove
them if they have the will to do
“This is necessarily a eritical
analysis, and in my judgment, we
all have important responsibilities
as individvals, so my remarks
may seem somewhat critical of
our past actions. If they appear
to be too critical 1 ask your in-
dulgence because 1 have had to
base my conclusions on my own
experience and upon the short-
comings I see in my own per-
formance. There are probably few
it any among you who need heed
my remarks more than myself,

“Briefly those barriers which I
consider to be the most impor-
tant, are:

“1l. Our lack of faith in our
Christian heritage and free poli-
tical institutions and our failure
to recognize and understand the
fundamental natural laws which
govern society.

*2, The rapid growth in the
size of government and the trend
towards statism and dependence
on the all powerful government,

“3. Confiscatory and punitive
taxation.
“4. The of monopolistie

controls over the jobs of the
American people with its depress-
ing effects on productivity and its
use by so-called labor leaders to
promote socialistic and totalitari-
an political ideology.

““These barriers are inter-depen-
dent and are closely tied together.

“W must recognize that what
took place in this country in 1776
was not just the formation of an-
other government. It was a new
concept ir which the human bes

. was the important considera-

tion with God-given rights, and '

the purpose of government was to
protect those rights. Under the
Constitution government was to be
the servant of the people and not
their master, with each individual
free to make the most of his tal-
ents so long as he did not infringe

upon or interfere wita the rights |

of others. Man was responsible for
his own destiny. e assumed the
responsibility for self control and
discipline based on the Chris
tian beliaf in man' responsibllity to
his creator.

“We need desperately to re-ex-
amine and renew and strengthen
our faith and understanding in
these concepts which sets our na-
tion apart from Old World philoso-
phies of men and government.

“Next we must hav> proper re-
spect for the fundamental natural
laws. We cannot hop* to make
progress by uniting to ignore, de-
stroy or avoid fundamental natur-
al law or the fundamental eco-
nomic facts which face us. We
must stop cooperating with those
who woud have us compromise
with error and evil in both publie
and orivate policies merely for the

sake of popularity or political ex
pediency. The material wellbeing
of all the people depands on the
productivity of the people who are
producers of goods and services
Those things which reduce total
productivity or interfere with it
will not benefit all the people nor
will they raise our standard of
living.

“The government has nothing to

give to its citizens except what it |

first takes away from them. The
more it gives the more it must
take away, and there is certainly
some limit to how much it can
take away without destroying the
individual's status as « free man,
making him a ward of the state.

“The private capitalistic sys-
tem operating in a climate of in
dividual pelitical freecom has con-
tributed more to the general well-
being - social, cultural and eco-
nomic — of all the people than
any system history has ever
known. Those who are sincerely
interested in the general welfare
or in raising the standard of liv-
ing of all the people should never
do rnything to restriet individoal
liberty or in any way to interfere
With the free operatio: of the cap-
italistic system.

An hour spent in figuring out
a production schedule for the
vegetable plot may save work
and money later on.

is important in sections where
garden watering is restricted. |
But to make such a schedule
calls for research into this ques-
tion

It should not be difMicult to decide
that.

The harvest of carrots from a
single sowing will last in top
condition at least eight weeks,
A row of carrots two feet Jong
will provide an ample serving
for the average family. So a first
sowing of carrots 32 feet long
will provide 16 servings, two per
week,

This should be followed by a
second sowing, timed to mature
when the first crop has been har-
vested; and three sowings should
see you through the season, so
