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W ASHINGTON (A P i  -  Recently 
re tired  e xe cu tiv e s  o f la rg e  U S  
c o r p o r a t io n s  fa v o r  e m p lo y e e s  
r e p o r t in g  serious w o rk e r  s a fe ty  
violations to the governm ent but oppose 
reporting price fixing, illega l kickbacks 
or fo re ign  bribes, according to a 
survey

T h e  f e d e r a l l y  funded su rvey , 
released Sunday, also found the retired 
managers felt em ployees who reported 
any violation should be protected from  
dismissal

Nearly three-quarters of the retired 
m id-level managers said governm ent 
re gu la tio n  is n ecessa ry  becau se 
industry cannot police itself entirely

An overwhelm ing m ajority  of those 
interviewed said top executives set the 
ethical tone for com pliance with the law 
and nearly three-quarters believed top 
management knew about corporate 
violations of the law either in advance 
or shortly thereafter

The 117-page study, “ Corporate 
E th ic s ,  I l l e g a l  B e h a v io r ,  and 
G overn m en t Regulation V iews of 
M iddle M anagem ent." was conducted 
by M arsha ll B Clinard, sociology 
professor emeritus at the University of 
Wisconsin, under a $24.000 grant by the 
J u s t ic e  D e p a r tm e n t  s N a t io n a l 
Institute of Justice

Clinard based his findings on lengthy 
interviews with 64 m anagers who had 
retired within the past five  years from 
51 companies on Fortune magazine's 
l is t in g  o f  the 500 la rges t U S 
com pan ies , including Bendix. Dow 
Chemical. Firestone T ire  & Rubber. 
G enera l M otors  C orp  , Lockheed 
Aircraft Corp . M obil Oil Corp . RCA 
Corp and Westinghouse

Those interviewed had jobs like 
m anager o f a ssem b ly  operations, 
reg ion a l sa les m a n a ge r or plant 
manager

Some 69 8 percent o f the retired 
m anagers  sa id  they would report 
serious unsafe working conditions to 
the government if  the com pany did 
nothing about them ; but only 23 4 
percent said they would report price 
fixing. 31 7 percent would report illega l 
rebates and kickbacks and 35 5 percent 
would report illega l foreign  payments.

pn  the reasons for not reporting price 
fix in g . C linard quoted the form er 
m a n a g e r  o f  a s tee l c om p a n y 's  
international division as saying, "P r ic e  
fixing is none of m iddle m anagem ent's 
damn business. I f  there is a general in 
charge you do not blow the whistle on 
him "

On kickbacks and rebates, a form er 
auto industry general purchasing agent 
was quoted as saying. " I t  is not the 
government's business f usually got 
enough gifts from  suppliers to fill the 
bedroom I gave them a w a y ."

»ay Arafat wants new war to 
wreck withdrawal agreement

The parliaments o f  Lebanon and 

Israel met today to consider endorsing 
the final text o f the U.S -mediated troop 
w ith d ra w a l pact, d esp ite  S yrian  
warnings and a PLO  threat to wreck the 
accord with a new war 

In Beirut, red-bereted policemen 
sealed o ff approaches to the m id-city 
L ebanese  P a r lia m e n t house The 
g o v e rn m e n t  o r d e r e d  in ten s ified  
security because o f fears that terrorists 
opposed to the agreem ent m ight attack 
the session

Israel's  Parliam ent began what was 
exp ected  to  be a long debate in 
Jerusalem in preparation for a signing, 
which cou ld  take  p lace Tuesday 
Criticism  of the agreem ent cut across 
party  lines, but P r im e  M in is ter 
Menachem Begin 's governm ent was 
expected to win approval 

The parliam entary sessions cam e 
dhe day a fter Israeli and Lebanese 
negotiators agreed on the final text of 
the pact, which calls for Israel to 
w ithdraw  its  25.000 troop s  from  
Lebanon when Syria and the Palestine 
Liberation Organization pull out their 
forces Israel says it w ill consider the 

reement void without a Syrian and

Syrian Foreign  M inister Abdul-Halim  
Khaddam objected  anew to the pact in 
an in te rv iew  pub lished  to d ay  in 
Beirut's As-Safir newspaper, saying: 
“ This agreem ent w ill not pass and will 
not be implem ented because we w ill not 
allow it to be passed irrespective o f how 
matters in the region d e v e lo p "

