Here is why OASI
is not insurance:

‘(1) Insurance jmplies a con-
tract and under insurance a con-
tract does exist between the policy
holder and the insurer, whether
the latter is a private company
or the Government as in the case
ol veterans' insurance, mortgage
insurance, postal insurance, ete.
But no contract exists between the
OASI contributor and the Govern-
ment because Congress has re-
served for itself the right to
change the provisions of OASI at
any time or in any way it chooses,

*“(2) The relationship of tax
rates and benelit levels over the
years clearly indigates Congress
has not considered OASI as insur-
ance in the usual meaning of the

word. A notmal Ilnsurance pro-
gram contemplates premium
payments at rates which will cov-
er anticipaled benefit payments
and operatipg costs plus some re-
serve. Tax rates under OASI have
not come close to doing that. In
fact, the presént balance in the
OASI Trust Fund plus future in-
terest on that balance is almost $2
billion short of enough to pay re-
maining benefits at present levels
to the 5,000,000 persons already
receiving benefits, to say nothing
of future benefits for the 66,000 -
000 covered persons not yet draw-
ing benefits,
Tomorrow's Workers Must Pay
Beneflls For Present Taxpayers
“The 5,026,000 persans drawin g
OASIL benefits at the end of 1952
had already received $6.0 billion
in benefits and on the basis of
actuarial estimates they would re-

fore their benefits end. The OASI
Trust Fund on December 31, 1952,
however, had a balance of only
$17.4 billion. As the equivalent of
that balance was being paid out
in benefits to pérsons already on
the rolls on that date, it would
accumulate interest of $2.5 billion
to bring the total up to $19.9 bil-
lion. This amount would be $19
billion less than the $21.8 billion
needed to pay the benelits due
those persons.

“On the pther hand, there were
about 87, living persons on
December 31, 1952 who had paid
JOASI taxes at some time but whe
to date had never received bene-
fits. The payments made by these
persons and by employers on their
bshalf amounted to $22.0 billion, or
93 per cent of all OASI taxes col
lected since the program started,
Yet there are no funds acoumulat-
ed to pay benelits to them if it
is assumed that the eurrent trust
fund balance is used to pay per-
sons already receiving bene fits,
Their future benefits will have to
come from taxes on wages ol fu-
ture workers.

Benefits Far Exceed Contributions

cluding employer payments, have
borne no semblance 1o later bene-
fits to which individuals have be-
come eligible. .

| A general conclusion from the
reports is.that machines will soon
be capable of flying into space
away from the earth’s gravitation-
al pull. But a lot of-questions have
to be answered before it is deter-
mined whether man ig capable of
surviving in such a machine.

The man taking the test behind
Yeager experienced the same sen-
sations everyone does when sub-
jected to zero-gravity, He was
completely disoriented, unable ‘o
jgauge distances or to move his
hands the way he wanted to.

Yeager has performed thig ma-
