They Like Apples

Medical Economics magazine recently observed that
when it comes to governmental policy, physicians are
sometimes accused of being against everything. Then it
quoted an anecdote tald by Roger Fleming of the Amer-
ican Farm Bureau Federation which makes a serious
and important point in a light fashion.

The magazine said: “’At the last American Medical
Association Public Relations Conference, Mr. Fleming
spoke of aon observation he had made during a trip
through the apple-raising section of the Shenandoah Val-
ley in Virginia:

“‘Farmers there spend a lot of time and money apply-
ing sprays to kill coddling moths. Because they do that,
some people think they are against the coddling moth.

“Not at all,” said Mr. Fleming. “They simply like

apples.”’

That is pretty much the case with doctors and medi-
cal societies which have been fighting hard against social-
ized medicine, compulsory government health insugance,
and other proposals which would make the politician and
the bureaucrat the bosses of our system of medical care.
They are carrying on that fight in the sure knowledge
that if government ever does move in, we will turn back
the clock so far as medical progress and the best pos-
sible service to the largest number of people are con-
cerned.

And the doctors aren’t alone — writers and top pub-
lic officials and newspapers all over the country feel
just the some. A very typical view was expressed by the
ortland Oregonian when it said editorially, “The na-
tions that have resorted to public health insurance and
the regimentation of doctors have discovered thot such
measures lead to the inevitable deterioration of medi-,
cal care.”
