WASHINGTON, May 5 — UP — The Army-McCarthy 
hearings were thrown into a new'uproar Wednesday by a 
challenge to the authenticity of a letter which Sen. Joseph 
R. McCarthy claims FBI director J. Edgar Hoover wrote 
to the Army in 1951 warning about security risks at Fort 
Monmouth, N. J.

McCarthy Tuesday produced what he said was a copy j 
of a secret letter from Hoover to Lt. Gen. Alexander R. 
Bolling, then chief of Army intelligence. He demanded 
that Army Secretary Robert T. Stevens come up with the

original of the letter.
But Stevens told the Senate in­

vestigating subcommittee Wednes­
day at the' start of his 10th day 
on the witness stand—that an over­
night search of Army file*' had 
failed to produce any copy of the 
letter Robert C. Collier, assistant 
special rounsel of the subcommit­
tee, said the FBI had a lS-page 
memorandum of the same date 
mentioned by McCarthy but It was 
“ materially different in form’’ 
from the one shown by McCarthy.

Mr. Nock dUferenttoted between 
training end education. He contend­
ed that it never has been demon­
strated that it is to the Interest ot 
society to have everybody literate. 
He contended that the great ma­
jority of literate people are not 
really able to read. HU idea of 
reading is that }t “Implies a use of 
the rooertive faculty, and vary few 
have that faculty developed much 
beyond the anthropoid stage, Ut 
alone pocaessing it at a stag* of 
development which makes reading 
practicable."

Then he continued:
“As I  said, the fact that Tew lit­

erate persons can read U easily 
determinable by experiment. What 
first pur me on track of It Wat t  
remark by one of my old profes­
sors. He said that there were peo­
ple so incompetent, so given fo 
reading with their eyas and their 
emotions instead of with t h e i r  
'brains, that they would accuse the 
Psalmist of atheism because he had 
written, “The fool hath said in hU 
heart, There is no God.’ The re­
mark stuck by me, and I remem­
ber wondering at the time wheth­
er the trouble might be that such 
people hardly had the hrains to 
read with. It seemed possible. At 
nearly the same time I  came 
across the observation of Bishop 
Butler, who was a contemporary Of 
Jefferson. Butler observed that 
most people were handier at pass­
ing things Through their minds than 
they were at thinking about them; 
and therefore, considering the kind 
of thing they read, very little of 
their tune was more idly spent 
than the time spent in reading.’

Mr. Nock contended that t h e  
magazines that cater to eduatton 
had a larger circulation in propor­
tion to population tome 80 years 
ago than they have now. He ex­
plained how an attempt to have 
people universally literate h a s  
changed the nature of literature.

Publishers are obliged to publish 
something that will sell in order to 
make a profit. That applies to news­
papers and magazines and books. 
When people were reading to think 
about what They were reading rath­
er than to have it pass through 
their heads, then there was a de­
mand for books and magazines and 
newspapers that wer* useful for 
that purpose. Now when people tend 
to use their eyes rather Than their 
mlpds to stimulate their smotiotis 
of envy, hate and passion and to 
escape reality, books and maga­
zines in order to make a profit 
must ester to this class of readars. 
The result is That hooka intended 
to explain reality and why things 
happen, such as “The God 6f the 
Machine" by Isabel Paterson, 
"Human Action” by Ludwig von 
Mises and "Return to Religion.”
' Rediscovery of Man.” and “The 
Way to Security": by Dr. Henry 
Link, do not have the circulation 
to make a profit that books That 
are written to cause people to es­
cape reality have.

State OatreUing Thought
Mr. Nock realized that when the 

slate controlled schools it would 
attempt to get the individual to 
be subservient to the state and 
worship the state rather Than God.

"J am profoundly thankful that 
during my formative years I never 
had contact with any institution un­
der State control: not in school, 
not in college, nor yet in my 
three years of irregular graduate 
study.

1964 domestic production will aver­
age -about 8.448,000 barrels daily, 
“unless there it a change" in pro­
jected imports of foreign oil or 
other factors affecting required 
supply.

Thia will not only b* a reduction 
from 1963 output, but will average 
about 100,000 barrels a day below 
domestic production in April, 1964. 
The forecast indicates further re­
ductions from April production lev­
els win b* necessary.

Total petroleum demand, both do­
mestic and export, will average 
8.238.000 barrels a day in 1964, toe 
committee said. This will represent 
an increase of only 3.5 per cent 
over actual demand in 1953.
