When the
government sells one of its bonds,
or collects the social security
‘ax, it obtains a given amount of
real purchasing power from in-
dividuals. The dollars with which
the government eventually re-
deems its promises lose purchas-
ing power in proportion to the
volume of such outstanding prom-
ises. Meanwhile, all other prom.
ises which are payable in dol-
lars, including the dollar obliga-
tions eontracted by individuals, al-
so lose their purchasing power,
This encourages private spending
and discourages saving and pri-
vate capital formation, Inflation is
a subtle and destructive method
ot taxation. And the social secur-
ity program is a part of that de-
struction of private enterprise in
America.

promised ‘pension dollars. In other
words, the dollars may be paid as
promised, but heneficiaries will
find little security value in those
weakened dollars.

“It may be argued, of course,
that no aspirant. for political office
would ever dare renege on such
promises to the old folks. But there
is the possibility that eventually
the citizens who work for a liv-
ing may resent having their earn-
ings treated as the property of
the govermment. Those who will
be paying the social security ta:es
are certain to outnumber those re-
ceiving social security benelits at
any time in the foreseeable fu-
ture. If the majority of voters
should decide that social security
isn't worth what it costs, then it
won't matter a great deal whether
or not the politician wants to re.
nege. }

A Threat To Property Rights

“Persons who urge an expansion
of the soc’'al sedurity program seem
to assume that American citizens
are no Jonger interested in the
preservation of private property—
the protection of tha human right
to oovn and control the use of that
which one has produced. This is
not .to suggest that the social se-
curity program is the only threat
to private property in the United
States. There are many others.
But the social security threat is
somewhat unique n that it en-
courages the victim fo believe that
he still retains some kind of a
personal claim or rigat to repossess
property which the government has
taxed away from him. If rats de-
stroy 4 per cent of a man's prop-
efty, he sees that it is a loss of
property and not a savings pro-
gram. Yet somehow it is presumed
10 be a form of saving when the
government takes and consumes
the property. Or, is it presumed
that the government actually does
store and save the property which
it takes In the name of social se-
curity? Either presumption, of
course, is entirely without basis
in fact, Yet, some persons, who

‘ FORT WORTH \pril 12 —UP-—-
| President Eisenhower’'s “‘excellen’
{leadership’’ may avert disaster in
Indo-China, Alvin H. Lane, state
Ropubllcnn chairman, said Sunday
night.

Lane, a member of the GOP na-
tional committee, concluded th e
party’s state-wide radio program
series over the Texas State Net.
work by saying that he looked. to
the immediate future with confi
dence because of President Eisen-
hower’s ‘“‘calm appraisal’’ of the
situation.

He commended the Predident for
“giving us the solution to the Ko-
rean situation,’” and said “the
President may well avert a third
major disaster with hig excéllent
leadership, based on calm apprais-
al, sternness of policy and courage
to ecarry out his and the nation’s
convictions.”

“But,” Lane warned, “we are
approaching good health again, and
we must not becomg complacent.”

Lane sald the Democrats are
using “bogey-man tactics” used
during the last presidential cam-
paign in discussions about depres-
sions.

“It's the strangest depréssion 1
ever saw, with at least one car in
every garage andjtwo television
sets in many homes,” Lane said.
