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Better Highways
Tha spade work being done by a  group of civic mind­

ed Pampa men to obtain better roods for this area can 
be regarded os the necessary first step toward achieve­
ment of the goal. Improved highways won't be a reality 
tomorrow. Nor the next day But ot least a start has 
been made on the project and before too mony tomorrows 
Have passed Panhandle motorists will be gliding along 
on super highways

That optimistic forecast Is predicated on the substance 
of a report brought back yesterday from Austin where 
a conference of representatives of five Panhandle coun­
ties and state highwoy officials was held.

A brood, long-range program of. highway improve­
ments in Gray, Roberts, Corson, Vlutchinson and Ochil­
tree counties was submitted by the delegates to the 
State Highwoy Commission for consideration. Among 
them  wos o request for the widening ond straightening 
of state highway No. 152 from Borger to a point eight 
miles east of Pampa at its juncture with U. S. highwoy 
No- 60. These improvements would include construc­
tion of the Hobart Street underpass.

Fred Thompson, choirmon of the Pampa Chamber 
of Commerce Highway Committee, soid the commission 
received the petitions with o great amount of interest. 
Although funds are not now available to begin work on 
the highways, Thompson said members of the commission 
indicated 'w e  might expect oil of the work to be done 
within two or three years."

Thot's good news to Ponhondle motorists, especially 
those who have occasion to use state highway No. 152. 
Heavy truck traffic hos put long stretches of the high­
way in o deplorable condition ana the proposed improve­
ments won't come a day too soon.

In addition to Thompson, other Pompons who attend­
ed the conference were Judge J B. Maguire, J r ,  City 
Commissioner W. D. Vornon, City Engineer Jam es Cowan, 
Chamber of Commerce President Clinton Evons and 
Chamber of Commerce Monoger €.

Billboards, newspapers, mogarines, radio, television 
and other medio now tell Americon citizens to go to 
church on Sunday. Although many do not heed the mes­
sage, these some people would bottle for the right to 
go to church ond worship as they desire if that freedom 
were restricted or threatened in any way.

During the Communist revolution in Russia, oyer 90%  
of the Greek Orthodox priests were eliminated by out­
right liquidation or imprisonment.

Prac­
tically all of Toynbee's w o r k *  
point out that man develops be­
cause of challenges — that chal­
lenge is what developed human 
life.

Nothing Falls Lika Hucoeea
Mr. SomervelV quotes Gerald 

Heard In hla "Tha Source of Civili­
zation." Mr. Heard quota* Dr. In­
ge's aphorism that "Nothing fails 
lika success." That la Juat another 
way of saying that "Ha who exalts 
himself shall become abased" or 
that "Pride cometh before a 
fall.” But let's take a glance at 
how Heard explains tha develop­
ment of human life. 1 quote:

"Life starts in tha aea. There 
It attains to an extraordinary ef­
ficiency. The fishes give rise to 
types which are ao successful 
(such, for instance, as the sharks) 
that {hey have lasted on unchanged 
until today. The path of ascending 
evolution did not, however, lie in 
this direction. In evolution Dr. 
Inge's aphorism is probably al­
ways right: ‘Nothing fails like suc­
cess.' A creature which has be-, 
come perfectly adapted to its en­
vironment, an animal whose whole 
capacity and vital force la concen­
trated and txpended ip succeed­
ing here and now, has nothing left 
over with which to respond to any 
radical change. Age by age it be­
comes more perfectly economical in 
the way its entire resources meet 
exactly its current and customary 
opportunities. In the end it can do 
all that it necessary to survive 
without any conscious striving or 
unadapted movement. It can there­
fore beat all competitors in the 
special field; but equally, on the 
other hand, should that field 
change, it must become extinct. 
It is this success of efficiency 
which seems to account for the ex­
tinction Of an anormoui number of 
species. Climatic conditions alter­
ed. They had used up all their 
raaourcea of vital energy in adapt­
ing themselves to things as they 
were. Like unwise virgins, they 
had no oil left over for further 
adaptations. They were commit­
ted. could not readjust, and ao 
they vanished.

"At the level when life was con­
fined to the sea and the fishes 
were developing, they threw up 
forms which evolved a spine, and 
so represented the vertebrates in 
tha highest form then evolved. 
From the spine there spread out 
on each side, to aid the head, that 
fan of feelers which, in them be­
came the fore-fins, In tha shark 
-a n d  almost all the fish — these 
feeler* were specialized ao as to 
become no longer feelers, but pad­
dles: amazingly efficient flukes 
for bringing the creature h * a d- 
foremost on iU prey. Rapid reac­
tion was everything, patient nego­
tiation nothing: and these flukes 
not only ceased to be testers, ex­
plores. examiners; ythey became 
increasingly efficient for water- 
movement and for nothing else. 
It looks as though pre-piscan pre- 
vertebrate life must have .lived in 
wafm shallow pools and perhaps 
always have been in touch with 
the floor, as today the gurnet by 
Ks feeler* keep* contact with the 
aoitd bed. Once, however, s w i f t ,  
unpremeditated movement became 
everything, specialization drove the 
fishes out into weter where they 
lost touch with the bottom and all 
solids . , . Water . . . became 
their only wlentont. This meant 
(that) their power of being stimu­
lated by new circumstances was 
greedy limited. . .

'That type of fish, then, which 
gave rite to the next advancing or­
der of animals must have been a 
c r e a t u r e  which did not adopt this 
extreme specialization of the fin. 
Tor, ft rat, it must have been a 
creature which kept In touch with 
the floor, and ao remained more 
variously stimulated than tha fish­
es which lost touch with a solid 
environment. And, secondly, it 
must have been t  creature which, 
for the same reason, kept in touch 
with the shallows and kept thta 
touch by means of forellmbs which, 
because they eould not therefor* 
become wholly specialized as wa­
ter-driving flukes, retained a met* 
generalised ‘Inefficient’ explora­
tory and tentative character. The 
skeleton of auch a creature hat 
bean disooverd — a creature whose 
forellmbs are, It might almoet be 
•eld, rather clumsy hands t h a n  
proper fine; and through these 
members it looks as though the 
transition from shallow pool to 
flooded shore was made, the deep 
sea was left behind, th* land was 
invaded and the amphibian arriv­
ed.”

"The giant reptile* were them­
selves hopelessly decadent before 
th* rise of th* mammals . . . They 
bud begun (as) small, mobile end 
lively creature*. They grew ao 
vast that these land-ironrl«d« could 
acarcely move , . . Their b ru in s  
. . .  Their heads jeer* no more then 
periscopes, breathing-tubes a n d  
pincers.
