Albert Nock had a lot ta u> about 
the difference between wiuc*- 
tion and training. He quoted Abra­
ham Fiexaer u  saying that_"*et- 
ting education is like getting meas- 
tos; you have to go where moas- 
ie* U. if  you go where it is. unless 
you. AW by nature immune, you 
will get It,. — no nead to worry 
about that, — but It you don't 
go where it is, you will never get 
k. An effective distribution of ed- 
cuettonal germs, moreover. Is a 
matter ot  individual persons rather 
hum of institutions."

And it one has to be exposed to 
education in order to get an educa­
tion, then it seems irrational to be­
lieve that anyone can get an edu­
cation in any state institutton where 
the teachers themselves are not 
enough interested in education to 
have their ideas checked to de­
termine whether they ere in agree­
ment or disagreement with the 
Golden Rule. Pupils could be ex- 
poeed to education in n private in­
stitution where the teachers can 
be interested In educating them- 
selvts. But meat of the private 
schools now-a-days era so subserv­
ient to the state that few individ­
uals seeking education will be­
come teachers in theae institu­
tions. They can be good trainers 
and instructors in how to make a 
living, but not in how to live.

On the subject of the difference 
between education and training, 
Nock remarked:

"I have always been profoundly 
grateful for my luck in having been 
enabled in my early youth to un­
derstand that education is one 
thing and training quite another, 
and thus to avoid the vicious errors 
resulting from confusion of the two 
terms. It can not be too often re­
iterated that education is a proc­
ess contemplating intelligence and 
wisdom, and employing formative 
knowledge for its purposes; while 
training is a process contemplat­
ing sagacity and clevemeas, and 
employing instrumental knowl­
edge for its purposes. Education, 
properly applied to suitable ma­
terial, produces something in the 
way of an Emerson; while train­
ing, properly applied to suitable 
material, produces something In the 
way of an Edison. Suitable mate­
rial for education is extremely 
scarce; suitable material (or train­
ing abounds everywhere. The young 
men I saw during my brief term 
of service sv a teacher (not those 
in particular who sat under me, 
but generally) were manifestly in­
educable beyond Ihe thirteen-year 
static level of intelligence; but they 
were fully endowed with clever­
ness and sagacity, and were cap­
able of being excellently w e l l  
trained In any number of ways.

‘‘When one considers man’s place 
In nature, one gets a firm grasp 
on this distinction. In our loose 
and inaccurate speech, w* s a y  
commonly that man rose to domin­
ance over the rest of the animal 
world in vlrtut of his superior in­
telligence. I  can find no evidence 
that this is so. I t seems clear, on 
the contra ry, that he rose to this 
nosition of dominance in virtue of 
his immeasurably superior clev­
erness and sagacity, had the 
sharp-set Edisonian sagacity to no- 

, tice all manner of things that were 
: shout him, to observe their rela- 
I tiors and reactions, what they did 
and how they worked, and he 
had the Edisonian cleverness in re­
arranging, modifying and adapting 
them for the satisfaction of his 
needs and desires. But intelligence, 
properly so called, would seem lo 
have been as sporadic, as unevenly 
distributed, as it is now. and ita 
average level undoubtedly neither 
lower nor higher.* * *.

"It was this great endowment of 
cleverness and sagacity which en­
abled the frail, feeble and unintel­
ligent homo sapient in the first 
instance to survive, and then to 
gain dominance over hit more 
physically-powerful competitors in 
the struggle for existence. Further­
more H was this, and this only, 
which has enabled him to build up 
the prodigious apparatus of civili­
zation which with unconscious hu­
mour he persists in regarding a*, 
evidential of civilization itself. I 
can not make out where intelligence 
played any part- in the process, 
still less, wisdom. The satirist's 
view of man’s creation is certainly 
not without the appearance of rea­
son. One can see an uproarious cos­
mic Jest (and I think by no means 
a bitter one; on the contrary, I 
should regard it as harmless, even 
en the whole, benevolent) in the 
Idea of creating a being w i t h  
enough sagacity and clpverness to 
harness all the forces of nature 
in constructing the moat elaborate 
mechanism of civilization, and then 
not giving him intelligence enough 
to civilize himself, or even to un­
derstand what civilization means."

Mr. Nock certainly realized that 
training it beneficial and t h a t  
cleverness and sagacity are essen­
tial ta the development af man­
kind However, it was Nock s opin­
ion that It i r  ft*  educated person.
