Land in the northeast portion of the county is one of the
prime locations being considered as the place to store all of
the high - level radioactive wastes produced in the United
States and other countries in the past and beyond the year
2.000.

DOE spokesman Linda McClain Friday declined to release
the exact location in Deaf Smith County. She said Governor
Mark White must first be told about the site on Monday.

The prime site in Deaf Smith County was recommended by
a DOE research contractor. Battelle Memorial Institute,
McClain said. But the DOE spokesman said her agency is not
ready to go with the recommended Deaf - Smith site:
McClain said more studies will be done through the summer.
Land in Swisher County may become the waste dump. and
sites in Nevada, Washington. Louisiana. Mississippi and
Utah, are still being considered. None are eliminated. the
DOE spokesman said.

High - level nuclear wastes. highly radioactive and lethal
substances produced by the nation's nuclear power plants
and weapons builders. are piling up at an amazing rate.
Today. millions of pounds of high - level waste produced by
nuclear power plants and bomb builders is temporarily
stored in pools of water and steel cases at sites around the
country. including the Pantex Plant about 40 miles from
Pampa. according to an environmental impact statement
released by the plant. The DOE estimates 800.000 cubic feet
of solid high - level radioactive waste now exists and is
temporarily stored.

The 74 licensed nuclear power plants in the U.S. each
produce about 33 tons of spent - fuel waste each year. By the
year 2,000, the amount of highly - radioactive waste will top
2.000.000 cubic feet. enough waste to cover more than 40
football fields ofle foot deep. according to DOE figures.

Nuclear fuel which “'burns™ in a nuclear chain reaction
eventually is spent. and can no longer be used in a controlled
reaction. The spent fuel is discarded and stored as nuclear
waste. but it remains thermally hot and highly radioactive.
Some of the nuclear waste can remain radioactive for
millions of years. .

Much of the waste to be permanently stored in the dump is
so highly radioactive, a 10 - second exposure to one
unshielded load will kill a man. according to government
documents.

The federal government took responsibility for disposing
of the nation’s nuclear waste by passing federal laws. the
latest being the Nuclear Waste Policy Act of 1982.

The law instructs the DOE to study proposed sites for the
dump. and to recommend a site to the President. who will
recommend a site to Congress by March 1987.

Government workers are scheduled to complete
construction and begin burying waste at the underground
dump. or repository the DOE calls it. by January. 1998.

The geologic formations being studied to permanently
contain nuclear wastes include <alt deposits in Deaf Smith

County. Swisher County. Mississippi and Louisiana. and .

volcanic ash (tuff) at the Nevada Test Site.

The DOE's study of salt deposits in the Permian Basin
area of the Panhandle began in 1976. Beds of rock salt up to
500 - feet thick lay below the surface of the basin at depths
from about 1,300 to 2,500 feet. The DOE drilled deep test
holes at several locations in the Panhandle to study. the
underground formation's water. seismic activity. mineral
content and strata and other factors. The early testing
eliminated some locations. but the tests in Deaf Smith
County revealed the area may be the best place to build a
permanent waste dump. the DOE scientists said.

Now the agency may drill an exploratory shaft up to 30 -
feet wide and a couple thousand feet deep somewhere in the
county. and tests will continue

The permanent storage dump will resemble a huge
underground mine. About 2.000 acres of the host rock will be

Pampa man dies in midnight crash

Tommy Taylor. 45. of 416 N. Christy. died Saturday
moming in Northwest Texas Hospital in Amarillo following
an accident in which his truck hit a tree just outside Pampa
City limits four hours earlier

Taylor was driving his pickup west on Highway 60
Saturday morning about fifteen minutes after midnight,
when it apparently went out of control and hit a tree on the
south side of the road. According to Texas Highway
Patrolman Mark Lockridge. who investigated the accident.
it appeared Taylor was traveling too fast to make the curve

just before the intersection of Christy and Wilks. He said.
when Taylor's truck started off the right - hand side of the
road. he over - compensated his steering and the truck
swerved to the left. hitting the center curb. The truck
became airborne when it hit the center curb, crossed the east
- bound lane and smashed into the tree, according to
Lockridge.

Pampa firemen, called to the scene, used the Jaws of Life
device to get Taylor out of his truck. Taylor was taken to
Coronado Community Hospital by ambulance. treated and
then sent by ambulance to Northwest Texas Hospital, where
he died about 4:30 Saturday morning.

out about 2,000 feet down. A system of shafts and
turifiels will connect the underground caverns. Trucks or
rains will carry special containers of radioactive waste to
the dump site from nuclear facilities in the U.S. and other
countries. Men on the surface will handle the loads of waste.
and special equipment and elevators will take it below the
surface for disposal into holes drilled into the host rock.
Each borehole with a container of waste will be covered.
When it’s full of waste containers. the salt or rock removed
to create the cavern will be packed back into the formation.
The government hopes the dump will keep the poisonous
waste isolated from the environment forever or thereabouts.
as some of it will remain deadly for nearly as long as man
has lived on the planet

“To achieve this objective. 10.000 years is a reasonable
period of isolation.”” DOE officials said.

The dump’s buildings will occupy about 40 acres oa the
surface. and at least six miles in all directions around the
perimeter of the plant will be fenced off and controlled by the
government

The actual loads of nuclear waste may be encased inside
glass and placed in special containers for permanent burial.
But the methods of disposal and transportation are still
being debated.

Since the DOE began seriously studying the Panhandle for
the country’s first permapent storage dump. the agency has
held public hearings about it. Citizens had little reaction to
the plan when it was first proposed. But after recent
announcements which made some people believe the
government is serious about dumping the country's nuclear
waste here. both Panhandle officials and citizens protested
the dump.

Within the past month. Deaf Smith County
Commissioners. Canyon City Commissioners and Randall
County Commissioners all passed resolutions opposing the
storage dump.

Talk among many county residents is angry. The farmers
who gave the DOE permission to drill on their lands have
reportedly been threatened.

. "'Hell no. You won't find anybody here in favor of it.
Nobody wants it. but it won't make any difference.

“They're gonna’ put it where they want to. What
difference does it make? They already got it above ground
put there at Pantex.”” said a county resident over coffee at
the Dawn cafe. He asked that his name not be used — the
issue is too controversial. he said.

The current debate sometimes pits neighbor against
neighbor. business against business. The country’'s only
repository here would mean new jobs and billions of dollars.
But others ask. what about the dangers?

Carl. 53. and Dale Kleuskens. 29. have what they call a
pressing interest”” in the debate. The Kleuskens said they
never took a public stand about anything. even when their

neighbors drove jn tractorcades to Washington during
American Agriculture’s farm strike a couple years back.

The father and son farm about 1,600 irrigated acres and
raise cattle in Deaf Smith County. about 10 miles northeast
of Hereford. In 1981, the DOE drilled two test holes, one four
miles due west. the other six miles northeast. on both sides of
the Kleuskens' farm.

*We're absolutely opposed to putting it here, and we don't
mind if our names are used. ' Carl said.

“Yeah, we're a bunch of Jane Fonda - ites.’ jokes Dale.

“That’s right. We're not a bunch of long - haired radicals
— well. (glancing at his bearded son ). except for Dale here,"
the elder Kleuskens laughs.

Carl Kleuskens moved to Deaf Smith County from Green
Bay. Wis. in 1950 and bought the spread he and his son farm.
He and his wife raised Dale and three daughters on the farm,
and now the Kleuskens have six grandkids.

Dale and his wife and two daughters live just down the
road from his mom and dad at the farm where one can see
for miles in all directions.

“You come down the highway about a mile past the seed
company. Turn right on the caliche road — ours is the good
caliche road. not a dirt road — and go about three miles and
youh‘ll see an intersection. Ours is the first house on your
right.”

One can easily get lost out here, taking a chance with
several neighbors’ barking farm dogs and asking directions.
before finding the spread the Kleuskens know like the backs
of their hands.

The father and son grow wheat. milo. sugar beets. and
cotton, and run about 800 head of cattle on the spread made
fertile with water pumped Jfrom the Ogalala Aquifer. the
underground lake which stretches south from the Dakotas to
the Kleuskens farm and beyond ,

*Anybody who allows waste in here without a battle. must
live with the results of a leak.™* Dale said.

Dale Kleuskens is a founder of POWER (People Opposed
to Wasted Energy Repositories ).

The citizens’ group formed to question DOE officials at
meetings and to discuss dangers of a waste dump. Recent
meetings at Hereford have attracted hundreds.

“What were concerned about is future generations. ' Carl
said. "'If they bought us out. we could relocate. I could retire.
But we're worried about our neighbors. " he said.

*The DOE says. ‘It can’t be 100 - percent safe. but almost.
That ALMOST worries us.”” Carl said

“I'm not against nuclear power. I'm against nuclear
power when they want to bury the waste in Deaf Smith
County." Dale said.

“Eighty - five percent of this waste comes from east of the
Mississippi. We shouldn’t have to take other people's.crap. |
think they could find a less - productive area to bury this
waste. But they say we can’t build it here because of a
certain kind of lizard — we can’t build it there because of a
certain kind of endangered turtle — that kind of crap.™

*It could be contaminated.’ they said.

The disposal site would render useless too many surface
acres of productive farmland.. Scientists can't find a safe
way to transport loads of waste, the Kleuskens said. They
point out a serious accident at a Russian waste dump. The
accident happened in the early 50s and was unknown to the
outside world until recently. It's speculated that the accident
in an isolated area of the Soviet Union happened when a
nuclear chain reaction began in buried wastes. and an

. explosion killed thousands and permanently contaminated

thousands of square miles, a defector said.

“Some of it may come through Pampa,” the Kleuskens
told this reporter. **You can bet if you have a Santa Fe rail
line, you're going to have waste coming through there,” Dale
said.

The Kleuskens and others in the county will continue to
attend meetings and protest the planned waste dump. they
said. More DOE public hearings on the disposal site are
scheduled for April 25 in Hereford and Tulia and April 26 in
Austin.

The farmers urge people to write to the governor and
congress about the issue.

The governor can veto the site in Texas, but a two - thirds
vote in Congress can override the state veto, the Kleuskens
said.

