Jesus Christ was the greatest teacher the world has 
ever known. He was the Son of God and the words which 
He gave to man were the principles of eternol truth. In 
John 1:17 we read "For the law was given by Moses, but 
grace and truth come by Jesus Christ." These words are 
the basis and source of all truth, and will endure. You 
remember Jesus Himself said, "Heaven and earth shall 
pass away, but My words shall not pass away." (Mt. 24: 
35). These truths have been the guiding light for men in 
oil generations By a knowledge of, and an obedience to, 
the truth men may be made free spiritually and their 
souls may be purified from sin. On one occasion Jesus 
said to some, "And ye shall know the truth, and the truth 
shall make you free." (Jn , 8:32).

Today we still hove these same words of truth in 
the New Testament and Paul soys concerning them, "A ll 
scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable 
for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction 
in righteousness: That the man of God may be perfect, 
thoroughly furnished unto all good works." (2 Tim. 3:16, 
17). Truth is not relative, but obsolute ond we should be 
guided in this generation by these words of truth. To 
know ond understand this we must study as Paul odmon- 
ished Timothy, "Study to show thyself opproved unto 
God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly 
dividing the word of truth." (2 Tim. 2:15). We live in a 
land of intelligence and understanding, thus should 
make greater use of the truth for we can do so.

AUSTIN, Oct. 1, — UP -  Th* 
Texas Water Resource# committee 
will meet in Austin Oct. 7 and S 
to dlscuas a seven-point legislative 
program to be presented to the 
legislature in January, State Sen. 
Dorsey Hardeman of San Angelo, 
the chairman of the committee, 
said Thursday.

1914 and 
give the holders the right to ap­
propriate state water.

Ike And Politics
As olvoys, defining terms Is a difficult task unless 

there is fundamental agreement.
Thus, one of the pivotol points in President Eisen­

hower's address ct the Republican rally in Hollywood 
Bowl demonds definition before it can be understood. 
And since it Drovides a key to the odministrption think­
ing it is of singulor importance.

We are thinking of his us* of the quotation attributed 
to Lincoln which goes something like this:

"The legitimate object of government is to do for a 
community of people whatever they need to hove done, 
but connot do ot all or connot do well for themselves—  
in their seporote ond individual capacities In all that 
the people con individually d° l ° r themselves govern­
ment ought not to interfere."

It Is the philosophy embraced by the above under 
which the President ond the administration ond ,a lot 
of do-gcoders, locally os well os on the state ond notion: 
ol level, excuse their bringing in government to do 
things for the people, but first taking the money from 
the people ond then giving it bock to them le ŝ handling 
charges for bureoucrocy.

But the phrase "whatever they need to hove done, 
for instance, needs a lots of coreful definition. Who ts 
to determine whot the need is ond by whot method is 
the need to b«jdetermmed? Who is to soy what the 
people" con or connot do ond wherein is the field of 
voluntary cooperotion ond joining in o common cause 
to come in?

These questions must be corefully onswered before 
we con take much stock in the aims ond policies of the 
President ond his administration.

A fronkly political sp«ech, there was little In the 
President's address to inspire a hope of moving toward 
o more limited government. True, os the President point­
ed out, the government is stopping the manufacture of 
ice and cement. If is being stopped from retreading 

tires, repoiring shoes, boosting coffee, making clothes. 
The government hos been stopped from making ropff, 
operating rubber plants ond running o commercial bank. 
But these ore piddling things by comparison with the 
things that have been done in the other direction ond 
the things promised by Pisenhower os "important legis­
lation . . .  to be considered by the next congress.

"This will include a great program to expond our 
foreign trode —  a progrom to promote Americon invest­
ment obrood —  a comprehensive water resources pro­
grom. It will include legislation to meet the needs ot 
our people in the field of heolth ond medical care —  ond 
it will once ond for oil repudiate the philosophy of social­
ized medicine. It will include consideration of the very 

important recommendations that will grow out of th* 
White House Conference on Education ( Remember, we 
told you obout that one) . . . ond many other importont 
problems."

Under this heading would come, of course, the od- 
mirtistroticn ond Eisenhower-bocked plon for boon­
doggling millions in the St. Lawrence Seaway scheme. 
It will includz expansion of the neforious social security 
system ond bring the federol government closer to one 
gool of domination of the nation's school systems. It 
apparently means -the drofting of legislation that will 
prqyide "heolth ond medical care" but it will not be 
cotfed socialized medicine —  if will just BE socialized 
medicine.

As Eisenhower sold, "We hove new housing progroms 
. . .  we hove broadened unemployment compensation 
ond provided odvontogeous life insuronce for every 
government worker . . . We have enocted o form pro­
gram thot will prevent the occumulotion of unmonoge- 
oble surpluses This program will enable our formers to 
receive full pority in the market ploce instead of o per­
centage of pority ot some government warehouse . . . 
AM these measures —  ond there are many more —  pro­
vide on even stronger economy , . ."

In other words, there hove been some limitations ploc- 
ed on government in minor fields but huge expansions 
or* planned by the administration in other fields And 
it;is precisely this sort double-folk thot has been so 
diecouraging to those Republicans who sow in the lost 
election on opportunity to turn the trend away from big 
gdvernment. But the epportunify has not been token
