lomatic action against th* Chines* 
Beds. Soma of th* military men 
tn Asia have been very discour­
aged by what they have felt has 
been a willingness to let th* Chi­
nes* Communists get away with 
repeated violations of the Korean 
armistice agreement.

Some have felt that the failure 
of the United State* and th* United 
Nations to “call down” th* Com­
munists has given the Impression 
that the free world is afraid of tha 
Peiping regime.

American military sources sm 
phseized there never has been a 
peace treaty in Korea, and the 
fighting was halted by an arm la  
tire which merely ended th* hos­
tilities

American Armed Forres have 
been told they must be ready to 
fight again a't a moment's notice 
-  and never to drop their guard.

American ground forces prob­
ably would not play as large a 
role In any renewed fighting as 
they did during the Initial stages 
•f the Korean war. according to 
the best available Information

In Korea, tha bulk of th* ground 
troop* would be Republic of Ko­
rea forces — bolstered by Ameri­
can units and aided by top - notch 
American military advisers.

U. S. Naval power would be ex­
pected to come Into play — both 
as a  blockading force and aa a 
hit end-run striking power. The hit- 
and-run role would be undertaken 
by th* Navy's fast carrisr task 
forre* which could roam up end 
down th* coset of China.

INDEED THERE are many rea­
sons to believe that nutritional de­
ficiency Is an important Influence 
In developing cirrhosis since so 
many of those who develop this dis­
order have eaten their meals hap­
hazardly and have taken insuffi­
cient amounts of meat and dairy 
products.

Symptoms of cirrhosis may be 
few or practically absent. Some­
times cirrhosis Is associated with 
considerable loss of weight. Alter 
months or years los^ of appetite, 
nausea And vomiting «ml bloating 
of the atxlomen are quite likely I' 
to »ppear. Low fever and mental j  
changes are not 'onusuaT^In The ■ 
advanced case tha diagnosis is not 
too difficult from the symptoms 
and special tests but Ihe early 
signs of cirrhosis may be hard to 
relate to the underlying difficulty.

TREATMENT *as been improv­
ing. Even in those who have a mod­
erately advanced disease, rest In 
bed, the prohibition of alcohol, a ' 
diet rich In proteins and vegetables, . 
perhaps supplemented with certain 
vitamins and drugs, may help enor- 
mously.

There have even been some sur­
gical procedures developed aimed 
at relieving some of the results of
cirrhosis.

IT IS NOT accurate to minimize 
the importance of this disease. I 
Nevertheless the outlook Is f r e  
quently not as dim as was for­
merly considered to be the case. 
In fact in those with slight or mod­
erate Involvement of the liver and 
when the condition Is recognized 
early and properly treated, t h e  
outlook is pretty good on the aver- 
• Ife.

For those with more advanced 
and serious cirrhosis proper diet­
ary treatment and other measures 
have Improved the outlook. Al­
though ons cannot suaradtse a 
sure method of preventing cirrho­
sis, It Is almost certain That an 
adequate diet, particularly among 
those who Indulge in ton many al­
coholic beverage«, Mould reduce

action In the arena of wealth cre­
ation and accumulation, lie takes 
it for granted that human goals 
can best be achieved by man-made 
laws which alter the free and un­
hampered economic actions of 
moral men.

‘ Economics ran be defined as 
the science that reveals the most 
efficient known peaceful human ac­
tions. that moral men may use 
to aitain their selected goals with 
the least consumption of time, en­
ergy and scare« goods. Any pro­
gram that requires a greater quan­
tity of time, energy or scarce 
guixls to attain ’he same goal is, 
by definition, uneconomic.

"If economic principles were 
generally understood, little time or 
attention would he devoted to try­
ing to find a workable ‘governmen­
tal economic policy.' We would not 
then need church sponsored stud­
ies ‘to indicate the unlikelihcxxl of 
a comprehensive government eco­
nomic policy with a clearly defin­
ed hierarchy of goals and unroo- 
tradictory means for their attain­
ment.' If we all acted in accoi*d- 
ance with man's best knowledge 
of God's eronorr'c ’w *  v e would 
not have any selfish political pres­
sure g r o u p s ,  whose mean« and 
ends ‘are obviously ill-defined, in­
consistent, and even mutually ex­
clusive.’

"Once a ns^on embarks on a
policy of government interference 
with the moral and peaceful acth i- 
ties of Ha citizens, It must of ne­
cessity fsce a struggle for power
by the pressure groups of all who 
feel that the existing system does 
not grant them what they think is 
their 'fair share’ of the nation s 
wealth. The politicians in power 
must then try to allocate wealth by 
unchristian force or the threat 
thereof. In defiance of the wishes 
*f producers and consumers as ex­
pressed by the freely flexible pri­
ce* of an unhampered market. Un­
til a complete economic dictator­
ship is established and accepted, 
the result will always be strife 
rather than the Christian cooper­
ation found only li\ a free and un­
hampered market economy operat­
ed by honest persons who will take 
part in o n 1 y those transactions 
which they expert will bring bless­
ings to all participants.

“ Every logical analysis of gov­
ernment Interference, in the field 
of wealth production, shows that 
when government action is extend­
ed beyond the sphere of protecting 
the lives and honestly acquired 
properties of all. it decreases the 
total desired output and thus the 
total satisfactions of its constitu­
ents. As Professor Mixes has so 
well staled, 'Economics does not 
say that Isolated government in­
terference . . .  Is unfair, bad. or 
unfeasible. It says that such Inter­
ference -produces results contrary 
to its purpoae, that It makes con­
ditions worse, not better, from the 
point of view of the government 
and those backing its interfer­
ence.'

"The only hope for progress 
here on earth mtist be In an un-

. ham ptied market manned,_by
moral men. Then and* then only 
will producers be rewarded in ac­
cordance with their ability to satis­
fy the demands of their fellow men.
