If our leaders ore still dumb enough to 
believe they con moke ony kind of deol with Russia thot 
the Russians will be bound by they, ore dumb indeed. 
Russia will moke no deols but to further her own in­
terests ond quicken her conquest All other deols will 
be mete pretense on her port which she will regqrd os 
"scraps of paper" when they no longer suit her whims.

Thanks to the Internationalists, fellow trovelers, and 
|usf plain Communists in our government we built Rus­
sia into the formidable enemy she is today. And now 
they ore trying to frighten us into surrendering to her by 
joining a world government.

The politicians may be os frightened os they seem 
to be, but they haven't scored the general public much 
to dote If it comes to o showdown, most of us would 
rather be deod Americans than live Communists. The 
words of Pofrick Henry still ring ¡rt our eors; "Give me 
liberty, or give me death!"

America will never surrender to Communism If she 
hos a chance to fight But there is great danger thot 
she will be blindfolded qpd led into it through the door of 
the United Notions. This danger is increasing daily.

It Is up to eoch ond every one of us to let our con­
gressmen know that we'll stond for no further encroach­
ments on our sovereignty, which we could lose next 
spring when they "revise" the United Nations charter. 
To parophrose Washington "All Americans must be on 
guard tonight," ond every night so long as this threot 
shod lost.

Evert) pa i ant who lose« h it chU- 
dren «liowld get th is ISo-page book 
on What la going on in the public 
schools. It  i i  w ritten by M ortim er 
Sm ith, who a few  y e a n  ago wrota 
"And M adly T e a ch ,”  w h ic h ,w a s  
quite w idely read.

Aa pointed out In the last ianue, 
Smith shows how the people who 
believe I her« a re  no absolute prin­
ciple» — no abeolule values — no 
guide» ot human conduct that in­
dividuals must obey — have taken 
possession of our public ichoola.

M r. Sm ith points out that hi» 
idea of education is to transm it 
the intellectual and cu ltura l her­
itage and know le4(e of the ra re , 
and in the process to teach young 
people to think and to buttress 
m oral values.

But how can teachers teach mor­
al values when they deny there are 
any absolute m oral va lues? Then 
M r. Sm ith observes:

“ To  fu lfill this function is not 
a sm all or a sim ple ta sk ; I  am 
convinced that lukewarm  devotion 
to it, or outright contempt lo r 
it, is responsible for the progres­
sive decline in the quality of public 
education which we are  w itness­
ing today.''

Then he sa ys :
' I  believe there are universal 

values in education that are good 
for everyone, whether he intends 
to  be tot Tie a  botcher o r  a  banker , - 
a m in ister or a motorman. a pro­
fessor or a plumber ”

But since the schools are operat­
ed by violating universal m oral 
values, they of course cannot teach 
m oral princip les, as this column 
has repeatedly pointed out. M any 
people contend, as M r. Smith does, 
th at.w e  should try  to correct our 
public, school* rather than take a 
aland aqainst them. But it ia< im ­
possible to correct a thing that is 
basica lly  im m oral It  la impossible 
to m ake a thing in harm ony with 
m orality that vio lates the C o m ­
mandments and the Golden Rule . 
I t  is no more possible to correct 
public schools that are  based on 
might-makea-right, than it is to cor­
rect putting poison in the food of 
children.

We are In the position of placing 
a child in a room into which poi­
son gas is seeping — gas that toon 

I wilt k ill the child — and then 
worrv ing«about whether or not the 

i child is getting the proper food diet 
'unfit such tim e aa the poison has 
done its ,w o rk . We are  pulling poi­
son in the minds o f r-fhe youth of 

j ihe land by teachers who are  prac­
t ic in g  the theory that there are 
no absolute m oral princip les. They 
cannot successfu lly  teach absolute 
noral princip les when they are  
iracticm g the exact opposite. And 
in education that doe« not In- 
liid r absolute m ora l p rinc ip les is 

»or«» than no education lit a ll be­
aus« It teaches the youth to be- 
leve that there are no common 
«»oral law s that tend to m ake peo­
ple cooperate and work together.

M r. Sm ith realize* that teachers 
do not want parents to interfere 
with the education of ih e ir  ch il­
dren. or even m ake suggestions. 
But he does not seem to rea lize  
why th ii is true. It  is true sim ply 
because tax - supported teachers 
dare not d iscuss certa in  m oral 
problems w ith anyone who insists 
on questions'being answered w ith­
out evasion. The only defense they 
have, like a ll soc ia lists, ts evasion, 
and one method of evasion is to 
sm ear the parents who have what 
they ca ll the audacity to question 
their omnipotence or w isdom . It  
is because of this that superinten­
dent* of public schools w ill not 
answer questions for JuOO to deter­
m ine whether ta x  • supported 
schools are  in agreement w ith such 
absolute values as the G o l d e n  
Rule One wonders If the state­
ment made by Jeaus doe* not apply 
to public school teachers who w ill 
not answ er questions. Rem em ber 
He sa id : 'M en loved darkness rath­
er than light berguae their deeds 
were e v il ."
