m e e t in g s  on irrigation attended by area farmers.

Too Tong has the Panhandle been at the mercy of the 
fickle offections of rain ond the last several years have 
proven just how desperate conditions can become for 
the former when cyclical drouths occur. Unquestionably, 
the forming future of the orea depends on the develop­
ment of irrigation techniques which eliminate the hazards 
involved in dry farming

The Texas Panha ndle is situated geographically a very
short distance from the orid waste lands of the South­
west so it is obvious that if the most is to be made of 
the good soil ot our disposal, water is going to have 
to be provided by other than natural means.

The Pampo News has, from time to time, run feature 
stories on farmers in the area who have taken the first 
bold steps in the odventure of irrigation ond without 
exception, said farmers have a production story which 
makes their dry farm neighbors gape with wonder. As 
for os pay-out investment, it is likely there are few oppor- 
tunities in the Northeast Panhondle which compare with 
the irrigation well.

In our opinion, the portended development of Irriga­
tion is the biggest news for Pompa's well-being since the 
announcement of the location of the Celonese plant near 
our city. •

"The Diminished Mind' —
A Much N eeded Book

I wont to call to the attention 
of the readers of this column a 
much neeed book — "The Dimin­
ished Mind” by Mortimer Smith, 
ft is also called “A Study of Plan­
ned Mediocrity in our P u b l i c  
Schools.”

It is a  much needed book be­
cause it explains very vividly what 
is taking place in compulsory, tax- 
supported, political schools. Mr. 
Smith has devoted s great deal of 
time preparing this book. H it four 
children have attended 23 years in 
public schools, and both he and his 
wife have been members ot boards 
of education in New England. His 
being e member of the board of 
education caused him to become 
intensely interested in what is go­
ing on in tax-supported, compul­
sory schools.

The chapters in his book will 
give the readers s  little idea of 
what he is discussing. His first 
chapter it called "T h. Decline in 
Learning.” The second and third 
chapters are on "Adjustment Re­
places Education.” Hit fourth chap­
ter is "Educational Brain-washing, 
Democratic Style.” His fifth chap­
ter Is "The Stranglehold of the 
Educationists." His sixth chapter 
Is "Putting Parents in Their Place, 
or. The Customer is AJway* 
Wrong.” His seventh chapter it
'T iie  T'rospecti'BiTW f "UST"---------

It is rather astonishing that Mr. 
Smith seei what is going on, but 
he doesn’t understand that it Is the 
inevitable result of the m e a n s  
used. He realizes that the schools 
are controlled by pragmatists, and 
he explains that pragmatism 
means that there a r t  no absolute 
values, no absolute standards of 
right — as William Jam es said, 
whatever works is right. He also 
explains that Peirce and Jam es 
snd Dewey were largely responsi­
ble for indoctrinating Into the 
school system, pragm atism — that 
there a r t  no eternal principles. And 
when pragmatism prevails, it 
means that such great moral laws 
a t the Commandments and t h e  
Golden Rule and the ‘‘Love thy 
neighbor a t thyself” commandment 
are not to be used a t  absolute 
guides for human conduct. What 
Mr. Smith evidently falls to see is 
that public schools are a violation 
of these moral absolute values and 
that they are based on no moral 
absolute» — no moral laws. They 
are based on the theory that might 
is right and that the end justifies 
the meant, so they naturally have 
to be pragmatic. They c a n n o t  
teach that there are absolute mor­
al principles and that there are no 
exceptions to a moral law that 
should guide men's lives. If thev 

Isught moral principles, the teach­
ers who are violating these moral 
laws would be emba n e tte d .

Here is a paragraph that pretty | 
«veil explains the difference be- | 
iween pragmatists snd real educa- 
mrs. which he calls "traditionalwt- 
humanista." This is the way Smith ' 
puts it:
Pragmatism Is Annual Training 
"The traditionalist • humanist as­

serts that men must be bound to­
gether by ties of moral stability 
an he considers that true educa- I 
lion for all men will consist of , 
studies that illumine and strength- | 
en those ties. The educational prag­
matist, on the other hand, lacking j 
belief in* man's need for such a  
central moral stability, sees no | 
necessity for a common education 
which will connect man with man 
and man with nature. But without 
this belief In a common bond be­
tween man and man education 
tends to become animal training, 
with the educator occupying him­
self more and more In a search 
for refined method; the content of 
education — those studies appro­
priate to all men — tends to get 
submerged by the empirical and 
the ‘practical,’ by fragments of in­
formation and skills.”

It seems to me the above quota­
tion pretty well summarizes what 
is going on in our schools and why 
our youths come out of school not 
believing in any moral absolutes— 
not believing In the Commandments 
or the Golden Rule. I  do not ex­
actly like his words "m ust be bound 
together" in the above quotation 
because it implies that there is 
some aggression or coercion in­
volved. It seems to me that the

A correspondent recently stked  
for a discussion of bursitis again, 
and among other things wanted to 
know whether it is contagious or 
hereditary. Before going on to a 
discussion of bursitis in general I 
can answer "no” to both of these 
questions.

Bursitis gets its name from In­
flammation of a bursa which 1* 
any small pocket lying near one 
of the movable joint* of the body. 
These pockets are lined by delicate 
tissue which may become In flam­
med either as the result of injury 
or Infection. Among the best- 
known bursas and those most like­
ly to become inflamed (bursitis) 
are t h o s e  around th* elbows, 
shoulders and knees.

Bursitis often s ta rts  suddenly and 
In such cases the Involved cavity 
Is likely to b* swollen and to cop- 
tain a fluid, the nature of which 
depends on the cause. Acute or 
subacute bursitis brings tenderness 
and pain. In the more chronic con­
ditions in which the fluid develops 
gradually and lasts for a long time, 
discomfort may be entirely absent.

The most common causes of in­
flammation of a bursa or burst-

But F riend aald grow ers are 
worried about the problem of puah 
Ing back Into a m arket tn which 
California and Florida producers 
have staked the most of the claims.

"C itrus orcharding la dsflnltely 
and up • and • coming business as 
th s y a s r  1904 draw s to a  close," 
F riend said. "About 2 million 
young trees w are planted tn or­
chards form during the period be­
tween the big frees« and tha s ta rt 
of th s present year."

After tha 1901 "Mg frees«" pro­
duction dropped to only about 200,- 
000 bases. In  19SJ, F riend said 
output rose to about 2,760,000 
e*.

"The valley la especially well 
suited for the production of citrus 
fru it,”  F riend said. "G row ers are 
not greatly  concerned about the 
problem s affecting production, ex 
cept frees**, but they a re  some­
what worried about the m arket out­
look."

"They believe that Its 
mild blend of flavors, which m aka 
it the ideal breakfast fruit, will 
bring repeat orders for this dif­
ferent kind of g rapefru it."

F riend said devaloper* of new 
orchards are  planting “ fully 80 per 
cen t" of their scrag* to the ruby 
reds. "They know tha t thay can 
produce citrus fruits s t  som ewhat 
lowar costs than those that p re­
vail In tha competitive a reas ,"  ha 
said.

“ Valley orchardlsts will m ak t a 
bid for a  large share of the fresh 
grapefru it business, snd they un­
doubtedly can get their share  of 
the freah orange business,” F riend 
added, "although it will be some 
tim e before the valley is much of 
a factor in the frozen concentrate 
deal.”
