Cooperation Of

Is Impaired

WASHINGTON, June 13 () —
In the final hours before the start
of the Invasion of France, General
Charles De Gaulle Is reported
here to bhave suddenly canceled
the orders of several hundred
French officers scheduled to land
with the first waves of  Allied
troops.

The savage German counteraction on the eastern flank in
Normandy followed s British drive 23 miles Inland outfisnk-
Ing(holfmmﬂnwut.mdtho'mndmtrﬂu;

The four Nazl armored divisions were hurled Into the
area between Caen and Caumont, 20 miles southwest, selzed
in the hard British punch.
