Strikes Lawful?

© Should strikes in essential industry be made unlawful?
That, obviously, is a pertinent and crucial question. It
also poses obout as burningly a controversial problem
as can be imagined.

In the June 14 issue of the Freeman, in an article en-
titled “Let’s Stop Strikes!” Donald R. Richberg deals
with the matter. Mr, Richberg has a long-establis na-
tional reputation as a labor observer, and was the author
af some very important labor legislation, including the
Railway Labor Act of 1926.

At the beginning of bis article, Mr. Richberg makes
this premise: “A strike that stops all milk deliveries in
a metropolitan ared is not a strike against employers as
a class. Nor i§ a strike against steel or coal or transporta-
tion merely a strike against employers. These are war-
fare by a class against the community. Such strikes make
no sense except as moves in a revolution to establish class
domination.”’ /

* If that premise is accepted, two new questions immedi-

ately arise. The first is how a law outlawing such strikes
could be enforced. In Mr. Richberg”s view that would be
relatively simple, for the reason that strikes do not often
résult from spontaneous mass uprisings. They are called
by a limited number of leaders and organizations, and
the anti-strike law would be applied against them, He
cites the government’'s anti-strike action against the
United Mine Workers as an example of this principle.

The second question, is, in Mr. Richberg’'s view, the
more serious one. It is how the economic conflicts can
be fairly resolved. As he puts it, the workers in essential
industry “should not be left subject to the dictation of
private management as to the terms and conditions of
their employment.’’

Here, Mr, Richberg makes two rather novel points.

One is that people who work. in vital industry, on which
their fellow citizens are vitally dependent, "‘should ac-
cept an obligetion to continuous service.”” The other is
that “the stoandards by which fair wages for labor can
be determined are about as easily ascertained and can be
qs impartially opplied as the standards fixing payments
for capital and fair rates for utility service.” Under Mr,
Richberg’s plan, representatives of labor and manage-
ment would be both encouraged and required prior to
any compulsory arbitration, to make every effort to reach
an agreement. Only if that failed, and a stoppage of pro-
duction or distribution of any essential commodity or ser-
vice threatened, would the power of the law be brought
into play to protect the publie welfare. Any worker of
course,. could quit his job on his own initiative. But
it would be unlawful “to conduct.or maintain any con-
certed withdrowal of umployment or boycott of the busi-
ness involved.”’
. Mr. Richberg makes this very Interesting observa-
tion: “As a practical matter we may be sure that the vast
tajority of American workers, unionized or non-union-
jzed, would welcome and live happily under a law which
ifted from them the burdens and losses of strikes.”’
There are many, inside and outside of organized labor,
who will dispute that ond all the rest of Mr. Richberg's
“ Ideas with the utmost vigor. But whether one ogrees with
him or not, he has made a thoughtful contribution to a
problem of the first importance.

When faced with this circum-
stance, does the Stale abdicate?
It does not. The general lack of
interest in production threatens. its
own existence, but it still cannot
divest itself of its inner urge for
power.

It confis-
cates and tries to run the entire
economy by rules, regulations,
controls, and compuision; the na-
tion becomes a slave-labor camp.
But the outpost of an econofny
that rests on forece rather than on
self-interest is meager. More im-
portant than lack of production is
the slave psychology that such an
environment induces, Men lose
their capacity for self-improve-
ment along with their sense of
individual dignity. Thus civiliza-
tion disintegrates and becomes an
historical or archaeological curio,
The State, of course, collap-
ses with the civilization.

Must our civilization follow in
the same groove? There are proph-
ets who so maintain. For about
three centuries, they point out,
that bit of modern civilization
called America thrived under the
sifegiving rays of freedom; now
it is ‘sntering into the usual re-
gime of absolutism. The end is in
sight, and the end, they say, will
come mmuch more quickly than
did, for instance, the end' of the
Roman civilization, simply be-
cause our great advances in tech-
nology will hasten it We move
much faster these days, even to-
ward our decline. The event that
will bring about a complete col-
lapse of freedom in America, and
the civilization that grew up under
it, will be the next wotld war; the
State will, undgr fear of annihila-
tion from the efemy, confiscate all
