"The point to be made it that 
becauae wealth it accumulated in 
New York, and not becauae those 
men are more lnduxtrioui than we 
art. not because they are wiser 
or better, but because they trade, 
because they buy and sell, be­
cause they deal in usury, because 
they reap in what they n e v e r  
earned, because they take in and 
live off what other men e a r n ,  
they shall be exempt from taxa­
tion, and that we who are hewing 
wood and carrying water s h a l l  
continue to bear the burdens of 
government."

William Jennings Bryan, of Ne­
braska, spoke for the impro- 
verished West when he said:

"Gentlemen have denounced the 
income tax a t clam legislation be­
cause it will affect more people 
in on* section of the country than 
In another. Because the wealth o( 
the country is, to a large extent, 
centered in certain cities a n d  
states does not make a bill sec­
tional which imposes a tax in pro-, 
portion to wealth. If New Y o r k  
and Massachusetts pay more tax 
under this law than other statea, 
it will be becauae they have more 
taxable incomes within their bor­
ders. And why should not those 
sections psy most which tnjoy 
most?” J

In reading these speeches o n e  
wonders whether there ever would 
have been an income tax in this 
country if th# advocate* of it 
could have held off until Chicago 
was able to stand up to N ew  
York, and Nebraska farmers, 
sporting limousines, became the 
envy of Boston workers. Even the 
opponents of the bill seemed lit­
tle awsre of the concentration of 
political power that Income taxa­
tion would generate, and directed 
their arguments mostly to t h e 
principle of private property, to 
the unconstitutionally of the bill, 
to the doctrine of class legisla­
tion. Bourke Cockran, Represen­
tative from New York, a l m o s t  
touched on the vital subject when 
he said:

. .to periuade a majority to  
oppress a minority is not to serve 
the people but to injure them; it 
is not to vindicate popular power, 
but to discredit it; it ia not to 
conserve free institution*, but to 
undermine . republican govern­
ment." ] * •

After the bill was patted, and 
it came to the Supremt C o u r t ,  
some references to th* subject of 
individual rights and limited gov­
ernment war* made; t h e r e  
seamed to be no awareness that 
income taxation might destroy the 
American tradition of freedom. 
(It waa not until 1237>that t h e  
Supreme Court, through the mouth 
of Justice Benjamin Cardoso,had 
th* forthrightness to declare that 
"natural rights, so-called, are as 
much a subject of taxation as 
r i g h t s  of lesser importance.” ! 
Thus, Justice Field, in a  brilliant 
argument supporting th* majority 
opinion declaring th* bill uncon­
stitutional, quotes approvingly the 
point brought up by counsel: .

"There is no such thing in the 
theory of our national government 
as unlimited power of taxation in 
Congress. There are limits of its 
powers arising out of th* essen­
tial nature of all free govern­
ments; there are reservation* of 
individual rights, without w h i c h  
society could not exist, and which 
are respected by every govern­
ment. The right of taxation is sub­
ject to these limitation*."

The seed of class hatred that 
had been planted during the Civil 
War proved fertile. It* sprout was 
merely stunted by the 1M5 deci­
sion of the Supreme Court. In th* 
years following, it continued to 
send forth shoots that circumvent­
ed the Constitution, for under the 
guise of "excite" taxation, levies 
ware laid on torn* corporation in­
come* and on inheritance*.

in Newsweek. He mokes the biting criticism thot ''The 
workers of this country ore being cruelly deceived when 
they ore led to think thot 'the rich' ore paying most of 
the taxes because of . . . confiscotory rotes. Of the 
$31,000,000,000 thot the personal income tax yields, 
only about $1,000,000,000 comes from the rotes obove 
50 per cent. In fact, if there were no tax progression 
ot oil, ond the income tox never rose higher than the 
twenty per cent thot now opplies only to the net income 
tox brockets below $2,000, the total maximum revenue 
loss would amount to less than $5,400,000,000."

Mr. Hazlitt points out thot a $100 Increase In the 
personal income tox exemption would mean four million 
people would no longer hove to pay on income tox. It 
would " , . .  relieve thot many voters of any concern obout 
governmental extravagance, ond . . . foster in them the 
illusion that 'the other fellow' is paying the bill." It 
would mean a $2,400,000,000 loss in annual revenue ond 
It wouldn't make financiol sense —  but It would be poli­
tically 'smart'." Although no office holder would dore 
suggest such a thing, the place to cut federal Income 
taxes Is in the higher brockets. Mr. -Hailitt believes thot 
If the income tax were cut to a maximum of 50 per cent 
It "would within a few years . .  . yield more revenue from 
net incomes obove $18,000, not less."

Mr. Hazlitt clearly describes the greatest danger of 
confiscatory tox rotes in these words: "The worst harm 
is thot they discourage the most productive people from 
producing ond earning whot they would otherwise pro­
duce and earn. They deprive the notion of this produc­
tion ond of the new enterprises that would otherwise be 
launched."
