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Governments Delay

PARIS (AP) — The semi-
public Vietnam peace confer-
ence, deadlocked for four years
while parallel secret negotia-
tions made headway, was in-
definitely suspended today by
agreement of the four delega-
tions.

There was no immediate ex-
planation for the decision to
suspend -the conference. But it
evidently was linked with prog-
ress made._in the secret nego-
tiations,

The United States said before
today's session broke up that
there are ‘‘grounds for encour-
agément™ in the search for an
enid to the Vietnam war

US. delegate Heyward Isham
told newsmen at the end of the
174th session: *'Both sides in the
plenary agreed that liaison
officers would meet in order to
fix the date of the next meet-
ing. We bid you farewell for the
moment and we will let you
know in dié Course ™

The secret talks by experts of
the United States and North
Vietnam continued elsewhere
and were not affected by the
suspension of the semipublic
conference

The conference opened in
January 1968 and has provided
mainly a forum for speech
making by the four delegations

The Viet Cong and the Saigon *

government took part in the
conference but were excluded
from Lthe more meaningful se-
cret talks initiated by Henry A
Kissinger and Hanot's Le Duc
Tho in 1968 v

North Vietnamese spokesman
Nguyen Thanh Le told news
men Lhe<Communist side want

ed to meet as-usual next Thurs-
day but the United States and
Saigon delegations refused to
set a new date.

Contrary to Hanoi's usual
practice, however, North Viet-
nam did not protest the suspen-
sion and agreed to let the liai-
son officers set the date for the
next meeting.

Ne.otllflons have made
progress in the judgment of
both sides. "’ Isham said, adding
that * cummed determination
and seriousness’’ remain neces-
sary for further progress.

Isham. called on the delega-

tions to avoid the polemics that
have marked most of their pre-

_vious sessions and make “‘the

constructive eﬂon necessary
for restoring peace.’

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One-Term Limit For Speaker

Gets Opposition In Committee

AUSTIN, Tex. (AP) — A key
item of House Speaker Price
Daniel Jr.'s “reform" program
mel opposition in committee
Wednesday as two members
Questioned the need for a one-
term limit on Daniel and all fu-
ture speakers.

Reps. Jim Vecchio, Dallas
Democrat, and Ray Hutchin-
son, a Dallas both
challenged the one-term limit
bill at a hearing before- the
House Rules Committee,

The measure was referred
without objection to a subcom-
mittee which has instructions to
report back within three weeks.

‘“‘Isn’t it possible that a
speaker could be removed by a
majority vote?" asked Hutchi-
son, law partner of former
Speaker Rayford Price.
+-+'Oh, yeah, and I could jump
over the moon,' replied the
bill's sponsor. Rep. Neil Cald-
well of Angleton, chairman of
the House Appropriations Com-
miltee.

Vecchio said he could see no
reason why a speaker who was
doing a good job should not be
returned for a second term.

Daniel has promised to serve
only a single term, regardiess of
whether the bill passes.

The current drive for a limi-
tation on the number of terms a
speaker serves resulted from
the immense power that con-
centrated in the speaker's of-
fice when Gus Mutscher held
the post in 1969 through 1971.

Mutscher was convicted last
year on charges that he con-
spired tp accept a bribe from
Houston

“I felt before I ever heard of
Frank Sharp that the policy
should be that a man should not
return as speaker because |
have seen an erosion of the in-
tegrity of the House. And | have
been here only 12 years...] know
this House has declined by
every standard,” Caldwell said.

“T believe that if it hadn't
been for Sharpstown, and if Gus
Mutscher hadn't decided to
make some other move, he
could have been speaker for 10

yu‘)p.", w
ecchio asked if Caldwell
would accept a two-term limit.

“That would not be a bad half
loaf."" Caldwell replied.

Rep. John Wilson of
LaGrange. who is not a member
of the commiftee, spoke against
the bill. He said the House
should not impose a one-term
limit on *‘a leader who might be
very well qualified.”

Caldwell predicted that many
business lobbyists would oppose

Some of our consumer problems arise because
of words—legal terms used in leases, contracts of
sale, credit arrangements and the like. Consumers
sometimes get themselves into trouble—usually fi-
nancial trouble—because they don't know the mean-

ing of these words.

To avoid costly rhistakes, be sure you understand

Here are some important
terms that appear frequently
in documents dealing with
the legal rights and obliga-
tions of consumers:

Amortization — Gradual
payment of debt.

Assignee — Someone to
whom & right or property is
assigned or transferred.

Bill of Sale—Document
that shows transfer of owner-
ship of personal property.

Chattel — Movable per
sonal property.

ERS Hits .Tax ‘Pros’

A severe shaking out is in
prospect for professional tax
preparers, who have sprung up
like Topsies in recent years
thanks to the ever-simplified

__but always labyrithine Form

1040, according to Don Oakley of
Newspaper Enterprise Assn.

Last year, according to the
Internal Revenue Service, more
than half the 80 million returns
filed by American taxpayers
were mplud by someone
other the taxpayer—io the
tune of $640 million since fees
paid to tax preparers are
deductible. Neither was it
entirely on the upand up. .

