WASHINGTON, Sept. 8 - UP
The Agriculture Department esti
mated Wednesday that farmers
will produce a 11,832 000-able cot
ton crop this year, down nearly
Y per cent from last month's fore

Wednesday's estimate of the
erop, being grown under stiff
eral conirols, compares with
put last vear of 16465000
pound bales and a 10-year
age produce of 12 448000 bales
"The department estimated last
month that a 12880,000-bale crop
would be harvested.

A crop the size of the one esti
‘mated Wednesday would require
withdrawal of some cotton from
the record high 9576 000-bale sur
plus now on hand lo meel this sea
son's expecied domestic and ex
port needs of about 13700000
bales. A sufficient backlog still will
be on hand to warrant stiff plant

The crop reporting board eati-
mated cotton yields this year will
average 205 pounds of lint an acre,
compared with last year's record
$24.2-pound lint yield and 10-year
average yields of 2721 pounds.

For example, an organization which believes whole-
heartedly in individual liberty, except in this area, writes
concerning big business

“Giant business means inevitablely Giant Labor, re-
quiring Giant Government to curb them, with its Giant
Taxes. Giant Unemployment then results.”

The trouble with this talk about Gianfs is that there’s
no way to define your terms. It's impossible to argue the
merits of bigness unless terms con -be defined

Back in 1776 a business which grossed $100,000 a
year would have been a giant. Today such a business
15 considered ““small” business

Today the U, S. Steel Corporation and General Motors
ore considered giant business. 100 years from now, if
our nation’s business expands at an ever increasing rate,
those corporations might be considered “‘small” business

George Washington was considered rich when he own-
ed a gilded coach drawn by six white horses. Today, a
poor man, who owns on old Model A Ford worth $100,
is richer in terms of things he con do and time sdved
in transportation, than was George Washington

Small- business associations are always talking about
the virtues of small business vs. big business. But they
do not define their terms g

If they saQy arbitrarily that anybody who makes $1.00
more than such and such an eamount graduates from a
”S""O”” businessman to a * t)';' businessman, they are
basing their definition on o temporary, arbitrary standard
which has nothing to do with right or wrong

How can anyone say that a man who makes $1 less
than $500,000 per year is “right while a man who
mokes $1 more than $500,000 per year is ““wrong?

Yet all the arguments against “big business’” seem

to imply that above a ‘certain lina bigness is bad

Another argument against big business is that big o
complishments somehow restrain trade. The only way any
business can restrain trade is to receive a subsidy, tax
privilege or franchise from the government which effec
tively keeps out competitors, or to promote tariffs which
keep out competing foreign products. But small businesses
are just as guilty of this as big businesses

In many cities the bus company and the taxicab com-
pom'cs keep out competition by force of their franchises
If they hear of ‘anybody hauling passemqgers for profit
they call the cops. This tactic can be used by small busi
ness just as well os big business

The cure is to repeal all franchises and tariffs which
keep out competition. Competition helps businesses get

bigqer by spurring them on to bigger accomplishments

Prosecuting big accomplishments under anti-trust laws
makes no sense whatsoever

Nobody knows exactly what is that the anti-trust laws
forbid. That is the natural consequence of passing em
tional laws t is impossible to define vour terms. See
Isabel Paterson’s “The Cornorations and Status Law
