Two Tax Changes 
To Be Considered 
At Polls Angus! 23

Two major tax changes, one in the 
state and one in county allocations, 
are to be brought before Gray Coun­
ty voters on August 2rd. The state 
ballot is for the consideration of an 
amendment to Article V II of the 
Constitution. The county ballot con­
cerns a tax raise of twelve cents 
and an amendment approved two 
years ago. to the effect that county 
allocations cau be fluctuated with 
an approving vote.

Under the present set up the state 
ad valorem tax includes a tax of 
seven cents for Confederate pen­
sions. The demand on this pension 
fund has so decreased that at the 
present time one or two cents will 
bring in the required revenue.

The proposed amendment if pass­
ed will allocate two cents to the 
Confederate pension and five cents 
to a fund for the permanent im­
provements of state universities and 
colleges.

The proposed twelve-cent county 
tax increase would allot major 
amounts to the Road and Bridge 
and Permanent Improvement funds.
A t present the Road and Bridge 
fund is allotted 15 cents, which 
would be increased to 21 cents, and 
the Permanent Improvement fund 
would be increased from 25 to 29
cents. The county’s General fund_____________ ___
would be increased from 25 to 26 i cajiecj investigations, 
cents and the Jury fund would be 
set at four cents.

Officials have indicated that the 
need for additional allocations to 
the Road and Bridge fund- which is 
spent principally for maintenance.
Is due to the increasing cost of both 
labor and materials. The same rea­
son was cited for the proposed in­
crease in the Permanent Building 
fund.

Six Killed in 
Palestine (Hash

JERUSALEM—(/P) — The toll in 
continuing Arab-Jewlsh violence in 
Palestine rose to six killed and four­
teen wounded today.

The latest casualty was a Jewish 
mute seriously wounded by a knife 
attack on the Jaffa-Tel Aviv city 
line. Police said the mute was un­
able to Identify the attackers, but it 
presumed they were Arabs.

Three Jews were killed last night 
In the second night of communal 
strife in the all Jewish city of Tel 
Ariv. A  group of men identified by 
police M  Arabs accosted and stabbed 
a  Jewish man and woman near the 
Jaffa boundary, and a little later 
another man was beaten and stab­
bed to death by passersby. Police 
first believed this victim to be an 
Arab, but later Identified him as a 
Jew.

Another Arab was reported in­
jured in a tussle with a group of 
young Jews, also near the Jaffa city 
line. On the Jerusalem road, five 
miles from Jaffa, a band of robbers 
—the victims said they were Arabs 
—halted a bus carrying a number 
of Jews, forced all the men to lie 
down beside the road and took their 
watches and money.

Murray declined to predict his 
party’s course, but there were indi­
cations that the Democrats will 
try again next January to kill off 
the war investigating group, orig­
inally headed by President Truman 
when he was a Senator.

LONDON-----JP— The House of Commons voted auth­
orization to the Labor government today to muster the 
full resources of Britain, including manpower and in­
dustry, for the national recovery program.

The bill, passed 178 to 6'5 after aii entire night of de­
bate, specifically gave the Attlee Administration extens­
ive powers to direct the management o flabor and supplies | 
so “ the whole resources of th<- community are available i 
for use in a manner best calculated to serve the interests 
of the community.

Th opposition ballots came from Conservative and Lib­
eral opponents who had attacked the legislation as a I 
“ Dictator Bill.” The vote, on the third and final read­
ing, followed nearly 18 hours of debate. The Labor Party 
holds a majority of about two to one in the Commons.

HeatWave 
Threatens 
Corn Crop

WASHINGTON—(/P)—Next year's 
meat supply hung in the balance 
today as the Midwestern heat wave 
trimmed official forecasts of corn 
production and threatened to cause 
still further losses before harvest 
time.

Plagued at planting time by cool 
weather and floods, corn now has 
run into hot. dry weather whicli 
the Agriculture Department, in its 
regular monthly crop report, de­
scribed at a "serious threat" to all 
crops in the Midwest.

Corn is the key to livestock and 
meat production.

A short crop this year would a f­
fect next year's output of meats and 
other livestock products.

However, meat supplies for the 
last three or four months of this 
year and the early months of 1948 
are expected to be large regardless 
of how this year's corn tiirns out.

The department forecast the 
crop as of August 1 at 2,659.959.000 
bushels, a decline of about 111.000,-
000 bushels Irom its July 15 esti­
mate. The later estimate did not 
take into account damage caused 
by the hot weather so far this ment, 
month.

