War Or Peace?
Diplomats In Washington cannot decide whether on 

inevitable collision of live-ond-let-live coexistence be­
tween the Democratic and Communist powers has been 
produced by the latest and prospective realignment of 
the world's military and economic botanies.

It was, however, agreed that these historic changes 
portend either a terrible war for survival or promise a 
long period of peace Not since the Congress of Vienna, 
which shored up a broken ond bankrupt Europe after

• the Napoleonic Wars, in their opinion, hos there be^n 
such a revolutionary revision of the great nations' rela-

■ tions with one another.
Such leading actors in the current drama os President 

; Eisenhower and Secretory Dulles, Prime Minister Chur-
• chill and Foreign Secretary Eden, as well os the European 
I counterparts, share thot viewpoint. Despite a sort of 
; breathless confidence, none dares predict how the cur­

tain will fall on the pageant they have just written.
Prospective formation of the Western European Union, 

as the new Brussels - NATO organization has been form­
ally baptized, reflects on otjout-face in Anglo-Americon 
policy. Since the rout of Napoleon, Britoin hos held oloof 
from continental entanglements.

Believing that her economic and security Interests 
were best served by a bolonce-of-power strategy, play­
ing France ogoinst Germony ond vice verso, and keeping 
Russia weak in Europe ond the For East, London has 
pursued o dog-in-the-manger attitude.

Now she promises to commit four divisions ond o 
tocticol oir force, a good bite of her entire defense es­
tablishment, to Europe. Hod it not been for this pledge, 
Fronce would not have ogreed to any kind of association 
with Germony.

But the United States hos given equally solemn com­
mitments, not only in Europe but in every port of the 
world. The notion which refused to become entangled in 
Wilson's League of Nations only 35 yeors ago is the 
ultimate guorontor of the West's new security organiza­
tion. Hod we not underwritten all these pacts, they would 
be uncollectoble promissory notes.

Even a year ogo, it would hove been inconceivable 
for any administration to agree to retain four or more 
d iv isions in Europe ond the British Isles for 44  yeors 
which rs the proposed life of the Brussels-NATO alliance.

Despite lingering doubts of eventual agreement, the 
regrouping may mean thot Fronce and Germany will 
obondon their historic enmity, which hos fomented three 
wri* within 100 years. But if they do agree to live in 
peace and friendship, it will be only because of American 
ond British willingness to serve as a combination of Eu­
ropeon umpire and watchdog.

Our Pocific commitments guarantee the security of 
olmost every nation in that vast area against Communist 
attack. Linked with us there, although as minor partners, 
are Dritoin, France, Australia, New Zealand, Japan, Ko­
rea, The Philipoines, ond Thailond.

Had these olliances existed 40 years ago, diplomats 
believe thot the world might hove been spared the two 
global wars. Their theory is thot the Germony of the 
Koiser or Hitler would not have dared to precipitote a 
conflict, If they hod known ot the time that the U S. 
ond Britain would hove gone to the aid of Fronce Nor 
would Japon have dared to embark on her frenzied mili­
tary odventures in the Far East.

These western shifts hove had resounding repercus­
sions on Russian foreign policy. In on effort to disrupt 
the Western European Union, Moscow now offers the 
unification of Germony, free elections and withdrawal 
of Red troops In order to, counter our offensive ip the 
For Eost, the Kremlin hos ogreed to transform Chino 
from o satellite into o full partner in Communism In­
corporated She also proposes atomic disarmament.

With the process of revision of these relationships 
still in on embryonic or fluid state, it is Impossible to 
discern the outcome. It con mean, that once both sides 
consolidate their militory territorial ond diplomatic 
gams, unforseen tensions will produce another ond un- 
imoginoble disastrous battlefield showdown. Or it con 
mean thot, with the alliances stalemated, there will 
emerge on uneasy century of peace like thot which en- 

t  sued after the Congress o f Vlihhb in 1815

Pauling had applied, at that 
tim e, for a passport to go abroad 
to attend e 1952 chem ical society 
m eeting In London.

Pauling is the 10th A m erican to 
win th# Nobel prize for rhem iatry . I 
His choice for the coveted award 
gave tha United States a sweep of 
the Nobel aw ards so far mad* for 
1954. Th# prlae for literatu re  went 
to American author E rnest Hem­
ingway. Thre* U. 8. doctors won 
tha pris* for medicine. Still to be 
aw arded ie the 1954 physics prlsa. 
Thei f  la no peace prise this year.

The California Institute of T ech-1 
noiogv scientist has studied th* 
structure  of molecules, th* basic 
unit of m atte r as wa as* and f**l 
It, ever since 1923. Becaua* mole­
cules ar* mad* of atom s, hit 
studies pioneered the way to much 
of the research  tn nuclear power.

Pauling concentrated hie re­
search on the molecule* of protein, 
the largest known. His work led 
to Im portant progress in the study 
of the m ystery of life Itself, for all 
living m atte r contains proteins.
