Since the fight to censure Me-
Carthy is really based on whether
or not Congress has the right to
have access to all property be-
Jonging to the federal govern-
ment, I want to quote further from
a scholarly article by Percy L.
Greaves, Jr. on the subject of
Congress’ right to have access to
documents in every deparument of
the government,

From here on Mr, Greaves is
speaking. Under the heading of
“Powers of Congress” he observ-
€es:

“When a duly authorized chair-
man of a committee charged with
studying Government Operations,
asks for information as to who
promoted and provided an honor-
able discharge to a questionable
dentist in the United States Army,
he is Constitutionally entitled to
that information. Whenever such
a committee chairman, in the
course of his Congressionally as-
signed duty, obtains possession of
a 2'% page government document
‘relevant to the subject matter un.
der inquiry;’ he is Constitutional-
ly entitled, under
immunity, te use that document
in the furtherance of publiec busi.
ness as his conscience dictates,
Likewise, the Executive Depart-
| ments are completely without au-
thority to spend public funds or
use federal employes to launch an
attack on any Congressional chair-
man performing his prescribed du-
ties. It is the right and the duty
of the Congress and its commit-
tees to protect its members from
all such unwarranted attacks.
“However when the Executive
Departments exceed their Consti-
tutional powers, Congress is physi-
cally powerless to enforce its Con-
stitutional rights. It has no army.
It does not even have a legal of-
ficer who can take the case of
Congress to the courts, Its right to
be heard in court depends solely
upon the whims and wishes of the
Attorney General, a patron of the
President. This is a deplorable sit-
uation which might perhaps be
remedied by appointment of an
“Attorney for the Congress.’

It is a strange thing—and it is
really a sign of weakness—that so
many of our public figures deem it
necessary to téke an apologetic at=
titude toward many of our activ-
ities these days—and even toward
the American way of life itself.

One of the latest illustrations of
this is contained in an address be-
fore the Economic Club of Detroit
by Dr. Arthur F, Burns, Chairman,
President's Council of Economic
Advisers, on Octaber 18, 1954. In
the course of his tzlk, Dr, Barns
said this:

“The first premise of our gov-
ernmental policy, as I see it, is
that we are living in an age of rev-
olution, Violent political currents
are stirring the world, Since our
system of free and competitive en-
terprise is on trial, the Govern-
ment cannot stand aloof from the
private economy but must be
ready to.take vigorous steps to
help maintain a stable prosperity.”
(Emphasis ours).

It might be said, of course, that
everything in this world is on trial
--that even Christianity is on
trial, But if the American free en-
terprise system is on trial, we
should be quite well satisfied with
the results of the trial. It has
brought more benefits to more
people than any system ever de-
vised by man, It has brought the
American people the highest stan-
dard of living the world has ever
known,

Our economic system of indive
jdual incentive and private initia-
tive, as set forth under a consti-
tutional republican form of gov-

Any such attitude is treading on
dangerous ground, It is edging to-
ward soclalism—and it ever a
form of government has been on
trial and-convicted, it is socialism,
Time and sgain, throughout his-

tory, nd:i:tm;hu been tried and
has always failed. And for a good
reason, It violates certain fundas

mental moral and economic laws
that doom it to failure,

Like all vices, however, socials
ism still has its seductive appeals,
One of these is that it will provide
full employment, Totalitarian gove
ernment — and socialism is one
form-—does provide full employ-
ment, But at what cost? There
was full employment under Hitler
in Germany and under Mussolini
in Italy, There is perhaps full em«
| ployment under Malenkov in Rus.
| sia, But where was, and where is,
the freedom in those countries?

And what kind of employment
does this sort of government proe
vide? We too easily overlook the
fact that our standard of living
in this couftry at the depth of the
worst depression we have ever had
was as good or better than normal
living under a socialist governe
ment, The history of free enters
prise is ‘Intermijttent depression,
I‘I‘he history of socialism is perman<
ent depression.

And speaking of the worst de«
pression our country has ever exe
perienced-—that of the 1930s—this
was not the fault of free entere
prise, It was the fault of the peoe
ple themselves. In the late 1920s,
they were gambling wildly and un.
