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Dorchester president testifies in Lubbock

LUBBOCK - The president of 
D orch ester Gas Producing 
Company testified this morning 
that he has said his firm does not 
lay claim to casinghead gas 

"In a few instances. I made that 
statement." the president. James 
Raley, answered in response to 
Harlow Corporation attorney 
Broadus Spivey Raley also read a 
letter written by Dorchester 
officials characterizing the gas in a 
Dorchester well as casinghead gas 

When asked  by H arlow  
intervener's attorney Pat Long 
whether that referred to the same 
gas Dorchester had produced. 
Raley indicated he was not sure 
He said a fracturing job done on the 
well's lower zone might have 
changed the type of gas produced 

Harlow attorneys tried to show 
that a Dorchester gas well that 
began producing oil also produced 
casinghead gas Raley said 
Dorchester claims all gas in the

West Panhandle Field above sea 
level and the Harlow Corporation 
produces gas belonging to 
Dorchester

I>ong had Raley read a 1983 
Dorchester report that found no 
gas losses from drainage in a 
Dorchester gas well near Harlow's 
oil wells Raley had just testified 
that Harlow's wells had caused 
drainage

R a le y , read in g  from  a 
deposition, said the Texas Railroad 
Commission had designated the 
field a common reservoir He 
hedged, however, as to when he 
became aware that Dorchester 
was claiming rights to casinghead 
gas

He admitted the first time 
independent operato/s were 
informed of Dorchester's position 
was when suits were filed in 1982 
Raley estimated he came to that 
conclusion a year or so before that.

D is t r ic t  J u d g e  R o b e r t  
M ontgom ery adm itted into

evidence today a 1979 farm-out 
agreement that Harlow's attorneys 
had argued against as immaterial 
Both sides indicate, however, that 
the document may be beneficial to 
their cases

The trial in the 137th District 
Court at Lubbock adjourned 
Wednesday afternoon after yet 
another legal skirmish over the 
re le ven ce  of the farm -out 
agreement The standard industry 
contract gave Harlow Corporation 
preliminary drilling permission 
before the assignment of the oil 
rights by the lease owners

Raley had told the court earlier 
Wednesday that the owners — 
Lawrence Hagy, Sybil Harrington 
and the Harrington Foundation — 
w ere  a w are  o f p rob lem s  
concerning gas production in 
Harlow's wells six months before 
assigning Harlow the oil rights.

In a January. 1982. meeting in 
Amarillo. Raley testified, he and 
other Dorchester officials told

owners' representatives they 
thought Harlow was producing 
Dorchester's gas They asked for 
the owners' help in the situation

Raley said the owners responded 
they had neither the staff nor the 
incentive to do so He noted they 
had cost-free royalties on Harlow's 
oil production Raley confirmed 
the oil rights went to Harlow in 
June. 1982

A former employee of both 
Dorchester and Harlow testified 
earlier, however, that Dorchester, 
in the past, had never claimed title 
to casinghead gas Walter LaFon 
said he told his successor, John 
Dannelley, that the claim was too 
broad

Dorchester claims all gas rights 
above sea level in the West 
Panhandle Field and is suing 
Harlow for allegedly producing its 
free gas Harlow contends it is 
producing only oil and casinghead 
gas within its legal rights

R a le y  r e c o u n te d  how

Dorchester's suspicions were 
aroused when the amount of gas 
production in Harlow's wells 
almost tripled in one month 
Harlow's reports, he claimed, did 
not show its wells were in the 
disputed brown dolomite layer.

Raley testified Dorchester was 
unable at f irs t  to obtain 
information as to where Harlow 
had perforated its wells Later, he 
said. Dorchester determined it had 
been done in the brown dolomite 
despite Harlow's refusal to admit 
such

With the jury absent. Dorchester 
co-counsel Bob Garner claimed 
Bill Harlow testified in a deposition 
that if his wells were in the 
gas-laden brown dolomite, it would 
be an accident or mistake Raley 
said the owners gave him the 
impression the problem was 
between Dorchester and Harlow 
and did not concern them

Under the unusual set-up. 
Dorchester has the gas rights in the

field near Pampa while Harlow has 
the oil rights. The farm-out 
agreement is one of about ISO title 
documents related to the property.

Harlow attorneys argued 
Wednesday the agreement is 
immaterial and irrelevant. They 
also do not want to have to contest 
every title document, indicating 
they feel introduction of such 
evidence is a "smoke-screen "

If the document was excluded. 
Garner claimed Dorchester's 
constitutional right of due process 
would be violated He added that 
the agreement is an important link 
in the property's chain of title.

Although Harlow thinks the 
document is a red herring, the 
document apparently indicates 
Harlow was required to explore for 
oil. Dorchester, though not a party 
to the farm-out, thinks the 
agreement will show Harlow's gas 
rights were severely limited

Sales tax 
payments 
decrease

Pampa showed a slight dip in 
sales tax payments from the state 
in the latest report from state 
Comptroller Bob Bullock, but its 
receipts are still above last year's 
figures to date

Bullock said the decrease 
resu lted from  bookkeeping 
changes that were part of last 
year's tax deadline speedups. 
making this month's payment 
smaller than the previous August 
payment

The August checks were for 
taxes collected on sales made in 
June by cities levying the one 
percent sales tax and reported to 
the Comptroller by July 20 

Pampa received a check this 
month for |17S,988 88, down about 
$18,400 from last August's payment 
of $194.420.79, Bullock reported 

Total 1984 payments to date are 
$1,056,300 24, about $66.000 above 
comparable period payments of 
$990,340 30 for last year This 
represents a 6 68 percent hike 
above sales tax payments for the 
same 1983 period

Last month the city recorded a 
10 63 percent increase over last 
year's payments.

Another Gray County city 
continued to show increases over 
last year's collections for the year 
to date. Lefors received a check 
from the state this m" ,ii for 
$709 66. down about $38t irom the 
August 1983 payment of $1.089 74 
But its yearly payments total

Mondale renewed his contention 
that taxes must be raised to reduce 
deficits approaching $200 billion a 
year He said the Reagan 
administration was planning a 
post-election increase but wouldn't 
discuss it because it would hit 
lower and moderate income 
families hardest, not the rich

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  With a 
more than 2-to-l victory in the 
Senate, the Reagan administration 
hopes to salvage emergency 
rpilitary aid to El Salvador when 
senators sit down for what is 
expected to be tough bargaining 
with House Democrats

The Republican-controlled  
Senate Wednesday rejected by a 
69-29 vote a move to follow the lead 
of the Democrat-dominated House 
and deny President Reagan's 
request for $117 million to buy 
trucks, helicopters and other 
equipment for the Salvadoran 
army

The issue now goes to a 
H o u s e - S e n a t e  c o n f e r e n c e  
committee, which will iron out this 
and other differences in the two 
versions of a bill to keep various 
government programs going until 
Sept 30. when the current fiscal 
year ends

A s k e d  w h e t h e r  t h e  
Senate-approved funds for El 
.Salvador might face trouble during 
the conferees' meeting today or 
h'riday. Senate Majority Leader 
Howard Raker Jr , R-Tenn . said. 
"Absolutely, but we will just have 

to deal with one thing at a t im e"
In Santa Barbara. Calif . deputy 

White House press secretary Larry 
Speakes said. "W e 're hopeful 
Congress will move forward and 
give us the funding we seek " He 
said Reagan had been making calls 
to members on the issue from his 
ranch in the Santa Ynez 
Mountains

"The White House has some 
reason to believe they can hold 
some funding level on El Salvador 
through the conference." a Senate 
Republican source, declining to be 
quoted by name, told reporters.

A State Department official, also 
insisting on anonymity, said. "The 
administration remains hopeful of 
getting funding in this fiscal year "

In a taste of battles still to come, 
the House Appropr ia t io ns  
subcom m i t t e e  on f o r e i g n  
operations approved $123 million in 
Salvadoran military aid for the 
fiscal year beginning Oct. 1, 
rejecting by a 6-5 vote a move to 
slash the funds by one-third 
William Schneider, undersecretary 
of state for security assistance, 
indicated the administration would 
continue to press for its original 
request of $132 million

"rhe Senate passed its version of 
the supplemental spending bill for 
this fiscal year, totaling $6 9 
billion, by a vote of 62-32 after 
defeating Sen. Daniel Inouye's 
amendment to delete the funds for 
El Salvador The Hawaii Democrat 
argued that the administration had 
not exhausted the $126 million 
C o n g r e s s  had  a l r e a d y  
appropriated for the purpose in this 
fiscal year

Sen Robert Kasten. R-Wis., 
responded that the additional 
money was needed to buy 230 
trucks, eight helicopters and other 
equipment the Salvadorans need to 
track Marxist-led guerrillas to 
their hideouts Kasten is the 
chairman and Inouye the senior 
Democrat on the appropriations 
subcommittee that screens foreign 
aid requests

Earlier, by a vote of 62-37. the 
Senate rejected a move by Sen 
Christopher Dodd. D-Conn., to 
freeze foreign aid spending in the 
rest of the fiscal year to current 
levels, slashing Salvadoran 
military assistance to $25 5 million.

