Pampa voters in a few wecks will
be asked to ballot on whether or not,

men plaged under civil service, The
City Commission has not offietally
discussed the new state measure,
much less called the mandatory
election.

When the 50th Legisiature passed
the ¥iremen's and Policemen’s Civil
Service Act, their intention was to
mske theé civil service laws for
munieipalities uniform throughout
the state. They indicated this in the
third paragraph of Secticn 3 where
they stipulated that all cities now
operating ander civil service, “shall
hereafter adininister the civil ser-

vice of firemen and policemen ac-
rnrdmg to this act.”
Some resentment was ’tlrst felt

against the bill when it was be-
heved that civil service commissions
would be local men, but be state ap
pointed. This, however, is not the
case with the bill as finally adopted
by the Legislature, signed by the
Governtor, and as it became law on
September 5.

The first paragraph ol Section 3,
entitled “Firemen's and Policemen’s
Civll service Commission” specifi-
cally states that the Civil Service
Commission shall be appointed by
the mayor and duly confirmed by
the City Commission. Three local
men who are above the age of 25,
have resided in the city of Pampa
for three or more years, and who
have not held any public elective
office within the past three years
aree ligible for appointment to the
Civil Service Commission. The first
members of the Civil Service Com-
