expected to fall in line today.

The general increase was 20 cents a barrel. Magnolia Petroleum 
Company and Stauollnd Pipeline Company quickly followed Phillips.

Soon the Southern Mineral Corporation at Corpus Christ!, the Co­
operative Refinery Association with offices in Kansas City, the Stanolind 
Cil and Gas Co. and the Mid-Continent Petroleum Corp. announced they 
were meeting the new prices. Some of the price boosts were lor limited 
areas.

Deep Rock Oil Corp., an inde­
pendent company, Ben Franklin 
Refining Co., and the Bell Oil and 
Gas Co. will boost similar amounts 
in Oklahoma and Texas pools where 
they buy. Standard Oil (Indiana) 
announced it was meeting the Phil­
lips advance, “wherever we purchase 
crude oil.''

Standard Oil (Indiana) purchases 
in Kansas. Nebraska., Montana and 
Wyoming and Stanolmd's purchases 
are in Texas. New Mexico, Arkan­
sas and Louisiana.

The Phillips announcement at 
Bartlesville, Okla., came before noon 
and covered approximately 120,000 
barrels it buys daily In fields scat­
tered over four states effective 7 
a. m. yesterday.

On the heels of the Phillips an­
nouncement. Maston Nixon. Corpus 
Chrisfi. vice-president of Southern 
Mineral Corporation, said tha t his 
firm was going up 20 cents a barrel 
on the 40,000 barrels it buys dally 
in South Texas fields.

At Houston, officials of Humble 
Cil and Refining Company, largest 
crude buyer in Texas, had the sit­
uation under study.

Dallas officials of Atlantic Refin­
ing Company and Sun Oil Company 
said they had the ne%v schedules un­
der consideration.

Under the new' schedule. Magno­
lia's posting in East Texas will be 
$2.15 a barrel, highest In the his­
tory of that field.

West Texas was given "two-dol- 
lar oil” under the new posting, 
which starts a t $2.02 for 40-gravity 
aud above and drops 2 cents per 
degree down to $162 a barrel for 
20-gravity. On the Gulf -Coast the 
price will start a t $2.06 and move 
up to $2.38 a barrel.

I t was the first break in crude 
prices since March. 1347. when Stan 
oUnd initiated an advance of 25 
cent« a barrel.

The break came niter prolonged 
and persistent pressure on the part 
of producers, aided by reported bo­
nus payments over the posted price 
in the scramble to meet an unprece­
dented demand for oil and its prod­
ucts . • •

TEXAS CITY—(/Pf—Six months 
ago to<lav—at 9:12 a. m.—the 
French freighter 88 Grand Camp 
exploded a t Texas City's busy 
industrial docks ta Initiate a dis­
aster that brought death and sor­
row to practically every home In 
this little city on the Texas coast.

Texas City was a proud, thriv­
ing little metropolis that sunny 
spring _ day.
And today, once again, despite 

the memories of the nearly 500 dead, 
the nearly 100 missing and the 3,- 
000 injured and the continued pres­
ence of tons and tons of debris u i  
the docks Its residents are p ro u d - 
proud of the way the city has re­
acted, proud of its reconstruction.

I t will take much longer than 
six months for Texas City to re­
move its greatest scars but the 
progress is rapid and nil but two 
of Us major Industrial ulants have 
resumed ull scale operation« and 
most have productions records that 
exceed those prior to April 16.

Subcommittee Is 
Probing National 
Housing Shortage

WASHINGTON—(/P) — A House 
Labor Subcommittee set out today 
to learn how much ot the national 
housing shortage may be blamed on 
restrictive practices by building 
trades unions aud the construction 
Industry.

Chairman Gwlnn (R-N.Y.) said 
his group would concentrate on gov­
ernment officials a t  today's first 
hearing “to find out what the gov­
ernment knows about this problem."

“We want to know whether the 
government is going to restore free­
dom to the housing industry." he 
told reporters. "It is our belief that 
a lack of free exchange of labor and 
materials is the cause of the present 
shortage." -

The first scheduled witaess was 
Raymond Foley, administrator of the 
Housing and Home Finance Admin­
istration. followed by Professor Cor­
win D. Edwards of Northwestern 
University, formerly a Justice De­
partment attorney.

