Big Flying Boat Makes 
Forced Landing at Sea
Mexican Mounted 
Troops Seeking 
Mystery Object

EL PASO—(/Pi—Mexican mounted 
troops today were to ride into tho 
sandhills and mountains near 
Caseta, Mexico, seeking a myster­
ious flaming object which residents 
claimed soared over the town Sun­
day to explode in billow.; of smoke 
ten miles away.

Brig. Gen. Enrique Diaz Gonzales, 
commandant of the Juarez garrison, 
last night sent a request to Maj. 
Gen. John L. Hon.cr. commanding 
general of Ft. Bliss a t El Paso, 
th a t U. 8 mtiltmy reconnaissance 
planes assist In the search for "the 
object.”

The Mexican General suggested 
th a t the planes drop flares and 
otherwise guide the horse troops 
to any crater sighted.

Oen. Diaz Gonzales led a search 
party In the ranqe of mountains be­
yond Caseta. Colo) la Reionna and 
Guadalupe yesterday. The search 
party took a lout: mctal-locattng in­
struments similar to mine detectors, 
hut failed to locate the site of the 
reported explosion.

Caseta ¿s just across the Mexican 
border from Fabei.s, Texas. The ob­
ject was estimated to have landed 
about 15 miles southeast of El Paso

At least four persons—three from 
Caseta and one from Colonia Re­
forma, about five miles from the 
border—reixirted they saw the flam­
ing object. Many residents of Fa 
bens and Colon! i htforma said they 
heard two explosions as .fhr body 
apparently exploded.

Persons driving along the high­
way reported they saw smoke billow­
ing from the mountains about the 
time of the explosion.

A captain in the Mexican reserve, 
Savas Aranda, who first reported 
the incident described the object as 
about two feet long and cigar shap­
ed.

“It went like a  failing star, but 
It wasn't big enough to be a s ta r ,1 
he said.

General Homer and other mili­
tary offiicals established the ob ­
ject was not a military missile like 
the V-2 rocket that went wild and 
crashed in the same general direc­
tion of south of Juarez, Mexico. 
May 22.

BARTLESVILLE— A revision In 1 
the Phillips Petroleum Company's 
retirement income benefit plan to 
substantially increase retirement in­
come payments to employes was an ­

nounced today by K. S. Adams, 
president of the company, and 
Frank Phillips, chairman.

The plan, which will be effective
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$1.603000 annually. Adams said.
Through a retirement income 

plan which has been in effect for 
the past ten years. 241 employes 
have been retired with retirement

How­
ever. any employe covered under 
the present plan may. if he desires, 
continue to contribute exactly as 
he docs now under the provision of 
the present plan," said Adams.

Sharp Persona] 
Attack Made on 
U. S, Delegate

I,AKE SUCCESS — A>—  j 
Russia today renew ed the j 
b itter a ttack  on w-hat she j 
calls American “ w arm on-! 
ifers” during United Nations 
debate on Secretary of State j 
M arshall’s urogram  to over­
haul the U.N. peace-keep­
ing machinery.

Soviet Chief Delegate An- 
Yid.rei Y. Vishinskv lashed 
out a t American Delegate 
John Foster Dulles in a j 
sharp  personal a ttack  im- 
mediately a f te r  Dulles had 
concluded a speech advo­
cating the Am erican pro­
posal.

The clash occurred before the 
General Assembly's 57-nation Po­
litical CommltUee as it began de­
bate on the U. S. plan for a year- 
round sitting of the 57 member na­
tions to deal with peace problems.

Vlshlnsky said th a t Dulles. In ad­
vocating the so-called “Little As­
sembly's plan “forgot or did not 
dare not that war proi>aganda nd 
war psychosis runs rampant." Viz«- 
hinsky added that “Dr. Dulles knows 
all about this.”

He declared that not only 
"craks" but. inRuential people are 
"playing with fire and tha t Dulles 
should have recalled this.

Vishinsky asserted that the U.N. 
proposal not only would fail to serve 
the cause of the United Nations 
but was likely to lead to an oDposite 
result. He said the plan was not 
calculated to strengtnen the United 
Nations but to weaken it.

The U. 8. plan, he said, “will aid 
the warmongers.” by touching off 
“more lies and propaganda" and by- 
encouraging "warmongers and war 
propagandists."

