Losing Ground

PARIS —(AP)— Communist
“‘shock troops’’ in Western Europe
—meaning the Communist Partv
groups in those regions not di-
rectly under the guns of the
Red Army—have lost ground since
mid-year, in the judgement of
comnetent observers.

United States foreign policy—
as contrasted to the Kremlin’'s—is
openly supported by overwhelm-
ing national majorities in the
West.

But in Eastern Eurone, these
observers agree, the will of the
majority is paralyzed by Com-
munist police action and Russia’s
imrhediate military power.

In lands behind the so-called
Iron Curtain the dictated process
of Sovietizatioh is ruthlessly being
sneeded un. Eed minoritias are
tightening their governmentad grip.

This, however, represents con-
solidation, not expaunsion, of the
Kremlin's authority.

A survey by chiefs of
sociated Press bureaus in Euyrope
describes the Marshall Plan as
the big weapon in repuliing
Soviet ambitions.

The very words, Marshall Plan,
have come to symbolize here ihe |
long-range determinaticn of the
United States to risk hard dollars
against paper rubles in restoring
this continent’s economic health.

In Berlin Wes Gallagher quotced
a German Comnuunist leader aa
bluntly saving: *If the
Plan results in full German bel-
lies, the peonle will not care a
damn about the Communist Par-
ty."”
