Russia Devalues Ruble to Curb 
Inflation, Rationing Ended

War profiteers were singled out in the decree, announced last 
night, as a target for an involved program of "currency reform.”

Moreover, price cuts of 10 to 12 percent 
were announced on such commodities as bread, flour, cereals, maca­
roni and beer.

Strategy Huddle 
On Inflation Bill

WASHINGTON — UP) — House 
GOP leaders ordered an eleventh 
hour strategy huddle today on 
their plan to pound the Re­
publican anti-inflation b i l l  to 
passage without letting the op­
position lay a hand on It.

WASHINGTON —Up)- Federal 
financial help to double college 
enrollments by 1960 was proposed 
today by President Truman’s com­
mission on higher education.

Adding a denunciation of mi­
nority “quota systems" and racial 
segregation in schooling to its 
first report, the 28-member body 
said the United States not only 
faces shortages of doctors, teach­
ers and others but stands in peril 
of fostering an “i n t e l l e c t u a l  
elite.”

Mr. Truman released the 103-1 
page document with a statement 

! urging that all citizens "examine 
it carefully.”

"For the great majority of our 
¡boys and girls.” the report said,
“the kind and amount of educa­
tion they may hope to attain 
depends, not on their abilities, 
but on the family or community 
into which they happen to be 
born or, worse still, on the color 
of their skin or the religion of 
their parents.”

The report criticized the "quota 
system" for admission by which 
it said many universities deny 
learning to “certain minorities, 
particularly to N e g r o e s  a n d  
Jews."

The report asserted that despite, 
laws guaranteeing equal advan-1 foreign ministers on the condt- 
tages. interior education is given 
to Negroes in the 17 states and 
the District of Columbia where 
segregation is practiced.

To perpetuate a s y s t e m  in 
which the "underprivileged areas 
and families" supply most of the 
children, ‘ without assuring them 
full educational opportunity, is 
“sure to prove disastrous to the 
level of our culture and to the 
whole fabric of our democratic 
institutions,” the document con­
tended.

In short .the new edition of the 
Marshal! Plan has dropped the 
one essentially novel feature of the 
original: the feature of inter- 
European co-operation. The “phil­
osophy’' behind the Plan has un­
dergone a thorough change, too. 
Origitally, the Marshall Plan was 
to be the financial vehicle to 
construct Europe. Now, as the 
Secretary indicates, its role Is 
to save democracies from bolchev-

One os 
the other alternative has to be 
chosen even If the most importan< 
objective, the reduction of th« 
national debt, is forgotten alto­
gether.

to spend billions of dollars abroad 
n:id to relieve the domestic tax­
payer at the same time. The trick 
is a very simple one, aa financial 
tricks always are. Much of the 
new foreign spending may take 
the form of loans provided by 
the American government. The 
taxpayer will not be called upon 
for that amount. The national 
debt Itself will rise only in its 
contingent or hidden part. Tha 
foreign countries will service the 
new debt by Incurring more debt,, 
and as long as this pyramiding of 
debts lasts, the American tax­
payer will not be faced with the 
fiscal consequences of an added 
debt burden. For the coming elec­
tion year, a t any rate, every one 
will be made happy except the 
consumer. Inflation will continue 
at an accelerating pace, and no 
price controls, rationings and al­
locations can alleviate the pro­
cess—due ns It Is to a growing 
unbalance between supply and de­
mand.

From Lebanon came advices 
saing that border forces there 
had strengthened and had been 
instructed to shoot at sight any 
persons approaching the frontier 
from Palestine,

This development was said to 
have resulted from an incident 
last Friday, when a bomb . al­
legedly was hurled across the 
border from Palestine.

Beirut dispatches also asserted 
that Palestine Jews had threaten­
ed to attack .a Lebanese border 
village whose Arab inhabitants 
had seized and disarmed two 
Jewish interlopers.

In Baghdad, Gen. Husein Fawzi, 
former Iraqi Army chief of staff, 
said the army had released sev­
eral thousand troops who would 
be ready to move to Palestine 
within two weeks with full equip­
ment to join Arab forces there.

In Cairo, approximately 100,000 
demonstrators jammed into Opera 
Square yesterday and heard Arab 
League representatives pledge to 
supply Palestine Arabs w i t h  
“weapons, equipment and men” 
to fight partition of the Holy 
Land.
