WASHINGTON — Based on
comparisons of the Senate and
Tower reports on Iran, congres-
sional investigators are seeking a
full account of the events of May
15, 1986, to determine if President
Reagan knew of plans to divert

Sources on both the special
House and Senate Iran investi
gating committees, who decline
to be identified by name, say May
15 appears to be the most likely
date on which Reagan could have
been told of the plan.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Reagan says he let his con-
cern for Americans held hostage
in Lebanon ‘‘spill over’ into his
initiative to seek a new link with
Iran, but he promises the hos-
tages’ families he has not aban-
doned them

“A few months ago I told the
American people I did not trade
arms for hostages,’’ Reagan said
Wednesday in his nationally
broadcast address from the Oval
Office. ““My heart. and my best
intentions still tell me thatis true,
but the facts and the evidence tell
me it i1s not.”’

‘“‘Let me say to the hostage
families, we have not given up,”’
Reagan said

Peggy Say, sister of hostage
Terry Anderson, said she was en-
couraged by the president's re
marks

“I believe as he told us when he
met with the hostages’ families
that he had a strong commitment
to getting the hostages home,"”
she said in an interview in
Washington. ‘‘That proved to be
true in light of the revelations, so
I am prepared to take him at his
word.”’

Mrs. Say said the government
has other methods it could use
that she believes could secure the
release of the hostages. She de-
clined to elaborate

WASHINGTON — He's taken his knocks, says
he's learned his lesson and now is ready to move on
from the Iran-Contra affair. You can hardly blame
President Reagan for wanting to go forward after
three months of turmoil, but the surprise may be
Congress’ inclination to go along.
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Contradicting his previous statements, Reagan
acknowledged for the first time that he had traded
arms for hostages. But he couched his admission in
words that still suggested he really didn’t believe

that was the case

Recalling his earlier disavowal of a swap,
Reagan said, *My heart and my best intentions
still tell me that is true, but the facts and the evi-
dence tell me it is not.”’

He was a victim, he said, of his own compassion
for hostages held in Lebanon.

“I'let my personal concern for the hostages spill
over into the geopolitical strategy of reaching out
to Iran. I asked so many questions about the hos-
tages’ welfare that I didn't ask enough about the
specifics of the total Iran plan.”

Many Democrats joined Republicans in saying
Reagan's speech Wednesday night was a good
start on the road back and helped undo some of the
damage he's suffered

The Associated Press has
learned that this Poindexter
document is a briefing memo for
the president and contains his
handwritten notation that he re-
layed its contents to Reagan oral-
ly on May 15.

The earlier briefing
memo provided the president on
Jan. 17, 1986 the rationale for sell-

Reagan signed the one-page au-
thorization, known as a ‘‘pres-
idential covert action finding.”

But the three-page rationale
has notations only by Poindexter,
not Reagan. Poindexter’s initials
are in two places: under where
Poindexter wrote in Reagan’s
“RR’” initials on the approval
line and under a note that the
“President was briefed verbally
from this paper.”’ Poindexter
also wrote in the time, date and
other officials present.

The Senate report cites a White
House chronology and the Tower
report cites notes by the National
Security Council’s executive
secretary showing that also on
May 15 Reagan approved a secret
mission to Iran by former Nation.
al Security Adviser Robert
McFarlane and the ‘‘terms of re-
ference’’ to guide McFarlane’s
talks there.

Without explicitly saying so,
the Tower report implies this
occurred during the daily nation-
al security briefing which
Poindexter regularly held for
Reagan, Vice President Bush and
Chief of Staff Donald T. Regan
between 9:30 a.m. and 10 a.m.

Sources said the White House
made available logs showing
attendance at meetings which in-
cluded both North and Reagan
but not of meetings North did not
attend.

The Senate report said that the
terms of reference approved by
Reagan appear to be identical to
those ‘‘found in NSC files
attached to the undated memor-
andum discussing diversion of
funds to the Contras.”

The Tower report printed the
terms of reference and said they
were attached as ‘“Tab A" to the
undated memorandum.

The undated memorandum,
found by aides to Meese in
North’s files on Nov. 22, is the
document which first tipped
them off to the diversion. It says
of the Iranian arms proceeds that
‘12 million will be used to purch-
ase critically needed supplies for
the Nicaraguan Democratic Re-
sistance Forces.”’

The Tower report describes
this undated memo: ‘‘North’s
memorandum for Poindexter to
forward to the President re-
viewed the negotiations and spe-
cified how the profits on the sale
of weapons to Iran could be
spent.’”’ )

But the Tower panel added that
it ‘‘has obtained no evidence that
Poindexter showed this memor-
andum to the president.”

The undated memo has the
same format as the Jan. 17, 1986,
memo which Poindexter used for
an oral briefing of Reagan, in-
cluding the recommendation sec-
tion at the end for Reagan’s ini-
tials to signify approval or dis-
approval.

‘“We're obviously interested in
that memo, that date,’”’ one con-
gressional investigative source
said of the undated memo and
May 15. ‘“There is obviously a
question in terms of what the
president saw and what he didn’t
see.”’

Senate Majority Leader Robert Byrd, D-W.Va.,
said, ‘It went part way'’ while Sen. Howell Heflin,
D-Ala., a member of the Senate committee investi-
gating the Iran-Contra affair, said the speech rep-
resented ‘‘a transfusion’’ for Reagan.

But even GOP lawmakers said Reagan must do
more. ‘‘Let’s face it, the Iran affair is not yet
over,’”’ cautioned Senate Minority Leader Bob
Dole, R-Kan. And Byrd said Congress will be look-
ing for action, not just words.

Emboldened by Reagan’s political weakness,
House Speaker Jim Wright, D-Texas, is prodding
Reagan to reverse course and endorse tax in-
creases. Other Democrats are pressing for com-
promises on the budget and trade and with the
Russians on arms control.

Dole bluntly warned the White House that it bet-
ter carefully pick its veto targets lest an easy over-
ride make the president appear even weaker.

A hint of compromise was there between the
lines of Reagan’s speech. He said there were things

Howard Baker, a skilled bargainer and pragmatist
and far less of an ideological conservative than his
boss.

“I’'m hopeful that his experience as minority and

majority leader of the Senate can help us forge a
new partnership with the Congress, especially on
foreign and national security policies,”” Reagan
said. ‘
He did not apologize for his Iranian initiative, as
some had suggested he should. Three times he
used the word ‘‘mistake’’ but he never connected it
to the pronoun *‘I,”” such as in a sentence saying, *‘1
made a mistake.”’

