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M a y o ra l can d idates  h a m m e r  the issues

No matter what the election results 
are Saturday, Pampa will have a re­
latively young mayor for the next two 
years. The youngest candidate is only 
18, and the oldest is only 42.

Seeking the post, left without an in­
cumbent running after Mayor Sherman 
Cowan decided not to seek a second 
term, are Paul Cadena, 18; Gene Fin­
ney, 42; David McDaniel, 40, and Jerry 
Mulanax, 35.

All but Mulanax, who ran for the 
office in 1985, are making their first 
runs to head Pampa’s city government. 
Common campaign themes have con­
cerned citizen involvement in govern 
ment, economic development, city
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spending and water issues.
Cadena, 2100 W. Montagu, is an em­

ployee of Bruce and Sons. He said he’s 
running for mayor because he feels 
citizens have lost much control over 
city government, with the commission 
making too many decisions without 
really listening to citizens. He said he 
feels the commission could use “ a youn­
ger look, a younger view.”

Cadena also said he would like to see 
the city do more to encourage young 
people to remain in the city, with stabi­
lization of the local economy as one of 
his main goals. More jobs, businesses 
and industry would help to keep more 
people in the city, he said, adding that 
he supports the efforts of the Texas 
Cities for Economic Leadership (TEX- 
CEL) and Main Street Project econo­

mic development aims, with residents 
working together.

The young man also expressed con­
cerns about recent city expenditures by 
certificates of obligation. ‘T think this is 
just an abuse of the commission’s pow­
er,”  he said, adding that citizens should 
have more say in such spending. Ex­
penditures should be checked more 
closely, with efforts made to keep 
spending in line with budget projec­
tions, he said.

Cadena also has stated he would give 
serious consideration to the city’s re­
verting back to well water, getting rid 
of its Lake Meredith water supplies 
with the “ fishy odor, bad color, bad 
taste.”

A Phillips Petroleum Co. employee, 
Finney, 1035 S. Hobart, has stressed his

concern for “ control of city government 
to be returned to the citizens of Pam­
pa.”  He has said he feels the commis­
sion should be more open-minded and 
more willing to listen to citizens so the 
commission can “ carry out the wishes 
of the people.”

Finney said cooperation of Pampa 
and Gray County residents working 
together is necessary “ to make our 
community and surrounding area a bet­
ter place to live and work.”  The com­
munity needs to be willing to rally 
around itself in improving city govern­
ment and in economic development 
programs, he stated. One of his goals is 
to see money kept in Pampa, with the 
city government awarding more bids to 
local businesses and “ spending money 
here whenever possible.”

A former Lefors school board mem­
ber before moving back to his native 
Pampa, Finney has been a strong critic 
of city spending through certificates of 
obligation, claiming the COs are not de­
signed for the street paving and City 
Hall renovation projects for which they 
have been used. He said such projects 
should be placed before voters in bond 
elections, with the citizens having the 
final say on such large expenditures.

Finney said acquisition of groundwa­
ter supplies for the city needs to be cons­
idered. But careful consideration needs 
to be given to all water supplies instead 
of just reverting to well water because 
of past and present complaints about 
Lake Meredith water, he said. The city 
already has more than adequate sup-

Autopsies
Pathologist 
chops rate 
for county

Dying to slash the county’s cost 
of autopsies, officials have begun 
looking into an Amarillo patho­
logist’s cut-rate proposal.

Dr. Ralph Erdmann is chop­
ping prices and offering a special 
on forensic death investigations.

But before taking any special 
deals on death, county commis­
sioners want to see a copy of 
Erdmann’s contract.

Erdm ann’ s proposal, p re­
sen ted  to c o m m is s io n e rs  
Wednesday by County Treasurer 
Scott Hahn, would essentially 
place the Amarillo pathologist on 
retainer to the county at a cost of 
$100 per month.

In exchange, Erdmann has 
offered to perform forensic auto­
psies for the county for $500 
apiece, slicing his normal $1,000 
charge ip half.

Hahn said he determined that 
Erdmann would need to perform 
three autopsies for Gray County 
in a year before the plan would 
start paying fo r itse lf. The 
treasurer noted that Erdmann 
has already performed three 
Gray County autopsies this year, 
and records in the county au­
ditor’s office show he performed 
eight at $500 each in 1986.

Erdmann doubled his price for 
an autopsy Jan. 1.

Commissioners weren’t ready 
to cut a deal Wednesday, but they 
did vote to ask Erdmann to send a 
copy of his contract for their re­
view.

County Judge Carl Kennedy 
said commissioners should look 
into Erdmann’ s plan because 
forensic autospies have been 
used more often in recent years. 
He noted that the contract would 
probab ly  include costs fo r  
Erdmann to provide expert testi­
mony at trials.

Pampa to elect 
commissioners

Due to the resignation of one 
former commissioner to run for 
mayor, Pampa voters will be 
electing three commissioners in 
Saturday’s municipal elections

Facing regular elections are 
candidates for Wards 1 and 3. 
Ward 2 candidates are getting a 
chance in a special called elec­
tion to fill the vacancy left by 
David McDaniel in his effort to 
become mayor.

Ward 1 candidates are Ken 
Elliott, 47, and Ray Hupp, 46, the 
most evenly matched by age. In 
Ward 2, Robert W. Dixon, 54, is 
challenging a man half his age, 
incumbent Joe Reed, 27, seeking 
his second term.

Ward 2 hopefuls in the special 
election are Dwight Fiveash, 43; 
W.A. Morgan, 72; Richard Peet,

44, and Austin Sutton, 37, a spread 
of 35 years in age among the four 
candidates.

Elliott, 2234 Lynn, owner of 
Elliott’s Glass and Home Center, 
said he believes Pampa residents 
need to begin working together 
“ to get Pampa back on the right 
track.”  He has criticized what he 
calls “ unnecessary spending of 
hard-earned tax-dollars”  as a 
“ magic cure-all”  through certifi­
cates of obligations and other 
routes creating more indebted­
ness for the city.

E llio tt has stated he sees 
citizen involvement in city gov­
ernment “ as essential to any gov­
erning body.”  He also supports 
more cautious spending of city 
funds in Pampa, careful consid­
eration in obtaining groundwater 
supplies and more carefully pre- 
p a r^  city budgets.

The campaign promises of area mayoral 
candidates bring a variety of styles, goals 
and intentions to campaigns as city job­
seeking enters its final hours.

Six area cities are electing mayors, but 
races have erupted in only half of them. 
Groom’s Alfred Homer, Skellytown’s Wesley 
RusseU and Mobeetie’s Leona House are un­
opposed in their re-election bids.

McLEAN Voters here will have their 

choice between mayoral candidates Bill Tho­
mas, a conservative, and George Green, a 
progressive.

Thomas, 39, manager of the McLean Care 
Center nursing home, said his goal as mayor 
is to “ maintain a conservative government in 
the city.”

He also hopes to find some way to generate 
jobs in a town that watched business sucked 
away by the construction of Interstate 40 to 
the south and oil, gas and agriculture busi­
ness plunge.

’Thomas has been a resident and business­
man in McLean for 11 years. He has served 
one term on the City Council, one year of that 
as mayor pro tempore.

“ We need to watch everything we do,”  said 
Thomas.

Thomas said he has “ several ideas,”  he'd 
like to try, but he declined to say what they 
were.

“ We need to seal coat some of the streets,”  
Thomas said. “ But it’s difficult t o  have a ma­
jor project coming with the economy de­
clining.”

Green, 38, wants to set a more progressive 
course.

“ We must pull together and be semi­

progressive,”  Green said. “ The community 
has gotten lackadaisical. If we’re not prog­
ressing, the young people won’t come back.”

Green, finishing his first term on the coun­
cil, said that although changes need to be 
made, “ we need to continue in the same vein 
we’re going now so that things don’t fall apart 
on us.”

Green said city utilities are in good shape, 
although streets do need work.

He said his two years on the council and his 
“ broad base experience”  is  an oilfirid salaa- 
man, which has taken him to the Middle East 
and other parts of the world, are part of his 
qualifications for the Job.

“ The fact that I am a salesman will be of 
some benefit,”  Green said.

AMARILLO (AP) -- Preliminary autopsy re­

ports indicate that two Amarillo journalists 
apparently died of carbon monoxide poisoning 
while sleeping, said Potter County Justice of the 
Peace Haven Dysart

The bodies of KGNC radio News Director Steve 
Harmel and former Amarillo Globe-News reporter 
Barbara Barton were discovered about 9:45 a m. 
Wednesday, police said

‘ ‘No foul play is suspected and the deaths are not 
expected to be ruled suicides. " Dysart said 

Police at the scene said an open-flame heater

was burning and the windows were closed when 
officers entered the apartment, said Royce Bodi- 
ford, KGNC general manager.

“ They had to take a fan up to remove the air in 
the room to get in there to work,”  Bodiford said.

Harmel, 35, who worked at KGNC since 1978, was 
named news director in 1984 He previously work­
ed at stations in Wichita Falls and Lubbock, and 
was vice president of the Texas Associated Press 
Broadcasters at the time of his death.