PLO  chairm an Yasser A ra fa t told 
leaders o f his Fatah gu errilla  faction 
Sunday in Damascus that “ the w ay out 
of this present deadlock is taking a 
decision to w age w ar to change the 
balance of power "

The PLO  news agency W A F A , which 
reported A ra fa t's  rem arks, said he 
exhorted  fo llo w e rs  to b a tt le  the 
'Z io n is t  A m e r ic a n  e n e m y "  and 

declared that "an  e ffec tiv e  w ar is the 
only way to redraw  the political map of 
the M iddle East "

Ara fat's  forces w ere forced  out of 
Beirut last sum m er and dispersed 
throughout the A rab  w orld as a result of 
Israel's invasion of Lebanon PLO  
sources opposed to A ra fa t's  policies 
said he has been facing increased 
dissent from  subordinates who think he 
has c om p rom ised  the Palestinian 
cause.

The sources said some Fatah fighters

based in eastern Lebanon are defying 
orders from  A ra fa t's  command They 
said Arafat called the m eeting with 
subordinates partly to discuss how to 
quell the defiance

The troop -w ithd raw a l agreem ent 
would form ally end the state of war 
between Israel and Lebanon, in e ffect 
m aking Lebanon the second Arab 
country to recognize the Jewish state 
Egypt and Israel norm alized relations 
in 1979

T h e  pact a lso  ca lls  for jo in t 
L e b a n e s e - I s r a e l i  p a t r o ls  in a 
28-mile-deep security bell in southern 
Lebanon to prevent PLO  guerrillas 
from returning to launch raids against 
northern Israeli towns

Sources close to the negotiations, who 
declined to be identified, said the pact 
does not specify a role for Maj Saad 
Haddad, the breakaw ay Lebanese 
army o fficer backed by Israel

burned about half an hour earlier when

Garcia, the son of Theodore Garcia, 
has second degree burns over 20 
percent of his body, hospital spokesmen 
said He was s tab ilized  by CCH 
em p loyees  while Pam pa 's M edical 
Evacuation plan went into action

In other business conducted at the 
meeting, com m issioners authorized the 
tran s fe r o f $12.393 13 to Coronado 
Community Hospital. The m oney was 
part of an unemployment com pensation 
fund for em ployees who worked at the 
Highiand General H ospita l when it was 
owned by the county.

editor-in-chief of the New Evening Post

Xinhua gave no details of what 
information Lo a lleged ly  passed to the 
Americans Under Chinese law most 
information is considered secret unless 
i t  h a s  a p p e a r e d  in t h e  
government-controlled media 

The agency said Lo pleaded guilty 
and was sentenced to 10 years in prison 
on April 29 It said Lo decided not to 
appeal

Lo. a New Evening Post editor since 
1951. was considered an expert on 
Chinese dom estic and foreign policy 
and had many foreign  acquaintances, 
uicluding diplomats and journalists in 
Hong Kong

He was summoned to Peking in May 
1962 and then detained 

Although Xinhua described Lo s trial 
as “ open ." the sources said it was held 
behind closed doors and only selected 
people w ere adm itted They said Lo's 
relatives in Hong Kong in itia lly were

told they could attend the sessions, but 
that permission was withdrawn later 

In another account o f a lle g e d  
espionage, the Shanghai newspaper 
Liberation Daily reported four people 
received sentences ranging from ^15 
y e a r s  fo r  spy in g  fo r the r iv a l  
Nationalist Chinese governm ent on 
Taiwan

Record farm crops seen this year
W ASH ING TO N ( A P )  -  Although 

farmers are cutting back crop acreages 
su bstan tia lly  this year, there are 
indications they also m ay produce 
some top yields from  the rem ain ing 
land planted for the 1983 harvest 

The Agriculture Departm ent last 
week estim ates the winter wheat crop 
at I n  billion bushels, down 10 percent 
from 1962 But yields were predicted at 
a record high of 40 2 bushels per acre, 
up from 36 I bushels last year

Production of corn and most other 
spring-p lan ted  c rop s  wi l l  not be 
e s t im a M  o ffic ia lly  by USDA until 
August Meanwhile, outlook specialists 
h a v e  p ro je c te d  som e  1983 c rop  
production figures, based on trends, 
weather and the law o f averages 

The corn  harvest, for exam ple, 
currently is p rojected  at 6 05 billion 
bushels, down 28 percent from  the 
record  1982 harvest o f 8 4 billion 
bushels

Soybean output could be around 2 08 
billion bushels, down about 9 percent 
from last year 's  2 28 billion bushels 