“The DOE came in here and said the locals couldn't do
anything.” the younger Kleuskens said. But he now believes
a major local protest will force the feds to move to another
location in a more receptive state.

Others in the county feel the Kleuskens and opponents of
the waste dunmp are wrong. They trust the DOE and the
safety measures of the disposal system.

“Look at how long they’'ve been doing it out there at
Pantex. And how many accidents have they had. what. one?
Killed three. They know what they're doin’."”" said a Dawn
resident who also asked his name be omitted.

Many point out that the plant would bring billions into the
local economy.

*It would bring in at least eight billion dollars and 14
hundred employees for eight years. minimum, " said Deaf
Smith County Chamber of Commerce Director Mike Carr.

*It's emotional. But you can’t generalize. It's not that kind
of issue. " Carr said.

The director of the 600 local members said the chamber
has taken no position at this time on the planned dump.

“We're not saying we're for it. or against it. There are
people who feel both ways. We owe it to the people to study it
before making a decision. It would not accomplish anything
to take a position now.”" Carr said.

He said choosing a site for the nation’s permanent storage
dump will be made by state and national officials: *You
have to get along. " he said.

*Our main concern is we want to do what is best and not be
divided. Carr said about his community.

He said the proposal for a Deaf Smith County site is in the
“information period.”

**The tests aren 't done yet.  he said.

Others also sec the advantage of waiting and not jumping
to conclusions. in the fashion of the Texas hero from whom
the county got its name

Deaf Smith County was named in honor of the hero of the
battle of San Jacinto. Erastus **Deaf’” Smith.

Smith came to what is now Texas in 1821, and he fought
with Sam Houston against Santa Anna and the Mexicans

Smith was nearly deaf. hence his name. He was once
reportedly asked if his poor hearing bothered him

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Soviets abusing
psychiatry...

By withdrawing from the World Psychiatric
Association, the Soviet Union tacitly has confessed to the
misuse of psychiatry for suppressing its material
dissent.

If Soviet psychiatrists had remained in the
international organization, they would have faced an
expulsion motion at the next association congress in
July. Repugnant Soviet psychiatric practices have not
improved since the World Psychiatric Association first
condemned then in 1971.

Unfortunately, the Soviet withdrawal offers no hope
whatsoever for dissidents interred in Soviet psychiatric
wards, where they are silenced by injections of painful
and powerful hallucinogenic drugs.

The few courageous Soviet psychiatrists who refuse to
serve this program of perversion of science under KGB
aegis soon find themselves dispatched to psychiatric
wards themselves, or else labor camps.

Committing dissidents to psychiatric institutions is a
convenient way for the Soviet government to avoid
putting them on trial. Moreover, diagnosing dissidents as
mentally ill with “sluggish schizophrenia'’ serves to
discredit them with the Soviet public. )

No matter that Western psychiatrists refuse to
recognize sluggish schizophrenia as a mental illness. The
Soviets describe it as a subtle, lifelong condition
manifested by dissident activities. In other words,
anyone who questions or criticizes anything in the
workers’ paradise has to be a sluggish schizophrenic.

Soviet tyranny through phony psychiatry should not
escape continued challenge. Soviet dissidents,
wrongfully detained and falsely diagnosed as mentally
ill. must not be forgotten.

A job well done

The Israeli commission of inquiry into the massacre of
Palestinians in two camps in Beirut last summer has
done its work well and helped restore Israel's standing as
the lone democracy in the Middle East.

The commission recommended the resignation of
Defense Minister Ariel Sharon for permitting Christian
militiamen to enter the camps, where they slaughtered
hundreds of refugees. Sharon has resigned as defense
minister, but stays as Cabinet member without portfolio.

It also criticized Prime Minister Menachem Begin and
Foreign Minister Yitzhak Shamir for their indifference
to the danger of mass killings and slowness to react to
warnings that terrible acts were underway.

The real victors in the process are the Israeli people,
who were anguished by the Beirut killings and forced
Begin, against his will, to allow a thorough and impartial
investigation. The people, if not Begin and Sharon, have
behaved honorably in the matter.

It is important but distressing to compare the Israeli
inquiry with the farce going in Lebanon. The Israelis
blundered by letting the militiamen search for PLO
guerrillas in the camps, but it was the Christians who
murdered men, women and children indiscriminatley.

The crime is being “investigated™ by Leganese chief
military prosecutor Assad Germanos. He has been given
no staff, no deadline and no time off from other duties.
Though the whole world knows the massacre was done by
the Phalange Party's militia, Germanos professes to
have no idea who was guilty.

Israeli officials say the operation against the camps
was led by Elias Hobeika, the Phalangist intelligence
chief. Germanos allows that he has ‘*heard of him" but in
over four months hasn't had occasion to contact him.

Quite frankly, President Amin Gemayal, the
Phalangist political leader, wants no investigation of his
party's militia. This statesman, who ignores the blood on
his private army's hands, is being propped up by U.S.
Marines on dangerous duty. Why?

Wanda Lamb took her state boards 27 years ago and
became a licensed funeral director to help her husband and
“‘save a salary” when they bought their own funeral home,
but now she wouldn't think of doing anything else.

The young woman who was squeamish at first while
watching her husband work on bodies got used to the job, and
began to help him all she could, whether it meant doing the
deceased's hair, helping dress them or putting on makeup.

She was one of the last people to take her state boards
without having to attend school for them. She served a
one-year apprenticeship at a funeral home where she and
her husband. Creed, worked. And after working for a year
and doing *‘a number" of case reports, she was ready to take
her state boards.

Wanda is licensed to do everything but embalm bodies,
and she frequently does many thngs to help prepare a body
for burial. Most of the licensing is done so that she candoall
the legal business, she said.

The legal part of her work consists of filing a death
certificate with the proper authorities once it has been
signed by all the proper parties, transfering bodies from one
ﬁ:‘aqelto another, and being responsible for a body until

rial.

Funerals and related services usually follow a pattern, she
said. First she and Creed will get a call from a hospital or a
family member. Usually Creed will go and get the body,
while she gets things ready for him back at the funeral home.

Helping out

If he will be gone long, Wanda will usually visit the family
and collect information for the person’s obituary.

Once the body is returned to the funeral home, Creed
usually makes a “‘first call” to the family himself. to let
them know what's happening and bring them to the funeral
home personally. Wanda meanwhile takes care of notifying
peole like ministers and friends, and when an obituary is
complete, she will notify newspapers as well.

Once the family has selected a casket, chosen'what clothes
the deceased will wear and planned the services, the body
will be prepared. Wanda has not been Creed's only helper
through the years. When their oldest daughter, Regina, was
a young teenager, she asked if she could help and her father
let her, Wanda said

After the body is embalmed, dressed, and made up, it will
lie in state until the funeral. The Lambs will bring the body to
a church if services are scheduled there, or conduct services
in the funeral home or at graveside, as the family has
planned.

Wanda doesn't feel strange in her job anymore. she said.

““There are more women funeral directors than you
realize, but there still aren't that many as compared to
men," she said.

Being a woman has never interfered with her job, she said,
she was pregnant with Regina when she took her state
boards. And while working with her husband was important

- to her, the job also gave her time to be a mother as well.

She and Creed bought the old Clayborn Funeral Home in
McLean in 1956. She did her apprenticeship in Littlefield. and

fore that.

:‘ey had worked together for a funeral director in Big Spring

“Creed didn't want to work for someone all his life,’’ she
said.

While her children were growing up. they had an
apartment at the funeral home. The kids weren't adversely
affected by living there, she says, but when business was
being conducted they had to be quiet, couldn’t make noise or
play the television loudly. and had to stay back in the
apartment, which is hard for any children to do.

The kids didn’t think living in a funeral home was strange
when they were small, she said, but when they went to school
and classmates teased them, they began to feel a little
strange with their friends.

However, she thinks her children might have a healthier
attitude toward death than most children because of their
parents’ occupation.

“They handle death differently than other kids,'' she said,
“They're more conscious of it, but they've never been afraid
ofit.”

She feels they react more sensitively to death when it's
someone they know or someone their age, but then both she
and Creed react differently to different deaths as well.

The death of children still bothers her, she said. She asked
another funeral director once ‘‘When will I get used to it?"
He replied “If you get used to it. get out of the business."

Wanda said she thought she'd be calmer and more
collected when someone in her family died, but when her
father died in Canadian, she was as shaken and dazed as any
of her customers.

“Death isn't easier when it's your family."

Sometimes the death of a family member has a strange
kind of effect on them, she said. When her father died, Creed
said he wouldn't want anyone else to work on him.
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“We're always sorry when people can’t live,” she said,
“but we feel like we do a service for them."

Generally; if a person is old and sick, people expect death
and feel “'it's time,’’ Wanda said. But with children or with
people who die in wrecks, it's very hard even on them.

“‘As | get older, it gets harder,” she said, because now
when she buries a young person or a child, she thinks *‘that
could be my child or grandchild.”” Last Christmas a child
was killed in a truck wreck near McLean, and the Lambs
buried the little girl and her father.

**She was just about the age of one of my grandchildren,”
Wanda said. “‘and it really made me think about my own
grandchildren.”

About ten years ago, the ‘‘services'’ the Lambs do for
people were extended in a very logical way when they were
offered the chance to buy the flower shop next to the funeral
home.

Wanda went back to school when her kids got older (she'd
had one year of school before she was married), and during
her last year of school the woman who owned the flower shop
decided to sell it. Her first major was education *‘I thought
I'd teach school.”” but her second major was art, and it paid
off in flower arranging.

“I'd like to think I'm gifted with the craft of arranging
flowers,” she said. “'I'd always done painting and crafty
things, and it came naturally. Creed's gifted with his
embalming. he can really make people look good, and I'd
like to think I'e got a knack with flowers."

Wanda doesn’t think she and Creed fit the typical
stereotype of funeral directors. They've heard all the
undertaker jokes, and don't feel like they fit the ‘‘long face,
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somber mood all the time" stereotype of people in their
profession.

While Creed has been interested in his craft since high’
school, he could never sit by the phone all the time and
doesn't fit the stereotype, she said. The Lambs also own
ranch land in McLean and rent land in Wheeler County, and
Cr:ed spends a lot of time there with his animals, Wanda
said.