In a spot check of returns
prepared by some 3.200 private
firms during 1972, every other
return was- .. Says
the IRS, either because of
careless or inaccurate work or
actual cheating.

Thus it has declared a kind of
war on the private tax services

- by, among a number of things,

bringing back short Form 1040A
and by_announcing that IRS
offices will provide complete,
free tax preparation service for
any taxpayer who wishes it.
Because the standard
deduction has been raised from
10 per cent to 15 per cent and the
income ceiling abolishedfor
eligibility to use 1040A, it is

siiort form in 1973,

Al of which, of course, affects
the legitimate tax-preparation
firms along with the
not-so-legitimate, the
competent as well as the
incompetent, and the big ones
with branch officés probably
even more than the little ones
cconsisting of a couple guys
daing it part-time

Henry W. Block, president of
H&R Block, In¢ |, the giant in
the field, questions the wisdom
of the IRS in trying to specialize
in tax preparation’ Better, he
says, to divert more personnel
to auditing returns, which
brings $10 to the U.S. Treasury
for\every dollar spent.

_ Block also recomimends that
all tax preparers, large.and
small, be required to register
with the IRS so that their ‘‘very
essential service' can continue
under some form of government
recognition and guidance.

In any event, it is a fact that
the tax-paying public does need
assistance, and it is mostly
needed by the poor and
fower-income taxpayers who
consistently overpay their taxes
by failing to list their deductions
and credits.

This was as much as admitted
by the IRS, it is charged when
it abandoned Short Form 1040A
back in 1968 in an effort to force
people to list their deductions
and take their credits

Pollution Solution?

Those who believe that the
sdlution to pollution requires

ograms that fail to consider
their total impact on the
environment can actually
creale a negative
environmental balance, Dr.
Joseph T. Ling. director of the
environmental and
control department of IM
Company. told a recent
International Pollution
Illm Exposition and
Congress in Ohlo. .
Ling cited the case of one of
his company ‘s plants which now
removes about 90 per cent of the
pollutants

Not only that. but 8.5 tons of
natural resources—chemicals,
the fuels consumed to produce

4 elgetricity, etc.—would be used

for each ton of pollutants
removed.

Another basic law, Ling
points out. isthat we cannot
destroy materials. We can only
change their form

In other words. the pollutants
removed from the water—as
well as the other pollutants
generated in the —must
go someplace, either into the air
or onto the land. ;

The new water law. however,
has but one single
environmental
objective—cleaning up the
nation's waterways. It does not
attempt to balance the
individual segments of the
environment, and does not
attempt 10 balance its objective
with available resources.

“Inasmuch as we have only
one environment and limited
resources,’ says Ling. ““we
ought to make certain that our
cures will not end up being
worse than the disease

1t was one thing for White
House press secretary Herbert
G. Klein to accuse war critics in
Congress the other day of
applying a “double standard"
in denouncing President

Nixon's bombing of North

Vietnam while ignoring
atrocities committed by the
North Vietnamese.

There was nothing new in
this, either in congressional
action or the administration's
reaction. ‘

But then Klein used the
phrase, ''...after an-election
where the President had a very
clear mandate (9 proceed the
way he has on Vietnam "

While the President's
overwhelming re-election
victory can certainly be called
an endorsement by the nation of
his handling of the war during
his first term—or at least a
resounding rejection of the
alternative proposed by his
rival,-Sen. George
McGovern—it borders on the
absurd to claim that this
constituted a ‘‘mandate’ for
two weeks of the most massive
bombing operations in this or
any other war,

The uppermost thought in the
minds of voters regarding
Vietnam on Nov. 7-was peace,
the peace that supposedly was
“at hand.” Mr. Nixon, not Sen.
M¢Govern. was perceived as
the real ‘peace candidate. "

Had President Nixon (who
hardly spoke to Americans at
all during the campaign and
less since then) outlined his
plans in the event negotiations
broke down. had he told the
people that he was prepared to
lose 10, 20. 30 giant B-52
bombers and increase the
number of American prisoners
of war in North Vietnamese
hands by 10 per cent, there can
be little doubt that the election
totals. if not the outcome. would
have been greatly different

This has nothing to do with
whether one approves or
disapproves, applauds or
deplores, the President's
actions in December .

It does have to do with a
serious and dangerous
distortion of this weord
“mandate. ' As used by Klein. it
becomes virtually synonymous
with ‘‘election,’” which it
definitely is not

It was no more Jegitimate for
President Nixon to use his
election as a "mandate” for
renewed bombing of North
Vietnam than it was for
President Johnson (o use his
similarly overwhelming
election in 1964 as a ““‘mandate”’
to adopt the very war-enlarging

olicies of thé candidale he
eated

Nor is the. administration the
only party guilty of putting a
good word to a bad use.

Sen. Mike Mansfield of
Montana. Democratic leader of
the Senate, claims that the
election gave his party a
“mandate.” The “mandate’”’ in
this case. according Yo
Mansfield, is for a
congressional cut-off of funds
for the Vietnam war.

As Bruce Biossat. Washington
columnist for Newspaper
Enterprise Assn.. points oul. the
Democrats gained a net of two
additional seats in the U.S.
Senate. In the House. they lost
13seats.