Officials have said that a corn 
crop of about 2,850.000 000 bushels 
would be needed to maintain meat 
production at this year’s rate of 
155 pounds per consumer. They 
added, however, that it is highly im­
probable that corn prospects would 
deteriorate enough to drop meat 
supplies to the pre-war average oi 
126 pounds.

Despite the gloomy com outlook, 
the department painted a favor­
able picture of overall crop pro­
duction prospects. Based on August
1 conditions, aggregate production 
would be two percent above the 
1942-46 average, and only two per­
cent below last year's record volume.

But continued unfavorable weath­
er could reduce total production 
below the August I estimate, o f­
ficials said.

AUSTIN—(4b—State Superinten­
dent of Public Instruction today 
named 20 Texas schools which do 
not havj their teachers on the same 
salary schedule for the coming year.

"In  other words. they are discrim­
inating and not following the law,”  
Woods told the State Board of Edu­
cation in session here.

He was referring to the new law 
passed by the 50th Legislature set­
ting up minimum salary standards 
for Texas teachers.

"The thing that has been hardest 
to reconcile is the Negro question," 
Woods said. ”8ome schools sent in 
separate Negro and white salary 
schedules. Obviously, they couldn’t 
do that. I  turned them down right 
on the face o f it."

Woods explained that all dis­
crepancies did not exist over the 
Negro*white gweslion bat that 
discrepancies In cne form or an­
other did exist In the salary sched­
ules of the schools o f the follow­
ing towns: Amarillo.

Coal Production 
Talks Are Opened

W ASHINGTON—</P)—British and 
American negotiators began talks 
today on ways to increase German 
coal production and thus provide 
supplies badly needed by European 
countries.

As the discussions got underway, 
diplomatic officials said the main 
aim would be to chart the specific 
steps needed to boost the lagging 
output of the Ruhr mines.

Delegates from both sides of the 
Atlantic emphasize that the out­
come of their talks will be critically 
important to the success of the 
Marshall Plan for European recov­
ery.

Ruhr coal—the central theme of 
the delayed conference—now is go­
ing to seven fuel-short nations. 
Along with food, it represents the 
key to the war-torn continent’s re­
construction.
. Top-ranking American officials 
say they expect the major results 
o f their meeting to be a detailed 
program spelling out progressive 
steps for increasing the output of 
the Ruhr mines.

The United States’ government 
hopes to increase the daily tonnage 
from its present 220.000 level to 
around 300.000 tons by December 
and to 350,000 shortly thereafter.

The rifle will be returned to the 
Alamo in a formal ceremony Sept. 
1, Mrs. Clyde C. Slerk of San An­
tonio. president of the Alamo Mis­
sion Chapter of the Daughters of 
the- Texas Revolution, announced 
here today.

Jonathan Wainwright. him­
self the commanding general of an 
equally famed but futile stand of 
Americans on Bataan, will place the 
weapon ln its last resting place.

The rifle, a 55 caliber Dickert 
w-ith an overall length of 60 inches, 
was taken from the Alamo by a 
Mexican peon.

one ottered by Liberal Leader Clem­
ent Davies which guaranteed that 
the government would not use its 
sweeping powers under the bill tor 
"suppression dr suspension” of the 
press.

Deputy Prime Minister Herbert 
Morrison agreed that the use of such 
powers against the press "certainly 
would not be justifiable in circum­
stances of peace.”

Three Laborites joined in criti­
cizing some aspects of the bill, biit 
the most outspoken of these, Capt. 
Raymond Blackburn, angrily re­
jected a shouted Conservative invi­
tation to “ cross over” to the oppo­
sition side of the chamber.

Just before dawn Conservative 
Peter Roberts jabbed a probing fin­
ger into one of the Labor Party’s 
sore spots with an amendment seek­
ing to ban “ regulations or orders 
- . . for the purpose of bringing 
all or any part of the assets of the 
iron and steel industry under public 
ownership.”

Morrison resisted the amendment 
with a declaration that “ as far as 
the iron and steel, or any other, in- 
dutsry is concerned, we dill use 
these powers if the public interest 
demands it.”  He said he was “not 
going to make any promise” that 
the government would not “ take 
over any inefficient undertaking.”

He added however, that the pow­
ers “ would not be used for socializa­
tion of whole Industries but in the 
national interest and national 
needs.” Roberts then withdrew the 
amendment.