"What in the world are they 
going to do with all this money in 
the next seven weeks?" asked Sen 
David Pryor, D-Ark., a Dodd 
supporter.

Sen John East. R-N.C . on the 
o ther  hand, sa id Dodd 's  
amendment would "gut all aid of 
any real value which is needed at 
this time in Central America "

Gramm attacks Doggett’s stand 
on affirmative action for gays

W A S H I N G T O N  ( A P )  -  
Republican U.S. Senate candidate 
Phil Gramm charged Wednesday 
that spokesmen for his Democratic 
rival, state Sen. Lloyd Doggett. are 
spreading misinformation about 
their candidate's support of a 
homosexual rights bill.

The College Station congressman 
also told a news conference in his 
Capitol Hill office that a Doggett 
campaign spokesmen erroneously 
denied that Doggett actively 
sought a campaign contribution 
from a homosexual group.

"M y  opponent has people 
speaking for him that don't know 
what they're talking about. " 
Gramm said, citing reported 
comments by Doggett campaign 
manager James Carville and press 
secretary Mark McKinnon.

Carville responded in a telephone 
interview from Austin that Gramm 
"conveniently neglected to provide 
the true facts."

Gramm said the proposed Civil 
Rights Amendments Act of 1983,

supported by Doggett, would give 
couHs the authority to order 
" a f f i r m a t i v e  a c t i o n "  for 
homosexuals along with other 
minority groups. But Gramm 
defined "affirmative action" to 
mean such legal relief as hiring, 
reinstatement and back pay.

He said Doggett spokesmen had 
denied that Doggett supported 
homosexual "affirmative action."

Carville said that Doggett did not 
support “ affirmative action”  for 
homosexuals — which he defines as 
hiring quotas — and that such 
programs were specifically ruled 
out in the bill.
* "Lloyd Doggett is not and never 
has been for any affirmative action 
program (for homosexuals). and 
Mr Gramm knows this and should 
retract immediately." Carville 
said

Gramm also disputed a reported 
statement by McKinnon that 
Doggett did not actively solicit a 
contribution from a homosexual 
group.

testing activities would not involve

TUEC is the majority owner of 
Comanche Peak, southwest of Fort 
Worth.

The N u c l e a r  Regu la tory  
Commission would continue its 
d e ta i l ed  r e v i e w  o f  p lant  
construction during the fuel load 
and testing process Also, the 
ASLB's licensing hearing would 
continue, i f  it hasn’t been 
completed beforehand

Late September has been the 
target date set by TUEC for having 
construction completed and Unit 1 
physically ready for fuel load. 
However, the program is running 
about three weeks behind schedule, 
so the unit now is expected to be 
ready for fuel load shortly after the 
middle of October

"We continue to make progress 
toward getting Unit 1 prepared for 
fuel load,”  said Michael D. Spence, 
president of Texas Utilities^

Suit filed in Gulf of Mexico
GALVESTON, Texas (AP) -  An 

attorney representing beachfront 
property owners in Galveston said 
a class-action suit filed against the 
owner and operator of a British 
tanker that caused the Gulf of 
Mexico oil spill should net his 
clients "at least $20million.”

Houston attorney Charles R. 
Houssiere filed the suit, which 
could total  $100 million, in 
G a l v e s t o n  f e d e r a l  court  
Wednesday on behalf of five 
individuals and two companies that 
own oil-blackened property along 
Galveston's west end.

The British tanker Alvenus 
ruptured July 30 off the Louisiana 
coast and spilled some 1.8 million 
gallons of oil into the Gulf. The

tanker is owned by Lloyd's Leasing 
Ltd. of London, leased by Alvenus 
Shipping Ltd. and its oil cargo was 
owned by Conoco

Attorneys for the company that 
leased the tanker,  Alvenus 
Shipping, however, filed a petition 
Tuesday in the same court seeking 
exoneration from or limitation 
from liability under the Water 
Pollution Control Act.

The limitation action seeks a 
ceiling on any liability to the value 
of the vessel and its pending 
freight, estimated at $3.8 million, 
V.D. Vickery, a Houston attorney 
retained by the shipping company, 
said Wednesday.

Vickery said he was unaware of

the suit at midday and refused 
comment He could not be reached 
at his office later Wednesday.

The suit alleges that beachfront 
owners' properties were damaged 
because of gross negligence on the 
^ r t  of Lloyds Leasing. Alvenus 
Shipping and Conoco.

"We think it is interesting to note 
that the defendants had offers from 
various individuals and companies 
to help in the cleanup and that was 
refused.”  Houssiere said.

Houssiere said the suit seeks $10 
million in actual damages. $10 
million in punitive damages and 
plaintiffs reserve the right to 
increase the amount to $100 million 
depending on "what the experts 
say.”

Houssiere said he expects his 
clients to win “at least $20 million” 
in damages.

“ If damages pass $20 million, 
then we don't want to be caught 
unprepared.”  he said. “ There's no 
telling how much damage is 
involved. It's amazing.”

The cleanup, estimated to cost in, 
the millions, has been continuing 
since the first tarballs and oil slicks 
began washing ashore in the 
Galveston area on Friday. Officials 
have said it could take up to four 
weeks to clear the mess.

Coast Guard spokesman Gary 
Stark said the tons of tainted sand 
were being hauled to a land area 
along the Galveston seawall before 
being removed by a contractor.

Record number of aliens are arrested
DALLAS (AP) — In a two-day 

dragnet-style operation, federal 
officials surprised and arrested 760 
suspected illegal aliens at several 
Dallas-Fort Worth businesses

Traveling in caravans and 
accompanied by buses and a 
helicopter, agents from the 
Immigration and Naturalization 
Service and U S. Border Patrol 
surrounded construction and 
manufacturing sites during 
roundups Tuesday and Wednesday.

Local INS officers joined 14 
Border Patrol agents in the raids, 
yielding "a  combined two-day 
record for us this year.”  said

William Noland, deputy district 
director of the INS Dallas-Fort 
Worth regional office.

Two of the largest raids took 
p lace at a m o b i l e  home 
m a n u fac tu r ing  plant near 
Saginaw, north of Fort Worth, and 
an aluminum products company in 
Irving, officials said.

At Melody Homes, the agents 
swooped in about noon Wednesday. 
With the help of a helicopter used to 
spot anyone running from the 
plant, officers searched a number 
of buildings and the surrounding 
area for more than an hour.

A total of 110 workers who could

not show proof of citizenship were 
herded onto the buses and a van 
and taken to a detention center in 
the area, said John Page, field 
supervisor.

Bill Norris, president of Melody 
Homes told The Dallas Morning 
News the company does not 
require proof of citizenship and 
requests only a Social Security 
card

"We don't seek them (illegal 
aliens) out." he said

Norris said he considered it 
unfair to selectively require 
certain employees to furnish proof 
of citizenship tefore they are hired.

“The thing that disturbs me is 
that then (INS agents) come out 
here and disrupt our operation 
instead of patrolling the borders 
and stopping the illegal aliens 
there," he said.

Norris said about three-fourths 
of Melody's 400 employees were 
Hispanics.

Officials of Scotty Aluminum 
declined comment on the Tuesday 
raid at that company, which turned 
up ISO workers without proof of 
citizenship papers.

Individual choice
right way to go

The mandatory air bag. like the proverbial bad penny, 
keeps turning up just as we thought that common sense, 
freedom  o f choice and the guiding hand of the 
marketplace would finally prevail. Not so, or at least not 
yet.

Washington bureaucrats, safety crusaders and some 
insurance companies have been trying for more than a 
decade to buy us all one o f these controversial safety 
features; not with their money, o f course, but with our 
own, and without regard to whether w e wanted exploding 
gas bags planted in our cars ' steering wheels and dash 
panels.

The Reagan administration sought to put an end to this 
i l l - a d v i s e d  c o e r c i on  by  re sc ind ing  a C arter 
administration directive that would have required air 
bags for new cars beginning in 1982. Proponents of air 
bags filed suit and. in time, persuaded the Supreme 
Court to order an administration review  of the case for 
air bags or some other form o f “ passive restraint."

The result o f this review  was Transportation Secretary 
Elizabeth Dole's recent decision mandating air bags or 
automatic seat belts within f ive years unless states 
contain ing two-thirds o f the U S. population pass 
mandatory seat belt laws first.

In an ideal world, virtually everyone would buckle up 
voluntarily and anyone who wanted whatever additional 
protection air bags might o ffer would be free  to purchase 
them In the politicized world we live in. though, the 
choice seems to be coming down to mandatory air bags, 
automat ic  seat belts or state laws making it a 
mindemeanor not to em ploy the belt systems already 
installed in cars.