The hearings will last two days. 
Owinn said. The committee will 
then visit principal cities across the 
country to study building conditions.

"Wr are not announcing where 
wc will go or when." Owinn said, 
"because we sometimes find that we 
cannot get the information we want 
If our schedule is known in advance. 
Wc will go only to cities where we 
are wanted, and where city officials 
are ready to help us out."

The investigation will cover the 
operations of 10 major building 
unions. Owinn said. These are car­
penters. electricians, painters, brick­
layers and masons plasterers and 
lathers, plumbers, glaziers, hod car­
riers and laborers, engineers, and 
steel and iron workers.

Collusion Suspected 
In Foot and Mouth 
Disease Program

MEXICO CITY— (4V-Undersec­
retary of Agriculture Oscar Flores, 
co-director of the joint Mexican- 
U. S. Foot and Mouth Disease Com­
mission, said he had asked Attorney 
General Francisco Gonzales De La 
Vega to investigate an “attempt to 
commit fraud" on the part of un­
identified small animal owners in 
the state of Michoacan.

Until October S payments for 
small animals, such as pigs, sheep 
and goats, were paid by the Mexi­
can government. However, since 
that date payments have come from 
a Joint Mexican-U. S. fund for all 
animals slaughtered.

Flores said claims for payments 
presented to the commission ex­
ceeded the actual number of pigs 
exhumed and counted.

Flores in his prepared statement 
said the countd id not tally with 
the claims fOr indemnification and 
tha t there appeared to be collusion 
between owners and some commis­
sion inspectors.

William Green, the 
president of the A. F. of L , sonor­
ously announced that he had died 
fighting labor's battles. This was 
to be expected from a professional 
unionecr, tarred with the same 
stick.

But if Harry Truman, the poli­
tician who gave the Russian prop­
agandists so much K an su  City 
muck with which to smear our po­
litical institutions, feels thus about 
his late friend, he should speak In 
his private name, not as President 
of the United States. Certainly 
tire President in his official person 
has no reason to  feel “saddened" 
by the passing of a  man who had 
seized every chance to corrupt or­
ganized labor and to profiteer in thé 
union movement.

famous rackets by which the heirs 
to the Capone gang turned from 
bootlegging, narcotics and prosti­
tution to organized labor. He took 
the dirty shilling from George 
Browne and Willie Bioff of the 
moving picture racket and George 
Scalise of the Building Service Em­
ployees’ Union. Padway implicated 
himself ao heavily In the filthy af­
fairs of the Browne-Bioff racket 
th a t on th a t score alone any decent 
aggregation of membership socie­
ties would have repudiated him the 
instant tha t his complicity was dis­
covered. Yet the A. F. of L. retained 
him even after this horrid corrup-

tion had been exposed. Again it 
was shown tha t Padway took 91.000 
from Scalise. ostensibly for drawing 
up a  new constitution for Ills un­
ion. Actually, this was the price for 
his personal plea of intercession 
with Roosevelt to get a Presiden­
tial pardon to permit Scalise to ex­
ercise the ordinary rights of Amer­
ican citizenship which he had lost 
when he was convicted or violating 
th e  white slave law.

He eagerly sold for money even 
to a  notorious Capone gangster con­
victed of prostitution the spurious 
prestige which he had amassed. He 
was a traitor to labor and a pros­
titu te himself, peddling his pervert­
ed talents to his own evil kind. 
Would an altruist In the labor 
movement charge a struggling little 
union of scrubwomen 91.000 for 
pulling a  standard constitution out 
of an office file and causing a 930 
a  week typist to copy it with three 
carbons, in less than half an hour?

In  recent years. Padway s bluff 
was called. Only a  few weeks ago 
lat a hearing in Oalifomia. Irving 
McCann, 60 years old to Padway’s 
56. smacked him on the nose for 
the sort of Insolence tha t Padway 
had been getting away with for 
years. Legislatures and Congres­
sional committees no longer quailed 
¡at his bellow. Always yellow and a 
miserable gangster a t heart. Pad­
way hollered that a t a word from 
him. his goons would tear McCann 
apart.