Vishinsky declared tha t Dulles 
had "forgotten” to say all this.

Without mentioning ihe 22 vetoes 
Russia has used to exert her will 
Over majorities in the 11-nation 
Security Council. Dulles appealed 
for steps "to regain public confi-

Bolli County and 
City Sanitarian

Ray L. Salmon, city sanitarian, 
iwas aha appointed sanitarian for 
Oray County a t a meeting of the 
County Commissioners yesterday.

Salmon's new work, which is to 
begin effective Oct. 16. will be in 
addition to his duties with the city. 
His work will include inspection of 
dairy facilities as well as building 
and food handling sanitation.

A meeting of sanitarians is being 
held In Lubbock today, and upon 
his return tomorrow, Sainton said 
he would announce an outline of 
plans for pounty sanitation work.

It was brought out at the com­
missioners' meeting that a law had 

been passed, effective last January, 
preventing sale of diseased milk, 
even for pasteurization. Further 
emphasis was given to the fact that 
milk from cows infected with Bangs 
disease was a cause of undulant 

fever, which often turned into 
rheumatic fever, often causing 
permanent organic injury.

The county already lias some 
spray equipment which will be used 
to combat files, roaches and other 
disease carrying pests.

The Commissioners also consid­
ered bids on a road maintainer for 
Precinct 4. After considering letters 
from three companies, a bid was ac­

cepted from tlie Adams Company, 
the only one which could promise 
early delivery, for a deisel motor 
grader, the bid being accepted at 
$9,256.75. -

The Caterpillar Company could 
only promise possible delivery next 
February on the equipment which 
It priced at $9,427.00, and this com­
pany would allow but $400 trade- 
in allowance on the old Allis Chal­
mers machinery now in use. The old 

equipment was said to be very in­
effective and of little use. One other 
letter considered was from the Car­
ter Company, which could promise 
no delivery and presented no bid.

Early January 
Action on Aid 
Plan Is Hold-Up

W A S H I N G T O N H a r o ld  E. 
Stassen called today for a 15 per­
cent cut in AmericanJOQd consump­
tion and an “immediate" special 
session of Congress to deal with Eu- 
roiie's economic problems.

The former Minnesota Oovcmor, 
an announced candidate for the Re­
publican presidential nomination, 
told a news conference he believes 
the average American family can 
“decrease consumption of vital 
foods 15 percent. Improve their 
health and bring down food prices."

As for a special session of Con­
gress, Stassen said he believes it is 
"imperative." adding that "we have 
been dallying in the face of disas­
ter."

Stassen's urging that the legisla­
tors be called to meet came as re­
ports circulated that President Tru­
man was inclining to the view that 
it would be preferable to forego a 
special session but seek a pledge 
from Congressional leaders of early 
action in January in European aid.

Senate Republicans said, an offer 
by Mr. Truman to pass up a spe­
cial session woul.l be welcome, but 
some balked at any commitment 
for early action in the regular ses­
sion opening in January.

Stassen. in response to a question, 
said that President Truman must 
assume the responsibility for not 
having called a session earlier.

Asked if he believes a reduction 
of food consumption might endan­
ger the health of Americans as sug­
gested by Governor Thomas E. 
Dewey ol New York. Stassen replied: 
"Of course not.”

At tne President's request, key 
committees of Congress will meet 
next month to study a proposal that 
western European countries be 
granted $530,000.000 to carty them 
until March 1 while Congress de­
bates the Marshall plan lor long 
range rehabllltatlm ol Europe.

One of these committees Is the 
Senate appropriation, group. Sen­
ator Wherry (R-Neb.l. a member, 
told a reporter:

“On the basis of the inhumation 
wc now have, I see no reason for a 
special session and I would be glad 
to have tlie President decide against 
one. But I am not willing to make 
any promise f:i return that Con­
gress would act quickly when it 
comes back in January.

"This whole matter of aid to Eu­
rope must lie explored thoroughly, 
and I for one am not gong to act 
in a hurry. Otherwise. I am willing 
to cooperate to the fullest extent."

Senator Ferguson (R-Mich), an­
other member of Ihe committee, said 
he also believes it would be a good 
idea to abandon any plans for a 
special session.