Nevertheless, his speech was taken as an admis-
sion he erred.

‘A man is never more credible than when he
admits to a mistake, and this the president has
very manfully done tonight,” said former Sen.

SMU football controversy’s fallout assessed

AUSTIN (AP) Gov. Bill Clements
predicts there won’t be any political
fallout from his acknowledged involve
ment in the Southern Methodist Uni
versity football scandal, but some
others aren't so sure.

““It’s hard to see how it would enhance
things. The only question is how much
damage,” said Dr. Richard Murray, a
pollster and political scientist at the
University of Houston

“In a state where the governor has
relatively weak formal powers, his pub
lic standing is important,”’ Murray said
Wednesday. ‘‘He does have to get along
with legislators and so forth. If you lose
credibility, you suffer

Clements testily denied Wednesday
that his administration would feel any
effect .

‘““No, I'm not,”” Clements replied
when asked if he was worried about
possible political effects of the:SMU
affair.

Before taking office in January, Cle-
ments served as chairman of the SMU
Board of Governors. On Tuesday, he

told a news conference that he and other
university officials decided to continue
payments to some football players after
the program was slapped with NCAA
penalties in 1985.

“I think what he’s done is really call
into question more vividly than ever his
judgment, his feel for what is and isn’t
proper,”’ said Dr. Charles Elliott, an
East Texas State University political
scientist who admits to being no fan of
the state’s only 20th century Republi-
can governor.

The governor’s defenders, however,
noted that Clements ordered the player
payments ‘‘phased out.”” They say he
was part of the solution, not part of the
problem.

‘‘Hindsight gives you a thousand
opportunities to say you should have
done it better, you should have done it
differently. He could have grand-
standed ... but I think the underlying
main factor is that he started the
cleanup,’”” said George Strake, Texas
Republican Party chairman.

“If you analyze the deal, it looks to me

that when the governor went into that
job as (SMU) chairman, he smelled
something fishy and said ... the prog-
ram is going to be phased out,’’ Strake
said.

Clements has refused to say much
more about the SMU affair.

“I am not going to talk SMU today,”’
he said Wednesday. ‘‘I've done all the
talking about SMU I'm going to do.”

The SMU crisis is the latest in a series
of difficulties Clements has faced since
being sworn in on Jan. 20 after defeat-
ing Democratic Gov. Mark White, the
man who had ousted him from the gov-
ernor’s mansion in 1982.

Among them:

— Clements sharply criticized White
for ‘‘early release’’ of prison inmates,
then approved the early transfer of 186
inmates from prisons to halfway houses
as a method to ease prison overcrowd-
ing. Clements said they will remain
under supervision longer this way;
White called it early release.

— Some legislative critics say Cle-
ments broke a campaign promise to

avoid further tax increases by endors-
ing a bill to continue for two years a $2.9
billion hike in sales and motor fuel taxes
that White pushed through a special leg-
islative session last fall éo help balance
an oil-ravaged state budget

— His campaign pledge to sell the $3.1
million Mitsubishi jet that White purch-
ased hasn’'t materialized. Clements’
own appointee to the State Aircraft
Pooling Board said last week the jet
could bring only $800,000 if a buyer
could be found.

— Clements said during the cam-
paign he would quickly persuade law-
makers to let him deal with the budget
crisis by giving him increased power to
transfer funds between state agencies
— so-called budget execution authority.
That plan flopped when the Senate
voted against even debating the ques-
tion.

Some Democrats were quick to say
that Clements’ SMU problems will
affect his job, since the office’s powers
are so limited by the Constitution that
persuasion generally is considered a

key factor in job performance.

“Of course this will affect his credi-
bility with the Legislature,” said Sen.
Ted Lyon, D-Rockwall.

‘‘A great deal of the force a governor
has in politics is moral assuasion. I
think this erodes your powers with the
Legislature and the people,” said Bob
Slagle, Texas Democratic Party
chairman.

White said Clements’ SMU problem
raises more questions. s ‘Did he have a
deep moral committment to finish mak-

‘ing these payments or was it hush

money?’’ White asked.

Some, including Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby
and House Speaker Gib Lewis, both
Democrats, said the SMU problem
wasn't related to government.

‘““That’s between him and SMU. That
doesn’t have anything to do with state
business. I don’t think it has any effect
on his credibility at all,”’ said Lewis,
D-Fort Worth.

Republicans said the criticism was
nothing more than partisan politics.

Tax extension bill set for House vote

AUSTIN (AP) — Speaker Gib Lewis says he
will cast the first vote for the bills that would
extend temporary tax increases for another
two years.

Lewis predicted Wednesday, however, that
today’s vote might not be the final tax bill
that he and House members cast ballots on
this year.

That would put lawmakers on a possible
collision course with Gov. Bill Clements, who
promises to veto any tax measure other than
the continuation of the temporary levies.

“You either make cuts or you find addition-
al revenue,’’ Lewis said, adding that the $2.9
billion tax package on the House schedule
today would take care of about half the
problem.

The package would extend the temporary
increases, scheduled to expire Sept. 1, for

another two years. The increases were
approved last year, raising the gasoline tax
from 10 cents to 15 cents per gallon, and the
sales tax from 4% percent to 5% percent.

The state faces a projected $5.8 billion de-
ficit if current spending levels are continued
in 1988-89.

“Idon’t think that’s enough,’’ Lewis said of
the $2.9 billion package, ‘‘but it’s the first
step.”

The speaker said he told Clements $2.9 bil-
lion falls short of a solution, but Lewis said
the governor ‘‘is standing firm on a veto.”

Clements and Lewis met for about 30 mi-
nutes prior to Wednesday's House session.
‘“We’re trying to get our numbers together,"’
the governor said afterward.

Clements has demanded spending cuts in
state government, but Lewis said there are

few that can be made.

“I think we have been in the process of
making cuts for the last four years,”’ the
speaker said. ‘‘I can assure you if there has
been any fluff or surplus in any state agen-
cy's budget, we would have probably found
those.”’

Clements’ plan is a map to big trouble for
the state, Lewis said.

‘“‘Itleaves us very short of where we need to
be. I don’t think it sets any example of us
moving forward on education or any other
thing we need to do in this state,”’ he said.

‘“We have a prison problem that has to be
addressed. We have to build more prisons. 1
think we are going to have to continue the
commitment to public education and higher
education. And those are going to be costly,”
Lewis said.

Bush advocates switch from gasoline
to alcohol-based fuels as part of plan

WASHINGTON (AP) — Vice President
George Bush supports development of a long-
range energy policy, including a switch from
gasoline to alcohol-based fuels to address en-
vironmental, economic and national security
problems.