Miss Barton, 29, was employed by the Globe- 
News in the family news section from January 1985 
to March 1987.

W as Jim jealous o f Tam m y?
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The friendship of TV 

evangelist Jim Bakker's wife, Tammy Faye, with 
a Nashville singer may have been the cause of the 
jealousy Bakker said led to his sexual encounter 
with a church secretary, a published report says 
today.

Gary Paxton, onetime lead singer of the Holly­
wood Argyles who sang the hit “Alley Oop, " told 
The Washington Post that he and Mrs Bakker 
Were “ just friends, never more than that”

But, the Post reported, Paxton’s ex-wife, Karen, 
said Mrs Bakker was “in love with Gary, or 
thought that she was. and she knew I knew it."

' “I love Tammy We were very close,”  Mrs. Pax­
ton told the newspaper I thought she was my best 
friend, but my best friend and my best husband let 
me down "

Paxton, 48, produced the 1960s song “ Monster 
Mash" as well as record albums for Mrs. Bakker in 
the late 1970s

Linda Wilson, Mrs. Bakker's former secretary, 
told the newspaper she warned Mrs. Bakker 
against becoming involved with Paxton, saying, 
“ ‘ Please don't do anything you’ll be sorry for. It’s 
important for you to guard your affections, to 
guard your heart ’ But she let down her guard”  

Bakker's resignation from his Fort Mill, S.C., 
ministry after acknowledging a sexual encounter 
seven years ago with Jessica Hahn, a church 
secretary, has led to accusations among TV 
evangelists over morality and alleged attempts to 
seize control of the $172 million PTL organization 
which the Bakkers have left. PTL  stands for 
“ Praise The Lord ” and “ People That Love”

A spokesman for the PTL Club, Neil Eskelin, told 
the Post he would have no comment on Mrs. Bak- 
ker’s relationship with Paxton. The Bakkers have 
been in seclusion in Palm Springs, Calif., and could 
not be reached for comment, the newspaper said.

said.
Knox said the chamber had re­

ceived 60 applications for the 
post, with six being called in for 
interviews after investigation 
and screening.

“ The real deciding factor over 
other candidates was Barton’s 
relationship with the Texas Eco­
nomic Development Commis­
sion,’ ’ Knox said.

Barton served as director of 
economic development with the 
TEDC from 1982 to 1984. He orga­
nized the Business Development 
Department to address needs of 
small business, such as capital 
formation and strategic plan­
ning.

Knox said Barton had also de­
veloped a new, more aggressive 
and comprehensive marketing 
approach and researched key 
prospect markets while with the 
TEDC. Barton also initiated par­
ticipation in the Hanover Trade 
Fair and developed the Interna­
tiona l T rade O pportun ities 
Program.

Presently a partner in Dawson 
Homes, a home building business 
in the Austin area, Barton served 
as executive vice president of the 
Denison Area Chamber of Com­
merce from 1979 to 1982.

In Denison he used both volun­
teers and professionals for an in­
dustrial development program. 
He developed the first complete 
economic survey for the city and 
located several new manufactur­
ing plants in the Denison area.

Barton also helped form the 
firs t independent industrial 
foundation in Denison to make in­
dustrial land and buildings avail­
able. He also achieved accredita­
tion with the U.S. Chamber of 
Commerce for the Denison cham­
ber in 1980.

Knox said Barton will work to 
get the Pampa chamber accre­
dited with the national organiza­
tion.

Barton has a bachelor’s degree 
in government from the Universi­
ty of Texas at Austin. He has also 
completed graduate work in busi­
ness and public administration at 
Baylor University at Waco and 
Southwest Texas State Universi­
ty at Temple.

His educational study areas in­
cluded business management, 
accounting, marketing, finance, 
personnel management, econo­
mics, inter-governmental rela­
tions and history, Knox noted.

Barton is a graduate of the In­
stitutes for Organization Man­
agem ent, sponsored by the 
national chamber; he served as 
the Texas chairman for the insti­
tutes.

He has served as an officer with 
the Texas Chamber of Commerce 
Executives, executive vice presi­
dent with the Denison Industrial 
Foundation and vice president of 
the Grayson County Industrial 
Development Corp.

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Commissioner opposes financial restructuring
AUSTIN (AP) — Minority students 

and high school dropouts would suffer if 
Texas takes funds from rich districts 
and gives them to property-poor ones, 
Education Commissioner William Kir­
by says.

Kirby repeated his opposition to poor­
er districts’ fund-redistribution plan 
Wednesday as he completed his testi­
mony in the complex school-financing 
trial, which recessed until Monday.

Attorneys estimate additional testi­
mony and arguments will take about a 
week before the case goes to State Dis­

trict Judge Harley Clark.
The non-jury trial, which began Jan. 

20, was filed by 67 property-poor school 
districts who say division state school 
aid is discriminatory. The state, joined 
by 48 other school districts, claims the 
distribution is fair and adequate.

The property-poor districts have 
proposed redistributing about |660 mil­
lion from rich districts to those more in 
need.

“ In these urban districts — including 
Houston, Dallas and Fort Worth — 
there are large numbrs of disadvan­

taged, particularly minority kids. 
Dropouts are a big problem. Taking 
money from these districts to give to 
other districts would just hurt these dis­
advantaged kids,’ ’ Kirby said.

Kirby said another bad effect would 
be removing those big-city districts 
from those lobbying the Legislature for 
additional help fo r public schools 
throughout the state.

On cross examination, Kirby con­
ceded to Albert Kaufman, attorney for 
the Mexican American Liegal Defense 
Education Fund, that the 21 poorest

school districts in the state include 
150,000 students, of which 95 percent are 
Mexican Americans.

“ I would not only agree to that but I 
would point out that some of the weal­
thiest districts in the state, which will 
have a majority of minority students in 
a few years, also have a high concentra­
tion of Mexican American students,’ ’ 
Kirby said.

The state now distributes about $5 bil­
lion to support public school. Another $5 
billion come from local school taxes.

K irby said the Texas Education

Agency has asked the Legislature to in­
crease school funding by $433 million in 
1988-89 just to keep operations at the 
present level and take care of growing 
student publications.

As an alternative, the TEA has asked 
an additional $2 billion to improve the 
quality of public school education, if 
new revenues become available.

^Budget execution’ opposed 
by 15 of the state senators

AUSTIN (AP) — Fifteen senators — and possibly 
more to come — have gone on record opposing a 
proposal to give the governor more power over the 
state budget.

The Senate rejected in late February a bill to 
implement the 1985 “ budget execution" amend­
ment to the Texas Constitution. The measure 
would allow the governor to transfer funds among 
agencies in emergencies.

On Tuesday, Gbv. Bill Clements threatened law- 
makers with a special session unless they 
approved legislation changing the Texas civil jus­
tice system and broadening the governor’s author­
ity over state spending.

Sen. Carl Parker, D-Port Arthur, told reporters 
Wednesday he had collected the names of IS Demo­
cratic senators, including himself, who oppose giv­
ing such power to Clements, a Republican.

Parker said the signatures are on a letter, which 
says:

“ We the undersigned, believing that we have 
been elected by our constituents to establish priori­
ties for state spending and the stewardship of tax

dollars, pledge that we will not cede our responsi­
bility to represent our constituents to the executive 
branch of government in the form of so-called 
budget execution or other schemes that amount to 
a surrender of legislative responsibility."

“ If the governor thinks he can badger us into 
caving into him to let him be the sole arbiter of how 
state funds are spent, we want to show him he’s 
wrong, and it would be a total waste of citizens’ tax 
money to call us down here in a called session to try 
to pass something that a majority of the Senate is 
clearly opposed to," Parker said.

“ ’The principal way that we can exert any influ­
ence over the direction this state takes is by what 
priority we attached to where the money ought to 
be spent,”  Parker said.

Clements, asked how he hoped to overcome Sen­
ate opposition to the budget execution bill, replied, 
“ I think that they will realize that their obstinance 
is not going to accomplish anything, that they will 
adjust their thinking accordingly. We’re going 
through a real period of adjustment here”

Mattox budget opinion due today
AUSTIN (AP) — Attorney General Jim Mattox 

says he will have the answer today to the question 
that could make the state budget-writing effort 
even more difficult.

From legislators’ point of view, the wrong 
answer could mean an emergency tax bill or poten­
tially devastating disruption of state government.

The question came from Comptroller Bob Bul­
lock, who wants to know whether the state can 
legally carry a $1 billion debt into the next bien­
nium, which begins Sept. 1.

Lawmakers are working under the assumption 
that the deficit can be carried forward and dealt 
with in the next two-year budget period. But Bul­
lock said that might vi<^te the Texas Constitu­
tion’s ban on deficit spending.

If Mattox says the budget must be balanced by 
Aug. 31, lawmakers might have to pass an 
emergency tax bill to make up the $1 billion by 
then.

As state officials awaited Mattox’s decision.

Gov. Bill Clements said the House Appropriations 
Committee was wise in deciding to take a break 
and start over. The panel quit Tuesday until next 
Monday. It was working toward a budget that 
would have exceeded Clements’ limit.