The figures, which w ere included in a 
new supply-and-demand analysis, w ere 
said to be “ high ly ten ta tiv e " and 
subject to wide variab ility  

But if tradition is any guide, farm ers 
p r o b a b l y  a r e  t a k i n g  t h e i r  
least-productive land from  production 
this y e a r  under the governm ent's 
program  to reduce output

U.S. prosperity threatened by 
foreign competition, leaders warn

W ASH ING TO N ( A P )  -  The nation's 
high s tan d ard  o f l i v i ng  wi l l  be 
underm ined  un less U S industry 
im proves its ab ility  to com pete in the 
global m arketplace, according to a 
group of 78 business and academ ic 
leaders

"O u r  s o c ie ty  must d e v e lo p  a 
c o n s e n s u s  t h a t  i n d u s t r i a l  
com petitiveness on a global scale is 
crucial to our social and econom ic 
w e ll-b e in g ."  the B u sin ess -H igh er 
Education Forum concluded in a report 
issued Sunday

The leaders urged President Reagan 
to lead a d rive  to increase exports by 
r e v ita liz in g  the nation's industrial 
capacity The report recom m ended a 
variety o f ways to reverse  econom ic 
s t a g n a t i o n ,  i nc l ud i ng  m ore  ta x  
incentives, less governm ent red tape 
and an e ffo rt to mobilize public opinion 

“ The central ob jective o f dom estic 
policy for the rem ainder o f the decade 
must be to im prove the ab ility  o f 
A m erican  in du stry  and Am erican  
workers to com pete on an international 
sca le." concluded the group's report. 
“ A m er ica 's  Com petitive Challenge: 
The Need For a National Response”  

“ Unless we rebuild the Am erican  
e c o n o m y  a n d  s t r e n g t h e n  our

e d u c a t io n a l s y s t e m ,  it w il l  be 
i n c r e a s i n g l y  d i f f i cu l t  — i f  not 
impossible — to maintain a just society, 
a h igh standard o f liv ing for all 
A m erican s  and a strong national 
defense.”  the leaders said in the report, 
which was com m iss ion ed  by the 
president's science advisor. Dr G eorge 
Keyworth

'The panel includes top executives 
from  such corporations as A T  A T , 
General E lectric , and the Ford  Motor 
Co. as w e ll as the presidents o f 
H a r v a r d ,  N o t r e  D a m e ,  
C a rn eg ie -M e llo n  and other m ajor 
universities. The group plans to discuss 
its recomm endations with the president 
during a M ay 26 meeting.

While proposing ways to m ake U.S 
industry m ore com petitive overseas, 
the report warned against erecting 
trade barriers to keep out foreign 
goods “ Our mandate must not be to 
punish or retard the com petitive gains

nude by other nations but to do a better 
job o f com peting ourselves,”  the report 
M id.

The nation's com petit iven eu  in the 
world m arket, however, is  becom ing 
in c r e a s in g ly  Im p o r ta n t becau se  
international trade now accounts for 
more than 25 percent o f the gross 
national product, com pared to less than 
10 percent in 1960. The nation 's foreign  
trade deficit last yea r was $42 7 billion, 
the report M id.

The rep o rt noted that the U.S.

suffered three m a jor recessions, each 
worse than the la s t"  and that more

CORSICANA. Texas (A P ) — Hand-held versions 

of sensing devices high-flying satellites use to spot 
minaral deposits on Earth are being used by 
Southern Methodist Univeriyty archaeologists to 
find the remnats of an ancient Indian tribe.

And the space age taehiioiogy helped scientists 
uncover a pair o f 2,000-year-old burial p iu  in a 
pasture near here that they say may change some 
commonly held beliefs about Texas' early Indian 
cultures.

“ So far, we have found information about the 
prehistoric era in this part of Texas that will 
require us to substantially revise some current 
theories about the prrtistoric cultures that 
occupied this area.”  said Dr. Mark Raab, the 
project director.

Previously, such first-century pits were thought 
to exist only in North Texas and were believed to be 
a thousand years younger, Raab said.

The archaeological dig is believed to be the 
second in the nation to be conducted with 
high-technology remote sensing devices, including 
a proton magnetometer and an electromagnetic 
conductivity sensor.

Holes dug in the ground, such as fire pits and post 
hoias, create minide electromagnetic disturbances 
below the soil.

The machines, which are hand-held versions of 
the remote sensing satellites used to  find mineral 
deposits on Earth from  hundreds o f miles out in 
space, can detect electric currents as weak ad a 
millionth of a volt.