“If I'm going to be here I'd rather do something here
rather than work outside,.”’ she said of the possibility of her
retiring from the funeral home and concentrating on the
flower shop or taking an outside job.

While most people have families to bury them, there have
been a few over the years that have been different. Wanda
remembers one long-haul truck driver from California that
died in the area and had no known survivors, here or in
California. His company said they would pay the burial
expenses, so the Lambs made the arrangements

After keeping the body for about two weeks, they were
ready to bury him, and, lo and behold, his wife showed up for
the funeral. She hadn't seen him for years, Wanda said. but
at least he had someone at his services

“We have very few services with only a handful of people
at them, "’ she said

Being funeral directors has changed their lives as well. she
said. They don't take living so much for granted anymore

“We're more conscious of how quickly someone can be
gone, " she said.

As for the pain of doing her job or doing relatives, she said
it's like being in shock

“You do what has to be done. and you don't feel the
sadness until later."" she said.

HOUSTON (AP) — A small
platoon of robed members of
the Ku Klan Kian marched
for nine blocks in downtown
Houston Saturday. protected
by about 600 police from a
crowd of jeering, fist-shaking
spectators. Six people were
arrested. and a wvarity of
throwing weapons were
confiscated but there were no
injuries

The Klansmen. garbed in
traditional white and scarlet
robes and in black and
camouflage uniforms. were
bused to Main Street and
began the march within an
envelope of riot-equipped
officers who lined the street
for 10 blocks

There were a handful of
incidents involving thrown
objects but no one was
reported hit or injured.

Police said that three
adults were arrested on
charges of interfering with a
lawful procession. two were
arrested for possession of
rocks. and one juvenile was

arrested for throwing rocks
Police said two of those
arrested were members of
the John Brown Anti-Kian
Committee but they did not
say which of the six arrrested
they were.

Houston Police Chief Lee

Brown congratulated the,

officers at the conclusion of
the march and called the
operation “‘the most
successful policing of an
event in any city. bar none.””

The crowd began gathering
more than an hour before the
11:3 am. march was to
begin. and the canyons of the
city were filled with streams
of invective against the
Klansmen as they started the
march

A group identifying itself as

Porn merchants squeezed

LONDON (AP) — The porn
merchants of Soho, London's
- red light district, are being
- squeezed in a crackdown by
- police, tax investigators and
city fathers who want to clean
up Britain's ‘‘naughtiest
square mile."
That's good news to the

v. David Barton, principal
St. James' and St. Peters’

rimary school in Great
Windmill Street, which is
boxed between two sex
emporiums.

Barton says his 75 pupils,
ages 3 to 11, have to pass porn
shops and prostitutes every
day on their way to class.

“So many of these places
are sleazy, furtive and
joyless,” he says. ‘It seems
to me that's a very poor
influence for children to come
across at an early age

“These places are a blight
on the people of this district
and I'll be glad to see the back
of them. They breed violence.
Some of these people went at
each other with knives
recently and my pupils went
to a swimming class past
pools of blood on the
pavement.”’

Half the 70 Soho shops,
selling pornographic
magazines and sex aids, have
closed under a new law
requiring they be licensed.

The rest have applied for
licenses, but Westminister
City Council. which governs
Soho, says it plans to grant
only 10 to 20 licenses to curb a
porn industry which has
mushroomed in recent years.

Most of the colorful
quarter’'s 50 porn movie
theaters and video galleries
also face closure under a city
licensing ordinance passed
last year

Under the new laws,
owners of unlicensed sex
shops and movie theaters,
who for years have flouted
licensing laws, face $15,000
fines if they operate without
permits.

A special task force of
Inland Revenue tax men,
Scotland Yard detectives and
Customs agents also have
moved in on the porn brokers

streets with a heady mix of
exotic aromas.

“‘We used to believe in live
and let live,” says Brian
Burroughs. chairman of the
Soho Society, a citizens’
group battling to preserve
what is left of old Soho. “But
we learned that it was going
to mean extermination for the
residents, shopkeepers and
ordinary people here.

*“It was this, as much as the
nature of the displays
themselves, that motivated
us to do something about it."

The trip is estimated to take five years to
complete, and when asked the reason for
doing this trip, Thomas replied, “I'm
looking for the right girl for me.” (AP

HONG KONG (AP) — After
grappling unsuccessfully for
years with the problem of
traffic chaos, the government
of this crowded British colony
has decided to make
motorists pay for the
privilege of driving on its
most congested roads.

Crown officials call it
electronic road pricing, a
plan that would affect Hong
Kong's 230,000 private
motorists.

Secretary of Transport
Alan Scott announced last
week that the government
has earmarked $5.8 million
for a 21-month pilot program.
If it proves successful, a more
extensive system, expected to
cost about $50 million. could
be operational by 1987.

Under the plan, each of
Hong Kong's 350,000 private
vehicles will be fitted with an
electronic number plate, a
tamper-proof unit the size of a
cassette tape, placed under
the chassis.

Buried under the road
surface at congested
locations throughout the
colony will be electronic loops
which will broadcast a beam
at the plate of every vehicle
passing over it.

The plate will transmit to
the loops encoded
information about the vehicle
which would then be relayed
to a central computer. The
computer will add the
appropriate fee to the car
owner's account and the
owner billed monthly.

Scott said that at each fee
or charging point, an
electronic sign will be erected
to tell drivers how much they
would have to pay.

Only private vehicles would
be .included in the plan

efficient road users. he said.
Whether fees will be levied on
other vehicles will be
determined later.

And, Scott says, motorists

South Texas hamlet riled up about race track

CHINA GROVE, Texas
(AP) — A dusty quarter-mile
strip of land in this South
Texas hamlet has kicked up a
ruckus and made folks here
pretty mad.

You see, Olly Otten wants
to bring horse racing here

and the city of 434 people has.

lost its court fight to stop him.

About half of this town's
adult population — or 135
people — signed a petition

,against the race track.

“I have retired and bought
two acres of land that I can

live on and enjoy the rest of

my life,” City Councilman
Burlen Horton said. “‘Now I
got me a race track within 600
feet of my property."”

Otten is building the track
behind his restaurant in
China Grove, a community on
a mile-long strip of rural
highway about 15 miles east
of San Antonio.

He and a makeshift crew
spend every day working to
finish the glass-enclosed
clubhouse, grandstand and
dirt track before a targeted
Sunday opening.

Otten, 46, came to this
country from Germany about

20 years ago. He says folks
here don't like him because
he's foreign.

“No matter how little a
town is — China Grove or
Aransas Pass — if you
haven't been born there,
you're a foreigner,” he said,
with a heavy accent. “That
. goes back to the Indians."”

Horton disputed that, but
!lnter said: ‘‘He's an
'immigrant. He wants all the
|fringe benefits of the
‘democratic process, but
{doesn't want to contribute
| anything."

State District Judge Fred
 Biery denied city officials’
request for a temporary
injunction against Otten,
saying they couldn't prove
the track was a public
nuisance until it started
operating.

““We're just going to have to
watch and figure out a way to
stop it,” Horton said.

The councilman’s property
adjoins the 10% acres housing
Otten's Swiss Chalet
restaurant, which stands out

from the town's homes and '

feed stores with its twin
windmills and oversized

Swiss emblems.

““You don't see much
beauty in China Grove,"
Otten said. “I'm trying to
bring progess to this town and
they don't want that.”

Jerry Lee, who retired and
moved here four years ago,
said the townspeople haven’t
been buzzing like this since
the Doobie Brothers recorded
a rock song about “‘the sleepy
little town down around San

“We'd rather keep China
Grove nice and peaceful and
quiet,”” said Lee, who
circulated the petition.
“That's why we all moved
here in the first place.

“I'm not against horse
racing, but I'm against that
track.”

Bedding plants are ready when you buy them — ready to add
splashes of color to your flower beds. ready to be potted into
containers to decorate your deck or patio, ready to grow and
bloom from time of purchase until frost.

To make the most of these vigorous young plants, it pays for
you the gardener to be ready too. Before heading to the garden
center to buy annuals or perenials, have the flower beds,
hanging baskets or other containers prepared to receive them.

First refresh the soil in your garden. Your annuals will
flourish if you spade in some compost, peat moss or other soil
amendments and a complete fertilizer like 5 - 10 - 5.

Once home, protect the seedlings until you are ready to plant
them. Place them in a shady spot and water well. The trick is
to be sure the plants never dry out. One hot day of neglect can
result in dead or damaged plants.

Today most bedding plants are sold in plastic cell packs or
trays in which each small plant has its own seperate mini - pot
or cell. When removing a seedling from the cell pack, don't tug
it out by its top. Push the root ball out by pressing on the
bottom and sides of the individual cell. Watering them a few
hours before you transplant them will aid in getting them dut
of the container

If bedding plants in your area are sold in common trays,
simply take a knife and divide the plants as if you were cutting
a pan of brownies, or remove the entire contents frOm the tray
and gently tease the individual plants apart with your fingers,
trying to keep root balls intact.

Pop your plants into the garden as quickly as possible,
preferably on a gray day. Mist the foliage and water the plants
in thoroughly. Using a very dilute solution of water soluble
fertilizer will get the new plants off to a good start.

If you must plant on a sunny day — and often one must —
plant, mist, water, and then protect your newest plants from
the sun. Shade them with inverted strawberry baskets,
cardboard, a board elevated on bricks — anything to shade the
Mants for the first few days.

“Who can relate to a
cartoon character?’’ he asked
rhetorically during a recent
visit here to promote Sea
World, an amusement
complex at Orlando, Florida.

, In Grant's words, today's
television characters “have
warts and they show the
warts.

*“There aren't any hero
hgures anymore,” Grant
said. “There are very ‘ew and
it's not every week ... like Sky
King was or the Lone Ranger
was. It's more human, but we
know there's a good side as
well as a bad side and it

Things were different in
Sky King's day, when Grant's
character had 30 minutes to
iron out the latest difficulties
his niece, Penny, or his young
helper at the Flying Crown
Ranch, Clipper, managed to
get themselves into.