Churchills suggestion that Attlee 
might be supplanted was the first 
ydt made on the floor of Parlia­
ment.

In the opening section of “The

Through photomicrography the 
audience peers into the microscopic 
world of a drop of water and ob­
serves the complexity of tiny organ­
isms, enlarged more than a million 
times.

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THE BALKY BALKAN BLOC
Th f stubborn effort of the Russian, Polish and Yugo­

slavian delegates to the Security Council to block forma­
tion of a long-term U.N. Ralkun commission has only in­
creased the suspicion that the Communist bloc is largely 
responsible for the intensified fighting in Greece.

Th U.N. spokesman for these three governments staged 
■what amounted to a filHbuster in the Council sessions. It 
might be surmised, from the tone of their attack and of 
the news that coincided with it, that their object, was 
fourfold.

They wanted to keep U.N. investigators away from the 
present scene of fighting. They wanted to keep U.N. ob­
servers permanently out of the Balkans. They apparently 
hoped the fighting would take a turn in the guerrillas’ 
favor so that they could make good their threat to set up 
an independent Communist state in northern Greece. And 
they obviously wanted to get into the record again their 
charge that the majority of the Balkan investigating group 
were liars, and that their decision was preconceived, false 
and unjust.

By taking this action the Russian, Polish and Yugo­
slavian representatives were trying to keep the Security 
Council from doing precisely what it was set up to do. 
And despite contrary charges from the three powers, the 
Council was seeking to do the job according to rules laid 
down in the Charter.

The Greek government had formally notified the Coun­
cil through its ambassador in Washington, that Greece 
had been invaded from Albania by a force of Greek guer­
rillas and units of an international brigade. Such an act 
would constitute an act of aggression and a threat to the 
peace.

The Security Council must determine the existence of 
such acts, but, before it can do so, it must know whether 
the charges are true. Russia's Gromykft told the Council 
that it was being asked to set up a commission that would 
be permitted to make that decision, although the Council 
has no right to delegate spell authority.

That, of course, is nonsense. The Council members ob­
viously could not |>ack up and g o  to Greece to  see tor 
themselves. And. since the Greek government’s charges 
were not substantiated, it became necessary to delegate 
the task of investigation to. an appointed commission. 
Such a procedure would probably be necessary in most, 
if not all, similar complaints. .<

It is important to.the existence of the United Nations 
and to world peace to get at the root of the Greek trou- i 
hie Is it a Greek civil war curried on within the bounda­
ries of Greece? Or is it a war on an international scale, I 
with the attacking forces based and supplied in a foreign j 
country?

To find the truth about this shooting war and, if more; 
than one country is involved, tq stop it is the first big test j 
of the U.N.’s .primary function. From present indications] 
the Soviet Union will never permit the U.N. to perform j 
that function when Russian interests are in any way con­
cerned in the issue. \ » Wonder the Soviets insisted on the 
veto!

It seems increasingI.y ch ar that the only way the U.N. 
will ever he able to keep the peace is by changing some 
of its rules. Even though Russia, armed with a veto, stands 
ready to resist niiy change, this difficult solution must 
somehow be attained.

However, none
can say at this Juncture how long 
the unfortunate country must strug­
gle along the tortuous trail of harsh 
depression before It finally comes 
out upon the broad highway to re­
covery. Attlee himself minced no 
words over th e  seriousness of the 
position.

"We have to face now,” he said, 
bejpre we have recovered from 

the effects of the war, and before 
our long-term plans have taken e f­
fect, the necessity of relying en­
tirely on our own resources. This 
Is a situation as serious as any that 
has faced us in our long history. 
We must, therefore jict vigorously 
and drastically.”

The prime minister called on the 
country for a national effort com­
parable to that which was developed 
during the war.

This is a realistic approach to a 
tough problem, but there are cer­
tain imponderables to be de.f.t 
with. One of them is the strength 
of Attlee's leadership, which Is be­
ing questioned by some o f his own 
followers, especially the extreme 
Left-Wingers. I t ’s quite possible 
that the economic crisis may be 
complicated by a political imbroglio.

The next few months are going 
to be crucial in the battle of Eng­
land (and other hard hit countires 
of Western Europe) for economic 
recovery. That means this period 
is also going to be crucial in the 
struggle of the Western nations to 
keep from being enmeshed in the 
Red net.