All three choice are flawed, however, because they 
treat individuals as though we belong to the government 
and not ourselves. In a free society, the individual alone 
is responsible for protecting his body from  injury in an 
auto accident. By not wearing seatbelts, a person 
endangers no none but himself. Laws should be aimed at 
discouraging individuals from endangering others, while 
leaving measures for self-protection in the hands o f each 
citizen.

Buckling up is the smart thing to do. but still a matter 
of individual choice. It should stay that way.
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Outdoor life losing touch
From the New York Times comes the news that 

“ man is losing ground in his age - old battle with 
the mosquito.”  Dismaying, yes, shocking, no. I 
have long expected this. The age • old battle with 
the mosquito tipped against man when he 
abandoned the fogging machine. On this account 
there can be no doubt whatever.

The fogging machine was what we kept 
mosquitoes down with in the summer, at least in 
the country it was. I have no idea what they did in 
the BIG CITY.

The fogging machines’ first appearance of the 
season was a certifiable event. Along about 
sundown here it came, a vibulous dragon belching 
white clouds of DDT. The clouds quickly 
enveloped the yards, cars, houses, everything. 
The point was to run out in the midst of the great 
cloud, to find the dragon to consume you. Still 
more to the point was to grab someone from 
behind, scaring the pants off him.

No doubt, according to environmentalists, one 
should be dead as a consequence of having 
consumed all this DDT. No one thought then of 
such a dire prospect as death.

Only in later years was the fogging machine 
retired. While it endured, it performed two useful, 
and interrelated, services. First, it drew people

out of doors. Second, it made them comfortable 
there, whi le protecting them from the 
ministrations of the mosquito.

The modem age professes to idolize what 
Theodore Roosevelt called the “ strenuous life.”  
That is why there are so many runners. The 
problem with the modem age is its alienation from 
constructive outdoor sitting — a pastime far more 
useful to the community than moping up and down 
the streets.

Consider the disappearance of front porches, 
backyards and patios. In bygone summers people 
sat outdoors to catch whatever breeze might 
happen along, and to shell black - eyed peas. 
Gmerally this was right after supper, which is 
what people used to eat in the evening, back when 
dinner simply enough was at midday.

A light meal — fruit, cereal or something of that 
sort — elim inated the need for extensive 
preparation, which meant there was more time 
for conversation.

Well, along came air conditioning and 
television. The pastime of sitting outside watching 
the stars and making wishes vanished utterly. So 
necessarily did relaxed conversation about the. 
state of the world or, consequently, the state of the 
back flower bed.

The Great Outdoors beckoning. From the porch, 
social center as it was, family members dispersed - 
to various inside occupations.

I do not know whether it has been adequately 
noticed, but much of the blame for this state of 
affairs is the invention of the black • eyed pea 
steller. We have flown far from thé days when 
Angers did all the work of pea shelling. Now we 
buy our peas shelled at the farm ers market.

This is more a confession of personal guilt than a 
blast on nameless backsliders. I, too, own a pea 
shelter, of which I blame for these actions the 
modem world. Though faster than any fingers I 
know, the mechanical pea shelter is a Russian 
taskmaster. Leaning forward to operate the 
machine strains the back; the noise inhibits 
conversation, and conversation as any human pea 
shelter knows, is why the beiwvolent God created 
the black - eyed pea. Most damaging of all, 
because of the need to plug it in, the pea sheller 
must be operated indoors.

Small wonder there is no fogging machine these 
days. Its comings and goings, far from exciting 
wonder and joy, would go unnoticed. No one would 
be outdoors to see it belching magically along like 
revelation.

U.S. Embassy called shots with accuracy

I’m developing new respect for our diplomatic 
corps.

At least that part of it that looks after our 
interests in embassies around the world, 
frequently in very unpleasant places.

It comes from a recent report in the New York 
Times on what is apparently the major literary 
activity in revolutionary Iran — the piecing 
togKher and pubiication of secret U.S. documents 
captured in the Nov. 4, 1979, seizure of the 
embassy.

What the reconstructed documents reveal is in 
some respects even more so.

For example, far from ru lin g  to abandon the 
shah, the Carter administration was loathe to 
recognise until very late in the game the signs that 
bothkia health and power were slipping.

The embassy was hearing and reporting 
rumors, but the dseislon makers in Tehran and —

remarkable accuracy.
Washington was another matter.
The latter, for example, looked for an army 

coup if the shah couldn’t hold on and was inclined 
to help it along. But a memorandum from the 
embassy's defense attache shortly before 
Ayatollah Khomeini returned from exile predicted 
that the army would — as it did — back Klwmeini.

Washington thought the mullahs were a passing 
fancy and would quickly be supplanted by 
modwate nationalists. T ^ a n  said otherwise, 
that they were entrenched in power.

The embamy strongly opposed admitting the 
shah to the U.S. for m^ical treatment, warning of 
“an immediate and violent reaction" that might 
including “ assassinations, harassment and 
kidnappings.”

Washington at the time was pushing for 
“normalisation’’ of embassy services. The 
embasay was urging a reduction in personnel, just 
in case. One memorandum suggested a reduction
kiatafftoL

Study finds food  causes childhood eczema

MEXICO CITY (AP)  -  The 
United State! told 140 countries 
attending a U.N. population 
conference that it. will tighten 
enforcement of a 10-year-old policy 
barring the use of U.S. foreign aid 
to pay for or promote abortions.

The Reagan administration's 
population assisUnce plan was 
outlined in a speech Wednesday by 
James Buckley, head of the U.S. 
delegaUon. to the International 
Conference on Population.

C iting a 1059 declaration 
protecting the rights of children 
before and after birth, he said; “ In 
keeping with this affirmation, the 
United States does not consider 
abortion an acceptable element of 
family planning progams "

Meanwhile. Pope John Paul II 
sent a message to the conference 
saying the Roman Catholic Church 
considers a serious offense 
“ against human dignity and Justice 
all activities of governments or 
other public authorities attempting 
to limit in any way the freedom of 
married couples to decide on 
having children"

The message, addressed to 
conference secretary-general 
Rafael M. Salas of the Philippines, 
said, “ Consequently, we firmly 
re jec t any act ions by the 
authorities opposing conception, 
including the prom otion of 
sterilization and forced abortion.”  

Buckley said the United States 
sees economic development as the 
best way to reduce population 
growth and considers free market 
po l i c i e s  the path to that 
development.

The world population is 4.677 
billion and. according to World 
Bank figures, it will double by the 
year 2050 if it continues to increase 
at its current rate.

Buckley said the new funding 
policy “ tightens" a 10-year-old 
prohibition against U.S. assistance 
for abortion in three ways:

—Aid to countries which support 
abortion must be placed in 
separate accounts to ensure that 
the money is not used for abortion.

—Aid to private organizations 
that "perform or actively promote 
abortion as a method of family

planning in other nations”  will be 
stopped.

—Contributions to the U.N. Fund 
fo r  P o p u la t i o n  Ac t iv i t ie s ,  
organiser of the conference, will be 
stopped unless it provides concrete 
assurances that the agency does 
not carry out or fund “ abortion or 
c o e r c i v e  f a m i l y  p lann ing  
programs."

Bradman Weerakoon, secretary 
genera l o f the International 
Planned Parenthood Federation, 
which receives about flS  million a 
year in aid from the United States, 
said after Buckley's speech that 
there were inconsistencies in the 
policy.

He said that while governments 
would continue to receive funds if 
they were not used for abortion, “ in 
the case of non-govemmental 
organizations the whole program is 
threatened with cutoff if some part 
of their far-flung activity has some 
element of abortion."

Buckley said the Reagan 
administration has asked for an 
increase in family planning foreign 
aid

BOSTON (A P ) — Outbreaks of 
eczema that strike up to 4 percent 
of all children can be caused by 
food allergies, and eggs and milk 
are among the most frequent 
culprits, accordihg to a study 
published today.

The latest research links diet and 
rashes in pre-school youngsters 
a n d  c o n c l u d e s  t h a t  
“ hypersensitivity to food must be 
considered as one factor in the 
pathogenesis (cause) of atopic 
dermatitis."

Between 1 and 4 percent of all 
children have eczema, also known 
as atopic dermatitis. Food has

often been suspected to be one of 
the causes, although the evidence 
was inconclusive.

Just how often food is actually 
responsible for children's rashes Is 
still not clear. In this study, 
r e s e a r c h e r s  f o u n d  t h a t  
three-quarters of the young victims 
tested were allergic to foods.

The researchers believe that 
body cells that secrete histamine 
and other chemicals play a role in 
food allergies, as they are known to 
do in other kinds of allergies, such 
as hay fever.

The study, conducted by Dr. 
Hugh A. Sampson and Patricia L.

Jolie of Duke University Medical 
Canter, was published today in the 
INew England Journal of Medicine.

They studied 33 youngsters with 
eczema and found that 34 of them 
were allergic to some foods. The 
most common allergy producers 
were eggs, milk and peanuts, but 
wheat, nsh, beef, peas and rye 
could also cause reactions.