A man has his choice in this life 
¡to be good or bad.

When a  good man dies, eulogize 
him. yes.

When a  rotter dies, the least said 
ithe sooner he is forgotten.

You have here the only eulogy 
th a t can fairly be written to Joe 
Padway. When Harry 8. Truman 
writes that he Is “saddened by the 
death” of such a man he classifies 
himself and defiles the office tha t 
has been entrusted to him. The 
people take an exception.

able era, came to be regarded by 
Congress and by tire public as a 
“spokesman’ for labor, as though 
“labor“ sometime had elected him 
to some representative position. He 
never represented “labor' in his 
life. He was the “spokesman" for 
the union movement only In the 
sense that any unscrupulous law­
yer would hire out to clients en­
gaged in sinful work under virtu­
ous pretenses. Thus Padway reg­
ularly sat at the long board table 
of the Executive Council of the A. 
F. of L. and not only picked up 
clientele from other members of 
the board, who controlled litlgous 
unions, but came to know the In 
ner secrets of the gang.

He was so audacious that when 
the anti-racketerring act was up 
for passage in Congress, he dictated 
an amendment exempting murder­
ous highwaymen from the penalties 
for extortion by assault or intimi 
datlon provided they had the t<0 ± 
sight to buy membership in the 
Teamsters’ Union and other unions. 
Padway wrote this amendment, 
the attorney general approved it  
and Congress, in its serville degra­
dation in those early days, enacted 
Padway s exemption into law. This 
proviso meant, as the Supreme 
Court later agreed, that unions had 
the power to issue licenses to high­
way robbers and that the Depart­
ment of Justice must respect those 
licenses. /

In  1942, Roosevelt selected Pad­
way and Dan Tobin, the president 
of the Teamsters' Union, which was 
Padway's lucrative client to fly to 
England and “represent" American 
"labor” at the British Trades 
Union Congress. They both were 
scared almost to death and old 
Tobin's report to his subjects on his 
return is a  hero's account of a great 
adventure. On Roosevelt's part It 
was Just a  dirty trick tha t Padway 
and Tobin should have learned to 
expect

He smeared them with goose- 
grease and they were so greatly ob­
ligated tha t they couldn’t  refuse 
him any favor. And then he asked 
these bombastic old windbags to 
soar away o’er the raging billows In 
one of those new-fangled flying 
machines, not failing td titillate 
their fears with little touches about 
plan«* which had gone down with 
ice on Uieir wings or had been shot 
down by mistake or spattered them­
selves against Greenland s icy 
mountains In the fog. They had 
to go and the most precious point 
of old moose Jaw's Jest was that it 
made no slightest difference who 
“represented American labor" at 
the British T. C. U. Those gobbling,

Returning in '46, he teamed 
with Bobby Layne to produce some 
of the finest long distance pass 
receptions in Longhorn football 
history. In all, he caught 17 pas­
ses. with the amazing average of 
24.7 yards per catch.

Clay was promising as a full­
back on the Longhorn's young 
"T" last year, and has produced 
well a t both the half and full 
posts this year. His power run­

ning has gained 31 points for Tex­
as ip just four games, and hb  
quick-witted work in the riotous 
final play or the first half of 
the Texas-Oklahoma game re­
sulted in a score tha t was es­

pecially handy to the Steer cause 
at the time.
Shands Is a 190-pounder, a star 

on Lufkin's fine 1945 schoolboy 
eleven. He holds the University 
intramural 100-yard dash record at 
9X  and U a  Hne young basketball 
prospect as well. He played last 
year with the Army service champ­
ions at Fort Bennlng. Ga. He has 
exceptional defensive “savvy" and 
a whale of n football aUitude. Mark 
him as a definite future star.

With this combination of talent. 
Cherry not only has his right half 
definitely improved and changed 
into an offensive threat, but lie 
seems to have it in good hands for 
several years to come.