Pampa Schools Given Another 
Chance to Meet Requirements

AUSTIN—(7Pi—The State Board of Education yesterday authorized 
a subcommittee to present salary schedules and arguments of five school 
districts to the attorney general for an opinion on whether they meet re­
quirements of Texas school laws.

Schools which have filed briefs protesting the provisions of the state 
salary law arc Texarkana. Abilene, Pampa. Goose Creek, and Eagle Pass.

Gilbert M. Denman of San Antonio, chairman of the subcommittee, 
said that briefs of all five schools involved questions of law and no dis­
pute over facts.

State Superintendent of Public Instruction L. A. Woods presented a 
long list of schools which he said have not complied with tlie state sal­
ary schedule law. He suggested that they should be dropped from the list 
of accredited schools If their salary schedules ar not approved within

the next four weeks.

San Antonio investment 
broker who handled Ross' financial 
affairs; York's wife, Gertrude, 42, 
end their son, John. nine.

York's daughter. Ann. 13. was 
wounded but stumbled through 
brush to seek aid after the shooting 
on the lonelv country road.

A postponement was granted in 
(lie first trial and a jury could not 
be obtained In the second. Judge 
J. R. Fuchs ordered the case trans­
ferred here from New Biaunfeis. 
county seat of Comal County. He 
said a t the time that he did not 
believe a fair and impartial trial 
could be had at New Braunfels.

City Calls ior 
Bids on Cement

Bids on 800 barrels of cement for 
use in the soil cement bases on 
streets now being paved were called 
for this morning by the City Com­
mission.

•City Engineer Dick Pepin advised 
the commission that the soil cement 
bases would be needed for construc­
tion on N. Nelson St., as soon as 
the cement is delivered. Meanwhile, 
tlie curb and gutter layers are go­
ing ahead steadily, he reported.

In addition to the paving pro­
gress, City Attorney Bob Gordon 
read (lie assessment ordinance on 
those property owners who have not 
yet paid their share of pav+ng.

Final decisions on grass fire 
dunages to nc paid by the city were 
held up this morning for further 
investigation bv the commission 
after a short report was given them 
that one claimant mnde a mis­
statement In the area Of grass land 
damaged by a fire emanating from 
the city dump ground.

Three lots on E. Atchison St., pe­
titioned for rezoning several months 
ago from residential to commer­
cial, were rezoned after a recom­
mendation from the Zoning Board. 
The owner of the lots stated he had 
an opportunity to sell the lots to a 
c< mmerclal establishment for a 
warehouee. There ate no private 
residences in the block or near it.

One visitor appeared to request in­
formation on sewer lines for the 
Finley-Banks Addition. He was ad­
vised that, with f ood weather, the 
lines would be started there within 
a month.

This afternoon the commission 
was nokilng its public hearing on 
tax revaluation by tax engineered surveys, •

"We have sent them three notices 
in regard to this law and If their 
schedules are not approved by the 
November meeting ot the board, 
they should automatically cease to 
appeal* on the list of accredited 
schools.” he said in his written re­
port.

The attorney general held in a 
recent opinion that Negroes and 
whites with equal quuliRcations 
must necessarily be paid on the 
same schedules in order not to vio­
late the 14th amendment of the 
U. S. Constitution.

Woods called attention to the fact 
that 15 elementary accredited 
school In Brazoria County are "not 
even paying whites the minimum 
salary schedule and have asked us 
to drop them from the affiliated 
school list.”

"They have got plenty ol money 
to do it ipay minimum state salar­
ies). They're Just not interested in 
doing it.” Woods told the board of 
education.

"Many of these other schools 
probably will work out schedules 
with you. won't they?" asked C. W. 
Hanks of Palestine, president of the 
boar-1

"Yes. we've got it down to about 
50 now," Woods replied.

Sevznty-elglit schools were listed 
by tho s ta te  Suiiertntendent as not 
vet meeting state salary require­
ments established by the 50th leg is­
lature.

Woods told reporters after the 
meeting that tea« hers at Pampa. 
one of the school districts filing 
a protest against the state salary 
law. have complained to his office 
that somr teachers are below the 
pay schedule while the majority 
are far above. .
George H. Gentry, superintendent 

of the Ooose Creek Independent 
School District, told the Associated 
Press he belie red local school 
boards "have the right, to pay salar­
ies above the minimum schedule 
to more effiicent teachers.”