Bush envisions a day early in the 21st cen-
tury when the nation’s transporation system
will operate almost exclusively on alcohol
fuels, either methanol, made from natural
gas and coal, or ethanol, distilled from corn
and other crops.

““EPA has studied for several years the use
of alcohols instead of gasoline or diesel fuel
as a way of achieving significant reduction in
air pollution,’”” Bush said in a letter sent this
week to Environmental Protection Agency
Administrator Lee M. Thomas.

““The use of ethanol blends, for example,
can produce significant reductions in carbon
monoxide. Moreover, expanding commer-
cial fleet use of methanol in cars, diesel
trucks and buses could similarly provide sig-
nificant reduction in ozone and fine particu-
late matter emissions, especially in Cali-

In an editorial written by Bush for publica-
tion in Des Moines, Iowa, newspapers on
Thursday, the vice president advocated alco-
hol fuels as the best way to reduce ozone,
carbon monoxide and nitrogen oxides.

Bush foresees fleet operators taking an ini-
tial step into methanol use as away todrama-
tically cut into ozone production levels. Stu-
dies conducted by the EPA show ozone reduc-
tions of as much as 94percent in vehicle emis-
sions if methanol is burned.

Costs of alcohol fuel production now are
much higher than those of gasoline. But Bush
figures that with greater research and a
broadening market, helped along by govern-
ment incentives, such fuels will become cost
competitive.

He asked EPA to prepare a presentation
for the presidential Task Force on Regula-
tory Relief this month on the values of alcohol
in reaching federal pollution standards in the
Clean Air Act.

Using a trip Thursday to Iowa to turn a
spotlight on his plans, Bush detailed some of
his expectations for alcohol fuel use in the

fornia.”

‘Open container’ bill approved

AUSTIN (AP) — A bill that would make it a
minor crime to drink while driving has
cleared a Senate committee again, with spon
sor Bill Sarpalius hoping the third time is a
charm.

The State Affairs Committee sent the mea
sure to the Senate on an 8-0 vote Wednesday.

Sarpalius, D-Amarillo, said a similar bill
had been approved by Senate committee in
two previous legislative sessions and once
was OK'd by the full Senate

Representatives of Mothers Against Drunk
Driving, Students Against Drunk Driving,
Texas PTA, Texas Medical Association,

Texas Baptist Christian Life Commission
and law enforcement organizations were
among a dozen witnesses supporting Sarpa-

No one testified against the proposal,

Texas prisons close again due to

HUNTSVILLE (AP) For the sixth time
this year, the Texas prison system’s gates
are closed after a flood of new inmates
pushed the population over a state-mandated
cap, prison officials say

The closing may force Gov. Bill Clements
to declare another state of emergency, which
would grant up to 90 days of ‘‘good time’’ to
about 200 non-violent inmates and enable the
prisons to slip beneath the 95-percent mark.

Clements' actions under the Prison Man-
agement Act last week allowed 187 convicts
to be released Sunday to halfway houses
throughout the state.

“The ball's in his court,”” prison spokes-

man David Nunnelee said Wednesday. ‘‘But
it looks like we're going to have to use it
again.”’

A spokesman for Attorney General Jim
Mattox said prison officials notified Mattox
of the shutdown Wednesday, and he in turn
officially notified Clements

The latest headcount in the 26-unit Texas
Department of Corrections showed 38,496 in-
mates, or 95.20 percent — 82 inmates over the
limit.

Those figures, based on a midnight Tues-
day count and released Wednesday, did not
take into account an estimated 260 inmates
accepted before prison doors closed at 5 p.m.

Tuesday marked the first time prisons
were open In five days and county sheriffs
around Texas, trying to deal with their own
crowding problems, transferred a record 565
inmates into the state system.

Ending drug laws
eliminates criminals

The capture of alleged Colombian drug kingpin Car-
los Lehder Rivas and his extradition to the United
States was a daring operation, carried out at varying
deﬁrees of personal risk to almost everybody involved.
Lehder, reputed to be one of the three or four top lead-
ers of the ‘“Medellin cartel,” is said to control 70 per-
cent of the 80 metric tons of cocaine smuggled into the
United States each year from Colombia, and to clear $8
billign a year.

These kingpins snuffed out the competition with vio-
lence and murder brutal enough to make the Mafia
look like wimps. At least 250 were killed in Miami *‘turf
wars'’ between 1979 and 1982. In Colombia the cartel
has killed nearly 30 judges, a cabinet minister, the
editor of the nation’'s second most influential newspap
er, and hundreds of police officers and informants.

In January a Spanish-speaking gunman shot a for-
mer Colombian justice minister in Budapest, Hun-
gary, where he had been sent as ambassador to escape
cartel death threats.- Medellin cartel enemies are not
even safe behind the Iron Curtain.

You can’'t doubt the personal courage and deter-
mination of those who participated in the attempt to
bring Lehder to trial in the United States. It was an
intricate and expensive operation in which hundreds
risked personal reprisals from demonstrably ruthless
people. U.S. drug agents and their families worldwide,
as well as U.S. tourists in Colombia, have been warned
to be careful. )

If only it held any promise of doing any good at all.

According to U.S. government and law-enforcement
officials, other groups operate independently and are
not likley to be intimidated by Lehder’s capture. While
other cartel leaders may have laid low and increased
security, they are expected to continue to operate.
Some authorities even speculate that Lehder’s cap-
ture occurred because other cartel members soured
on him and arranged for authorities to capture him
without too much difficulty.

Despite all the planning, security, danger and ex-
pense, cocaine is expected to keep coming in from
Colombia at about the same rate as before.

If the United States decriminalized cocaine, the car-
tel would be broken within days. Its kingpins might
still have their illgotten gains, but future profits would
dry up. And there would be no motive to protect terri-
tories with machine guns.

Violence throughout America would decline. No lon-
ger would cocaine users and addicts have an incentive
to mug and burglarize honest citizens to get money to
support their habits.

.S. police corruption would decline, and honest
cops could pay attention to real crimes.

ecriminalization would also cut the ground from
under political groups and governments that combine
drug smuggling with weapons smuggling to finance
violence. Plausible charges have been made concern-
ing both the Sandinista regime and the opposition con-
tras in Nicaragua. Dozens of instances of political
drug running, many involving government agencies
have been documented throughout the world.

Unfortunately, the government and private sectors
of the Drug Abuse Industrial Complex have almost as
large a stake in the continued illegality of cocaine and
other illicit drugs as do the Colombian drug lords.