“ You know they’ve been working so hard, I think 
they need a holiday. They need time to go out to 
think and I ’m reasonably sure that they’ll come 
back refreshed and with a different outlook on 
life," he said.

Appropriations Chairman Jim Rudd said the 
break is for rest, relaxation and re-evaluation. He 
said deeper cuts will be sought, although he sees 
“ very little fat" in state spending.

“ The fact of the matter is under the governor’s 
stance, there is no other solution at this point that 
we have found other than making the deep cuts he 
has suggested," said Rudd, D-Brownfield.

Speaker Gib Lewis indicated he saw no way to 
write a reasonable state budget that falls within 
the Clements limit.

Firefighters helping man who lost home
DALLAS (A P )— A 78year-old man who has been 

sleeping in a car since a fire gutted his home and 
took his brother’s life will get help from a group of 
firefighters who offered to rebuild his house.

Louie Watson, 78, could not live in the house until 
extensive repairs were made, so he has been sleep­
ing in his car since the January fire because he 
didn’t want to go to a home for the elderly.

But last week, city officials persuaded him to 
move to a temporary shelter, and the Fellowship of 
Christian Firefighters offered ’Tuesday to rebuild 
the home where Watson’s 80-year-old brother died.

Firefighter Mike Irvin said he was inspired after 
reading a news account of the elderly man’s plight 
Friday.

“ When I saw somebody in need, it just hit me 
that I wasn’t doing anything off-duty and 1 knew I 
could help,”  Irvin said. “ If it wasn’t done this way, 
it wouldn’t have gotten done.

“ If everything goes right, and I ’m sure it wiD, 
we’re going to completely restore his house,”  he 
added. “ The manpower is taken care of”  '

Several dozen of the 300 fellowship members wiU. 
probably work on restoring the house, said FCF 
president Ray Seymore.

Seymore said firefighters hope to replace the 
wiring, cabinets and appliances with donations 
from merchants once the outer structure is re­
paired.

Prosecutor; Convicted 
murderer had busy 
September last year

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) — 
A convict whose 24-hour flight 
into the free world got four offic­
ers fired has been sentenced to 
die by injection for slaying an 
FBI secretary.

Jurors took less than IVi hours 
Wednesday to write Karl Ham­
mond’s ticket to Texas’ death row 
for the rape-slaying of Donna 
Lynn Vetter, 22, last September. 
They felt he would be a con­
tinuing threat to society.

“ I think we were able to demon­
strate that even after he brutally 
murdered and raped Donna Lynn 
Vetter, he went about doing the 
same thing," Bexar County Dis­
trict Attorney Fred Rodriguez 
said after the trial.

“ Fortunately no one else was 
killed. The man is a cancer to 
society and has to be surgically 
removed, and that’s what the 
jury did,”  Rodriguez said.

Hammond, 22, is also accused 
of sexually assaulting three 
women and robbing two conveni­
ence store clerks in September 
1986.

On Wednesday, he sat motion­
less, handcuffed and in shackles, 
when the death sentence was 
read by State District Judge Ted 
Butler. He was surrounded by ab­
out 10 sheriff's deputies and cour­
troom baliffs.

“ We did the best we could to 
defend Karl from the day we 
were appointed,”  said attorney 
Ed Garcia. “ There’s no way I can 
argue with the verdict because of 
the state’s evidence that was pre­

sented”
Hammond was convicted Mon­

day in Ms. Vetter’s slaying, and 
later that night, he met with Gar­
cia to discuss strategy for the 
trial’s punishment phase.

About 10:55 p.m. M o n ^ y , 
while awaiting transfer to his 
cell, Hammond escaped through 
an open door separating a holding 
area and a visitation area on the 
ja il’ s second floor.

Hammond disappeared into 
the night and with a friend’s help, 
hid in a building nearby, said 
Sheriff Harlon Copeland. Two de­
puties and two sergeants at the 
ja il were fired because of the 
escape, Copeland said.

On Tuesday, the trial’s punish­
ment phase continued without 
Hammond. 'Two women testified 
that Hammond raped and robbed 
them last Sept. 15 and 21. Another 
woman said he robbed her at gun­
point at the convenience store 
where she worked.

Hammond was captured Tues­
day night as he ran across the 
street about a mile from the jail. 
He surrendered without resist­
ance.

On W ed n esd a y , an oth er 
woman testified Hammond broke 
her jaw with a pistol, sexually 
assaulted her and tried to suffo­
cate her child during an attack at 
her apartment on Sept. 2.

Another convenience store 
c le r k  t e s t i f ie d  H am m ond 
threatened him with a pistol and 
robbed him of $45 last Sept. 16.

Student teachers may suffer 
from schools  ̂testing error \

BRYAN (A P ) — At least 92 
education students statewide 
may have to repeat their student­
teaching assignments because 
their universities failed to give 
them a required test, officials 
My.

The students, who began stu­
dent-teaching this spring semes­
ter, did not take the Texas Pre- 
Professional Skills Test required 
of all teacher education students 
before beginning Junior-level 
coarse work in their major, said 
Nolan Wood, d irector o f the

TEA ’S Teacher Assessment Divi­
sion.

The requirement had been sus­
pended in August 1985 when U.S. 
District Judge William Wayne 
Justice ruled the test could not be 
used as an admissions test, but 
Justice’s injunction was lifted by 
a federal appeals court last Au­
gust.

Students who began to take 
junior-level courses while the test 
was in litigation were allowed to 
stay in school, but ordered to take 
the test by last October.

Lessons on trading 
with other nations

You could call it a trade deficit, o f course. You could 
also speak ominously o f being the w orld ’s biggest de­
btor nation. You could also, with at least as much 
justification, speak o f an investment surplus. Why is 
the latter term  seldom used? Could it be that it doesn’t
sound alarm ing enough to justify drastic actions that

elv 'would amount to shooting ourselves in the foot?
To get some perspective on the trade issue, we need 

to discuss concepts in economics so elem entary as to
be insulting to some people. But these simple concepts 
are apparently not w idely understood. I f they were, it 
is difficult to im agine anyone getting into a lather ab­
out a trade deficit.

Any report o f a defic it or surplus in a nation's total 
international transactions is necessarily based on a 
partial accounting, a conscious decision to exclude 
some items.

Labeling the results of millions of individual mutual­
ly satisfactory transactions a “ defic it”  or “ surplus”  
almost always conceals disguised political judgments.

L et ’s get concrete. The U.S. Com m erce Department 
has just announced that what the w ire services call the 
“ broadest measure o f U.S. foreign trade”  the current 
account, is over $140 billion in “ defic it.”  What does 
that mean?

It means that when you include services and foreign
aid along with merchandise, p ^ p le  and institutions in

A nightmare of regulations
WASHINGTON — As Senate hearings go, this 

one scored about a 6.2 on the raucous scale. 
Lowell Weicker yelled at Orrin Hatch. Ted Ken­
nedy yelled at Gordon Humphrey. Eleanor 
Smeal hollered generally. They were scrapping 
over what is known as the Grove City College 
bill, deceptively titled “ The Civil Rights Res­
toration Act of 1967.”

If the combatants would subside for a few 
moments, perhaps a few voices oi reason could 
be heard. A great many sane and sensible peo­
ple, including farmers, small-business men and 
hospital administrators, are sincerely con­
cerned about this biU. With good reason, they 
fear it may have consequences far beyond those 
intended by Kennedy and other sponsors. Let us 
reason together.

The proponents insist that their sole purpose 
is to restore federal anti-discrimination laws to 
the status that existed prior to the Supreme 
Court’s decision in Grove City College vs. Bell. 
That case was decided on Feb. 28, 1984. It in­
volved a small liberal arts institution in Penn­
sylvania that historically had refused all direct 
federal grants. About 140 of its 2,200 students, 
however, received Basic Educational Oppor­
tunity Grants (BEOGs). The key question was 
whether these grants to individual students 
made the college’s entire operation subject to 
Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972.

'The Supreme Court said no. Title IX is “ prog­
ram specific.”  The student grants affected only 
the college’s progam of financial aid. Justices

Brennan and Marshall dissented; justice 
Stevens refused to addres the issue. The deci­
sion threw civil rights groups into an uproar. 
The government suspended a number of inves­
tigations and potential prosecutions. Kennedy 
introduced bills to overturn the Grove City deci­
sion, but he got nowhere in the 99th Congress. 
Now his “ restoration”  bill is back again.

In its current version the bill is still a bad bill, 
but it is a better bill. The measure assuredly is 
sweeping. It would extend the full panoply of 
civil rights rules and regulations into areas un­
touched by the court’s opinion. It would apply to 
“ all of the operations”  of state and local govern­
ments, colleges and universities, public schools 
and “ other school systems.”  It would cover "a ll 
of the operations”  of any “ entity”  that benefits 
from federal assistance.

At the recent tumultuous hearing, witnesses 
in support of the bill asserted they would brook 
no amendments. Weicker, turning purple, cried 
that he was ready to play “ hardball”  with Hatch 
or anyone else who sought clarifying language. 
But clarifying language is sorely needed.