The machines' readings are fed into a computer, 
which produces a map showing the location o f the 
subsurface disturbances.

“ We hope that what we learn here will be of use to 
archasoiogy in the future,”  Raab said “ We try to 
take as much guesswork out o f it as we can, 
although there a re  m any Improbables that 
remain.”

The scientists are working to record the area's 
archaeological history before the site is covered by 
the Richland-Chambers reservoir now under 
construction.

Raab said the burial pits, called Wylie Focus pits 
because they first were discovered near Wylie. 
Texas in the late IMOs, show that Texas Indians 
observed death rituals similar to those used by

Indians in eastern parts of the country.
But instead e f  pRs. many eastern tribes built 

mounds In which they buried high-ranking 
oominunity members.

“ R  now appears that these pits are a regionally 
distinctive expression of some o f the same religious ’ 
ideologies that characterised the eastern United 
States around the tim e of Christ.”  Raab said. “ That 
diseovery links cultural developments in North 
Texas much more firm ly with other cultural 
developments in other parts of North Am erica.”

The archaeologists also have found evidence of 
another Indian culture that existed in the same 
areas between MO and 1100 A.D.

Excavators have uncovered parts of IS skeletons 
and artifacts from the two periods the site was 
inhabited.

The SMU team began working on the project in 
IIM , when it received a 12 IS million contract to 
conduct archaeological studies before the dam ie 
built. The five-year contract from the Tarrant 
County Water Control and Improvement District 
No. 1 is the largest in the university's history, a 
qMkesman said.

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Terroized children are a blemish to our name
By ANTHONY HARRIGAN

One of the blemishes on our society is the terror and 
cruelty inflicted on so many of the estimated one million 
children who run away from home each year Untold 
thousands of these children are victims of the pornographers 
that enjoy the protection afforded by rulings of the U. S. 
Supreme Court.

If the American people understood the full dimensions of 
the atrocities committed against these children, they surely 
would rise up and demand that Congress enact ironclad laws 
to drive the smut dealers out of business. In the meantime, 
concerned, caring citizens are doing what they can to 
alleviate the plight of these children

An extraordinary story that should be better known is of 
one agency. Covenant House, in New  York City. 
Headquartered on West 41st Street in Manhattan. Covenant

House is a haven each year to tens of thousands of runaway 
and abandoned children ages 10 to 21 -  children, who to 
survive, are forced into pornographs and prostitution T h ese  
children gravitate to New York's infamous vice area on West 
42nd Street. They become, in the words of Covenant House, 
"commodities in the multi-billion dollar sex industry that 
festers in our inner cities ' '  Covenant House points out that 
"their young bodies are bought and sold like so much 
merchandise."

These kids are subjected to every perversion that man can 
create

Few Americans, living in decent neighborhoods, have any 
idea of the degradation to which the runaways and 
abandoned children are subjected or the age at which the 
degraded sexual transactions take place

The Rev Bruce Ritter, who founded Covenant House, 
reminds us that this terror is directed at children as young as 
ten. He tells a horrifying story of a 12 • year - old girl, forced 
into prostitution, who jumped or was pushed from a

tenth-story window. He also tells of a 13-year-old boy who for 
three years was foroedtamake pornogEaphic films. <

Covenant House endeavors to s a v e ^ ^  children on the 
streets of New York who are exploited and terrorized. These 
abused children come from cities across America. Happily, 
people from across the country also come to Covenant House 
to offer their help in saving these children. Covenant House 
needs much more help, however.

The country also needs a fresh push against the vast vice 
apparatus that exists in this country, the multi-billion 
pornographic business that is masterminded by organized 
crime. While federal, state and local authorities direct 
operations against the smut dealers from time to time, the 
overall offensive is not sustained or intensive enough.

The only wav to get a permanent offensive against the 
terrorizers of children is for the dimensions of the problem to 
be fully understood by the good people of America so that 
they will insist on an all-out struggle against the sordid 
forces.
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Cranston may not be such a demo dark horse

SPRINGHELD. Mass (NEA) -  Two Democratic sena­
tors from Western states — Gary Hart of Colorado and Alan 
Cranston of California — appear to be beaded in opposite 
directions in their quest for the party’s 19B4 presidential 
nomination.

Hart's bid, once widely assumed to have g rn t potential, 
seems to be faltering and may be in serioas trouble. 
CranRon's campaign, which was initially dismisaed by many 
as hopeless, is etnvging as a serious and formidable effort.