The solution usually
involved some variation of
Sky King flying to the rescue
in his trusty Cessna,
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The promm never had
‘‘violence for violence's
sake'” and no one was ever
killed on camera, Grant said.

“There was a moral the
kids could take to heart,” he

ln short, the bad guy got
what was coming to him,
without fail.

Grant, whose show
business career began as a
staff singer and announcer
with NBC during the 1930's,
also thinks the lack of
creativity on television is
adversely affecting future
generations of writers and
actors.

“Little kids can sit in front
of a television set and they
don't have to think," he said.
“During radio, you had to
imagine what a scene was
like. It developed creativity,
style.”

Grant, a licensed pilot until
recent years, moved to CBS
in 1940, but World War II
arrived and he moved on to
the military. As a pilot,
naturally?

Wrong.

*I was color blind,” Grant
said.

After World War II, Grant
was busy on the lots of
several Hollywood studios,
grinding out all kinds of
movies — westerns,
musicals, comedies — and up

Some 135 episodes
and seven years later, Grant
retired from television and
began touring with the
Carson and Barnes Circus, of
which he was part owner
from 1965 to 1970.

Grant sufferéd several
years of bad health before
undergoing open heart
surgery in 1978. The next
year, he met officials of Sea
World while playing ‘‘Man of
La Mancha” in a Florida
dinner theater. He's been
with the vacation complex
ever since.

“I really have no regrets,”
Grant said, when asked if he
missed television. *'I've seen
my contemporaries doing bits
recently. I wouldn't do that. |
couldn't do that."”

Grant recently appeared on
‘‘Good Morning America”
with members of the old Sky
King cast to reminisce over
“the good old days,"" he said.

AUSTIN (AP) — A lot of ‘"““*dm"v‘::“ ‘:" :::’w ing
Texas lawmakers are still muaber of others are’ busy
with paper and pencil trying
to figure out a “‘perfect’ tax
bill — that is, one that would
be paid by someone else.

How about a tax on
racehorses, or maybe a levy
on aircraft sold to foreign
countries, or even a tax on
electronic games?

All of those are pending in
the 68th Legislature.

Tax talk is strongest in the
Senate.

In the House, where tax
bills are supposed to
originate, there is a great
reluctance to face up to the
tax threat.

Gov. Mark White also is shy

about proposing new taxes,
but even he has agreed to
mark-ups on ‘'sin’”’ taxes
covering liquor, tobacco and
amusement machines.

The first definite tax move

White said he did not agree
with some of Hobby's
spending cuts, particularly
teachers salaries, ‘‘but it does
put up for the Legislature to
see the alternatives they have
before them. I think you could
plug in my tax on luxuries
and take the teachers pay
increase back up to where it
should be and that would fit
very well with his budget.”

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Farm commodities price index keeps gomg up

WASHINGTON (AP) —
For the third consecutive
month. the government's
index of prices received by
hﬂners for commodities has
crept higher
" 'The Agriculture
Department said Thursday
that prices. on the average.
rose 0.8 percent in March.
following gains in January
and February

Moreover. the increase put

the overall price even with a
year ago. one of the few times
in the past two years that
prices have matched
year-earlier levels.

The report said that higher
prices. for beef cattle,
tomatoes. corn, eggs and
wheat were mostly
responsible for the March
increase in the price index.

However, lower prices for
hogs. oranges and broilers

partially offset the gains for
the other commodities.

Prices paid by farmers to
meet expenses, meanwhile,
rose 0.6 percent during the
month and averaged 2.6
percent more than a year
ago.

Weaker commodity prices
so far have helped dampen
consumer food prices, which
rose 4 percent in 1982, the
smallest annual increase in

six years. Department
economists say the 1983 gain
may be even less, ranging
between 2 and 4 percent.

But the economists also say
that the 1983 payment-in-kind
program reduce crop acres
will gradually raise prices of
the major commodities in the
coming year and help boost
farm income.

LOVEGRASS
MANAGEMENT

The spring growth of
lovegrass is already started
with small sprigs in the old
crowns. Lovegrass pasture
that have not been grazed off
to a uniform height
resembling being mowed
need to have the old top
growth removed.

Burning when possible is
probably the best method.
Any method to get the old
grass cut off is a good
practice such as going over
lovegass with a mower or
brush beater.

A spring application of
fertilizer is needed for the
extra growth and quality it
will add to the grass. A
general recommendation is
an application of about 30 - 15
- 0. This may not give the

maximum amount of grass,
but it should give the biggest
return for the fertilizer dollar
you spend. A soil test would
give a more exact
recommendation for your
individual situation.

AG EXPORTS EXPECTED
TO

DECLINE FOR SECOND
YEAR

U.S. agricultural exports
are expected to fall for the
second consecutive year,
according to reports from the
U.S. Department of
Agriculture.

Current estimates indicate
the value of agricultural
exports will decline to $36
billion in 1982 - 83, down eight
percent from last year and 18
percent from the 1980 - 81
record level of $43.8 billion.

Major reasons for the
continuing decline have been
the worldwide economic
recession, large carryover of
commodity stocks. a strong
U.S. dollar, and credit
problems for many of the
developing countries

The economic recession has
decreased the demand for
U.S. agricultural exports
while large supplies have
contgributed to downward
pressure on prices. The
strength of the U.S. dollar has
diminished the impact of
domestic price declines being
transmitted to foreign

buyers. In addition, declining
export revenues for
developing countries have led
to a deteriorating credit
situation and a serious lack of
foreign exchange.

U.S. wheat exports for 1982
- 83 are expected to fall as
shipments to China, Russia
and Western Europe slack
off. Wheat exports are
forecast to decline to 39.5
million metric tons, off 20
percent from 1981 - 82.

Cotton exports are forecast
to be at the lowest level since
1976 - 77, down to around five
million bales, for a decrease
of 25 to 30 percent.

Feed grain exports may
possibly recover from their
dismal performance last
year, with renewed
purchases by Mexico
éxpected to lead the way.
Soybean exports are forecast
to remain at the high levels
achieved last year, with an
estimated 25.9 million metric
tons for 1982 - 83.

Many new policy efforts
being proposed in Congress
are designed to help alleviate
the agricultural export
problem. Main thrust of the
proposed legislation is to
counter what is seen as
“unfair trade practices” by
the European Economic
Community, Brazil and other
competitors who use various
subsidy programs to help

market their products.

Major component of these
bills is some form of export
payment - in - kind program
whereby Commodity Credit
Corporation inventories will
be used as bonus payments to
foreign buyers — or as
payment to domestic
suppliers to lower export
product price — as in the case
of the recent Egyptian flour
sale.

Other measures call for
incresed funding for the
USDA ‘‘blended credit”
programs, expanded market
development activity by the
Foreign Agricuiture Service.
and donation of surplus
commodities in domestic or
foreign relief programs.

No quick relief is in sight,
since the major causes that
have led to the declining
export values are not likely to
disappear. The large
carryover stocks and credit
problems of the developing
countries will be around for
some time, and a recovery by
the U.S. economy leading to a
worldwide rebound is still a
number of months away.

Overall, it will take time
and an aggressive export
expansion program that
takes into account current
market conditions to turn the
agricultural export picture
around.

The three-month string of
increases in the price index
was the first upturn since last
September. In 1982, the
monthly average rose in five
months, declined in four and
held steady in three.

According to the
preliminary figures for
March, which are based
mostly on midmonth
averages, the index for meat
animals was down 0.6 percent
from February but still
averaged 1.9 percent above a
year earlier.

The feed-and-hay index was
up 2.4 percent from the
previous month, averaging
48 percent above a year
earlier. Corn prices rose 11
cents from $2.67 per bushel in
February

Prices of food grains as a

group rose 2.7 percent during
the month but still averaged
1.3 percent below a year
earlier. Wheat prices, at $3.65
per bushel, were up. eight
cents from February.
Vegetable prices jumped 14
percent from a month earlier,
mainly due to higher prices
for tomatoes. The index was
7.5 percent above a year ago.
Fruit prices were down 5.4
percent from February. with
lower prices for oranges most
of the causing the decline.
The index was down 16
percent from February 1982.

Farm prices in March
averaged 133 percent of a 1977
base-price average used for
comparison, according to the
preliminary figures.

COUPLAND, Texas (AP)
— It is late, and this tiny
Central Texas town is only a
dot of light amid miles of
darkened, rolling plains.

Cars and pick-up trucks
line the street outside the
Coupland Tavern, a
venerable old honkytonk with
a wooden dance floor worn so
slick you can slide clear
across it. up to the stage
where Billy Joe Shaver is
playing.

Every seat is taken, and
people stand along the walls.
Some are young professionals
who have driven the 25 miles
from Austin. Most have come
from the farms and ranches
or small towns nearby.

Shaver has no clever.
between-song patter. As his
bass player re-tunes, he shifts
awkwardly and finally
mumbles, ‘I wish I knew
what to say duting this time
—butIdon't.”

But Shaver is pure
eloquence when he sits down
to write his songs. He says
what all here wish they could,
putting down elitist
intellectuals with a clever,
dirt-road wit, or celebrating
the call of the highway and
the peculiar bond among the
seekers who inhabit it.

After years of struggling.
Shaver's songs have paid off
He has had four No. 1 county
hits: “I'm Just an Old Chunk
of Coal (But I'm Gonna be a
Diamond Someday),” by
John Anderson; “‘I Couldn't
Be Me Without You." by

.Johnny Rodriquez: ‘‘Because

You Asked Me To." by
Waylon Jennings: and *‘Ride
Me Down Easy.” by Bobby
Bare.

Willie Nelson, Tennessee
Ernie Ford. Elvis Presley.
the Oak Ridge Boys. Johnny
Cash, Kris Kristofferson and
Tom T. Hall. are among the
30 major artists who have
recorded his songs

But success has not
affected Shaver, 43. He still
takes his hat off when he's
introduced to a woman. He
just calis himself a poet:

“Long ago and far away,

“In my old common labor

“I turned the world all
whichaway.

“Just because you asked
meto.”