The researchers touched off the 
allergic reactions by feeding the 
youngsters dehydrated food 
capsules, broth or Juice. For 
comparison, they also gave them 
food-free placebos, but these did 
not produce any ill effects.

Britain agrees to help clear mines

Britan has agreed to Join the 
United States in clearing mines 
from heavily traveled Red Sea 
shipping ianes where explosions 
have damaged at least 13 ships in 
the past few weeks.

The United States, responding to 
an E g y p t i a n  r e q u e s t ,  is 
dispatching speciai helicopters to 
the Red Sea to drag the waterway 
with devices designed to detect and 
destroy mines. The helicopters are 
expected to arrive by early next 
week, along with a U.S. support 
ship.

Britain, aiso asked by Egypt for 
assistance, said Wednesday night 
it would help clear mines from the 
Gulf of Suez, at the Red Sea's

nothern end. It said minesweepers 
and a support ship now in the 
Mediterranean would arrive in 
seven days, but gave no other 
details

Governments in the West and in 
the Red Sea region have not said 
who they think is responsible for 
the e x p l o s i o n s ,  a l though  
anonymous callers last week told 
news agencies in London that the 
extremist Islamic Jihad (Islamic 
Holy War) group placed at least 190 
mines in Red Sea waters.

Iran on Tuesday credited Islamic 
Jihad with the minings as a strike 
against ''a rro ga n t'' Western 
nations. On Wednesday. Iran 
reversed itself and said the mines 
were a U.S.-Israeli plot to defame

its fundamentalist Islamic regime.
U.S. officials have said that evsn 

if markings are found on the mines, 
it will be difficult to confirm who 
placed them.

Egypt owns the Suez Canal and 
encloses the adjoining Gulf of Suez, 
which meets the Red Sea at its 
southern end. Revenue from 
commercial traffic through the 
canal is important to Egypt's 
economy. The canal is the fastest 
sea route between the West and the 
Middle East oil region.

In Paris, French President 
Francois Mitterrand conferred 
W ednesday  with  D j i b o u t i  
President Hassan Gouled and 
Egyptian Foreign Minister Esmat 
Ab^lmeguid about the mining.

— A Corpus Christi man has been 
accused of stealing his neighbor's 
water, the first report of water 
theft in three years of drought.

The man, who owns a pasture on 
the edge of the city, had hooked a 
garden hose to the outside water 
faucet of a neighbor's house and

was using the water for his horses.
Corpus Christi  instituted 

mandatory iwater conservation 
measures July 1 and will initiate 
stricter measures Aug. 25

"It's the first report we've ever 
hand on someone stealing water," 
said Lt. Albert Perez, head of the

Breakfast with a western flavor

CLAUDE, Texas (AP)  — Dozens 
of eggs and sourdough biscuits are 
already simmering in 30-inch 
skillets by the time the High Plains 
sun strikes the Palo Duro Canyon’s 
aged, red walls.

Tom  Chr i s t i an  and his

all cooked

chuckwagon crew are rustling up 
another breakfast offor dozens 
Yankees, or Australians, or 
Britons looking for a taste of the 
Old West.

Three to four days a week every 
summer, Christian and his family 
put on a "Cowboy Morning" for up 
to a 140 city slickers who pay $15 a 
head to visit his 7,000-acre ranch, 
which sprawls along the canyon.

They arrive at the Figure 3 ranch 
in bus loads, stopping at the 
entrance for a wagon ride to the 
canyon's rim about 7 a.m.. There, 
Christian's crew of several ranch 
hand and three of his four children 
have been working on breakfast for 
two hours over two rebuilt 
chuckwagons.

Except for a metal shed and 
picnic tables, the atmosphere is 
vintage 19th century.

The visitors, including many who 
came to nearby Amarillo to tour its 
huge feedlots, breakfast on boiled 
coffee, dozens of scrambled eggs, 
gallons of gravy, sourdough

biscuits and sausage, 
over open fires.

“ There aren’t any hotels here. 
We're trying to make this as much 
like the late 1800s as possible,”  
Christian's wife, Ann, told a bus 
load of visitors one summer 
morning

After chow, the group breaks up 
for horseback riding and contests 
in roping and cow-chip throwing. 
Christian, a 52-year-old former 
s t a t e  l e g i s l a t o r ,  g i v e s  
demonstrations in branding before 
the wagon and bus rides back to 
civilization.

Christian, whose grandfather 
settled on the ranch in 1889, had 
been using the cooking gear for 
years with guests before Amarillo 
tourism officials approached him 
about starting the breakfasts.

“ We used to camp outside for 
hunting trips. We just put the stuff 
together and enlarged it." he said.

Anra r i l l o ' s  v i s i t o r  and 
convention council was looking for 
some way to entertain guests 
whose only exposure to Texas may 
have consisted of old Westerns and 
episodes of TV's “ Dallas.”

"W e were just interested in 
letting people know something of 
the history of this part of the 
country and the heritage.”  Mrs. 
Christian said.

The Christian family's "Cowboy

Morning”  took about two years to 
get off the ground.

“ It really started moving out last 
year with its first big years,”  said 
Kevin Knapp, director of the city’s 
tourism council. "Last year, we 
had 3,200. This year, and we 
haven't even completed the season 
(which ends in September), we've 
had 5,500 ”

The trip to the Figure 3 ranch is 
part of a “ Day in the Old West”  
tourist package that includes a 
livestock auction, a steakhouse 
dinner and a visit in the evening to 
another part of the canyon for a 
barbecue and the musical  
"Texas”

“ A lot of people are going to 
Dallas. Houston and San Antonio 
and they’re not getting a true taste 
of Texas anymore," Knapp said 
“ Cities like Amarillo still have a 
western flavor."

“ You must leave something for 
the other side's intelligence service 
to do," Walters, who served as 
deputy director of the Central 
Intelligence Agency from 1972 
through 1976. said at a Houston 
news conference Wednesday.

Walters told business and

political leaders at a Latin 
American conference in Houston 
that Cuban Premier Fidel Castro is 
a “ t rue b e l i e v e r "  in the 
Communist system and would like 
nothing more than “ to see us go 
down the drain."

“ People say Cuba is now the 
largest government in the world." 
Walters said. "Their government 
is in Moscow, the army in Africa 
and the people in Florida."

Walters said he believes the 
United States has the best record of 
any country in the world in dealing 
with immigrants. Many of the 12 
million illegal aliens in the United 
States never are asked to leave the 
country, he said.

Hatfield says wife’s fees legitimate
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Sen. 

Mark Hatfield says his wife, 
Antoinette, legitimately earned the 
$40,000 she received from a Greek 
en trepreneu r  and denies  
allegations Unking the payment to 
his support of a trans-Africa oil 
pipeline.

‘ ‘ My  w i f e  conduc ts  an 
independent real estate business," 
the Oregon Republican said 
Wednesday.

‘‘There was not, is not and never 
will be any connection between her 
real estate dealings and my 
senatorial responsibility, including 
my support for a trans-Africa 
pipeline," he said.

Hatfield's comments came in 
response to a published report that 
former associates of the man who 
made the payment, Basil Tsakos,

have told the Senate Ethics 
Committee a different story about 
the money.

Meanwhile, the FBI is moving to 
in v e s t i g a t e  the p a y m e n t ,  
according to reports in today’s 
editions of The Washington Post 
and The New York Times.

The Times said that officials in 
the Justice Department's criminal 
division discussed the Hatfield 
situation Wednesday with officials 
of the FBI, which will conduct the 
inquiry. Tlw issue for the FBI, said 
the Post, is whether the $40,000 
payment could constitute an illegal 
attempt to influence Hatfield's 
official actions.

Quoting acquaintances of the 
former Tsakos associates, the 
Times said sworn statements 
claim the payment to Mrs. Hatfield

had little to do with Tsakos' 
purchase or renovation of an 
apartment  in Washington's 
Watergate complex. The paper's 
sources refused to be identified.

The four payments made to Mrs. 
Hatfield by Tsakos, the sworn 
statements reportedly claim, may 
have been made as compensation 
to Hatfield for the senator's efforts 
on behalf  of a $10 billion 
trans-Africa oil pipeline.

In 1982 and 1983, Tsakos was 
attempting to drum up support for 
the privately financed pipeline, 
which does not technically need 
backing from the U.S. government 
Authorities have said, however, 
African nations might be more 
inclined to favor the pipeline if it 
were sanctioned by the United 
States.

Hatfield confirmed earlier that 
he had met with several federal 
and foreign officials to press them 
on behalf of the pipeline.

But he said the money paid to 
Mrs. Hatfield was not connected 
with his lobbying effort. "These 
allegations are erroneous, but for 
some reason continue to receive 
front-page credibility," Hatfield 
said, adding they were apparently 
"from Anonymous third parties 
who live overseas."

"M y wife earned the fees, which 
she received from Mr. and Mrs. 
Tsakos." Hatfield said, adding the 
income was reported to the 
Internal Revenue Service and on 
his Senate financial disclosure 
forms.