With the end of the war, how­
ever, all ideas of carrying on psy­
chological warfare were dropped 
from U. 8 . foreign policy. Peace was 
supposed to be at hand and the line 
was to quiet everybody down, not 
stir them up.

mortgage debt is beginning to in­
crease again.

"That is bad business in a time 
of high farm income,” he said. 
“During the war farmers paid off a 
large amount of mortgage debt and 
they also made payments ahead on 
ther loans. That was smart. But 
this year, Federal Land Bank report 
Increases in farm mortgage debt in 
10 of 12 districts, and also a fall­
ing off in total repayments.

"Similar reports come from other 
lending agencies. There has been 
an increase in Bhort term loans on 
land, which are dangerous In hard 
times. No farmer can go wrong by 
paying off or reducing a  mortgage.

“Today land values are high. They 
will decline when prices drop. Bor­
rowing money to buy land today is 
risky. Remember that a lot of 
farmers who borrowed money to 
buy high-priced land In the twen­
ties went broke. I t  can happen 
again.

Canny farmers are plowing back 
a  part of their current large earn­
ings into their farms. They are 
constructing new buildings or re­
pairing old ones, buying modem, 
labor-saving equipment, fencing 
their fields, buying fertilizers to 
improve fretllity, using better seed, 
improving their livestock, investing 
liberally in soil conservation.

“Money spent for such improve­
ment of the home is one of the best 
investments th a t can be made be­
cause it will be a  big factor in help­
ing you keep young folks on the 
farm.

Weed-Killer Dust 
Has Bad Features

This week brings encouraging 
news about the com crop for a 
change. The Weather Bureau re­
ported that more than 75 percent 
of the corn crop has matured sev­
eral jumps ahead of damaging 
frost. So Its full food value will be 
available. Com that freezes before 
It matures loses a good deal of its 
feeding value, plus the fact that it 
won’t keep very well.

But "Or Jack Frost” was a little 
too late to catch the main part of 
the Midwestern corn crop, with the 
exception of one state. Ohio. There, 
experts said that weather in the 
low twenties had taken an unde­
termined toll.

But, if the news on corn was 
good, it was bod for some other 
farmers—particularly those In the 
Northeastern states who raise gar­
den truck and fruit. The unseason­
ably early frost caught these farm­
ers with crops still not ready lor 
harvest. The tomato crop in west­
ern New York State was called the 
worst In 27 years by packers—in 
fact it was Just a plain "failure,' 
they said.

In the Plains states, fanners were 
seen cutting their com that was 
planted late for Silage, which means 
that they will get a t least some of 
the feeding value from it. However, 
the greater portion of the crop ap­
peared to be out of danger, os 
plans were laid to start shucking 
in the near future.

THE MEAT QUESTION
Reactions to the appeal for sav­

ing food by observing meatless 
Tuesday and "eggless and poultry­
less Thursdays” were not long in 
coming from two sections of our 
economy. The meat trade was the 
first to answer. It pledged coopera­
tion—but with some qualifications.

The American Meat Iiistltute did 
not believe meatless days would st- 
tuhlly save anything since all meat 
produced will be eaten anyhow. 
They called for more emphasis on 
feeding habits and marketing pro­
cesses by the producer, as the only 
practical way of saving grain. The 
point here is that meat, once pro 
duced. will not keep any length of 
time, and that no grain saving will 
come of not eating it.

One farm group made its voice 
heard. It was a turkey grower's as­
sociation out in the Far West. Its 
spokesman asked the President and 
Mr. Luckman to clarify what they 
intended to do about Thanksgiving, 
Christmas and New Year's this 
year, since they al! fall on Thurs­
day. And Thursday is “poultry­
less Thursday" from now on. This 
would be serious if the Turkey rule 
was so rigid it could not be chang­
ed, but that isn't likely to hafrpen. 
Naturally, the turkey growers are 
anxious to know, since about one- 
third of the whole turkey crop is 
consumed each year on these three 
days—the turkey being the symbol 
of the “festive board.” We do not 
think that growers will have any 
reason to worry, but do expect to 
see fewer fat, grain-fed birds, and 
more of the bony types, when the 
holiday season rolls around.

rice fields, but we know now 
through sad experience that it al­
so destroys the wide cotton leaf.