Gentry released a copy of the 
Goose Creek brief, which will go to 
Attorney General Price Daniel, 
stating in n a r t :

"NrgrqgHkchenj tin Goose Creek 
schools) . . . are to be paid the 
salaries provided in Ihe state cquali • 
ration law. and white teachers with 
the bachelor's and master's degrees

Plans Hade lo 
Tap Bakers ior 
Wheat Savings

WASHINGTON—(/Pi — Chair­
man Charles Luckman of the 
Citizens Food Committee plan­
ned to pledge the nation’« bakery 
industry today to wheat savings 
of 3.500.009 bushels a month for 
hungry Europe.

Meanwhile he called the 25 
committee members together to 
report the closing of two Other 
deals which he considers of ma­
jor importance in the drive to 
conserve 100.000.000 b n h d i  of 
grain this winter. They were:

1. A 90-day shutdown by whisky 
distillers starting a t midnight Oct. 
25. agreed to by virtually the entire 
industry.

S. A pledge of "complete support” 
from restaurant Industry's National 
Advisory Committee, including co­
operation In the spottuy-observed 
meatless Tuesdays and eggless and 
poultryless Thursdays. The Industry 
added a 17-potnt savings plan of its 
own.

Both agreements were reached 
last night, on the eve of the coun­
try’s second "meatless Tuesday."

Today a committee spokesman 
said baking company representa­
tives would seek final terms with 
Luckman on their curtailment plan.

I t  has 
been urged that such a loaf, short­
ened but not reduced In sloe of 
slice, would be welcomed by single 
persons or couples who find that 
the ordinary sise loaf dries out or 
molds before it is used up.

An Amarillo paper in issue of 

Oct. 4 gives notice of Dallas Firm 
Gets Highway 60 Job’ for paving 
the new strip of Highway 66 lrom 
Gray County line to 500 feet east of 
the city limits of Shamrock.

The last paragraph of the notice 
reads, in part:

"The project, to be done by Cooper 
and Woodniif. will be construction 
of a 70-foot concrete pavement 
from the east eity limits of Sham­
rock west to the Ft. Worth & Den­
ver Railway underpass. From that 
point to tlie Gruy County line, the 
paving will consist of a flexible 
base with a double asphalt surface."

The citizens of Alunreed take spe­
cial notice of the 70-foot width 
through Shamrock, a sizeable town, 
and are at loss to know why tlie 
necessity of another paved road of 
a circular nature, three blocks north 
!ol tlie present straight unobstructed 
Paved road through tfie small vil­
lage of Alandeed. Be it known to 
the taxpayers of Gray County that 
the present paved straight highway 
through Alanreed can be made more 
than 70 feet wide at a nominal cost, 
compared to the building of another 
road as surveyed, that will necessi­
tate moving a dwelling, outhouses 
tuid windmill, and completely de­
stroy storm cellar, water well and 
fruit trees of a long time resident 
of Alanreed. It will also divide 
small acreage tracts, severing pres­
ent water supply to  owners from 
portions cut off.

You can't change economic fact 
and law by switching political 
power over to  another group 
through elections or revolutions. 
It did not Uke Mr. Stalin long 
io discover that men work best 
fop the incentives of increase^ pay, 
promotions, and more buying 
power. Slaves lo paper plans make 
|K>or producers. Stalin therefore 
tried to copy incentives that are 
traditional in Ameriufc.

What is the English experience? 
On September 3, 1947. the Asso­
ciated Press reported from Ixm- 
don that 50,000 miners were on 
strike. This action closed 46 mines 
in a spreading strike called "Eng­
land's worst labor disturbance in 
three years." Coal had become aa 
scare» because of llie strike (liât 
2.40U Industrial plains employing 
100,000 men warned the govern­
ment they W'ouhl he forced to 
shut down unless they could get 
coal.
LESS «OAL THAN EVER

There are deluded souls who 
have been shouting that we in 
America should turn to govern­
ment management. This is the 
w ay,'they say, to settle indus­
trial strife In the coal , industry 
and other industries. They should 
observe that Britain, with a labor 
government in charge of cor.l pro. 
duction, has more trouble than 
we have. (Britain gets less coal 
from her mines than in 1939. even 
though she has more men and 
better machinery.) '