Still, this country did finally abandon its disastrous
experiment with alcohol prohibition when it became
evident to enough people that it wasn't working and
was creating more problems than alcohol consump-
tion ever had. Can Americans today muster similar
common sense”?

The House Committee on Armed Ser-
vices released a hindsight report on that abor-
tive meeting between President Reagan and
General Secretary Gorbachev.

As reports go, this one was nothing much. It
read for all the world like one of those intermin-
able “‘in depth’’ stories The Washington Post
loves to publish when it needs 10,000 words of
copy to separate the ads — except that the Post
does these thumbsuckers better. Even so, the
House document set thoughts in motion. It pro-
vided a reminder that in October the two leaders
came close to agreement on a stunning propos-
al: They almost agreed on a reduction of 50
percent in their strategic nuclear arsenatls.

That tentative agreement fell apart on the
issue of Reagan’'s Strategic Defense Initiative,
but the main point should not be obscured. Im-
plicitly, both the United States and the Soviet
Union agreed that they could maintain national
security with half the strategic weapons now in

their stockpiles. N

Let us think upon this proposition. What would
happen, | am minded to ask, if the president
tomorrow should announce that without waiting
upon a formal agreement with the USSR, he was
scrapping 5,600 of our 11,200 warheads? No
strings attached. No conditions. No ifs, ands or
buts. These fearful weapons would be publicly
defused and destroyed. The whole world could
come and watch.

What reaction could be expected? For one
thing, we would hear a terrible outery from the
defense establishment and the conservative

press. The president would be charged with en-
gaging in ‘‘unilateral disarmament”’ and with
““leaving us naked and vulnerable to our
enemy.’’ The editors of Human Events would be
felled by apoplectic fits.

Something else might happen. With the whole
world watching, Gorbachev would be virtually
compelled to take similar unilateral action. Af-
ter all, Gorbachev himself repeatedly has prop-
osed a 50 percent reduction in strategic war-
heads. In January 1986, Gorbachev suggested a
specific figure: 6,000 warheads for each nation.
In the name-of simple common sense, wouldn’t
such levels suffice?

What are we talking about when we talk of
such numbers? The atomic bomb that des-
troyed Hiroshima in 1945 carried the destruc-
tive equivalent of only 17,000 tons of TNT. Only!
Each of our contemporary warheads averages
300,000 tons of TNT. Each Soviet warhead aver-
ages 400,000 tons of TNT. Just one of the Soviet
Union’s monstrous SS-18s carries 10 warheads
of 500,000 tons each. That is the destructive
equivalent of 5 million tons of TNT. And it took
only 17,000 tons to destroy Hiroshima.

Do I make my point clear? Both the United
States and the Soviet Union have accumulated
strategic arsenals that are absurd, grotesque,
ludicrous, terrifying — and wholly unnecessary
to any rational concept of national security. The
mutual capacity for overkill, in one word, is
obscene.

By cutting our strategic arsenal in half, the
United States would retain nuclear weapons
with a destructive capacity roughly equal to 1.7

billion tons of TNT. This is enough to reduce the
Soviet Union to a radioactive cinder, uninhabit-
able for the next hundred years. It is enough to
destroy every major city in the USSR, to obliter-
ate oil fields, industries, rail yards, harbors,
generating plants, the whole works. And of
course, with a roughly equivalent arsenal, the
Soviet Union would retain the capacity to do the
same thing to the United States.

There was talk at Reykjavik of eliminating
nuclear weapons altogether, both strategic and
tactical, by the end of this century. Gorbachev
harped once again on this theme just recently.
This is the stuff of pipe dreams. If the West ever
were to fall into the folly of total nuclear dis-
armament, the free world would indeed be
“naked and vulnerable’’ to the overwhelming
conventional forces of the USSR.

What is needed — all that is needed —is (1) a
nuclear arsenal sufficient to deter a surprise
first strike in the fashion of Pearl Harbor and (2)
the will to use it in the awful event. An initial
reduction to 5,500 or 6,000 warheads could safely
be followed by further cuts to 3,000 warheads, or
1,000, or 500. )

The trouble is that both sides have become so
obsessed with arms control that they have lost
sight of straightforward arms reduction. The
means defeat the ends. As Rep. Duncan Hunter,
R-Calif., has said, we are hung up on ‘‘agree-
ment for agreement’s sake.”” If the president
would forget about the ‘‘process,”” and simply
act on his own, he surely would catch hell from
the pop-eyed right. The next question is, so
what?

Union bosses ignore advancing technology

Last year, Mack stunned this com-
munity when it announced it would

- entire operation to a new, $80 million

facility in Winnsboro, S.C. whose
work force would total only 850 be-
cause of advanced technology

The Allentown plant was antiquat-
ed but it was abandoned only after the
UAW's international leaders rebuffed
Mack's attempts to secure a broad
range of concessions from the union
and its members.

Although the threat has never been

explicitly stated, Mack has left little
doubt that continued rejection of con-
cessions will lead to the consolidation
of all its operations at the South Caro
lina facility. Non-union wages at that
plant, which is scheduled to open this
summer, will be about half of what
production employees now earn

The company is demanding that the
typical blue-collar employee, now
earning $520 a week, accept slightly
more than $41 per week worth of re-
ductions attributable to a wage freeze
and other concessions

Mack employees also would relin-
quish their right to strike, accept new
job classifications and give up one of
the weeks of paid vacation and three
other days off now granted every
year.

In return for union acceptance of a

six-year contract containing those
provisions, Mack would agree to
maiptain its existing production facil-
ities in Pennsylvania. Maryland and
New Jersey through 1993.

In addition, the displaced Pennsyl-
vania workers would be given prefer-
ence in filling jobs at the new South
Carolina plant and the company
would halt the practice (known as

President Reagan’s nationally tele-
yised address was an impressive start
in putting the Iran-Contra affair behind
him but he still has some distance to go
before regaining the public’s confi-
dence, Democrats and Republicans
said.

“If we think that just a good and a
very splendid speech is going to do that,
we’'re going to be disappointed,” for-
mer Secretary of State Alexander Haig
said on ABC-TV’s ‘“Nightline”’ after
Wednesday night’s speech.

“What the president must do now is

lead this country. And lead it by taking
on the major challenges that face this
country.”

Reagan, responding for the first time
to the Tower commission’s criticism of
his detached management style and
ignorance about the details of the Iran
arms policy, said the once-secret Iran
initiative ‘‘deteriorated’’ into an arms-
for-hostages deal.