Kennedy has improved the bill by a new Sec­
tion 7. In last year’s version, it appeared to 
Hatch and other critics that a grocery store 
would be affected if it were merely the “ reci­
pient”  oT food stamps. A pharmacy might be 
covered if it filled a Medicaid prescription. The 
new language appears to exclude such “ ulti­
mate beneficiaries,”  but even this language 
needs sober consideration.

Eleanor Smeal to the contrary, the bill in its

present fhitn clearty would compel hoapitals 
(except for Catholic hospitals) to perforin abor­
tions. Unless this language is clarified, the bill 
would face a certain veto.

The language relating to “ entities”  that are 
“ controlled by a religious organization”  is un­
clear. It is this section that apparently was in­
tended to exempt Catholic schools and hospitals 
because of their “ religious tenets.” 'But that 
verb “ controlled”  has raised some doubts.

Businessmen reasonably are concerned by 
the sweep of Section 908(3). This would extend all 
civil rights rules, including those involving age 
and handicap as weU as sex and race, to “ all of 
the operations of an entire corporation,”  includ­
ing “ the entire plant of other comparable, geog­
raphically separate facility,”  if the enterprise 
receives federal “ assistance.”  What does all 
that mean?

During the Senate hearing, Kennedy repe­
atedly told doubters that “ if you don’t discri­
minate, you have nothing to fear.”  That is not 
the point. When the spectrum of civil rights leg­
islation is greatly broadened, immense new 
burdens 6f investigation, compliance and 
paperwork inevitably must be assumed. Em­
ployers who do not discriminate become subject 
to regulations they never knew existed. The bill 
threatens a paperwork nightmare.

If proponents and opponents will calm down, 
agreement can be reached on a measure to get 
things back to Feb. 27, 1984. That was the day 
before Grove City, and it was not a bad day at 
aU.

the United States sent $1401 
foreigners sent here. U.S. consumers spent more for 
foreign goods and services than foreigners spent for 
U.S. got^s and services.

The reverse side o f the coin, o f course, is that fore­
igners have lots of dollars. Is that a problem? What if 
the foreigners did absolutely nothing with those dol­
la rs— stuffed them into mattresses? Then Americans 
would have obtained tangible goods —  VCRs, cars, 
stereos, —  in exchange for pieces o f paper o f nointrin- 
sic value.
. Foreigners are not so charitable, however. The dol­
lars are worthless to them unless they are eventually 
spent or invested in the United States.

The dollars don’ t disappear, they come back into the 
U.S. econom y. Th ey  m ay be invested in treasury 
bonds or real estate or factories, but they come back. 
That return flow  o f dollars is the side o f the trade 
equation that is excluded from  the measurenients that 
result in surpluses or deficits.

Some call that investment a debt, and want to note 
that it makes the United States the biggest debtor na­
tion in the world. The d ifference between the Unitcxl 
States and Brazil or Mexico, however, is that there’s 
no concern over whether that “ debt”  can be repaid. 
Foreigners have made those investm ents because 
the^ believe them to be sound —  mainly because they 
believe the U.S. economy, for all it ills, to be reason­
ably stable —  not out o f charity.

And those investments mean jobs for Americans.

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Canadian gives drama teacher the hook again

CANADIAN — As Canadian High 
School speech and drama students push 
their way to area and regional competi- 
tioo. their teacher, Tony A. “ Tal”  Los- 
tracco, is again on his way out.

Canadian school trustees voted 
Thursday not to renew Lostracco’s con­
tract after the Texas Education Agency 
threatened the school’s accreditation tf 
the exuberant speech teacher stays on 
the payroU.

Lostracco, 28, said this morning that 
he has not yet decided to appeal the 
board’s decision.

The board first held Lostracco’s con­
tract early in March, when they were 
renewing the contracts of other Cana­
dian teachers. They had discovered 
that Lostracco, a teacher at Canadian 
for three years, still lacked 27-hours of 
college credit to get his teaching certifi­
cate.

Pu b lic  c lam orin g  changed the 
board’s mind, and they rehired Los­
tracco March 16 after a closed-door ses­
sion.

But someone complained to the TEA 
the next day and the state school certi­
fication agency told the school on 
March 18 that the district was “ placing 
(its) accreditation in Jeopardy’ ’ by kno­
w ing ly  reta in ing  a non -certified  
teacher for three years.

“ The board felt backed into a wall,’ ’ 
saki CISD Superintendent Jim Pollard, 
‘“n ie board has done everything they 
could do to keep him.’’

“ Prom the first time 1 heard of this, 1 
said we had no other alternative,’ ’ Pol­
lard added.

Lostracco had no teaching certificate 
when he was hired in December 1964. 
He was granted an emergency teaching 
permit by TEA after trustees worked 
out a plan with Prairie View A&M Uni­
versity in which Lostracco would earn 
39 hours of college credit plus six-hours

of student teaching by Aii^ust 1967.
Each emergency permit is good for 

one year. He received hardship permits 
for the 1964-85 and the 1966-87 school 
years.

On March 10, Pollard contacted the 
TEA, which declared that another re­
quest for an emergency permit would 
be denied because the teacher had not 
completed the coursework needed for 
certification.

In his March 19 letter to Pollard. TEA 
Director of Complaints Walter Rambo 
said the CISD board “ took it upon them­
selves to override the recommendation 
of the superintendent and offered con­
tract to Lostracco.

“ The board is placing the accredita­
tion status of Canadian ISD Jeopardy by 
knowingly ignoring statutory and state 
board rules,’ ’ the letter added. “ I en­
courage board to reconsider their posi­
tion and follow your leadership and take 
necessary corrective steps.”

Pollard said Lostracco had 10 calen­

dar days from the board’s March 26 
meeting to appeal his non-renewal.

Lostracco said today that he was not 
aware that he had that little time. His 10 
days end Monday.

“ I ’ve been too busy working with tlie 
|day to worry about it,”  Lostracco said, 
referring to Canadian High School’s 
one-act ^ y ,  which will compete in the 
area University Interscholastic League 
Class 2A one-act contest Saturday at 
White Deer.

Lostracco had no further comment on 
his dismissal other than that he would 
like to stay at Canadian.

Pollard said he didn’t know if an 
appeal to the board would be effective.

“ If the TEA were to say he could 
teach, then I'm  certain the board would 
consider rehiring him,”  Pollard said. 
“ But I talked to four people with the 
TEA and they gave me the same story: 
that a person could teach for three 
years on an emergency permit and no 
longer.”

Pollard and Lostracco doubt the 
teacher could earn the 27 hours of c<d- 
lege before the August deadline.

The board hired Lostracco March 16 
after he signed an “ agreement”  with 
the board. ,

Pollard refused to disclose the con-* 
tents of the agreement, although the 
document was made public record at 
the March 16 meeting.

“ We’ll just have to get an opinion on 
it,”  Pollard said. “ There’s nothing in 
there that’s bad or newsworthy.”  He 
added that the agreement is “ consi-, 
dered personal.”

One school official said the agree-' 
ment was simply a list of “ guidelines”  
the board wants Lostracco to follow.

TEA Director of Public Information' 
said the only way Lostracco could be; 
rehired would be if he completed his 
needed hours and received his teaching 
certificate.

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Senate Democrats try again to overturn Reagan’s veto

WASHINGTON (A P )— Senate Demo­
crats are taking a second crack at over­
turning President Rdagan’s veto of an 

, 188 billion highway bill, saying they will 
prevail in a political confrontation they 
lost narrowly the first time.

“  Every Democrat is holding firm and 
13 R epu b lican s have w ithstood 
tremendous pressure from the White 
House,”  Sen. Alan Cranston, D-Calif., 
said Wednesday night after a tense day 
of maneuvering on and off the Senate 
^loor.

The Democratic «.ount for today’s ex­
pected vote included freshman Demo­
crat Terry Sanford of North Carolina.

The only one of 54 Senate Democrats 
voting to sustain the v ^ ,  the 89-year- 
o ld  fre sh m a n  la w m a k e r  la t e r  
announced a change of heart.

Senate GOP leader Bob Dole of Kan­
sas conceded the president’s initial vic­
tory, on a vote of 65-%, was in doubt. If 
the vote were held immediately, the re­
sult would be a 67-33 tally that would 
override the veto, he said.

But with Reagan lobbying Republi­
cans by telephone from  the White 
House, Dole added wryly, “ There’s still 
some effort being made to enlighten 
some of my colleagues.”

At stake was the future of a five-year

highway bill that included more than 
100 highway “ demonstration projects”  
favored by lawmakers, as well as a pro­
vision to permit states to raise the speed 
limit to 66 mph most stretches of in­
terstate highways.

Reagan vetoed the bill as a budget 
buster that was larded with wasteful 
pork barrel construction projects. 
Democrats countered that the measure 
was within budget constraints, and said 
800,000construction jobs would be lost if 
the veto were sustatoed.