Although limited evidence of both of those trenfb has sur­
faced during recent weeks throughout the country, they were 
strikingly apparent when the Massachusetts Democratic 
Party held its anmul conventioo here recently.

Former Vice Presideot Walter F. Mondale, generally 
regarded as the front-runner in the contest for the Demo­
cratic nominatioo, woo the presidential preference straw 
poll coodneted among the convhntioo’i  3,630 voting dele-

Mondale received 2B.3 percent of the votes cast, but his 
victory was slightly tarnished by his inability to convince the 
state’s labor leade n , many of whom are presumed to be his 
supporters, to abandon a convention strategy to withhold 
mion meinben ' votes from all candidates 

As a result, “Jofas”  placed second in the balloting with 25.6 
percent of the votes cast, followed Iqr Cranston with 16.9 
percent and Sea. John Glenn of Ohio with 15.3 percent of the 
votca.

Neither Mondale’s nor Glenn’s performance was especial-

and organixation required to conduct a major campaign.
Cranston’s age (he'll be 69 in June) and his unabashed lib­

eralism had been generally expected to be insurmountable 
impediments to a serioas ca m ^ gn  but his supporters note 
that Presidaat Reagan was 69 and fervently committed to 
conservatism when be was victorious in 1960.

Hart is a shrewd politician who served as campaign mana­
ger to the Democratic Party's 1972 presidential nominee.

Gail Sheehy seems to have found a key to making life more 
meaningful in her book "Path findera." It is aaramed that ahe 
was touching on it in “ Paaaagea.”  a descriptive book on 
changes people experience from time to time. Sheehy has 
spent numerous hours and years researching o f which is 
convincing that (^tim ism controls a positive sense of worth 
and produces a winner.

It is true that this column contains ample information on self 
esteem each week. Volumes of literature discuu the subject. 
Eventually there will be enough of us believing it and we can 
change topics; however, self is always present and it's 
doubtful if the total message will diminish.

What makes a winner different? One important, noticeable 
difference is that his life seems to have meaning and direction, 
importance and purpose. He moves toward something and 
seldom wanders aimlessly. He answers question and makes 
comments directly, clearly, precisely and has splendid eye 
contact and knowledge. His action is beyond self in order to 
maintain a challenge.

His appearance is appealing because he performs at a high 
level. Perhaps he will not have an easier time completing his 
purpose. This means that his life is not self centered. It is 
universal centered, meaning this person does his best for self 
and others. An example of a life with meaning and direction.

A winner also recognizes that she has experienced 
transitions in her lifetime and handled them in satisfactory 
ways Passages from age to age do not alarm; they open 
doorways to a variety of paths. Creative alternatives help 
balance the offset of major changes. Instead of finding fault or 
poiMing fingers, blaming someone for her transitions, she 
affirms them as authentic needs she experienced in order to 
mature into a healthier human being

The highly satisfied person rarely feels cheated or

disappointed Failing is not a consideration because it was 
necessary or it would not have happened. Losing is a 
momentary intrusion in a winner's life and achievement is 
contagious.

His achievements have brought “ the thrill o f victory”  to 
mind. Most self • satisfying persons feel that their lives have 
been succeuful. They're able to move from success to success 
without struggle, e s o ^  for the usual transitory experiences.

Success to these individuals does not arrive at the expense of 
others. No one is set up to help them step to "success."  There 
is someone special who says openly, “ my life has been perfect 
—’ a good family, dose frieM s. fulfilling employownt and 
fun.”  Even though be is a diabetic, has been present when 
some people were dissatisfied with him, he sees his life 
experience as rich with happiness and success. The person? 
Me!

The whole, highly functional, satisfied person is pleased with 
himself. He has grown at a normal pace and developed 
appropriately. As Gail Sheehy writes: “ Being honest, loving 
and responsible,”  are the most highly prized o f the highly 
satisfied person.

Satisfied people are adaptable, make adjustments as they 
arise and feel at home with intimacy, ambition and human 
sexuality.

Optimism is a powerful force, highly competitive with 
negative forces. Using it consistently will enable a person to be 
a winner. He will not struggle without purpose, and struggle 
will be viewed as a necessary experience in order to move to 
another path for meaning and direction to be known.

Each of us is challenged by a transition, regardless of the 
area we are caught in it. Those of us who meet the challenge 
optimistically, are winners. There's power in a good attitude, 
a pleasant atmosphere and competence. It's highly satisfying 
It's sound, mental health.