He and his wife. Brenda,
met in Waco. where Billy Joe
moved from Corsicana when
he was 12. Now they live in
the Texas Hill Country

Billy Joe isn’t traveling to
Nashville or New York.

Their 20-year-old son,
Eddy. an accomplished
guitarist, plays in his father's
back-up band. Billy Joe can
only strum a guitar with the
thumb of his right hand
because he lost three fingers
in a sawmill accident 17 years
ago.

At an interview later,
Shaver apologized profusely
for being late. He had just
come from visiting his old
friend Willie Nelson, who
lives west of Austin, and had
trouble tearing himself away.

He and Nelson are fellow
self-proclaimed *‘outlaws’" of
the business (and perhaps
society as a whole.) *“The
devil made me do it the first
time,” Shaver once wrote —
*“The second time I done it on
myown."

After a while. he opens up a
little, and it's easy to see
where the songs come from

“My daddy left me before I
was born.” he said. My
childhood was really very
sad. [ didn’t have my mother.,
I didn't have my father. My
mother, she wouldn't have
much to do with me because
she hated my father so — and
it'’s easy to understand that
she wouldn't like me. So those
days back then were very
lonesome.

“l can remember even
being a teen-ager walking
down the road and saying,
‘I'll never be smart enough to
drive a car.’' I mean | was
humble. And [ still am,
because, boy. I didn't have
nothin’. I can remember
seeing cars whizzing by and
thinking. even if I had the
money to get into a car |
couldn't never figure out how
to get by another car without
hitting it. Can you believe
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Success doesn’t change Billy Joe

that? It's true. It's just the
way I felt.

I still feel that way
sometimes,"" he said. “That's
what saved me, | hope.
Because | know everybody
sitting around is capable of
writing a million seller. I
know all those hits are really
the same. Everybody's got
one. Everybody is one."

Shaver and his sister were
raised by their grandmother
on a pension. Sometimes the
checks were late and they
would have to overdraw their
account at the general store.

“Pretty near all the time
we'd have to overdraw,” he
said. “That lady down there
knew that I sang. | was about
5 years old, and that lady
would say she 'd give me some
more credit if I'd sing. Well, |
sang my heart out. I sang
‘Pins and Needles in my
Heart,’ all that old Roy Acuff

stuff. I'd make up whatever |
couldn't remember. Thats
how I got started writing

Shaver is better known for
writing than singing.
although he has three albums
and plans to record a fourth
this year. He has an hones!

voice that suits bis
working-class songs.
But Shaver is no

natural-born performer, , At
first, the shyness would not
even allow him to look at His
audience. r.e

*“I don’t know why I was se
bashful. Probably scared
wouldn't nobody like me.”" he
said.

Houston overpowers Louisville, 94-81

ALBUQUERQUE. N.M. (AP) —
Clyde Drexler and Akeem Abdul
Olajuwon led Houston's men of Phi
Slama Jama on a 19-1 spree midway
through the second half. and the
Cougars went on to dunk Louisville
94-81 Saturday to move into the NCAA
basketball championship game for the
first time

No. 1 Houston. 31-2 and winner of 26 in
a row. will meet No. 16 North Carolina
State for the championshiup Monday
night. The Wolfpack beat No. 18
Georgia 67-60 in the other semifinal
game at the University of New Mexico
arena

“Phi Slama Jama came alive in the
second half.”" said Houston Coach Guy
Lewis. a loser in three previous Final
Four semifinals

It was a battle of rebounds, speed and
slam dunks in the second half as
Houston overcame an eight-point
deficit. 47-39. with 13:50 remaining.

The Cougars. who switched to a
man-to-man defense in the second half.
ran off 13 straight points. Michael
Young starting it off with a one-handed
slam stuff on an alley-oop pass from
Drexler. Then came Drexler with a

slam dunk. and Benny Anders hit on a
driving stuff.

Houston wasn’t through yet. Drexler -
hit a double-pump slam dunk. and. by
the time the surge was over. the
Cougars led 70-58 with more than seven
minutes remaining.

What made the awesome display of
high-flying offensive power even more
remarkable was that the Cougars did it
without 6-foot-9 Larry Micheaux, who
fouled out with 13:28 remaining and the
Cougars down 55-49

Drexler finished with 21 points, as did
Olajuwon, a 7-foot sophomore from
Lagos. Nigeria who began playing
basektball in 1979

No. 2 Louisville, which had its
16-game winning streak broken and
wound up 32-3. led at halftime mainly
on the outside shooting of guard Milt
Wagner. They also outrebounded the
Southwest Conference champs 28-15 in
the first 20 minutes.

After 10 ties and three lead changes.
the Cardinals surged to a 41-36 lead in
the first half. The Metro Conference
champions decided not to attack
Houston's awesome front line and got 13

of its 18 field goals from the guard
position.

At the opening of the second half,
Houston quickly bounced back to tie the
score at 43-43 on Young's jumper. Then.
Louisville began battling the Cougars
inside and pushed ahead 51-45 behind
the McCray brothers. Rodney and
Scooter

But. when it came to the battle of the
dunks and blocks. it was the Cougars
who won out. Also contributing to the
Houston attack were Young with 16
points and Anders and freshman guard
Alvin Franklin with 13 apiece

Wagner paced the Cardinals with 24,
followed by Lancaster Gordon with 17
and Gordon Jones with 12.

Houston previously beat Maryland,
Memphis State and Villanova in the
NCAA playoffs. Louisville, competing
in the Final Four for the third time in
four years and the champion in 1986,
defeated Tennessee. Arkansas and
Kentucky to reach the Final Four.

The Metro Conference champion
Cardinals’ last loss was Jan. 29 to
Virginia. Houston's last loss also was to
Virginia in January

'Qgch like his home

his mother first asked Mark Teakle of Paracombe,

* South Australia if he’d like to be a foreign exchange student,

he said. *'No.” Six months later he was signed up with the
American Field Service (AFS) program and scheduled to go to
a camp where students are chosen for the year - long stay in a
foreign country. In another six months he was on his way to the
other side of the world — Amarillo, Texas, U.S.A.

On his application, Teakle said he definitely wanted to go to
the United States and he did not want to live in a city. He
wanted to stay with a family who lived in the country.

After the camp. prospective exchange students were
“weeded out.” A few were notified that they were guaranteed
as AFS students and others were placed on ‘‘stand - by."
Teakle was the first student to be guaranteed and the last one
to find out where he would be going and who he would be
staying with.

Four weeks before he left, he discovered he would be going
to Pampa, Texas to live with the Fred Hughes family.

A few misconceptions about Texas had begun to form in
Teakle's mind before he left. He believed it would be flat, hot

. -and arid country. He arrived in Amarillo on July 29, 1982 — the

day of the fateful Amarillo flood. )

On the way to the Hughes home. he was amazed by how flat
the land actually was. “'I'd never seen anything so barren, so
flat.”" he said. He was used to hills and trees of his home town,
a small community 25 miles from Adelaide. *‘But after a
month, I really liked it here. It didn't seem so barren
anymore,”* he said.

Awaking the next morning after his arrival, Teakle looked
out his window and saw water eyerywhere from the heavy
rains of the night before.

“I'd never traveled before outside of my own country,
Teakle said with his distinctive Australian accent. *'I'd advise
everyone to travel as much as they can.

“When I go home, I want to travel my own country. I
appreciate it more. now that I'm not there,’’ he added.

During his stay in the U.S., Teakle said he has learned most
about himself and about people. *‘Before I came here I didn't
know what I was going to do. Now I'm satisfied with my life
and happy with what I am doing. I guess part of that is growing
up. But back home I was restless all the time.

*Now I'm almost certain I'll go into agriculture. (I couldn't
decide between agriculture and journalism.) But now I'll
finish agriculture in college and either teach ag or go out on
my own and start a breeding farm."”

“Schools are very different,” he said. ‘‘Back home the
schools are more academic; there's not so many sports and
extracurricular activities. The senior year is very intense."
Teakle was used to spending about three hours each night and
a day each weekend on homework.

““The first time a teacher here assigned homework and all

the kids started moaning and groaning, I just laughed. Now, |
moan and groan with the rest of them,’’ Teakle quipped.

Australian school years run in three semesters with two -
week breaks between two semesters and a six - week summer
break.

Teakle said he believes the Australian schools make
students mature quicker, because they have to accept the
responsibility of doing so much homework and intensive study.
**Someone can't stand over you all the time. '’ he said. Students
are required to achieve so many points during their high
school years or they are ineligible for college. And because
there are few jobs for those who do not have college education,
most students try hard to get those points.

“I haven't had time to get homesick.” Teakle said. After
school he joins the Hughes family at their gymnastics school.
helping teach young gymnists. He said the first month was a
bit lonely. but since then he hasn't missed his family in
Australia so much. *'I wrote my mom and told her ‘I know this
sounds bad, but I've gotten more homesick at summer
camp.’"" he said.

Teakle's father is a health inspector at Paracombe (which is
not pronounced anything like it is spelled) and his mother
works part - time for the Australian Bureau of Statistics. Paul.
14, and Andrew, 10, are his two brothers.

There's only one thing in the U.S. that Teakle said he'd
change if he could. *'I'd make you drive on the right side of the
road!" he said with a laugh.

YFrench-speaking Berube
{wasn't ready for “Texan”

Celine Berube, 17, of Riviere du Loup, Quebec, Canada, had
more than a climate change to face when she reached Pampa.
As a French - speaking Canadian, she found herself lost among
a herd of drawling Texans. Seven years of studying English
didn’t prepare Berube for what Texans do the the language.

To talk with her now, though, one could hardly tell that she
hadn’t spoken English all her life.

. Berube is visiting with the Leonel Ford family of Pampa and
attending schools here as part of the American Field Service
student exchange program.

When deciding where she would like to go if chosen as an
exchange student, Berube decided to pick a warmer climate.
Northeastern Canada has a summer season that lasts a total of
six weeks. In the winter, Canadians ice skate in the streets. If
they want to have an ice skating party at home, they just let
the water hose run in their back yard, and an ice rink forms
automatically.

Berube lives with her widowed mother, Yvette Berube, and
a 13 - year old sister. Two other sisters are married and a
fourth attends the university in Quebec City.