Moreover, Hatfield said, he fully 
supports the pipeline.

Missing prison witness thought sighted

WASHINGTON (AP)  -  Ten 
years ago today, a typed letter was 
delivered to the secretary of state.
“ I hereby resign the Office of 
President of the United States," it 
said. It was signed: “ Sincerely, 
Richard Nixon."

The one-sentence note marked 
the end of a remarkable period in 
American history in which an 
American president tried to hide 
White House involvement in a 
squalid burglary, got caught at it, 
and was finally forced from office 
as scandal after scandal was 
opened to public scrutiny.

“ It is hard to believe that 10 
years ago Mr. Nixon resigned his 
p r e s id en cy . "  Rep. Thomas 
Downey, D-N.Y., told the House of 
Representatives on Wednesday. “ I 
think it's appropriate that we take 
time to reflect on those 10 years 
because it gives us an indication of 
what is right with this country and 
what is wrong."

What is right, Downey said, “ is 
that we proved ourselves to be a 
nation of laws and not of men, that 
no individual was exempt from the 
law and that if you violate it, the 
very foundations of our Republic, 
you would be punished as Richard 
Nixon was.”

What is wrong, he added, “ is that 
we have a collective amnesia as a 
nation ... Richard Nixon has made 
a r e m a r k a b l e  c o m e b a c k .  
Forgotten are the things that he did 
to this nation"

Nixon, the successful author of 
four books since his resignation, 
has gone from self-imposed exile to 
sought-after speaker; from a 
pariah shunned by his party to 
fund-raiser; from president who 
felt It necessary to proclaim “ I am 
not a crook" to oracle on foreign 
policy.

All this was impossible to foresee 
on Aug. 9. 1974, when Nixon said 
goodbye to his staff and friends and 
left the White House with a final, 
defiant, V-for-victory gesture.

At noon that day, taking the oath 
of an office to which he had not 
been e lected.  Gerald Ford, 
proclaimed: “ Our long national 
n i g h t m a r e  is o v e r .  Our 
Constitution works. Our great 
lepublic is a government of laws 
and n oto fen "

He asked that the country 
confirm him with its prayers. And 
he asked for prayers for Nixon. 
“ May our former president who 
brought peace to millions find it for 
himself," Ford said.

Nixon was halfway across the 
country — over Missouri — when 
the office passed to his successor. 
In the nation's capital, the pressure 
that had built all week was finally 
relieved.

Privately, Nixon talked about 
“ the countdown to resignation."

It began on Monday, Aug. S, 
when the president — under orders 
from the Supreme Court to give up 
more tapes of White House 
conversations — admitted he had 
lied to everyone, even to his own 
lawyers, about his involvement in 
the Watergate cover-up. Three of 
those tapes constituted "the 
smoking g u n "  impeachment 
advocates had looked for.

They had a devastating effect on 
Nixon's support in Congress. Even 
congressmen who had voted 
against a committee resolution 
calling for his impeachment said it 
would be “in the national interest" 
if Nixon left the White House.

On Tuesday, Nixon told his 
Cabinet that his quitting had to be 
seen as his own decision and not 
one forced by public pressure or 
consensus of his staff.

On Wednesday, he met with 
three congressional leaders of the 
Republican Party, who told h'm he 
could count on only 18 votes In the 
•enate If there were  an 
impeachment trial. "I  don't have 
many alternatives, do I?” Nixon 
raeells saying.

On Hwrsoay, at noon, he met 
with Ford — the vice president 
appointed to take the place of Spiro 
T. Agnew, who resigned In 
diapace a year earlier — and said.

he would quit the next day. Ford 
left the office in tears.

The entire country paused to 
hear Nixon's speech that evening. 
“ In the past few days," said Nixon, 
speaking from the Oval Office, “ it 
has become evident to me that I no 
longer have a strong enough 
political base in the Congress . 1  
have never been a quitter. To leave 
office before my term is completed 
is abhorrent to every instinct in my 
body."

MADISONVILLE. Texas (AP)  -  
A man who disappeared a day after 
it was publicly announced he was a 
witness in a prison investigation is 
believed to be alive in Ohio or 
Pennsylvania, authorities said.

A man matching the description 
of James R. Pitts, who has been 
missing since July 3, was seen 
trying to use Pitts' American 
Express credit card to check into a 
Pittsburgh motel Tuesday night, 
Madison (bounty Sheriff Ed said in 
an article published in The Houston 
Post today

Pitts worked for seven years at 
Texas Department of Corrections, 
where he was a construction 
superintendent before resigning in 
January to work for a small oil 
company.

His bloody, bullet-ridden van was 
found near a roadside park in 
Madison County July 3. the day 
after Attorney (General Jim Mattox 
anounced Pitts had agreed to

cooperate in an investigation into 
TDC's handling of construction 
bids. Mattox said Pitts also agreed 
to pay $25,000 for violating state 
bidding laws.

Fannin said American Express 
provided authorities with an 
address in Cleveland, Ohio, where 
a man using the name James R. 
Pitts rented an apartment

Two witnesses at the apartment 
complex reported seeing a man 
whose description fit Pitts "to a 
T,”  Fannin told the Post. The man

Fannin said the apartment was 
vacant Wednesday and the 
whereabouts of its tenant unknown, 
but said he is sure the renter is 
Pitts.

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sport out of bear hunting

CONCORD. N.H. (AP ) -  Bear 

hunting In theae parte hae gone 
high-tech, and tome local 
mMitamen are up In arms about It. 
They say It's unfair to the bear.

The use of radio transmitters on 
hunting dogs, the preseason 
training of dogs in mock hunts, and 
an upswing in use of hired guides 
have combined to produce “a bear 
eradication program." according 
to Gary Crockett, a land trader and 
commercial hunting guide himself.

"They go riding around with the 
dogs in their four-wheel-drive 
pickups, talk on their CB radios, 
use the radio collars on their dogs. 
Sometimes they have two sets of 
dop," says Crockett. When the 
pursued bear climbs a tree, the 
hunter — the guide's client — 
shoots it.

"Where's the sport?" asks 
Oockett.

That question is being echoed by 
others at New Hampshire hunters 
prepare for the the ltf4 season, 
which runs Sept. 1 through Dec. 2.

Capt. Henry Mock, assistant law 
enforcement chief for the Pish and 
Game Department, says the 
uproar has convinced many bear 
hkmters they have to control their 
sport or lose it. Last month, the 
New Hampshire Bear Hunters' 
Association said it would support 
bans on commercial guiding for 
bears, as well as the training of 
dogs in the spring, when the bears 
have Just finished hibernating and 
young cubs are in the woods.

The department is reviewing the 
proposals. But Mock says even if 
the proposals  satisfy the

department, they may not satisfy 
critics such as Crockett.

"These people, they're all 
hunters. Their qualms are, you're 
suppoeed to go out hunting using 
your instincts and your eyes and 
your nose," Mock says. "RlMnyou 
go out there with electronic 
devices, it becomes a moral issue. 
The bear can't compete."

Mock adds that with the 
legislature out of session until 
January, no one can change the 
rules for this fall. Harris Ashley, 
president of the hunters'  
association, says he hopes critics 
will “ease off a little" anyway in 
light of the group's proposals.

Many of these critics, like 
Crocket t ,  a r e  f rom the 
northernmost part of the state. 
Crockett, whose father is from 
Virginia, says he doesn't know 
whether he's a descendant of 
frontiersman Davey Crockett. 
"There was a rumor when I was a 
kid that we were, but I really don't 
know," he said.

Last year, hunters in the state 
killed 2S1 black bears, the most 
common species in North America.

Many of these hunters concede 
that reforms are needed, but 
defend the use of radio collars. 
Ashley says it is years of training, 
not radio collars, that enable 
hunting dogs to tree a bear.

"You can put 10 collars on your 
cocker spaniel and it's not going to 
tree a bear," says Ashley.

He adds that the chief benefit of 
the collars is to prevent dogs from 
getting lost. He recalls when one of 
his dogs fell to its death while 
chasing a bear up a rocky ledge. 
“The only way I found that dog and

got peace of mind was through the 
collar," he says.

Such arguments haven't swayed 
officials in Pittsburg, Crockett's 
hometown, or four _ neighboring 
towns. Midway through last fall's 
hunting season, they asked for an 
emergency ban on bear hunting 
with dogs.

“ The m a jo r i t y  of the 
undersigned have been hunters, 
fishermen or trappers most of their 
lives." they wrote. “All of us feel 
strongly that the use of modem 
radio technology with dog packs in 
b ea r  hunt ing  should be 
permanently prohibited by law."

Fish and Game officials denied 
the request, saying there was no 
emergency. Two months later, the 
protest broadened.

"W e,  the undersigned, as 
landowners and sportsmen, would 
like to express our growing 
concern about the increasing use of 
radio-assisted, bear-hunting dogs 
and the excesses committed by the 
so-called ‘guides' who release 
them ," Crockett and other 
landowners sahl in a petition last 
December.