"Everything must be taken into 
consideration when the dust is 
used, such as the direction and 
velocity of the wind and the dis­
tance It Is from a rice field to 
areas where crops are planted 
which would be damaged by the 
dust."

quiet little adopted Texan credited 
with saving millions of lives In a 
hungry world Is being immortalized 
in marble and bronze today In 
his native town of Webster, S. D.

The man Is Edgar McFadden, 
who produced the first successful 
strain of rust-resistant wheat, 
which he aptly named Hope Wheat.

Prom this first breed have been 
developed the hardy varieties which 
today make possible the growing of 
wheat In many parts of the world 
where grain production would oth­
erwise be impossible.

His discoveries are credited with 
saving American farmers alone 
more than $400.000,000 a year, and 
one magazine article declares that 
“thanks to his work. 25.000.000 
people are eating throughout the 
world today who otherwise would 
be dead or dying of starvation.”

Since 1935, McFadden has been 
with Texas A. and M. College here 
as an agronomist in cereal -crops 
for the U. S. Department of Ag­
riculture. working in the Texas Ag­
ricultural Experimental Station.

Webster, a little wheat county 
seat, Is celebrating “Edgftr McFad­
den Day” today.

'  The membership of the House 
Committee on Agriculture was call­
ed back to Washington last week to 
resume hearings on a long range 
agriculture program.------

A large number of witnesses were 
heard last week and stir more are 
scheduled to appear as the hear­
ings run into November. Thq for­
mation and recommendations pro­
vided by these witnesses have been 
valuable and helpful, but it is my 
desire to call upon the farmers and 
ranchers of my own District to find 
out what they themselves think. 
The purpose of this release there­
fore is to request all-farmers and 
ranchers, whether renters or own­
ers. to provide me with any ideas 
or suggestions which they might 
have.

No legislation of greater impor­
tance to the farmers and ranchers 
and business Interests of our part 
of the country will be considered 
by the next session of Congress 
The Texas Panhandle has been 
blest with many valuable natural 
resources which we hope will last 
forever. But after our oil and gas 
reserves haveSdisappeared. we must 
still rely on topsoil for food, fiber, 
and prosperity. Unless ottr farmers 
and ranchers can secure a fair 
price for what »hey produce, they 
will have little or no purchasing 
power and will be unable to patron­
ize merchants an-J other businesses 
in our communities and towns.

If agriculture hits the skids after 
this war like it did not too many

which we all want will not be real­
ized. I  think all of, us remember 
nickel cotton, six-bit wheat, five 
cent beef, breadlines, soup kitchens, 
etc., and it all started with the col­
lapse of farm prices. Congress is 
trying its best to avoid a repetition 
of those conditions, and one of the 
first steps to take is to avoid an ­
other collapse of lurm prices.

In a democracy people tell their 
Kepresentative what they want him 
te  know. And what they think, is 
of the utmost importance to him 
in the discharge of his duties.

I am therefore requesting that 
you. whether a businessman, tenant 
farmer, rancher, or your own opera­
tor. let me know what you think- 
should go into a long range agricul­
tural program which will conserve 
our soil, and bring about a strong 
and stable agricultural economy 
with a minimum of go/emmental 
supervision. I t is useless tp hope for 
a  high standard of living unless our 
agriculture Is sound. A postcard or 
letter addressed to me in Washing­
ton expressing your ideas and sug­
gestions will be most welcome.

The man whom all the speeches 
are being made and to whom the 
Dakota farmers point with pride 
as the local boy who made good In 
a big way will probably be a bit 
disturbed by all the commotion. He 
is a shy little man. flye feet. .two. 
with mild blue eyes and a bald 
head ringed by g iv ing  hair, He 
doesn’t care for a lot of fuss and 
formality.

In 1946 he received* the $2500 dis­
tinguished service award of tjie 
Readers' Digest, for ‘'his exception­
ally meritorious contribution to the 
public welfare*" First news any of 
his Texas associates had of the 
honor was the magazine article In 
which It was announced. McFadden 
had received the check'some weeks 
before and deposited it without say­
ing anything to anyone.