“It was a mistake.”’ he said in a 12-
minute address from the Oval Office
praised as candid and effective by
several governors.

‘I think this speech helps undo same
of the damage,” said New York Gov.

Mario Cuomo, a Democrat. ‘“The prin-
cipal objective thing he did was admit
some fault. The American people are
very smart and very forgiving. If you
admit fault to them, they will accept it.
The_American people, we all want to
love Ronald Reagan. He made it a little
bit easier tonight.”

In his address, the president once
again said he didn’t know in advance
about the diversion of arms proceeds to
the Nicaraguan rebels even though, ‘‘as
president, I cannot escape responsi-
bility.”

Some governors said the address dis-
pelled concerns raised by the Iran-

Contra controversy about the 76-year-
old president’s mental alertness.

I think there’s been some sentiment
that maybe Ronald Reagan, at his age,
had sort of begun to lose it,”’ said Indi-
ana Gov. Robert D. Orr, a Republican.
“I don’t think he exhibited that at all.
He seemed to me particularly virile.
His voice was strong and his eyes were
bright.”

However, the Rev. Jesse L. Jackson,
a Democrat, said the substance of the
address, in which Reagan said he could
not recollect whether he approved an
arms shipment before or after the fact,
raised ‘‘a set of deeper questions.”’

“I would be conéerned that he said
that he forgot, and the issue of his mem-
ory and his competence in managing
the situation is a matter that will not go
away,” Jackson said on ‘“‘Nightline.”’

Louisiana Gov. Edwin Edwards, §
Democrat, said the speech was “‘a step
in the right direction.”

‘““And I think his pledge to follow
through on the Tower commission re-
commendations and reorganize the
National Security Council, if actually
implemented, as I'm sure he will, will
further convice the American people of
his seriousness,”” Edwards said.

Emergency crews hose down commuter airliner wreckage.

Crash of commuter airliner
kills nine, injures up to 20

ROMULUS, Mich. (AP) — Victims were in
flames as they tried to escape from a burning com-
muter plane after it crashed at Detroit's airport,
killing nine of the 19 people aboard and injuring up
to 20, including 10 on the ground. .

“I don’t know how anybody got out,”’ Lerby Gar-
vey said after the twin-engine plane crashed on
landing, flipped, caught fire and slammed into ser-
vice vehicles Wednesday afternoon at Detroit Met-
ropolitan Airport.

A National Transporation Safety Board team
was to begin investigating the wreck today, said
board chairman Jim Burnett.

The pilot, first officer and seven passengers
were killed, officials said.

The crash was the worst in the 30-year history of
the nation’s 12th largest airport, said Richard
Jamison, Wayne County director of airports.

The Fischer Brothers Aviation CASA 212-200 tur-
boprop, operating as Northwest Airlink Flight
2268, had left Mansfield, Ohio, and stopped in
Cleveland en route to Detroit.

The pilot may have lost power in an engine as it
approached for landing, said Jamison.

‘I saw those two guys rolling out with their arms
on fire,”’ said Leroy Garvey, 69, of Detroit. ‘‘Then
there was a second flash ... I don’t know how any-
body got out.”’

The plane’s left wing slammed into the pave-
ment. The craft bounced, turned over and the flam-
ing wreckage slid about 1,000 feet before plowing
into two catering trucks, baggage carts and other

service vehicles 20 to 30 feet from a terminal.

Ten people on the plane and 10 ground workers
were injured, said Jim Vollman, county Office of
Public Services director. However, hospitals re-
ported treating only 13, including six who were
released.

Airport officials could not explain the discrepan-
cy, but police officers and security guards said
they believed some people with slight injuries may
have refused treatment at hospitals.

Seven people were admitted in conditions rang-
ing from guarded to good, hospital officials said.

Dozens saw the crash.

‘“The people on fire were bright red,”’ said Ellie
Heinrich, 52, of Rochester, a passenger awaiting
her flight. “‘I'll never forget it.”’

Fischer Brothers marketing director Ralph
Baker identified the dead crew members as pilot
David Sherer, 45, of Crestline, Ohio, and co-pilot
Shawn Manningham, 26, of Mansfield, Ohio.

Baker said the names of the other dead and in-
jured on the plane would not be released until fami-
lies were notified.

Following the crash, the airport closed for 32
minutes. Officials said a runway and two gates
near the crash site would remain closed.

The crash was the first for Fischer Brothers,
which has been in business since 1948, Baker said.
The Galion, Ohio-based regional carrier operates
nine planes and connects with Northwest flights,
serving Ohio and Michigan, said corporate ser-

Judge bans 36 schoolbooks for

teaching humanism as religion

MOBILE, Ala. (AP) — A civil rights lawyer says
a federal judge has ‘‘declared ideas unconstitu-
tional’’ by virtually banning 36 books from Alaba-
ma public schools on the ground they promote
secular humanism as a religion.

U.S. District Judge William Brevard Hand said
Wednesday the use of the textbooks by the state
violates the U.S. Constitution’s prohibition against
the establishment of a religion by the state.

“With these books, the state of Alabama has
overstepped its mark, and must withdraw to per-
form its proper non-religious functions,”” Hand
said in the 172-page ruling.

““Teaching that moral choices are purely person-
al and can only be based on some autonomous, as
yet undiscovered and unfulfilled, inner self is a
sweeping fundamental belief that must not be
promoted by the public schools,’”’ Hand said.

Fundamentalists say sc~ular humanism is the
elevation of transient hum. n values over eternal
spiritual ones, and secular numanists believe hu-
mans can handle their own afiairs without divine
intervention.

The judge’s decision immediately was attacked
as a “judicial book-burner’’ by former Rep. John

Buchanan, R-Ala., a Baptist minister and chair-
man of the Washington-based People for the Amer-
ican Way.

“Never before has a federal court so injected
itself into the curriculum of the public schools,”
Buchanan told a news conference.

People for the American Way and the American
Civil Liberties Union joined the state school board
in defending against the lawsuit filed by a group of
600 parents and teachers.

‘““This is the first time to our knowledge that a
federal judge has declared ideas unconstitution-
al,”” said state ACLU director Mary Weidler. ‘““The
decision confirms our worst fears of federal cen-
sorship over local public school matters.”’

In his ruling, Hand said, ‘“This case is not an
attempt.- by anyone to censor materials deemed
undesirable, improper or immoral. What this case
is about is the allegedly improper promotion of
certain religious beliefs.”’