The issue also became a major poli­
tical showdown between the presi^nt 
and Democratic majorities in the Sen­

ate and the House, which voted 350-73 to 
override the veto Tuesday. It takes a 
two-thirds vote by both houses to over­
ride a veto— 67 votes in the Senate if all 
100 members are voting.

Wednesday’s roll call was conducted 
in an unusually quiet Senate chamber, 
with Vice President George Bush pres­
iding.

With the tally at 66-32, Sanford and 
Senate Republican Whip Alan Simpson 
of Wyoming were the only senators who 
had not vo t^ .

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Study: Carbon dioxide pollution 
could increase hurricane strength

NEW YORK (AP) — Continued air pollution that 
increases carbon dioxide levels, already linked to 
climatic warming, also could make some hurri­
canes up to CO percent stronger in the next century, 
says a study published today.

Kerry Emanuel, associate meteorology profes­
sor at the Massachussetts Institute of Technology, 
reached that projection using a computer simula­
tion of average August conditions. He reported the 
study in the British journal Nature. If the atmos­
phere’s carbon dioxide content doubles, the max- 
.imum possible intensity for hurricanes could rise 
40 percent to 50 percent generally and 60 percent in 
the Gulf of Mexico, the study said.

While only u few percent of hurricanes reach the 
maximum possible intensity, “ we would tend to 
think if the maximum intensity increases, the 
average would increase as well,”  said Emanuel.

The carbon dioxide imildup is caused largely by 
burning of fossil fuels. Projections of when the 
atmosphere's carbon dioxide content will double 
range from about the year 2035 to 2080, according 
to the National Center for Atmospheric Research.

The buildup has long concerned scientists be­
cause it could cause a significant warming of worl­
dwide climate, affecting crop yields and causing 
long heat waves and coastal flooding from higher 
seas, scientists say.

Emanuel said his analysis assumes that the 
doubling of carbon dioxide will raise the tempera­
ture of ocean surfaces in tropical regions generally 
by about 2 degrees to 3 degrees centigrade, or ab­
out 4 degrees to 5 degrees Fahrenheit.

In an interview, Emanuel called that assump-

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Tax-cheating home sellers, 
buyers are targets of 1RS

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P )  — I f  
you’re buying or selling a home, 
you may affected by the feder­
al government’s newest effort to 
catch tax cheats.

Anyone who sells a home after 
Dec. 31,1966, is required to file a 
report with the Internal Revenue 
Service. Any cost of filing the 
simple form — and there are re­
ports some lawyers are charging 
as much as $150— would have to 
be absorbed by the buyer or 
seller.

The IRS will match the form 
against the seller’s tax return to 
determine if any taxable profit 
from the sale was reported as in­
come.

The report was required by 
Congress as part of the tax over­
haul enacted last year. The provi­
sion was approved after lawmak­
ers were told the government is 
losing an estimated $700 million a 
year because many people who 
sell their homes never report the 
profits as taxable income.

The IRS issued temporary reg­
ulation.'- Wednesday spelling out 
bow ihe reports are to be filed. 
The agency said that at least for 
the time being, the reports will be 
required only on the sale of re­
sidential real estate involving 
four or fewer units.

That includes any sale involv­
ing a single house, townhouse, 
condominium unit, duplex, tri­
plex or fourplex, as well as stock 
in a cooperative housing corpora­
tion.

Don Rocken, assistant to the 
IRS commissioner, said the agen­
cy is studying whether to extend 
the requirement to other real 
estate transactions. Smaller re­
sidential units are affected first 
becau se that is w here the

greatest potential for abuse lies, 
he said.

The home sale report must be 
made on a Form 1099, similar to 
those used by banks to report in­
terest paid to a taxpayer. And the 
forms will be checked against tax 
returns, just as reports of interest 
and dividends have been for 
several years.

The new Form 1099 must con­
tain the names of the seller and 
buyer, the seller’s Social Security 
number, the sales price and date 
of the transaction.

As a rule, the report must be 
filed by the person responsible 
for closing the sale, usually a 
broker, tiUe company or attor­
ney.

tion “ a big if”  and said that estimates vary widely 
on how much ocean temperatures would really 
rise.

A warming in ocean surfaces increases the 
amount of heat energy that can be fed into a hurri­
cane through evi^ration , he said. Evaporatton 
can occur only unm the air becomes saturated, and 
warmer ocean surfaces allow more heat to be 
transferred before saturation takes place, he said.

The 40 percent to 50 percent increase in max­
imum intensity of hurricanes applies to most cur­
rent hurricane areas, such as the Caribbean Sea, 
the western Atlantic Ocean, the Indian Ocean and 
parts of the Pacific Ocean, Emanuel said.

The 60 percent increase is forecast for the Gulf of 
Mexico because of higher projected increases in 
surface temperatures, a result of its being less 
susceptible to changes in ocean circulation, he 
said.

Richard Anthes, director of the atmospheric re­
search center, said the assumptions about warm­
ing are plausible and that the projectums generally 
are likely to come true if the oceans and atmos­
phere warm as much as the calculations assume.

But Stephen Schneider, head of the natural sys­
tems group at the research center, said Emanuel’s 
calculations should not be taken as forecasts for 
particular areas at particular times.

“ Whether it would apply to Florida or whether it 
applies to Japan, these kinds of issues are what we 
can’t know at this stage,”  Schneider said. “ It’s an 
indication of quite a plausible outcome that is 
almost certain to happen at some places in some 
times.”

Judge tosses out indictments 
against Brownsville mayor

BROWNSVILLE (AP) — A pro­
secutor says he’ll seek new in­
dictments against three officials 
whose corruption charges were 
dismissed after a grand jury fore­
man was found to be of poor mor­
al character.

“ This gives us an opportunity 
to have a clean slate on the 
cases,’ ’ District Attorney Ben­
ja m in  E u re s t i J r . sa id  
Wednesday.

State District Judge Darrell 
Hester dismissed indictments 
Wednesday against Mayor Emi­
lio Hernandez because questions 
had been raised about the charac­
ter of special grand jury foreman 
Amoldo Garcia.

On Monday, another state dis­
trict judge dismissed charges 
against two other defendants in 
the case, former City Manager 
Kenneth Lieck and Municipal 
Judge Kip Van Johnson Hodge, 
after hearing about Garcia’s cri­
minal record.

In addition to his lengthy re­
cord of misdemeanor convic­
tions, the 37-year-old school 
monitor conducted a news con­
ference last week to say the in­
dictments were just “ the tip of 
the iceberg’ ’ and that he was hav­
ing trouble sleeping because of 
crimes being committed at City 
Hall.

State law requires that grand 
juror must be of sound moral 
character and have no felony con­
victions or indictments against 
them. I

“ This is not a blow to the 
office,”  Euresti said. “ Because 
of this individual’s background 
and because of what he’s done, as 
far as the press conference, it has 
tainted the cases. We would prob­
ably support motions to quash in 
these cases.”

Hernandez said he was re­
lieved by the judge’s action but 
would take a wait-and-see atti­
tude.

“ What has happened has hap­
pened,”  said the two-term mayor 
and used car dealer who claims 
the charges are politically moti­
vated and intended to derail his 

I re-election campaign this fall. He 
^says he is innocent of wrong­
doing.

Hernandez was named on five 
indictments on three oc.'astons 
by the 12-member panel. Ci arges 
against him include two counts of 
official misconduct, two counts of 
soliciting a bribe, two counts of 
soliciting a gift and four counU of 
tampering with a litness.

FORT WORTH (AP) — Flight 
attendants who strike or partici­
pate in other w ork actions 
against American Airlines Inc. 
a fter a mediated cooling-off 
period ends April 24 may be fired, 
company officials say.

A stem letter issu^ Wednes­
day from M.P. Underwood, assis­
tant vice president-flight ser­
vices, also tells American flight 
attendants that if no contract 
agreement is reached, it will 
force employees to adhere to 
new, m ore productive work 
mles.

The new rules, first p ro p o ^  
by the company March 11 during 
contract negotiations, would be 
implemented in stages between 
April 25 and June 1.

Under federal law, the union is 
able to strike at 11 p.m.CST April 
24. Union leaders say instead of 
striking they will instigate unspe­
cified work actions.

Patt A. Gibbs, president of the 
Association  o f Professiona l 
Flight Attendants, said Wednes­
day, “ we w ill use any other 
means, limited only by the law 
and our imaginations, to achieve 
a fair contract.”

The company’s letter states, 
“ Should the union or individual 
flight attendants seek to inter­
rupt or denigrate our service, we 
shall take such additional actions 
as may be required. Purely as a 
precaution, we have accelerated 
our flight attendant recruitment 
and training.

In the event of a strike or other 
job action, “ the accelerated 
training schedule will allow us to 
replace those who participate in 
such activities,”  the letter con­
tinues.

Higher wages, also a part of the 
company’s proposal, would not

be granted until flight attendants 
ratify tbe new contract and the 
APFA halts its “ ciuporate cam­
paign”  against the company, tte 
letter says.

A federal judge in Fort Worth 
refused Wednesday to order 
Am erican to rehire 20 fligh t 
attendants fired last week for 
passing out leaflets at Dallas- 
Fort Worth International A ir­
port.