Mrs. Berube thought the U.S.A. would be a good place for
her daughter to visit. She told Celine at first that she should
stay on the same continent and then decided that the U.S.
would be a little closer than South or Central America. So
Celine came to Pampa.

On her arrival she could barely understand anything said to
her until it was repeated several times, Berube said. At school.
she spent half her time reading the assignment and the other
half looking words up in the dictionary to see what was said.

| It wasn't too long though before she got the hang of things
and began to even dream in English, she said.

In Canada, she attended a private school where the girls
graduated at 16 or early 17. My first day of school I couldn’t
believe the senior girls were so old or so tall,”” she
remembered. She also wore a dress as she would have at home
and discovered all the other students wore jeans and
sweatshirts. The next day she fit in with the rest. *‘We don't
have cowboys around,” she said. ‘‘We have to wear dress
pants or skirts to school.’

When she found she was coming to Pampa, Berube first
thought she would be around cowboys and cattle, but its not
quite like she expected. She wanted a warm climate, but the
warm here wasn't a warm like she expected either.

“It was WARM!"' she recalled. ‘I couldn't sleep or anything
at first; I had the fan on and the windows open, and I still
couldn’t sleep.”

As hard as this winter was to local people, it was nothing
compared to winters like those in Canada. However. Berube
had grown so accustomed to Pampa that even she was
surprised when all the snow fell. Then she thought, *‘That's not
a bunch of snow!"

These past few months have given Berube a new sense ‘of
independence and maturity, she said. When she returns to
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Canada next summer she'll have to learn French all over. she
said.

totally confused. Berube spoke half in English and half in
French and her mother spoke French far too fast for her to
understand. But she’ll face that problem when she gets to it.
For now she’s content to learn all she can about living in the
U.S.A. so she can tell her mom all about it when she get home.
If she can get her to understand what she’s saying.

Berube's Texas ‘“‘family" are accustomed to adding people
from other countries to their household. Berube is the third
AFS student to live with them, Mrs. Ford said. And an Arabign
apprentice at a company here also stayed with the Fords while
in Pampa. .

At Christmas the Fords received letters from one of their
students, Pedro Correia, of Portugal and of another AFS
student they knew from Japan.

Mrs. Ford explained that many of the students have
problems returning to their old language, but shortly
afterward begin loosing their ability to speak English. To
demonstrate, she said Correia wrote to tell them, *‘My English
is getting worser."”’

“And it sure is, "’ she said, laughing.

. five-part Easter series about
the missionary-apostle Paul,
dealing with the closing
chapter of his life which, like

ie first, was a storm.

The northeaster struck with
fury, whipping the sea into
towering swells, pounding

- and heaving the big
‘Square-rigged merchant
galley. Paul. a prisoner being
taken to Rome, clung to a

* forward rail, hair flying.
staring into the howling
darkness.

“De not be afraid, Paul.”
an inner voice assured him.
“You must stand before
Caesar.”” He went weaving
wildly about the rainswept
deck. shouting in the gale as
the frenzied crew struggled to

_ brace the beams. ‘‘Take
heart. men, for I have faith in
God...there will be no loss of
life among you."

But in that raging, 14-day

* storm. the ship was doomed
and the account of its
battering and the seamanship
exerted against the elements,
told in Acts 27 and 28 is
considered the greatest sea

. adventure recorded in
ancient times.

The 1,200-mile voyage had
begun sluggishly in a small
coaster at Caesarea, seat of

" Rome's rule in Judea.
Because of unfavorable
westerly winds, the vessel
hugged the coasts, sailing off
wind to the north and then
tacking slowly east, slipping
to the lee side of Cyprus and
reaching Myra, a main port
of call for shipping to Rome.

_ There, the Roman
centurian Julius, commander
of a detachment taking Paul
and several other prisoners to
Rome, requisitioned passage

“on a 150-foot Alexandrian
freighter with a cargo of
wheat. It also carried 276
people, passengers and crew.

With a large, square
main8ail and jibs fore and aft,

- the ship was steered by two

detachable, paddle-like

rudders at the stern. Plying
westward with difficulty, the
crew still held cautiously to
the coast. slipping between it
and the island of Rhodes.

Then. with the westerly from

starboard, they struck

ward across sea to

R e in the middle of the
Mediterranean.

Through those tedius,
initial days, the formerly

. always active Paul, intense,
urgent, incisive yet gentle,
now middle-aged, in about

* A.D. 58 a shipboard prisoner,
mused on his long, gruelling
labors of evangelism. He had

writes. 1 am content with

weakness, insults,
hardships...for when I am

weak, then I am strong.'' So it
was with Christ ‘‘who
humbled himself and became
obedient unto death.” A
mystery unfolded.

*God chose what is foolish
in the world to shame the
wise, God chose what is weak
in the world to shame the
strong."

Even before the storm, the
ship had tough going, yawing
against the crosswind, but
finally rounding the lee of
Crete, anchoring briefly at a
cove called Fair Havens.
With the October sky
overcast and Mediterranean
shipping considered perilous
even after mid-September,
they hesitated about going on.
But with a shift to a light
southerly breeze, the captain
decided to chance it.

At about midnight the air
stilled briefly and then with
an onceming roar, the
northeaster slammed them.
The ship shuddered, its huge
mainsail bulging fiercely,
hurling the vessel out of
control before the gale.

The captain came shouting
from the forecastle and
seamen scrambled to haul in
the trailing., swamped
dinghy. They shoved at stern
winches. tightening cables
that trussed the hull
lengthwise to reinforce it
against cracking up, but still
she screeched and moaned.

Under the beating, the ship
swiftly gathered speed,
hurtling southwest,
threatening eventually to
smash on the jagged African
coasts. Sailors fought with the
halyards to bring down the
mainsail, securing it on the
lower yardarm. But the ship
still groaned in the
mountainous seas, the small
foremast bent from strain,
pushing a ragged. battling
but uncertain zigzag toward
the west.

Lost under black skies, with
no stars to guide on, ensnared

overwhelming forces, the
fought for its very being
— like humanity itself,
tossed, beaten, hurled. ‘‘The
whole creation has been
groaning together until now,
and not only the creation, but
weourselves,"” writes Paul.

“We are not contending
against flesh and blood, but
against the principalities,
against the powers, nst
the world rulers this

in heavenly places."

Before that hammering
storm descended on them,
before that punishing, at first
limping voyage began in
Judea, Paul had completed
his third turbulent but
influential missionary

Church leaders welcomed
him warmly. citing the
thousands of fellow Jews who
now believed in Jesus and
who meticulously upheld
Jewish rules. Noting that
Paul accepted uncircumcised
Gentiles and was rumored to
minimize Mosaic
prescriptions, the leaders
worried. 'What then are we
todo?"”

To assure people of his
steadfast Judaism, he was
advised to undergo a
seven-day purification fast
inside the Temple. He
dutifully consented. But while
there, antagonists spotted
him and ignited an uproar,
declaring he even brought

Greeks into the Temple's
“Court of Israel” from which
they were barred on pain of
death.

A mob dragged him
outside, his head bouncing on

Fortress Antonia. The officer
ordered Paul stripped for
torture to ascertain whatever
murky business had caused
the tumult.

But with his arms tied

the Temple steps. Alerted to
the turmoil, a Roman officer,
Lysias, brought a squad on
the double, shoving with
spear butts. They carried the
bruised man into the adjacent

above his head, ready for the
dreaded flogging with the
lead-tipped flagellum, Paul
challenged the procedure as a
Roman citizen, a rare status
even among Roman

functionaries. The tribune
quickly called off the torture.
Informed later of a plot by
40 men to assassinate the
prisoner, Lysias had a
military detail take the man
to Caesarea, the
administrative center of
Roman governor Felix.

A Jerusalem delegation.
backed by a Roman attorney.
Tertullus, urged that Paul be
turned over for local trial,
calling him a ‘‘pestilent
fellow, an agitator among all
Jews throughout the world
and a ringleader of the sect of
the Nazarenes."

Felix declined. as did the
succeeding Roman

procurator. Festus. Several

times, Paul was brought up in
chains for interrogation, once
before puppet King Agrippa
Il and his retinue.

*I worship the God of our
fathers, believing everything
laid down in the law or
written by the prophets.”
Paul repeatedly made that
point. “‘According to the
strictest party of our religion,
I have lived as a Pharisee.™
He also regularly acclaimed
Jesus, crucified, resurrected.
the image of God. offering
forgiveness and redemption
toall.

Before a roomful of
notables, Festus cynically
interrupted the details.
“Paul, you are mad; your
great learning is turning you
mad.”’ But the governor
noted, ‘'You have appealed to
Caesar; to Caesar you shall

g0."

Paul had been imprisoned
in Caesarea for two years
before being turned over to
the military escort, bound for
Rome on that storm-battered
freighter.

On the 14th night with the
tempest slackening, they
were drifting aimlessly when
the bow lookouts heard the
boom and hiss of breakers on
some unseeable shore.
Crewmen began soundings.
first 120 feet, then only 90.

To prevent smashing on the
rocks, four stern anchors
were dropped. In the
darkness, some sailors tried
to sneak for shore in the
dinghy but were stopped. At
dawn the beach became
visible. Assuming the ship
could be landed, they hoisted
anchors and foresail. But
they struck a shoal, wedging
the stem immovably. The
stern, pounded by incoming
rollers, began breaking up.

Under standing orders, the
Roman soldiers prepared to
kill the pri==ners to forestall a
watery escape, but the
commander, Julius,

intervened out of fondness for
Paul. in order to spare him
All aboard who could swim
were ordered into the water
and the rest made shore on
broken planks and timbers of
the ship

They discovered they were
on Malta, just off Sicily at the
foot of Italy. having plowed
blindly. back and forth in the
storm, across 50Q miles from
Crete. After various
experiences with natives,
they caught a ship to the
mainland and Paul was taken

. along the Appian Way to
Rome in chains

There he was a prisoner for
two years or more, allowed
visitors but always under
guard and ‘‘wearing fetters,
like a criminal.”” he writes.
But the irrepressible
evangelist notes that the
gospel became ‘‘known
throughout the whole
Praetorian Guard."”