“The practice of hunting bear 
with dogs should be abolished," the 
petitioners said. “ We have, 
therefore, decided to post our 
property unless some action is 
taken, and will encourage our 
neighbors to follow suit."

Mock personally believes that 
commercialization, not radio 
collars, are the root of the problem.

“Bear hunting has become a 
very lucrative venture," he says, 
with guides earning up to fl.SOO per 
trip plus money from selling teeth, 
claws and other bear parts.

GARDNERVILLE. Nev. (AP) -

grand piano, i used an air 
compressor to blow out as much 
moisture as 1 could, but I didn't 
have time to get enough out for it to 
sound good during rehearsal."

Liberace, unaware of the 
drenching his piano had received, 
implored Doucette to improve the 
piano's sound before the dinner 
show.

"Prom 3 in the afternoon until 
showtime. I sweated over that 
piano. I iMd to tune it four times 
before it held," he said. _

Plano tuners are properly called 
piano tachnicians, requiring a skill 
beyond tightening strings to the 
exact tension.

Doucette likens a piano to a 
wooden computer. Each key 
triggers 14 precisely balanced 
m o «^  parts ~  1,232 adjustments 
per piaiio, not counting strings. An 
average tuning takes him about 4S 
minutes, compared to the eight 
hours it took when he started out.

Doucette's mother was what he 
calls " a  small-time concert 
pianist" on the East Coast who was 
impressed with the ear her son 
diiplayed for music at the age of 3.

He started studying piano at the 
age of I, but quit to study guitar 

' instead. He spent several years as 
a supper club folksinger and still 
prefers the guitar to the piano.

He arrivH in the Lake Tahoe 
area in the 1970s and became an 
apprentice to A1 Sutton, with whom 
he still works at Harrah's 
showroom. Doucette also tunes 

..pianos for the High Sierra and

Caesars Taho* caaliiiiM and mas an 
instrument workshop in 
GardaerviUe.

Despite the perfectkii demanded 
by many of tte showroom artists, 
Doucette said he had never had a 
complaint— just a few (fie* calls.

Barry Manllow decided before 
one engagement that none of the 
pianos in the hotel was good enough 
for him.

A suitable one was found in Reno, 
but had to make the hour’s drive to 
the lake in an open bed truck in the 
dead of winter.

BEAUMONT, Texas (AP) -  

Move over. King Cheops. Make 
way for Sidney DeVersa. He's the 
new kid on the block, and he’s got 
plans (or a pyramid you Egyptian 
Uags wouldn't believe.

Not that DeVersa. M, fiU the bill 
as a pyramid freak. No way, he 
says. He doesn’t believe that 
pyramids sharpen razor blades, 
energise batteries or prolong life. 
He’s just your ordinary guy with a 
pyramid over his backyard garden 
and several hundred pyramids 
decorating his living room.

DeVersa. an unemployed welder, 
lowers himself onto a chair in the 
Aade behind his house on Franklin 
Street and explains. Holding s 
glass of iced tea in one hand and 
gesticulating with the other, he 
says, "I'm not into pyramid power. 
I'm really not.”

Then what is that 20-foot pole and 
wire structure hovering over his 
garden? “Well. I'U tell you how it 
started,” DeVersa says, his dark

DeVersa's voice breaks and he 
slops speaking. He nervously runs 
Us fingers through his tUck beard, 
than continues.

“Bomething about that little old 
thing fascinated me. To me, it felt 
Hk* a symbol of God. It done 
something for me. Then one day I 
was sitting out here in t)i* back

browq eyes burning fiercely. "Last 
year my son. Oiuck, had an

yard and I decided I had to build a 
bigger pyramid. So I put up the 
frame and paid a man to build the 
canvas tent.

“That was about October. The 
wind finally got it this spring 
during a storm. It blew the tent 
down.

“But I'm not through. I've got to 
build a bigger pyramid. I've got to! 
I know that sounds crazy, but tha^s 
how I feel. I feel it! I found the 
power of the pyramids. It's the 
power of God "

Sensing the urgency in his voice. 
DeVersa becomes self-conscious. 
Wiping the sweat from his bronzed 
face, he probes the faces of his 
visitors. Too many people have 
called him crazy, and he knows it.

Then DeVersa jumps to his feet. 
"Come on I want to show you my 
garden," he says, heading for the 
tomato plants. The tomatoes are 
huge, bending the thick green 
branches, and as red as a fire 
truck. The frame of the pyramid 
rises above them.

“Have you ever seen tomatoes 
like these? I picked one tlie other 
day that weighed 2 pounds.” 
DeVersa says. “I'm not saying it's 
supernatural. Like I said, I don't 
believe in pyramidic powers. But 
what would you think?

“I know better. I mean I think I 
know better. At least I should know 
better. You want to go inside and 
see my living room now?”

The living room is a tabernacle 
of pyramicto. The room contains 
hundreds of them, of all colors and 
sizes. Small ones made of 
construction psper hang from the 
ceiling, the walU, the draperies. A 
pyramid Christmas tree with 
blinking lights and tinsel sits in the 
comer. A pyrsmid coffee table 

. hangs from the ceiling, its surfscc

dotted with pyramid-shaped cups 
and ashtrays.

“I did this before Christmas," 
DeVersa says. “No way am I going 
to take it down. This is my thing. 
This is my deal. It stays."

So he stands in the room, 
surrounded by pyramids he does 
not believe in but which give him 
strength to carry on. "Like I said, I 
don't believe in pyramidic 
powers," he says. “The only power 
in a pyramid shape is the power of 
God. But it's chañad my life, and I 
just want people to beUeve that I 
believe.

"My goal is to keep building a 
pyramid bigger and bigger and 
bigger. 1 don’t care if I have to go to 
the moon. I'll never quit. I'll never 
get one big enough.

me specialists are primarily 
aslng two methods to encourage 
eagles to reproduce. In one, cagleU 
hatched by a mated pair arc placed 
In wild nests occupied by adult 
eagles, in hopes that (oeter parents 
will rear the young.

In the other approach, eagle 
chicks are placed in a "hacking” 
tower In the wild, where they arc 
led by man and encouraged to 
eventually take to the wild to 
forage far themselves. Wild eagles 
feed on fish and waterfowl.

an eaglet in April from a mated 
pair. On April 13. two chicks from a 
30-year-old female eagle named 
Betsy Ross were hatched at the 
Cincinnati Zoo. The new eaglets 
were scheduled to be released into 
the wild in Ohio, zoo officials said.

It was the fourth successful 
hatching for Betsy and her partner, 
Brookfield Baldy, on loan from 
Brookfield Zoo in Chicago. In 1979, 
another eaglet from Betsy Ross 
was released into the wild at a 
hacking tower in northern Ohio.

“Thnt, to our knowledge, was a 
successful venture," Maruska 
said.

\ amall group of women sat talking, 
waiting for the late arrivals

Judging by the range in the 
women’s ages and variety of 
causual attire, it could have been a 
llvperware party or a gathering 
for an in*home cosemtics 
demonstration. It wasn’t. The 
common interest, the common 
experience, that drew the women 
together was that all had been 
battered by the men they married.

“Battering is used so casually by 
so many people. Many think of as 
just getting slapped around a bit or 
pundied out. but most of us — I 
know I would have — would have 
welcomed just a plain beaUng.” 
said Diane Murray, the organiser 
and one of the principal supporters 
of The Open Door shelter for 
battered families in Commerce, 
which also serves Hopkins County.

"For me. It was seven years of 
being up, burned with cigarettes, 
slashed with razor blades, 
watching my children being beaten 
by their father because he knew 
that would hurt me worse than if he 
hit me.’’ she said.

For some of the women, 
battering included sexual assaults 
of them and their children by the 
husband and father. Sometimes the 
assaults concluded in serious 
internal injuries for the woman.

"Why didn't we just leave, 
people ask us.” Ms. Murray said. 
“Well, 1 tried many times before I 
finally got away, but those times 
when I ran, he came after me.... 
When he pointed a gun at the head 
of my six-week-old baby. 1 went 
home with him,” she said.

Another of the victims. Bobbie, 
said, “No one understands. And 
unless it's happening to them or 
someone they know, people don't 
care and they don't believe. 1 didn’t 
know men did things like that until 
1 was 20 years old and it was my 
husband doing it to me. Now 1 hear 
people, like a nurse 1 know who’s 
supposed to be educated, say the 
women (battered wives) like it (the 
beating).... It's so embarrassing.”

The feeling of wanting to hide 
rather than flee was expressed by 
the other women.

“This feeling just enforces the 
isolation and the 'learned 
helplessness' we experience,” Ms. 
Murray said.