0 Born in a combination resi­
dence-granary in the South Da­
kota wheat country during a blind­
ing blizzard in 189f. Edgar McFad­
den grew up on a wheat farm in 
Day County, on the edge of the 
town of Webster. When he was 13 
years'«id he put in his first wheat 
crop alone. His father had been 
Bored by a bull and nearly killed.
The crop looked good for a 
heavy yield until it was struck 
down by stem rust.

Year after year-he saw his father 
and neighboring farmers wiped out 
by the red killer which drifted in 
on the first warm winds from Tex­
as. He began to wonder if there 
were no way to combat this plague.

There was one variety of wheat 
growing in South Dakota which 
rust never bothered. II was a tough, 
practically worthless wheat called 
Yaroslav Emmer. which was not 
even fit for stock feed unless 
ground or soaked.

When McFadden entered South 
Dakota State College he conceived 
the plan of crossing this sturdy 
rust-resistant variety with one of 
the good bread wheats. Older scien­
tists at the time said this couldn't 
be done, for a number of scientific 
and complicated reasons* Fortun­
ately, McFadden didn't know this.

He tried the cross, and after 
many heartbreaking near-failures, 
accomplished It. His first successful 
cross brought him only one single 
stalk of Healthy grain. But from 
this one stalk, replanted and care­
fully nurtured, he raised enough 
seed grain to send samples through­
out th e  world to other breeders, 
who crossed it with their varieties 
and eventually developed the fa­
mous strains which today enable 
farmers throughout the world to 
grow wheat in many places wheat 
could never be produced before.

Today, throughout North and 
South Dakota, and on through 
Minnesota, there is hardly a stalk 
of wheat growing which is not de­
scended from that lone healthy 
crossbreed McFadden nursed in a 
backyard plot during his college 
days.

In 1935, McFadden came to Tex­
as, for it was from Texas that the 
rust plague originated. The micro­
scopic spires which cut down the 
wheat fields of the Dakotas had al-

The Agriculture Department has 
announced the 56 counties in which 
the curtailed Federal Crop Insur­
ance program on cotton will operate 
In 1948.

Cotton insurance contracts this 
year are in effect in 699 counties. 
Congress, however, established a 
maximum of 56 counties in which 
cotton insurance may be offered in 
1948. Heavy losses to the govern­
ment in cotton insurance in 1945 
and 1946 prompted the action.

“The maximum of 56 counties es­
tablished by Congress for cotton 
crop Insurance in 1948 did not af­
fect In any way the cotton crop 
Insurance contracts in effect on 
1947 crops." Gus W. Geissler, man­
ager of the Federal Crop Insurance 
Corporation, said.

“The Corporation will pay losses 
where incurred on insured cotton 
crops and the producers, of course, 
will pay the premiums due for their 
1947 protection against virtually all 
unavoidable causes of loss.”

Geissler said it is hoped a sound 
cotton crop insurance program soon 
can be extended to additional coun­
ties.

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Foreign Workers 
To Return Home

WASHINGTON—¡Vi— The gov­
ernment is winding up its program 
for supplying United States farmers 
with foreign workers.

Recruitment of farm workers in 
Mexico, the West Indies and Can­
ada by the government already has 
ceased, and approximately 40.000 
foreign agricultural laborers in this 
country under federal contract must 
be returned to tneir homes by Dec. 
31. an Agricultural Department of­
ficial said.

The official told a reporter that 
the department has no exact Infor­
mation on the extent of private re­
cruitment of Mexican farm labor, 
but said there are indications that 
“some of this is being done."

The future of private recruitment 
of Mexican labor for use in this 
country on farms is .not clear. Ques­
tioned concerning reports that Mex­
ican government policies will block 
such action. Department of Justice 
sources said only tha t “conferences'' 
on the matter arc being held by 
Immigration officials and represen­
tatives of Mexico.

Of the 40.000 foreign farm work­
ers now in the United States. 24,000 
are Mexican. 9.000 West Indians and 
the remainder Canadians. At this 
time last year about 85,000 foreign 
laborers were in the United States 
under the federal program.