The conservative National Legal Foundation’s
director, Robert K. Skolrood, an attorney for TV
evangelist Pat Roberison, said Hand's decision
‘‘exposes humanism for what it really is: a wolf in
sheep’s clothing; prowling through the corridors’’
of schools.”

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Man facing court-martial
contends he’s a civilian

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) — A colorblind man
who figured he’d be an Air Force pilot by now has
instead been charged with desertion and confined
to a 7-foot by 12-foot residential room at Lackland
Air Force.

The battle between Andrew Jackson Woodrick
and the Air Force has spanned four years, with
Woodrick claiming he is a civilian because the Air
Force reneged on a contract to train him as a pilot.

The Air Force, however, contends that although
Woodrick was dlsqualmed from pilot training be-
cause he is slightly colorblind, he must neverthe-
less serve two years’ active duty.

“I don’t think they are interested in me as per-
sonnel for the military. I think they’re strictly in-
terested in protecting a contract law and punishing

e,”” Woodrick said Wednesday. ‘‘I think there are
others who have similar problems like me, but
can’t do anything about it.”’

Woodrick, 27, has been at Lackland, a Air
Force’s training center, since Dec. 1 after the
latest round of a battle that began at Memphis
State University, where he was in the Reserve
Officer Training Corps program.

His case has been appealed to the U.S. Supreme
Court, and he has filed a $10 million lawsuit against
certain military officials. Meanwhile, his court-
martial on desertion charges has been postponed
indefinitely.

Military officials declined to discuss the case
because it is in litigation, said Lackland spokes-
man Lt. Col. Robert A. Gibson.

Woodrick’s case began in April 1980, when he
passed a colorblindness test at Memphis State. In
1981, he signed a six-year ROTC contract after
being assured he was medically qualified for pilot
training.

But in 1982, he failed another colorblindness test
and was declared unfit to receive pilot training.

In 1983, he stopped attending his ROTC classes,
saying the contract called for him tobe trained as a
pilat and he didn’t want to do anything else in the
military. He claimed he was a civilian.

The Air Force declared him an enlisted man in
May 1984, but Woodrick refused an order to report
for two years of active duty. In March 1985, he was
arrested at his Nashville home, brought to Lack-
land and charged with desertion.

He hired San Antonio lawyer John Economidy, a
former military prosecutor who had represented
other officers and enlisted men in similar cir-
cumstances.

On June 6, 1985, U.S. District Judge Edward C.
Prado granted Woodrick’s request that the milit-
ary no longer had a jurisdiction in the matter.

In October 1986, the 5th U.S. Circuit Court of
Appeals in New Orleans reversed Prado’s ruling
and Economidy filed an appeal with the U.S. Sup-
reme Court.

What drives the stock market?

NEW YORK (AP) — If there is agreement about
anything on Wall Street it is that prices are ulti-
mately driven by corporate earnings and di-
vidends.

But, asnany analysts have noted, earnings and
dividends don’t seem to justify the 179 percent gain
in the Standard & Poor’s 500-stock index since Au-
gust 1982, when it was quite literally in the pits.

At 19 times last year’s earnings, stock prices
today are relatively high when compared to most
others years, which is-another way of saying that
earnings aren’t as high as the expectations.

Since dividend increases aren’t setting records
either, the explanation for the market’s rise must
lie elsewhere. And after only a casual survey, it is
clear that there is indeed an ‘‘elsewhere’’ on the
market scene.

There is, for example, the decision by General
Motors to buy back as much as 20 percent of its own
shares by 1990, thus lifting the price per share
through the simple expedient of reducing the
amount available to the public.

It is a tried and true method, used by GM's chief
competitors, Ford and Chrysler, and by dozens of
other large companies aiming to please sharehol-
ders, who suddenly.seem to be obtaining recogni-
tion of their status as owners.

With raiders such as T. Boone Pickens waiting to
pounce, it behooves managements to keep on the
good side of their owners. And nothing does it like

higher prices, no matter, it seems, how they get
them.

Buyback activities are just one means of reduc-
ing the amount of stock on the market. Mergers
and acquisitions also can result in fewer shares,
since one of the companies involved might dis-
appear into the other.

Wright Investors Service notes that since 1984
about $200 billion of stock has been removed from
the U.S. market through cash purchases associ-
ated with takeovers, and that most of the money
has found its way back into the market.

‘‘Recognizing the multiplier effect of these
funds, it is not unreasonable to conclude that they
account for a good portion of the $750 billion in-
crease in U.S. stock market values over the past
three years,’’ says Wright.

Foreign money also has had a role in the price
runup. In 1985, foreign investment in the U.S. stock
market totaled about $5 billion.

Falling interest rates have contributed, en-
couraging those with money in fixed-income secur-
ities to transfer their funds to stocks.

The growth of funds in corporate pension
accounts has contributed. So has the growth of
mutual funds. As each grows, it has the ‘‘problem”’
of getting funds invested quickly, and nothing bet-
ter serves that purpose than stocks.

And there’s also analysts’ hopes. The market
must know something, they say, and that ‘‘some-
thing,”’ they conclude, is that investors foresee a
stronger economy later this year.

ABILENE (AP) —On the Circle R Ranch, round-
ups are held at least twice a week and the livestock
is dispersed to buyers scattered from Washington
State to New York State. Via Parcel Post.

If, from that, you infer that the Circle R is an
unusual spread, you're right.

For one thing, the range covers about 4,000
square feet. For another, the livestock are ear-
thworms.

Ruben Thiele has been earthworm ranching for
about 20 years at 2913 Elm in Abilene.

He began in 1967 after suffering a heart attack.
The doctor told him he needed a hobby. At the time,
he was a linotype operator for the Abilene Repor-
ter-News and the Circle R was a part-time occupa-
tion.

He started out with about 6,000 worms, never
bought another worm, and last year sold about
6,250,000 of the critters without making a dent in his
herd.

It seems that, if there were a breeding contest,
worms would come out way ahead of rabbits. Each
mature female worm produces about four egg cap-
sules per month. The eggs hatch in 21 days and
each capsule may produce as many as 20 worms.

When he first started, Thiele sold worms retail —
to fishermen and gardeners. He has since moved

" into the big time. He now sells his Tennessee

Brown Nose earthworms wholesale to suppliers.
He has customers in New York, Washington,

Ranch raises worms, not cattle

London, England, once. He never did hear how the
experiment turned out.

In the 1970s, he sold some worms to two young
women from Cooper High School. They were going
to enter a ‘“‘Worm Cake”’ in the science fair. They
didn’t win a prize, he said.