U.S. District Judge David Be- 
lew denied the 11,000-member 
Associa tion  of Pro fessiona l 
Flight Attendants’ request for a 
temporary restraining order that 
also would have protected other 
attendants from similar disci­
plinary actions.

Belew scheduled a hearing 
April 13 to hear evidence in the 
case.

The attendants were fired for 
distributing a leaflet to which 
American’s top managers have 
objected.

Belew’s ruling is the latest de­
velopment in the escalating bat­
tle between American and the 
Euless-based union over a new 
labor contract.

Central to the contract talks is 
the union’s desire to do away with 
the two-tier wage system under 
which attendants hired since 1963 
are paid on a significantly lower 
scale than those hired before 
1983.

On March 22, American fired 17 
flight attendants who were distri­
buting leaflets at D-FW the com­
pany found objectionable, and 
fired three more the following 
Wednesday.

Since then, the attendants have 
continued to distribute the leaf­
lets at D-FW on a sporadic basis, 
but most have worn Halloween 
masks to conceal their identities.

Country storekeeper spends time 
off visiting nursing home patient^

PACIO, Texas (AP) — Jay Gen­
try lives peacefully at his general 
store in this Delta County com­
munity southeast of Lake Creek.

On sunny days, his II roosters, 
17 hens and three pullets pass the 
open doorway of ^ e  store that is 
west of his home on Farm Road 
198.

Gentry. 86, says it never gets 
too cold to open up his store. “ If 
you wait until about two o’clock in 
the afternoon, when the folks 
around aren’t working, then my 
place fills up,’ ’ said Gentry.

A pot bellied stove inside offers 
a place to sit and get warm on a 
cold day. A row of chairs is ready 
for sitters and conversation any 
time.

On the wall of his store, he 
keeps a 20-inch skillet. “ I use it to 
fry fish in, or cook breakfast on 
campouts,’ ’ said Gentry.

,, Gentry sells fresh eggs from 
• his yard, plus bacon that arrives 
each Tuesday from  Sulphur 
Springs. "A  woman came from 
.Winnsboro and bought a whole
'side of bacon last week, and the
next day a man came and bought 
$51 worth,’ ’ he said.

He also sells cold drinks, candy 
tand bubble gum, fishhoolu, nuts 
and bolts, ax handles, needles, 

;^pins, vinegar, salt blocks for cat­
tle and a few more items, but no 
tobacco.

“ “ I quit carrying cigarettes or 
chewing tobacco years ago in my 
store... I used to make lots of 
money selling it.’ ’ Gentry says. 
“ The lx>rd told me it was the 
wrong thing to do. I lost two 
brothers from cigarettes”  a. 

Gentry operates his store from 
daylight to dark, six days a week, 
and stops about 4 p.m . on 
Wednesday to head for Cooper for 
one of his special tasks — visiting 
patient.s at the two nursing homes 
there
 ̂ He spends his Sundays visiting 

patients at the six nursing homes 
in Pahs, and recently was hon­
ored for his volunteer service by 
^ e  Medical Plaza Nursing Home 
in Paris
I Gentry says he does not belong 
to any particular church, but 
kels a special call to his nursing 
borne visits

“ The Lord just put it on me to 
visit the sick folks,’ ’ he says. 
“ You can’t show me in the Bible 
about joining a chuch. I can’t 
read a word of it, but 1 feel close to 
the Lord. I just do what the Lord 
tells me to do”

Sometimes on Sunday, he does 
not get finished with his Paris 
visiting, including folks in the 
hospital, until sundown. It’s his 
own personal ministry.

“ I go in every room. I don’t 
care if I don’t know them,’ ’ he 
says. “ I walk all day long in the 
halls. I never worry or let it get to 
me — the shape those people are 
in. They look forward to it (his 
visit), too,’ ’ he says.

Each Christmas, Gentry car­
ries loads of bananas, apples and 
candy for the patients. At other 
times he brings home-cooked 
treats.

“ I fix biscuits, sausage and 
quail and take to the hospitals. 
One time, I fixed combread and 
poke salad and took it because a 
nurse asked me to,’ ’ said Gentry.

He has his freezer full of quail 
and squirrel. He does not raise a 
garden anyntore “ because folks 
just give me more than enough 
fresh things”

On the wall of the store are deer 
antlers and an elk head. “ I went 
elk hunting in Colorado recently.

and never could get the hang of 
the rifle scope. I can hit plenty 
without it, but not a dadburn 
thing with it,’ ’ he said.

Gentry moved to Texas in 1906 
from Jackson County, Tenn., 
where he was bom.

He ran a store in Lamar County 
for 14 years. He moved to Delta 
County and built his 26-by-16-foot 
store in 1937, and he chuckles, 
“ They can’t get me to run no 
more.”

He has two children and five 
grandchildren. His wife, Lola, 
died 12 years ago.

“ At first, I was going to tear my 
store down.

ODESSA (AP) — Parking meter burglary is cut- 
ting Into municipal coffers all over West Texas, 
officials say.

In one recent case, Odessa police arrested two 
East Texans in a Uue Chevrolet. One man had a 
canvas bank bag full of coins at his feet, and both 
men’s pockets bulged with dimes, nickels and 
quarters, police say.

Tranaportation officials in Odessa and Midland 
say cities stretching as far west as El Paso are 
coming up with the same scenario for the street- 
side machines.

On March 12. Odessa police arrested Dewie Ed­
ward Maritt, SO, of Hitch and Rito Molino, 18, of 
Port Arthur in connection with the burglary of 
parking meters in Odessa.

Maritt waa charged with three counts of burglar­
izing a coin-operated machine, a class A misde­
meanor, while Molino was charged with one count 
of the same offense, police C|d. John McAhon said.

“ We knew we had some empty njeters in the past 
month,”  city Traffic Engineer Jack Hoffman said. 
“ We knew that we were being tapped”  to the tune 
of $30 to $100 per meter.

Hoffman said the city mainUins about 1,100 
parking meters installed at a cost oi $130,000 begin­
ning in May 1985.

Dryden Smith, director of traffic and transporta­
tion in El Paso, confirmed that his city, too, had 
been stung by parking meter theft.

Fred McGary, traffic engineer for the city of 
Midland, says his city had parking meter burglar­
ies that did not “ happen constanUy,”  but coincided 
with burglaries in Odessa.

Odessa’s chief accountant, Don Estep, said 
parking meter revenue in February was ^,483, 
down from $11,189 in February 1986. In January, 
the city earned $9,631, and in December 1986 park­
ing meters raked in $10,256.

JCPenney
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Northern industrial city 
suffers Svorst year’ 
in Mexico’s crisis

MONTERREY, Mexico (A P )— 
Outdoor tsco stsnds are prolifer­
ating while more people than 
ever before are selling flowers 
and fruit on street comers in this 
modern, highly industrialised 
northern city.

They’re just some of the signs 
that Mexico’s &-year-old econo­
mic crisis is taking its toll on 
northern Mexico’s largest city, a 
place hailed as an empire pri­
vate enterprise, a city where 

’ dreams (rf riches come true.
The unexpected new plunge 

last year in oil prices battered 
sections of the U.S. economy and 
threatened this oil-exporting 
country’s already frail economic 
structure.

“ Last year was the most diffi­
cult year in the modem history o f. 
Mexico and without a doubt it was 
the most difficult year in the mod­
ern  h is to ry  o f N uevo Leon 

' (state),’ ’ Gov. Jorge 'Trevino said 
in an interview.

M onterrey, M exico ’ s third 
largest city, is the capital of the 

I northern border state.
\ The country’s foreign debt 
¡grew to more than |100 billion, 
¡forcing the federal government 
I for the first time to actively push 
; non-oil exports as a way to gener- 
.ate badly needed foreign cur- 
¡rpney. -
• Consumer buying power in 
!Nuevo Leon has d ro p i^  by an 
¡estimated 34 percent since the 
-crisis began. The peso, valued at 
!26 to the dollar in Febrary 1982, 
■now is worth about 1,070 to the 
-dollar.
, As part of its pMn to reduce ex­
penditures by unloading perpe­
tual money losers, the federal 
¡government abruptly closed 
'M onterrey’s Fundidora steel 
company early last year, turning 
.about 11,000 workers out into the 
street overnight.
‘ “ Some have opened up shops, 
others haven’t b^n  able to find 
work,’ ’ Trevino acknowledged.
, The Monterrey metropolitan 
area of 2.8 million people, just a 
three-hour drive from the Texas 
border at Laredo and McAllen, 
has seen its keystone companies 
choked by foreign debts.

Two of Monterrey’s major em­
ployers and most prestigious con­
glomerates — Alfa and Visa — 
lost a total of $350 million last 
year, largely because of interest 
payments on debts and sales that 
did not keep pace with the 105.7 
percent annual inflation rate.

The estimated losses are based 
on the companies’ reports made 
in pesos to the Mexican Stock Ex­
change and converted to pesos at

a year-end exchange rate of 910 to 
thie dollar.