Vague references by
second-century church
leaders imply he was
released temporarily and
visited Spain. but was

arrested again in Rome. He
was beheaded in the early
60s. either before or in the
midst of persecutions by the
crazed emperor Nero.

Nero. needing a scapegoat
for the great fire that swept
Rome in A.D. 64, blamed
followers of ‘‘one Chrestus,
who had been put to death in
the reign of Tiberius by the
procurator Pontius Pilate,"
writes the ancient Roman
historian Tacitus. He notes
that ‘‘this abominable
superstition’’ had spread
across the empire

Believers were put to death
‘“‘amid every kind of
mockery."" he recounts, sewn
in animal skins and torn
apart by dogs. crucified,
burned, used as human
torches in Nero's garden for
entertainment.

It was the start of a
250-year effort to stamp out
the outlawed movement.
Roman statesman Pliny
describes the policy —
execution of those who
refused to renounce Christ.
Believers were considered
atheists and enemies of
society because they would
not honor state gods.

"“The time of my departure
has come," Paul wrote before
he died. I have fought the
good fight. I have finished the
race...I have kept the faith..."

“Now we see in a mirror
dimly, but then face to
face..Now I know in part;
then I shall understand fully,
even as | have been fully
understood...Lo I tell you a
mystery! We shall not all
sleep. but we shall all be
changed, in 2 moment, in the
twinkling of an eye at the last
trumpet...For this perishable
nature must put on the
imperishable...Death is
swallowed up in victory."

A little organization can save you money as well as time
when you're filling in your tax return

For many people. the approach of April 15 means a flurry of
searching through drawers and closets for necessary expense
records and receipts. And if you can't find what you're looking
for. you may miss deductions which can trim your tax bill

Take sales tax, for example. If you itemize deductions, you
can deduct the amount you spent on sales tax. The Internal
Revenue Service provides tables to use as & general guide. If
you spent more than the amount listed in the tables, you can
deduct more. But you must have proof.

The record-keeping doesn’t have to be complicated or
expensive. A set of 12 envelopes — one for each month — is all
you need for sales tax receipts. When you buy something on
which you pay sales tax, put the receipt in the current month's
envelope. When you're getting ready to prepare your return,
simply add up each month's expenses.

Don't forget things like grocery store receipts. Food
generally is not subject to sales tax, but you may pay a levy on
non-food items like paper goods and the pennies add up

Once you've learned how to keep records. you'll also have to
learn how to throw them out. Too many papers can be as bad
as too few

Divide home records into two sets — active and dead
storage

Your active file should include unpaid bills, receipts for bills
you have already paid. current bank statements and cancelled
checks, and any records you need for your income tax return
You should also keep employment records, credit card
information. including card numbers; copies of health
records. insurance policies and wills, education and Social
Security information and warranties in your active file

Things like salary statements and paycheck stubs should be
kept long enough so you can check them annually against the
W-2 form you get from your employer. If there is no
discrepancy, throw them out

Copies of your federal tax return — and the documentation
to back up your claims — generally should be kept for three

That's the amount of time the Internal Revenue Service
has in which to audit your return. (The limit does not apply in
some specialized cases. If you fail to report more than 25
percent of your gross income, for example, the government
has six years to collect the tax or start legal procedings.)

The dead storage file is the place for records that are more
than three years old and this file should be cleaned out
periodically to get rid of items that are no longer applicable.

A family inventory, listing vital information about all
members and the whereabouts of important papers, should
round out your record-keeping. Action for Independent
Maturity. a division of the-American Association of Retired
Persons, has prepared a 28-page booklet, *‘Your Vital Papers
Logbook.” which includes a guide to the information you'll
need and provides space to list each item. Copies are available
for $4.95 each from AIM Logbook, P.O. Box 19269-A,
Washington, D.C., 20036.

Our basic soil in our area is
alkaline. You may wish to
grow acid - loving plants, you

. can fix your bed by adding 50
percent peat moss working it
into your bed well. If you feel
it is necessary to use an
acidifier in addition, use
agricultural gypsum it will be
satisfactory.

If you need to use fertilizer,
use cottonseed meal. It is a
complete organic acid -
reacting plant flood. But
remember it is rich, so use it
sparingly.

You no doubt will be buying
dorman (bareroot) plants
such as roses or other
perennial plants. We might
suggest some treatments that
may get you off to a good
start. Prune off any broken
and excessively long roots
and branches. Soak the roots
for several hours.

We like to soak roses over
night, being sure the bucket is
large enough to submerge the

. roots completely. We use

transplantone in the water.

This seems to help reduce the

schock from transplanting

» and seems to protect the roots

against infection and
encourage root growth.

The holes for planting are

« of primary importance they

should be adequate size for
the roots. When planting a
tree, the stake should be

ted along with the tree.
an iron pipe, placing it
close to the trunk as

possible and tying it with an
old nylon hose.

Fill the hole in with part
compost mixed with the soil
removed from the hole. We
leave a slight depression
around the tree. We make
bern or ridge to hold the
water as we irrigate. Place
the hose running very slowly
on the tree, allowing water to
run for several hours until the
soil is saturated. If there is no
rain, the tree should be
watered in this manner about
once a week all summer.

the roots and place in a
box of soil keeping it in a
shade and keeping the soil
moist. When the young leaves
appear in the crown, it's a
sign that your plants are alive
and well and ready to plant in
the bed you have prepared for
them. We prefer the
everbearing strawberries. It
is not necessary to prune the
blooms. Allow them to
develop and you may have a
small crop by fall. We have
'tried many kinds and we
prefer Ogallala; they seem to
do best for us.

April should be the
beginning of Spring. but with
our weather so unpredictable,
you will have to be conscious
of weather changes. We never
put anything out until May.
We have found it is safer.

Use the early grass
clippings for mulch because
they are rich in nitrogen. All
hardy vegetables should be
out by the end of the month.
Some of the annuals that may
be sown now are alyssum,
phlox, snapdragon,
marigolds, zinnias and baby's
breath.

Prune roses the first
through 13th. There is
scarcely a month in the year
when pruning is not in order.
Spring pruning is an
important phase of garden
maintenance. Between
pinching back the stems of
annuals to removing major
branches of trees, lies the
ever directing of wayward
branches throughout the
garden.

Flowering shrubs and vines
need shortening following
bloom to gncourage new
growth for next year's color
parade. Prune for production

- Liming corrects acid soil,

and to control size. Keep new
trees in balance by pnching
the ends of the branches
(terminal bud). This will
avoid too much growth in the
determinant of the other
branches.

Look for these moisture
shortage signs: limpness of
new growth, failure of plants
to mature, drooping flower
stalks. This is the time the
plants need water.

Use wood ashes on lilies,
peonies, grapes and roses.

April is a cheerful month, a

green month in which all the
plants seem to come forth all
at once. We ordinarily have
rain making everything look

Aged’s senility is really a medical disorder

By Lawrence Lamb, M.D.

DEAR DR. LAMB — I am
writing out of concern for an
older woman who has
become increasingly
confused and forgetful over
the past year. I know this is
often just symptomatic of
old age but I am wondering
what are the various possi-
ble medical reasons for this
preblem and if any of them
can be treated.

I know she doesn’t eat
very well. She frequently
misses meals or substitutes
coffee and a doughnut or
something similar for a good
nutritious meal. Would an
adequate diet and perhaps
vitamin supplements help?
She also has a history of diz-
ziness and faintness.

DEAR READER — I wish
more people had your atti-
tude. It is true that there are
many people who have aging
minds who cannot be helped

much but many others have
medical problems that can
be corrected to reverse the
ptoms. About one out of
five people with problems
brushed off as senility really
has a medical disorder.
Perhaps the most com-
mon lem is unrecog-
nized ion. The limita-
tions imposed by age, poor
self-image, a loss of confi-
dence and the loss of loved
ones are but a few oi. the
things that increase
chances of having a
sion in later years. the
personality changes with the
depression may be thought
to be “aging” or “senility”
by the untrained observer.
ost such depressions can
be treated successfully.
Medicines may also be a
factor in mental confusion.
This applies to tranquilizers.
Digitalis toxicity, which can
occur with heart pills, can
cause mental confusion. So

can a loss of too much salt
from diuretics. Anything
that contributes to poor cir-
culation to the brain may
cause mental changes. That
is not just blockage of the

HARRISBURG, Pa. (AP)
— The timeworn adage that
dog is man'’s best friend may
be taking on a new meaning.

other animals, can help
residents socialize, combat
depression and generally
take on a brighter view of the
world.

Tests to determine how
babies recogmize faces

LANCASTER, Pa. (AP) —
Caitlyn Owens, 7 months old,
is taking a test. She sits on her
mother's lap and looks at a
caricature of Nikita
Khrushchev for a few
seconds. Then she is shown
two photographs, one of
Khrushchev and one of Henry
Fonda.

She looks at the Russian for
one second, spends 6%
seconds looking at the actor
and the rest of the allotted 30
seconds ‘‘wiggling and
looking around,"’ says Donald
J. Tyrrell. who is keeping
track of Caitlyn's eyes
through a peephole in the
back of a specially made
wooden contraption that
overlooks the baby and the
pictures.

Tyrrell, a professor, child
psychologist and researcher
at Franklin & Marshall
College, is studying whether
babies between 6 and 9
months old can recognize a
familiar face from a
caricature. Eventually. by
manipulating the facial
features of the caricature, he
hopes to discover which
feature or features a baby
uses to recognize a person.

“Oddly enough,” he says,
“we really don't know how
adults do this."

The test uses the fact that
babies prefer looking at
something new to looking at
something they have seen
before. Therefore, if they
recognize the Khrushchev
photograph from his
caricature, they will look
longer at the Fonda
photograph. -

Caitlyn is one of 200
Lancaster County babies who
have already been
volunteered by their parents
to participate in a research
study of ‘‘several different
aspects of memory and visual
perception in infants.”
Tyrrell plans to test as many

‘Upstairs at O’Neal’s’ is

NEW YORK (AP) ~ Martin Charnin,
Tony-winning lyricist-director of Broadway's
“Annie,”’ normally thinks big. But a year ago, he
thought small. The result: a tiny hit called
“Upstairs at O'Neal's.”