Kay, who had just recently left 
her husband, said softly after a 
moment's hesitation. "I felt 1 was

part of the fault of him fighting 
ma.... I was afraid he'd take tha 
boy away. He was always trying to 
m ^e me feel like 1 wasn’t taking 
care of the kids,’’ she said, 
speaking defensively. “He’d fight 
me, and I’d drink. It got so that I'd 
start drinking about an hour before 
he'd get home.... I’d drink just to 
kill the pain. He said I was ah 
alcoholic.” After a moment, she 
said to no one in particular, “But 
he'd been fighting me a long time 
before I started drinking. I haven’t 
had a drink since 1 left. ”

Another fr ctor in the women not 
Uking flight after the first blows is 
that frequently they have no means 
of self-support, place to live or 
transportation. Many marry 
young, in their mid-teens or 
younger. They do not have job 
sUlla or information they need to 
survive on their own and have 
pre-school children to support.

Ms. Murray, now a graduate 
student at East Texas State 
University, explained her former 
situation. “1 married at age 13. By 
the time 1 was IS. 1 had a child in 
each hand. 1 felt so stigmatized by 
being an Sth-grade drop-out and 
married. I didn’t know what to do 
or where to go.” she said.

“They (the victims of family 
violence) don’t know that they can

get help with support for 
themselves and their children — 
education and help in finding jobs, 
day care and a place to live," she 
said.

But without all those support 
services, escape is impossible. 
Sometimes, even with help when/ 
and where it Is available, it seems 
impossible to some victims. The 
only way out for some victims of 
family violence is suicide or 
murder.

” I know I thought many times 
about getting the gun out of the 
closet and shooting him while he 
slept," Murray said bitterly, 
adding, "it never occurred to me 
then that if people knew what was 
happening to me and my children, 
they wouldn’t understand.... I don’t 
really know why I didn't do it. 
Thank God. 1 didn't.”

Ms. Murray cites the cases of 
women who chose that route to end 
their terror and pain, only to find 
that society didn't understand, and 
now they are serving sentences in 
state prisons around the nation.

As in Karen’s case, their 
tormentors have other ways than 
force or just terror to keep their 
victims from leaving. “When I'd 
leave, he would threaten to kill 
himself. I'd feel sorry for him and 
thought he needed me. Then it

would start all over.... 1 felt dead, 
just dead. No hopes, no dreams, 
just dead.”

Karen left her husband and found 
safety and support at the Open 
Door.

Ms. Murray added the postscript 
to Karen’s story. Her husband did 
kill himself. “But that is not 
unusual. Many, if not most, of these 
family situations end in someone 
getting killed. She’s just lucky he 
didn’t do it before she left and kill 
her and the children, too,” Ms. 
Murray added.

Ms. Murray has turned her 
experience into the engine that 
drives her campaign to lead other 
w o m e n  o u t  of  t h e i r  
"not-so-private" hell. While 
working on her master's degree in 
counseling at ETSU, (the Sth grade 
drop-out and mother of five earned 
a bachelor’s degree in three 
years), was prodded by her 
instructors to "do something" 
about the problems she knew so 
well.

The Open Door program in 
Commerce, which serves families 
in several surrounding East Texas 
counties, is the result of Diane 
Murray and Dr. Edith Wynn, a 
member of ETSU’s faculty, 
deciding to do “something. ”

The program, which includes a

shelter, support services,  
counseling and a 24-bour hotline, is 
operated by all volunteers and 
funded by donations from the 
community.

But the program, although 
well-received by the citiaens, law 
enforcement and human services 
agencies in the area has been 
caught in a “Catch 22 " situation.

Putting the needs of battered 
families in the public eye has 
become one of Ms. Murray's 
principal concerns. “I get all 
d r e s s e d  u p  i n my  
dressed-for-success suit, my 
makeup on and go to service club 
meetings and talk to other women 
who are also all dressed up in their 
nice clothes and best makeup. 1 tell 
them my story — the beating, the 
burning, the incest — my 
•-year-old daughter was assaulted 
by my husband — and his threats to 
kill me,” she said.

“At first I thought no one here 
knows anything about what I'm 
talking about. They won't believe. I 
thougfu, but I'm the one who is 
constantly surprised. Hands go up 
and women say. 'Yes, 1 know what 
you are saying. Listen to what 
happened to me or a sister or a 
nei^ibor'...” , Ms. Murray said.

CLEVELAND — Handcrafted 
gifts are made with love and 
cherished by the recipient. But if 
you're like most home sewers, you 
probably overextend yourself each 
year and rush to finish your 
projects barely in time to enjoy 
pre-holiday activities

Consider treating yourself to 
some short-cuts this year without 
sacrificing your creativity and 
shortchanging your friends and 
family.

Even this season's popular 
country crafts, which involve 
delicate "heirloom" embroidery, 
classic monogramming, and time - 
consuming candlewick stitching, 
can be sewn on your sewing 
machine, says Grace McMahon 
Johnson, education director for a 
sewing machine company.

"You are not losing any quality 
in the process." said Johnson. 
“ Machine - sewn stitches tend to be 
stronger and are a bonus for 
sewers who do not have the time or 
skill for hand - worked emboridery 
and crewel "

These traditional hand-made 
stitches can be adapted to machine 
sewing using any sewing machine 
model that has built-in decorative 
stitches and a tension by-pass hole 
in the bobbin

For the candlewicking process, 
you will need candlewicking floss 
for the bobbin, standard thread in a 
color that matches the floss for the 
needle and your pattern. The 
technique works best with a zigzag 
stitch set on zero length and a 
width of four. Sew 11 to 15 times in 
the same spot. Move on to the next 
dot and repeat until the pattern is 
complete. Trim the excess floss 
between the dots on the right side 
only and use a commercially 
available adhesive to prevent the 
candlewicking from loosening.

"Since the stitches are produced 
by the bobbin and tacked into place 
by the needle, your fabric will be 
right - side - down and you will be 
sewing blind unless you transfer 
markings onto the wrong side of 
your fabric." cautions Johnson

For machine embroidery,  
Johnson uses size 8 or 5 pearle 
cotton in the bobbin to produce 
textured designs ranging from a 
simple delicate “ heirloom" edging 
on a blouse, with a scallop or pearl 
stitch, to stand-out monograms and 
designs on towels, robes, jeans and 
table linen. This stitching also adds 
detail over stenciled or appliqued 
designs.

To achieve the pebbled texture of 
Russian embroidery on large

designs or monograms, use a 
smocking stitch, first outlining the 
pattern, and then filling in so that 
the rows of stitches touch each 
other. To obtain a "boucle”  effect, 
use a " y ”  stitch instead of the 
smocking stitch.

To feed the candlewicking floss 
or pearle cotton on the iMbbin, 
begin by using the automatic 
bobbin winder in combination with 
your fingers to apply tension since, 
because of the bulk, you are 
by-passing the spring. Also use 
your fingers to guide the floss or 
pearle cotton on the spool in an up

ensureand down motion to 
balanced spool coverage.

If you sewing machine has a drop 
in bobbin, re fe r  to your 

instruction book for the 'ocatkm of 
the tension by-pass hole Or, check 
with a local dealer that sells your 
brand of sewing machine.

On most sewing machine models 
with a retractable bobbin case, the 
by-pass hole is located on the case 
to the left side of the protruding 
Anger used to insert the bobbin 
case into the machine. If your 
machine does not have a tension 
by-pass hole, you can purchase a

replacement bobbin case and 
dismantle the tension spring.

Thread your upper machine as 
usual. Load your bobbin in place 
and bring the end of the floss or 
pearle cotton up and under the 
pressure foot without going 
through the tension spring.

Set your machine on the desired 
d e c o r a t i v e  s e t t i n g ,  and 
experiment.

“ Always experiment on fabric 
scraps before sewing on to your 
Anished piece," advises Johnson. 
" I f  the machine is jamming, 
increase the upper tension slightly.

until it operates smoothly. Or you 
may want to try a different stitch.”  

An applique pressure foot should 
be used for proper pressure to 
allow for fabric build-up behind the 
needle. And, an embroidery hoop 
should be used, for the same 
reasons as if you were stitching by 
hand.

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M ore Mexicans are 
vacationing in Texas

LAREDO. Texas (API — More 
Mexican travelers are coming to 
Texas this summer because 
inflation back home has made U.S. 
vacations more economical than 
anytime since the peao devalued 
two years ago. a tourist official 
.said.

The Texas Tourist Bureau at 
Laredo reported a 27 percent 
increase this July over July IMS in 
motorists entering the interior of 
Texas from Mexico, according to 
Leo Garza, manager of the tourist 
bureau.

increases of about 20 percent 
were estimated by the tourist 
bureaus in El Paso and Harlingen.

Garza said most of the 21,700 
tourists who stopped by the Laredo 
office last month were Mexican

“families taking vacation trips.*'
Most were headed for San 

Antonio, Houston, Austin, Dallas or 
Port Worth, he said.

“The Laredo office is an ideal 
place for gauging what is 
happening with Mexican visitors 
because it’s right on the way from 
Mexico, close to the border and on 
an inbound lane going north," said 
Willis Albarado, director of state 
jhighway department’s travel 
service.