Raising worms doesn’t involve being up before
dawn, riding fences or even making sure the gates
are locked. What it does involve, Thiele says, is
feeding every week or so, keeping the beds slightly
moist and periodically cleaning out the beds.

A worm bed at the Circle R is a tile-lined trench,
three feet wide, 160 feet long and 26 inches deep.
You start out with six inches of soil and peat moss.
The worms burrow into the top three inches. Every
week or so, you add peat moss, paper, cotton seed
hull, coastal bermuda and alfalfa — just about any
pulverized feed that other livestock eat.

When the bed gets full, Thiele moves the worms
to another bed and sacks up the ‘“‘wrm castings.”
He sells a 10- to 12-1b. bag of worm castings for $1.50
a bag.

“It’s great for potting plants, gardens or flower
beds,”’ he says. ‘‘It tested out at 15 percent nit-
rogen, 27 percent phosphorus and 25 percent potas-
sium.”’ The Extension Service report also showed
the soil was high in zinc, iron, manganese, magne-
sium and calcium.

Worm ranching is a low-overhead occupation.
Thiele says he makes a profit of about 60 cents on
the dollar. There are 2,500 worms to a pound and
his average price for a pound of worms is $8.75.

A rancher isn’t really a rancher until he has
some hard times tales totell, and as an old-timer in
the worm ranching business, Thiele has a few.

Clothes get new lease on life
through fashion resale shops

NEW YORK (AP) — One per-
son's mistake can be another's
good fortune for those who fre-
quent the growing number of re-
sale shops sprouting up around
the country.

Resale shops sell pre-owned,
fashionable clothes in pristine
and occasionally brand new con-
dition for one half to a third off
their original cost. They’re sold
on consignment, with the donor
getting half of the selling price.

‘““We benefit both the woman
who bought something that was a
mistake and the woman who
wants to buy at very off price,”
says Carole Selig, the owner of
Encore, a Madison Avenue resale
shop that specializes in haute co-
uture designer wear including
evening gowns, furs and hand-
bags.

Ms. Selig said the woman who
founded Encore came up with the
idea after realizing that women
frequently ‘‘bought $5,000 beaded
gowns, wore them once and then

" didn’t want to be seen in them
again.”

She approached a few of those
women and suggested that in-

stead of giving the barely-used
clothes away, they should let her
try to sell them.

The idea worked.

Millie Shaffer, editor of the Re-
sale Connection, a Palm Harbor,
Fla., newsletter, says the resale
market is booming. She esti-
mates there are about 10,000
nationwide; the majority spe-
cializing in women’s clothing.
Others focus on men'’s, children’s
and maternity wear.

Shop owners say resale stores
should not be confused with thrift
shops where people donate mer-
chandise that is sometimes dated
and often well-worn.

‘“We focus on quality,”’ Ms.
Selig says. Encore, like many re-
sale shops, rejects anything that
is more than a year out of style or
in poor condition. And if the items
are stained when they get them,
they clean them and subtract the
cost from the donor’s percentage.

She attributes the resale shop
boom to the number of women en-
tering the workforce.

‘““Many of them don't have the
money to spend on a whole new
wardrobe and they have to wear
something different everyday,”’
she says. ‘‘But they can get a lot
for less in resale shops.’’ It’s also

the perfect solution for women
who need an outfit for a one-time
special event, she says.

She says people often sell their
barely-worn clothes because
their tastes — or their figures —
have changed or they just made a
fashion faux pas in buying the
outfit in the first place.

They also get a lot of once-worn
designer gowns from rich
socialites.

One strapless Arnold Scassi
gown with black velvet jacket
that originally sold for about
$5,000, was resold at Encore for
$1,500 and a six-month-old $8,500
fox coat sold for $3,500, she says.

Mixed among the elegant items
are casual Calvin Klein skirts,
Ralph Lauren blouses and Liz
Claiborne sweaters at reasonable
prices.

For star-struck buyers, clo-
thing worn by celebrities can be
purchased at A Star is Worn in
Los Angeles.

The Melrose Avenue store sells
the castoffs of Brooke Shields,
Michael Jackson and Joni Mitch-
ell, among others. The celebrity’s
percentfage of the sale goes to a
different charity every week,
says co-owner Edie Mirman.

Over the years, she says, un-
spoken dress codes have become
standard for certain professions

‘“‘Attorneys typically dress con-
servatively in ‘power’ dress, such
as a charcoal gray suit, white or
light plue shirt and a yellow tie,”
she®ays.

B If a person suddenly switches
from conventional, neat clothing
to sloppy, mismatched attire, be
concerned. It may be a sign of
depression

B A woman who favors overly
prim and frumpy styles may be
saying she is afraid of her own
sexuality.

B A person who makes a practice
of buying very expensive, up-to-
the-minute clothing and acces-
sories, and then brags about how
much they cost, is revealing a
streak of vanity and is also trying
to show power.

A lot of how we dress, says Miss
Kin, has to do with how the
fashion industry influences us
and tries to make us believe we
have to wear new styles.

“That’'s how they make their
money, by saying if we look like
this, we’'ll be successful,”” she
says.

“Dress with whatever you're
comfortable with. Fads come and
go. If you find a style you feel
good and comfortable in, stick
with that.

‘Governor knew

about payoffs

By WALTER C. PUTNAM
Associated Press Writer -

DALLAS (AP)—One investiga-
tion is leading to another at
Southern Methodist University,
where a football recruiting scan-
‘dal has led all the way to the
Texas governor’s office.

SMU'’s board of governors cal-
led for a probe Wednesday into
claims by former board chair-
man and current Gov. Bill Cle-
ments that he and other members
‘knew about cash payments to
athletes, but intended to phase
them out.

Current board members flatly

denied any knowledge of pay-
ments to players and said anyone
whp knew about them should
resign.

Meanwhile, local Methodist
leaders demanded that Clements
apologize tor his role in the ‘‘fias-
co”’ and that any school officials
involved in it resign immediate-
ly, said Earl Carter, executive
director of the United Method-
ist’s eight-state South Central
Jurisdiction.

Besides seeking the apology,
the group of about 40 people led
by the Rev. Williams J. Washing-
ton called for an expanded inves-
tigation into the matter, he said.

The SMU board members were
anxious to comply: They asked
the president of the yethodist

church’s College of Bishops to
appoint an ‘‘external commit-
tee” to investigate the accuracy
of their statements.

‘““Everyone unanimously said
they were not aware of any con-
tinuing payments,’’ board chair-
man William Hutchison said af-
ter the board meeting
Wednesday.