Alfa, whose holding company 
GIASA owes $920 million to fore­
ign banks, is the current king of 
“ debt-equity swap’ ’ arrange­
ments that are gaining pt^wlar- 
ity as a way for companies to get 
out from under the burden of 
debt.

Under a debt restructuring 
package currently being negoti­
ated with its foreign creditors, 
Alfa will turn over 45 percent vi 
its common stock, $25 million in 
cash and $200 million in United 
Mexican State Bonds in exchange 
for its total debt.

“ The financial viability <d the 
group is assured once the restruc- 
turing agreem ents are con­
cluded,”  a company spokesman 
said.

“ Traditionally, the big local in­
dustries supported Monterrey’s 
growth. That’s not going to be the 
case any more,’ ’ said Genaro 
Gonzalez Torres, regional direc­
tor of Nacional Financiera, the 
government investment bank.

The state index of industrial 
production fell by nearly 5 per­
cent in 1986 as compared to 1985, 
according to the Chamber of In­
dustry.

“ Less economic activity trans­
lates into fewer jobs,’ ’ said Luis 
Enrique Grajeda, president of 
Nuevo Leon’s Centro Patronal, 
an association of 2,500 business 
and industry leaders.

Figv>^s are unavailable on the 
amount of underemployment in 
this city’s work force of about 
950,000 people.

But Grajeda said: "More peo­
ple are selling gum, food, flow­
ers, washing windows. ... I can’t 
say I feel very optimistic.”

Yet, there is optimism here.
Two major exporters — Cydsa 

and Vitro — turned profits last 
year, according to their Stock Ex­
change reports.

Cysda, best known for its che­
mical products, made $40.5 mil­
lion on sales of about $295 million 
in 1966.

Vitro, the glass and plastic bot­
tle manufacturer, earned $69 mil­
lion on sales of $580 million in 
1966.

M eanw hile, severa l la rge  
m an u fac tu rin g  com pan ies 
opened plants here last year, in­
cluding the Mattel doll and toy 
manufacturer and two locally 
owned producers of automobile 
harnesses. Together the three 
plants employ 2,700 workers.

Mexico has joined the General 
Agreement on Tariffs and Trade, 
or GATT, and cleared the way for 
non-oil exports by undervaluing 
the controlled peso exchange 
rate.

field problems were over. Then 
they learned Dwight Gooden will 
undergo treatment for cocaine
use.

“ I was hoping this was an April 
Fo<ds’ Joke, but I guess it’s not,”  
Manager Davey Johnson said 
Wednesday. “ It’s a tragic thing 
to happen.”

Gooden, the talented but trou­
bled pitching ace, was scheduled 
to start Opening Day on Tuesday 
against Pittsburgh. Instead, he 
chose to start treatment rather 
than be suspended by Commis- 
gioner Peter Ueberroth.
•^"The commissioner made it 
perfectly clear to the Mets that, 
consistent with past policy, he 
Was prepared to take severe dis­
ciplinary action against Dwight 
(iooden if the player did not seek 
an appropriate remedy,”  said 
Edwin Durso, baseball’s secret- 
fry-treasurer and executive vice 
president.
1; Gooden was expected, possibly 
fs  early as today, to begin an eva­
luation at the Smithers Alcohol­
ism and Treatment Center at St. 
Luke’s-Roosevelt Hospital in 
New York. The Mets placed 
Gooden on the IS-day disabled list 
and he will continue drawing his 
$1.5 million salary.

Recently acquired rookie Dave 
Cone may take Gooden’s place in 
what last season was the best 
starting rotation in baseball. The 
Mets gave no indication of when 
Gooden might return.

“ We’re talking about cocaine,”  
Gooden’ s a ttorney, Charles 
Ehrlich, said.

Rumors linking the 22-year-old
Gooden with drugs first surfaced 
last summer when the often- 
brilliant pitcher, one year after 
winning the National League Cy 
Young award, became inconsis­
tent. His record fell from 24-4 in 
1985 to 17-6 while his earned run 
average rose from 1.53 to 2.84.

Gooden volunteered to take 
tests to dispel the speculation and 
during the winter reiterated, 
“ Drugs? No, I never use them 
and I never will.”

Gooden had given up 13 runs in 
16 innings during four spring 
training games and Johnson said 
his star pitcher “ didn’t have com­
mand of his breaking ball.”  Still, 
Johnson though Gooden “ was on 
target”  for the opener.

Gooden’s world came crashing 
down at 8:10 a.m. Wednesday 
when he arrived at the Mets’ 
training camp.

Cashen called Gooden into his 
office and said a drug test the 
p layer vo luntarily  took last 
Thursday had, even after three 
ch ecks, r e v e a le d  co ca in e . 
Cashen said Gooden initially ex­
pressed surprise, saying, “ I don’t 
know how that could be.”

Then Gooden grew silent.
“ He was kind of decimated,”  

Cashen said. ” He was very  
quiet.”

Gooden, Cashen and Joe Mcll- 
vaine, the Mets’ vice president of 
baseball operations, met for lt4 
hours Wednesday morning. Dur- 
ihg the meeting, Gooden agreed 
to undergo treatment.

“ He has one chance, if he seeks 
belp,”  Ueberroth, reached in 
Chandler. Ariz., sa id .'

It was unclear whether Gooden 
went back to his Tampa home af­
ter the morning meeting.

“ Texas high schools will have 
the 3-point shot next season un­
less some schotds indicate to us 
that the new rule would work an 
undue hardship on their prog­
rams,”  Northcutt said. “ If that 
happens, then our rules commit­
tee, which meets in June, will 
vote on the rule.”

Pokes hope for 
better defense

IRVING, Texas (AP) — Dallas 
Coach Tom Landry says the de­
flated Cowboys will have a big 
1987 NFL season if they can climb 
over the .500 mark.

“ If we’re better than a .500 
team this year, then we’ve been 
successful,”  Landry says in the 
club ’ s preseason prospectus 
which will be released later this 
week. “ And once you get over the 
.500 m ark , a n y th in g  can 
happen.”

’The Cowboys were 7-9 last year 
and missed the playoffs for only 
the third time in 30 years after a 
6-2 start in the first half of the
season.

“ Our goal this year is to get 
back into the race,”  Landry says. 
“ We can’t even think about the 
playoMs, or the Eastern Division 
championship because we were 
complately out of the running. 
’IW  way we played the last eight 
games, we’ra no different than 
ally other losing tM m .”

Landry says the Cowbojrs need 
to taka thiage more seriously. 

“ We’ve Just got to develop a 
tam aoram aat,'* Landry

says. “ Do you want to be a losing 
team or not? 1 don’t know of any 
team that has come off a long 
winning streak and then not 
stayed down for awhile. That’s 
the challenge we have.”

The Cowboys split with the 
W orld Champion New  York  
Giants last year but a wrist injury 
suffered by quarterback Danny 
White in the second game against 
the Giants started Dallas’ slide.

“ That was a terrible stretch we 
had the second half of last year,”  
Landry says. “ We’ve never had a 
stretch like that before in 27 
years. I ’m talking about being 
mentally on the downslide for 
that long a time.

“ Even in the early years, we 
might not win for three or four 
games, but we were always on a 
positive note. We’ve been knock­
ed down before and come back, 
but we’ve never been on the skids 
like last year. And that is bad.”  

He adds “ The toughest thing 
we are going to have to do is re­
gain confidence.”

Landry continues “ the other 
thing we must do is find young, 
impact players, preferably on de­
fense. Drafting late in the first 
round all those winning years Just 
caught up with us. It’s hard to get 
those raal impact players unless 
you d ra ft  ea r ly  in the firs t  
round.”

Landry says Us offensive line

is under re-evaluation but con­
cludes “ our biggest improve­
ment must come on defense. De­
fense is where we need athletes. ”

Landry says he will be spend­
ing more time with the defense 
this year and let Paul Hackett run 
the offense.

“ The players have to work 
more, the coaches have to work 
more because there is no easy 
way out of this thing,”  Landry 
says. “ I ’ll be spend more time

with the defense.
“ We’ve aged in the defensive 

line. We didn’t have the pass rush 
last year, the power that we had 
in the 1970s and 1900s.”

Landry says he thinks the 
offense w ill be OK if White’s 
Uoken wrist heals.

“ We’ll be in good shape if White 
comes back okay,”  Landry says, 
“ lliis  offensive system is a natu­
ral for Um. H iat’s why we were 
so successful eariy last year.”

Effort-underway to keep  
‘horse dollars^ in Texas

An effort is underway in Texas 
to bring to the limelight the enor­
mous impact “ horse dollars”  are 
having on the state’s economy.

Tom Russell, a noted horseman 
from the Dallas suburb of Red 
Oak, is spearheading the effort 
by mailing out “ Texas Horse Dol­
lar”  stamps to the thousands of 
horsemen around the state.

Russell urges horsemen to 
affix the shiny silver stamps to all 
letters, checks and envelopes.

“ W e h ave  hu ndreds o f 
thousands of stamps and we are 
encouraging horsemen to place 
them on all their correspond­
ence,”  Russell said.