A breezy revue, it sassily lampoons such things
as cocaine, critics, trendy designers, soap opera,
and even sexually explicit dolls.

Produced for $65,000, featuring six players and
two pianists, it's been highly successful — albeit in
a theater that only seats a maximum of 160 — since
arriving here last September

Naturally, “Upstairs at O’'Neal's” is located
upstairs at O'Neal’s, a restaurant on 43rd Street
just east of Broadway. The lanky, bearded Charnin
was found there recently. A genial man, he happily
tells his visitor that business is booming. He says:
*'1 love the nights when I can say what Julius Monk
used to say: ‘The rope is up tonight.""’

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) — “We were ready in
January and we're ready now."”
new space shuttle Challenger, scheduled for launch Monday
after a 2'2-month series of postponements.

Astronaut Paul J. Weitz and his three-man crew flew T-38
training jets over the Cape Canaveral area Saturday to hone
skills for the 5-day trip set to begin Monday at 1:30 p.m. EST.
They also practiced in a plane modified to handle like the

shuttle.

Easter will be a workday. too, for astronauts Weitz. Karol
J. Bobko. Story Musgrave and Donald H. Peterson. They are
scheduled for a final fitting of their space suits and will
review last-minute flight plan changes.

Countdown for the mission was moving without a hitch. a
relief to the space agency which has been plagued by engine
leaks and a contaminated cargo. The countdown schedule
was altered slightly to allow pad crews to spend at least part

of Easter with their families.

“We've been looking forward to this for quite some time,
longer perhaps than any crew since STS-1 (the first shuttle
mission),” Weitz said as the astronauts arrived Friday on
the Kennedy Space Center runway from their training base
in Houston. **We're here to do a job and we're ready to go do

it ™

The mission’s primary task is scheduled for the first
half-day of flight when Musgrave and Peterson are to deploy
a Tracking and Data Relay Satellite, the largest, most
complex communications payload ever built for space.

NASA will use the satellite, which has a 57-foot wingspan
when its antennas are extended. as a relay point for
commands and messages between Earth and as many as 26
orbiting satellites. including space shuttles.

On Thursday. Musgrave and Peterson are to don space
suits and step into Challenger's open cargo bay for a 3'2-hour
dual space walk. They will test the suits and techniques for
retrieving and rgpairing satellites on future missions.

Technical problems with the suits forced cancellation of a
similar walk during the fifth flight of the shuttle Columbia in
November. Columbia is in a Kennedy Space Center hangar

WASHINGTON (AP) — One hundred MX
missiles should be stored in underground launch
silos now used for Minuteman missiles, accordin
to advice that sources say President Reagan wi
receive soon from a special commission.

The administration sources said Friday that the

~ commission will recommend hardening the
Minuteman silos with steel and concrete to make
them less vulnerable to enemy missile attack.

It was not known which Minuteman silos would be

. selected. according to the sources. who spoke only
under the condition they remain anonymous.

The 11-man commission 1s completing three
MRAENE ALY B ABERRRBIST Okhow Lo SemlpX '
may meet again next week for a final review of its
report before submitting its advice.

Sources said the commission probably would
recommend more study of the fratricide concept
along with research of a new small missile which
would carry a single warhead. compared to the 10
nuclear warheads mounted on the MX.

The commission would avoid specifying that the
new missile should be deployed in a mobile form.
leaving open a range of possible deployment
methods for later decision. the sources said.

Congress late last year denied the Pentagon
about $988 million to produce MX missiles. At the
same time, however, Congress voted $2.5 billion for
continued research and development.

Overall. the Air Force said. a total of about $4.5
billion has been spent on the MX since the project
began nearly 10 years ago.

- However, contrary to the family's first account. the boy
did not escape after 34 days in the jungle, but was released
after a ransom was paid. the boy's wealthy parents disclosed
in an interview Friday.

“He came home terrified, scared to death.” said Italian
industrial heir Landy ‘'Luchy"’ Pellizzari. the boy’s father,
who has wide business interests in western Venezuela. “'I
learned if you don't pay those people, he doesn’t come out
alive.”

Alex Pellizzari. who has dual U.S.-Venezuelan citizenship.
was kidnapped Feb. 21 as he rode to school in a
chauffeur-driven limousine. The driver told police four men
dressed as police officers and carring submachine guns
forced him to stop and pulled the crying boy into another

« vehicle. _

The boy's American mother. the former Frances Fisher of
Saginaw. Mich.. made emotional pleas on Venezuelan
national television and in newspaper interviews. begging the
kidnappers to release the boy.

In an interview from the home of relatives in the Sarasota
area, the Pellizzaris acknowledged they finally paid the
ransom. but refused to disclose the amount paid. The money
meant nothing compared to their son's life. they told the
Sarasota Herald-Tribune. ’

The couple said they drove the money to the kidnappers
4 March 26 and were forced to ride with the head of the gang

and leave their car and the ransom with him. .

Island man talks

SOUTH PADRE ISLAND,
Texas (AP) — When Ken
Ramirez isn't directing shows
at a new island animal park,
he may be trying to figure out
how'a chimpanzee would
sound if it could talk.

Ramirez is a ‘'voice, "’ those
behind-the-screen actors who
make Bugs Bunny say ‘‘eh,
what's up doc?" Scooby Doo
mutter ‘“‘rats right,”” and
Woody Woodpecker do his
famous shrill ‘“*eh., huh,
eh.eh.”

He “stars’’ in the British
Broadcasting Company's
‘*‘Waldo The Wayward
Walrus.”" Ramirez is the
voice of Waldo's animated
character, just as he's been
the voice of three Smurfs,
those cuddly blue characters
that squeal ‘‘have a Smurfy
day,” a worm and a spirit for
2 Walt Disney animation
currently in production.

His duties as director of
Ocean Safari's performing
bird, wild animal and snake
shows give Ramirez ample
opportunity to talk and listen
to lions and tigers and birds

But the 25-year-old actor
says “it's just an interesting
coincidence’ that both jobs
involve animals.

Ramirez's fascination with
voices began some time ago
when he started reading

fairytales to his nieces and
nephews.

“I read the stories using
character voices,"" he said.

Yet Ramirez said he
doesn’t recall making the
decision to become a voice.

*I don’t know anybody who
said ‘I'm going to do voices
for cartoons when I grow
up.”" he said.

Now he can perform about
40 basic voices and use those
to create 150 voice sounds

Anyone who's tried to ‘tawk
lahk a Texan' or mimic a
mother’'s stern order knows
it's not easy to recreate a
voice, even a human voice,
said Ramirez

“‘Not only must you create
the voice in the first place. he
said. *'You must be able to go
home at night, talk normal
and come back the next day
and recapture the same
voice."

But a talented voice actor
can switch consistenly from
voice to voice. Ramirez said
Mel Blanc, for example, does
all the voices of the famous
Warner Brothers cartoon
characters Bugs Bunny.
Daffy Duck. Tweedy Bird.
Sylvester the cat, Yosemite
Sam and the Road Runner

So why isn't Ramirez
hanging around Hollywood
waiting for lucrative voice
jobs?

For one thing. he said, a

like the animals

voice actor doesn’t have to be
present for an audition
because his personal
appearance is not a factor in
the job.

“You don’t have to be right
(physically) for the part,'' he
says. "l can send them a
tape.”

Besides, he said, ‘‘you get
S0 caught up in Los Angeles
and Hollywood activities, The
stress is too much. I grew up
in Texas and I like it here.”

Ramirez said he needs
variety in his life so prefers to
switch back and forth from
character voice to animal
trainer.

“I never want to get so
involved in one thing that I'm
closed off to the rest of the
world.”" he said. "It makes
life more interesting. If I get
tired of one world, I can rush
off to the other world."

Ramirez said he stumbled
into acting when he was a
young student in Indiana.

His parents, who now live in
San Antonio, encouraged him
to attend a summer acting
school taught by a family
friend

That led to small roles in
television commercials and
shows

He gave up acting until
college when a Broadway
touring company brought the
musical ‘‘Jesus Christ
Superstar’” to Dallas and

Blood test pinpoints depression

HOUSTON (AP) — Family
members worried when a
successful 53-year-old
accountant suddenly became
restless, refused to talk to
them or to friends, and ate
only snack foods

He failed to finish his work
on schedule, frequently called
in sick and often argued with
co-workers. His grooming
became disshelved and he
started drinking heavily

His wife found him one
afternoon sitting in a corner,
sobbing and unable to explain
what was troubling him

It was then that doctors at a
psychiatric hospital, using a
simple blood test, diagnosed
the problem as biological
depression — a hereditary
disorder that triggers deep
and sometimes fatal
depression in about 6 million
Americans

The test, used routinely for
many years to diagnose
another illness, is being used
at Houston International
Hospital to identify the
problem and warn of possible
suicides. said Dr. Timothy
Sharma. a consultant to the
mental health facility

The blood test can detect
excessive amounts of the
hormone cortisol in a
patient’s bloodstream with 96
percent accuracy, Sharma

said. Once diagnosed. as in
the case of the accountant,
the hormone and the
depression can be controlled
by exercise or medication, he
said

‘*Everyone sometime
during his tife gets depressed
— when he wrecks his car or
when a family member of
friend dies. But eventually
that sadness passes,''
Sharma said

Depression also can be
brought on by alcohol or
drugs or diseases that alter
the body's chemistry, he said

A person with biological
depression lacks energy,
over-eats or doesn't eat at all,
is apathetic, feels dejected
and, in extreme cases,
attempts to kill himself, all
for no apparent reason. he
said

Suicide, which claims about
30,000 lives a year, is the
nation's 10th-leading killer,
according to government
statistics.

Cortisol — which regulate.
the body's metabolism — is
produced by glands at the
base of the brain.

‘““There is a standard level
of cortisol in everybody. But
for those with a biological
tendency toward depression,
that level is very much
elevated,”” Sharma said.

Panic, stress and anxiety
can cause the adrenal gland
to produce excessive amounts
of cortisol. but the body
eventually shuts off the
process. he said