Garza said the two factors 
contributing to the increase in 
Mexican visitors were high 
inflation in Mexico and the 
highly-publicised discounts being 
offered by Texas hotels to Mexican 
tourists.

South Texas giiming season underway
CHAPMAN RANCH, Texas (AP) 

— After the summer harvest, the 
asphalt ribbon winding through the 
Chapman Ranch is trimmed in 
white.

Fields and farm roads are 
cloud-kissed and all trails lead to 
the high-tech version of Eli 
Whitney’s masterwork, the cotton 
gin.

Ginning season began in South 
Texas about five weeks ago and all 
of the dozen or so gins operating in 
Nueces County are now running 24 
hours a day, every day.

Trailer after trailer hauling 
blocks of cotton pour into the 
Chapman Gin where raw fiber is 
weighed on huge Toledo scales and 
sucked through galvanized pipe 
into a corrugated tin barn.

The gin is a battleship's boiler 
room of spinning belts, whirring 
fans and a constant jet engine roar. 
White fluff pours through the' 
machines which separate se ^  and 
“plant trash" from the prized lint.

The fiber travels through a series 
of whirling blades and blowers, 
finally emerging as a soft 
cascading cloud from a mammoth 
machine two stories high.

K.R. Dossey, manager of the

Chapman Gin, waits all year for 
the rush of the six-week season.

“Ginning gets in your blood, I 
guess," the 20-year veteran of the 
cotton business said.

Like the teen-age owner of a new 
sports car, Dossey proudly shows a 
visitor each machine and engine in 
the ginning process

C^pman's Gin cleans 12 to 15 
bales of cotton an hour with a staff 
of 20 men, Dossey said. Speed, the 
ability to get cotton baled and out 
of the weather, is what cotton gins 
sell, Dossey said

The Chapman Gin is fast, but 
some gins can clean 25 to 30 bales 
an hour, said A.L. Higgins, 
president of the Texas Ginners 
Association.

“We used to think ginning 40 to 45 
baies in 12 hours was really getting 
with it. Now the most modem gins 
can bale that much in two hours,’’ 
hesald.'

State-of-the-art gins cost $1.5 to 
$2 million, Higgins said. With 
increased cost in labor, electricity 
and natural gas for drying cotton, 
small gins are finding it hard to 
survive, he said.

"Competition is fierce. There are 
about M5 gins operating in Texas

but some people predict that before 
long there may be only a third of 
these gins still in business,” he 
said.

For those who hang on, a few 
wMts of work can produce enough 
income to carry them through the 
whole year.

Higgins said cotton production is 
high and gins in many parts of the 
state are expecting a good year.

“The crops in the Rio Grande 
Valley are beautiful this year," 
Higgins said. “Money will be 
made”

He predicted the cotton harvest 
will also be abundant in sections of 
the High Plains.

“Around Plainview we have the 
best looking crops since '65,“ 
Higgins said. "This scares you 
because you know any moment you 
could be wiped out by hail.”

Farmers in unirrigated sections 
of West Texas — around Abilene, 
Sweetwater, Snyder and Paducah 
— have almost nothing in their 
flelds because of the prolonged 
drought, he said

But Dossey is sitting pretty, 
surrounded by processed pillows of 
cottoil that will total about 6,000 
bales by season’s end.

And what then?
“We get ready for next year,” 

Dossey said.

The 
American men's handball team 
tied South Korea 22-22 Wednesday 
night.

Judi Brown of East Lansing, 
Mich., won silver in the women’s 
400 hurdles, finishing behind Nawal 
El Moutawakil, Morocco's first 
n id  medalist in Olympic history; 
five U.S. boxers advanced to the 
semifinals; Mike Tully of Encino, 
Calif., got the pole vault silver, 
finishing second to Pierre Quinon 
of France, and Earl Bell of 
Jonesboro, Ark., shared bronze.

Also ,  Robert Ber land o f 
Wilmette, III., became the first 
U.S. medalist ever in Olympic 
judo, winning the middleweight

silver after being defeated by gold 
medalist Peter Seisenbacliw of 
Austria; Mario Martinez of San 
Francisco finished second to Dinko 
Lukim of Australia in super 
heavyweightlifting, and the United 
SUtes won gold or silver in all 
seven yachting events.

Lewis, o f Willingboro, N.J., 
d idn 't break I tal ian Pietro 
Mennea's world record of 19 72 
seconds in the 200, finishing in an 
Olympic-record 19 80 to beat silver 
meda l i s t  Kirk Bapt iste  o f 
Beaumont, Texas, and third-place 
finisher Thomas Jefferson of 
Moreland. Ohio. But he did break 
the back of the hostility directed at 
him earlier by the Memorial 
Odiaeum crowd, and then he broke 
his silence.

“ I think the most important thing 
for me is to win as many gold 
medals as I possibly can, because 
that's whi# people are going to 
remember from these Games, how 
well the American team did,”  said 
Lewis, who had refused in previous 
days to talk fo l low ing  his 
competition.

TRI-PLAINS CHRYSLER-PLTM OUTH-DODRE
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Hawaii 
battles 
trade in
‘grass’

HILO. Hawaii (AP)  -  The 
broad, sunny flanks of the world's 
most active volcanoes provide a 
perfect setting for sugar cane 
fields, quaint houses and the 
tranquil, rural lifestyle that Hawaii 
Island residents cherish.

The fertile area is also the home 
of a multimillion-dollar marijuana 
trade, a spot where some of the 
nation's most potent pot is grown.

While marijuana is found ail 
around the state, Hawaii Island is 
particularly suited for marijuana 
cultivation Its rich volcanic soil, 
abundance of land and year-round 
sunshine help to produce a superior 
product, growers say.

The island's marijuana goes by 
names such as “ Puna Butter" and 
“ Kona G o ld " New strains retail 
for up to $3,000 to $4,000 per pound, 
according to Michael Lilly, first 
deputy state attorney general.

“ When watercress wholesales 
for only 27 cents a pound, one can 
easily see how small growers can 
be enticed into thiq illicit trade," he 
said

L i l l y  r e c e n t l y  t o l d  a 
congressional committee  in 
Washington that Hawaii is the 
nation's No. 1 producer of illegal 
marijuana. Testifying before the 
House Select Committee on 
Narcotics Abuse and Control, Lilly 
said that Hawaii accounted for 
more than half the marijuana 
confiscated in the five Pacific 
states last year.

Federal officials admit that 
conventional search-and-destroy 
missions have largely failed in 
Hawaii They are now using less 
conventional methods, such as 
monitoring post off ices for 
packages containing marijuana, 
and spraying suspected fields with 
diesel oil. And such measures are 
meeting with greater success, 
officials say.

Earlier this year, authorities 
used dogs to sniff out packages 
being mailed from island post 
officear-^e program was named 
“ Operation Pele" after the volcano 
goddess said to inhabit Kilauea and 
Mauna Loa volcanoes.

Operation Pele netted more than 
400 packages containing marijuana 
worth approximately $1.7 million, 
and quantities of cocaine and 
methaqualone also were seized

In addition to choking off a major 
method of shipment to the U.S. 
mainland, federal authorities used 
the seizures to confiscate a number 
of vehicles. Autos were seized by 
agen ts  o f  the U.S. Drug 
Enforcement  Administration 
under, a federal statute allowing 
confiscation of vehicles used to 
transport drugs.

Marijuana growers often conceal 
their crop in sugar cane fields. In 
late February. Hawaii Island 
police and the Mauna Kea Sugar 
Co. began using helicopters to 
spray diesel oil on suspected 
marijuana plants growing in 
company canefields near Hilo.

It apparently was the first use of 
a chemical spray against the 
illegal crop in Hawaii, said Hawaii 
County Deputy Police Chief Wayne 
Carvalho While the spray poses no 
evident health hazard to humans, it 
causes the plants to shrivel up and 
become unsalable, he said.

The sugar company paid for the 
oil and the private helicopter used 
for the spraying, while county 
police flew along to identify plants 
and provide protection.

The company proposed the 
spraying to curb losses from 
marijuana growers who often hack 
out sections of sugar cane to plant 
their crops So far the program has 
not been extended to public lands.

Such new e n f o r c e m e n t  
techniques are seen as extending 
the state's long battle against the 
marijuana industry, which many 
residenu complain has made some 
back-country areas unsafe for 
hiking and recreation.

In 1976. the state began its 
' ' G r e e n  H a r v e s t ' *  
search-and-destroy program.
Under that continuing program, 
county, state and National Guard 
personnel per iod ica l l y  raid 
marijuana fields, uprooting and 
destroying plants.

The Green Harvest program is In 
addition to periodic attacks on 
marijuana crops by county police 
forcea. Either way. the amount of 
marijuana involved la staggering.

A county polloe raid unconnected 
wHli the Green Harveet operation 
was conucted recently In the 
Kalapana area of Puna. Police said 
6.140 plants weighing 3.2M pounds