Clements, who resigned from
the board before his January in-
auguration, offered no explantion
for the others’ denials.

“Well I'd just keep talking to
them if I were you. Everybody
has to say what they’re comfort-
able with,”’ said the governor,
who also discounted the possibil-
ity of any political effect on his
administration.

Last week, the NCAA abolished
SMU'’s 1987 football program in

Bradley now recognized as a winner

GLENDALE, Calif. (AP) — Pat
Bradley, long known for her con-
sistency on the LPGA tour, is now
recognized for being a winner.

In 1986 Bradley won six tourna-
ments including three of the
LPGA's majors — the Dinah
Shore, LPGA and duMauier. She
collected $492,021 to become the
first LPGA player to hit $2 million
in career earnings.

“I never thought such a year
was possible,’”’ said Bradley,
who’s competing in the $250,000
GNA-Glendale Federal tourna-
ment this weekend at Oakmont
Country Club.

“All 1 was trying to do was to
just keep playing consistently.
That's always been my
strength.”

Bradley has finished in the top
10 in 208 of the 370 tournaments

she's played in her pro career.
She was in the top five in 148 of
those events, was runner-up 43
times and won 21.

So far this year, however,
Bradley hasn't continued her im-
pressive play of 1987. She has yet
to win in 1987 and ranks eighth.on
the LPGA money list with $26,000.

“The one thing I can’t do is
start comparing this year with
last year,’’ she said. ‘“That’s not
to say it couldn’t be done.

‘“After last year, I honestly feel
it’s possible for a player to win all
four majors in the $ame year. But
realistically, I can’t expect it to
happen ...

“I'm just happy that, at this
stage of my career, I've done ev-
erything I've set out to do. I can
honestly say I've.had a great
career if I never win another

tournament.”’

In the Glendale tournament,
which runs through Sunday,
Bradley is in a field that includes
Jane Geddes, who tops the 1987
LPGA earnings list.

“I don’t know what we’ll do at
this juncture,’’ Berst said in a

telephone interview from his Mis-
sion, Kan., office. ‘“We’'ll just
wait and see what other revela-
tions there are. I don’t want to
foreclose any options. But right

T now, I just have an interest like
everyone else does in learning
what the true story is.”

Roy B. Shilling, president of

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Town snags
important

collection

MARSHALL (AP) — As a
schoolteacher in the 1930s, Inez
Hughes taught a starry-eyed stu-
dent determined to break out of
small-town life armed with little
more than charm and grit.

“Wyn-nelle had pictures of the
stars all over her walls. That was
her goal — to be somebody, to be
famous.”’

More than 50 years later when
Wyn-nelle Russell, now known as
Wendy Reves, donated a $35 mil-
lion collection to the Dallas
Museum of Art, Marshall
memories were jogged, par-
laying the small town connection
into a sparkling collection of the
works of postimpressionist artist
Leo Michelson.

The Michelson-Reves Museum
of Art, with its $1 million collec-
tion tucked into a corner of the
town square, seems an unlikely
find in the East Texas town of ab-
out 25,000.

“You wouldn't expect that we'd
have a museum,’’ admits Mil-
dred Carlile. She organized a
campaign to write to Mrs. Reves
after the Dallas donation to con-
gratulate her on bringing fame to
Marshall.

Mrs. Reves revealed in 1984
that she was donating a collection
to the Dallas museum to be
housed in a replica of the Villa La
Pausa, the Mediterranean home
owned by Mrs. Reves and her
husband, author and literary
agent Emery Reves.

At the 600-acre estate, the cou-
ple entertained friends such as
Winston Churchill, W. Somerset
Maugham, Noel Coward — and
Leo Michelson and his wife
Janine.

After news accounts about the
Dallas art gift, local leaders in
Marshall approached Mrs. Re-
ves' former schoolteacher for
background on their new-found
celebrity.

At first the name was unfamil-
iar, but then Mrs. Hughes real-
ized *‘it couldn’t be anyone else.”

“*She always wanted to excel. |
think she was trying to build up
her self esteem,’’ she said. ‘‘She
was quite predominant in any
crowd, even as a child. It didn’t
make any difference what she
wore. She'd have a flower in her
hair, something different. She
had this radiance about her.”

Regally handsoime at 84 with
upswept grey hair and the care-
fully enunciated vowels of a long-
time schoolteacher, Mrs. Hughes
provided the link between Mrs.
Reves and her small-town past.

Marshall wrote to Mrs. Reves
and, somewhat to the town's sur-
prise, Mrs. Reves wrote back.

‘““It was such a warm and
friendly letter. She wanted to
know if the drug store on the cor-
ner where she used to have ice
cream was still there,’” Mrs. Car-
lile said. ‘‘We began a corres-
pondence."”’

Later on, when Janine Michel-
son was looking for a place for her
husband’'s works, Mrs. Reves
suggested Marshall

The town, not known for its
cultural clout, didn't have an art
museum or a place to put one, but
community leaders jumped at
the proposition

““We really did start out with
either ignorance or faith and we
did not realize we needed an en-
dowment for this,”” Mrs. Carlile
said.

But after a fund-raising drive,
a $10,000 gift from Mrs. Reves
and a local law firm's offer of
rent-free space, the new museum
opened in May 1985 with Mrs. Re-
ves and Mrs. Michelson as guests
of honor

In October, Marshall's art got
another boost from the Reves
connection with the exhibition of
a Manet painting and some Rem-
brandt etchings on loan from the
Dallas museum

The Michelson-Reves museum
is comprised of a large, elegant
room painted in a muted cream
and lighted by a clever technique
borrowed from larger museums

Mrs. Reves lent an energetic
hand in the planning, writing co-
pious notes with suggestions
ranging from the flooring to the
colors, Mrs. Carlile said.

‘“‘She’s been wonderful.qShe's
had wonderful ideas about how to
use the museum. She just calls it
a little jewel,”’ Mrs. Carlile said.

The paintings range from de-
tailed, realistic works to more
modern examples in bold, sweep-
ing strokes

Because the museum is an
almost complete reflection of
Michelson’s work, they show his
progression toward his own style
of using superimposed layers to
achieve a transparent quality.
Michelson was born in Riga, Lat-
via, in 1887 and died in 1978. In
1910 his works were. exhibited
alongside those of Cezanne, Van
Gogh, Picasso and Renoir.

He was awarded the French
Legion of Honor in 1937 for his
contribution to art and was a
friend of Marc Chagall.

The collection, including
watercolors, drawings and oils,
still raises eyebrows, said in-
terim director Glenda Knutson.