Russell estimates that some 
90,000 stamps have been mailed 
out in the first two weeks of the 
stamps' distribution.

An advocate of pari-mutual 
w a ge r in g , Russell said the 
stamps are more than just a sub­
tle way of showing his support for 
horseracing in Texas.

“ I ’m t ir ^  of seeing our horse 
dollars run off to Oklahoma, New

Mexico, Louisiana and Arkan­
sas,”  Russell said. “ With the 
poor state the economy is in, we 
need to make sure our horse dol­
lars are kept in-state.”

Russell noted that the Texas 
Anti-Crime Council has made 42 
phone calls to Edward DeBarto- 
lo, owner of Louisiana Downs.

Russell sees this as a direct 
effort to keep pari-mutual wager­
ing out of state, which would con­
tinue to adversely affect the state 
economy, he says.

Russell is also founder of the 
Texas Horseman’s Credit Union, 
as well as the owner of 200 head of 
horses, including Lone Secretar­
iat — son of 1973 Triple Crown 
winner Secretariat.

He said bumper stickers and 
other ‘ ‘ Texas Horse D ollar”  
promotional material will be dis­
tributed later this spring.

Texas has a horse population of 
700,000, and as Russell pointed 
out, “ Each one of those horses 
has a sponsor. We need to show 
the people of this state the impact 
of spending and retaining Texas 
Horse Dollars.”

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IFloods wash out bridges, 
hurst dam in Northeast

• Some of the w ont New England 
[flooding in yean foreed hundreds 
people into shelten today after riven  
and streams swollen from rain and 
melting snow bunt a dam, washed out 
roads and carried off a historic co­
vered bridge.

A state of emergency remained in 
effect today in Maine, and snow dusted 
Michigan after a storm dumped up to 7 
inches Wednesday. Meanwhile, freeze 
warnings were issued again in the 
South as fruit growen tallied the dam­
age from three days of record cold that 
agriculture specialists said devas­
tated some orchards.

“ We really got clobbered,”  said 
Robert Dickey, president of the Geor­
gia Peach Council and a grower in 
Musella. He said he may have lost 90 
percent of the buds on Ms trees.

Early today, the 61-degree reading 
in Key West, Fid., the southernmost 
city in the 48 continental states, broke 
a 100-year-old record low by one de­
gree. Daytona Beach’s 40 degrees and 
Miami’s 54 also set record lows.

A spring thaw coupled with a blus­
tery storm that dropped up to 5 inches 
of rain on Wednesday causied the flood­
ing, which was made more severe by 
snowcover up to three times heavier 
than normal in the mountains of New 
England.

“ The water is going to stay high for a 
while,”  said Springfield, Mass., Civil 
Defense director Albert Berte.

The rain was blamed for a school bus 
accident in Alton, N.H., that sent eight 
children to a hospital with minor in­
juries. In Nashua, surging waters 
hampered a search for a person who 
witnesses said fell into the Nashua 
River and is presumed drowned.

In Dover-Foxcroft, Maine, the Pis­
cataquis River knocked down a ser­

vice station retaining wall and carried 
off three gasMine storage tanks con­
taining up to 10,000 gallons each, au­
thorities said. A bridge downstream 
was closed becauke of a threat of ex- 
ploskm.

A damburst late Tuesday on the 
Kenmere Reservoir in Berlin, Conn., 
spilled water onto a golf course and 
carried off 40 feet of a backyard, cut­
ting a chasm in the yard 90 feet deep.

“ It was just an awful noise,”  said 
homeowner Shiriey Kucharczyk. “ We 
heard rocks tumbling. We heard the 
water rushing through the wooded 
area of our backyard. We heard trees 
cracking.”

In Maine, a concrete bridge over the 
surging Sandy River near Farmington 
coUaps^, and surging water carried 
off the historic Lowe’s Covered Bridge 
in Guilford, which washed up 8 miles 
downstream, authorities said.

A bouse, a cfHiple of garages and a 
15,000-gallon oil tank were swept into 
the Kennebec River in Winslow. Near­
record flood levels were reported 
along the river, which was expected to 
crest today in Augusta 23 feet above 
flood stage.

Roads were flooded in Skowhegan as 
the flow rate on the Kennebec broke 
the record set during the benchmark 
1936 flood, said the National Weather 
Service.

At least 300 residents of Maine’s 
Androscoggin Valley took refuge in 
shelters, while about 75 fam ilies 
evacuated from the Plymouth, N.H., 
area on Tuesday waited to return 
home today.

Sections of more than 125 roads had 
been closed by late Wednesday in 
Maine, officials said.

Extra cost of ^farming the farm 
program^ headed for $1 billion

WASHINGTON (AP) — Federal sub­
sidies for thousands of farmers who 
have ««tailored their finances to get 
around payment limits could top $1 bil­
lion by 1969 lithe current trend holds, a 
government projection shows.

“ There are a few bad apples — a
very few ... who unfortunately set up a 
new structure to evade the payment 
limit, to in effect farm the farm prog­
ram for payments,”  Rep. Dan Glick- 
man, D-Kan., said Wednesday.

Glickman told his House wheat, soy­
beans and feedgrains subcommittee 
that the nation needs legislation “ to 
make sure that no one is tarnishing the 
.good name and political support and, I 
-might say, pofmlar support that the 
¡farmer so richly deserves.”
* The Reagan administration has 
î>roposed legislation to redefine the 
¡word “ person”  as a means to halt 
«ffo rts  to get around the $50,000 “ per 
^person”  limit on federal subsidy pay­
ements. Thus far officials have been 
'jglum about its prospects for approval 
-this year.
. At the hearing, the General Account­
ing Office, a congressional watchdog 
¡agency, unveiled a report estimating 
:that financial restructuring by far­
mers to skirt the payment limit has 
cost the taxpayer $328 million since 
¡1984. The GAO said the total could 
reach $1.23 billion by 1989.

The GAO also said the farm prog­
ram generated $7.7 million in pay­
ments to foreign producers ifting U.S. 
propland in 1985, including more than 
$2 million that went to the Netherlands 
'Antilles, a Caribbean tax haven.

Americans as well as foreigners 
could hold shares in Antilles corpora­
tions drawing such payments, author­
ities said.

The report said only 31,000 of the na­
tion’s 2.2 million farmers are likely to 
reorganize to skirt the payment limit

NEW YORK (AP) — Researchers have taken a 
big step in treating Parkinson’s disease by show­
ing significant improvement in two patients who 
underwent transplants of gland cells to their 
brains, a scientist says.

“ With this report, neural transplantation is with 
us as a possible miide of therapy,”  Dr. Robert Y. 
Moore, chairman of the neurology department at 
the State University of New York at Stony Brook, 
wrote in today’s New England Journal of Meili- 
cine.

But he and other scientists said more investiga­
tion is needed.

His editorial accompanied a study by Mexican 
scientists of two Parkinson’s patients who under­
went surgep' to transplant cells from their adrenal 
glands, which lie just above the kidney, into their 
brains.

Before surgery, one 35-year-old patient had 
needed help to eat and walk even a few steps, but he 
now feeds himself, visits a clinic by himself and 
holds a job tending pigs, said researcher Dr. Rene 
Drucker-Colin.

“ The patient still has a slight tremor, he sort of 
limps a little bit,”  said Drucker-Colin in a tele­
phone interview. “ It’s not a 100 percent recovery. 
That’s impossible, I think.”

Drucker-Colin is head of the neurosciences de­
partment at the Institute of Cellular Physiology of 
the National Autonomous University of Mexico in 
Mexico City. He reports the work with Dr. Ignacio 
Madrazo of La Raza, part of the social security 
hospital system in Mexico City, anil with other 
scientists.

Parkinson’s disease, often characterized by tre­
mors, rigidity or loss of balance, afflicts an esti­
mated 350,000 people in the United States. Drugs 
can control symptoms, but their effects can be 
sporadic and side effects can include psychologic­
al disturbances and impairment of movement.

’The disease results from the lack of a chemical 
called dopamine in a certain area oi the brain, 
because td the death of dopamine-producing cells. 
Brain cells use dopamine to communicate with 
each other.

Adrenal cells were transplanted because they 
also produce dopamine.

Drucker-Colin said the 35-year-old patient has 
continued his improvement since the surgery in 
March 1986, without need for medication. The 
second man, 39, who had the surgep' last October, 
continues to show a major reduction in what had 
been an incapacitating tremor, he said.

Eight later surgeiy patients also seem to be 
showing gains, he said.

Dr. Stanley Fahn, scientific director of the Par­
kinson’s Disease Foundation, said the report made 
him both optimistic and cautious.

Relatively few Parkinson’ s patients are as 
young as the two men in the research, and the 
results may not apply to older patients, he said. 
The disease commonly strikes people in their 50s 
and 60s, he said.

D r. Eugene Redmond, d i r e c to r  of  the 
neurobehavior laboratory at the Yale University 
ScIkk>1 of Medicine, said he saw a videotape of a 
Mexican patient after surgery who still appeared 
very impaired.
