Park View, Muleshoe’s new nursing
home, should be inspected again this week,
according to Jim Bone of the Muleshoe
Area Hospital District.

Bone said Thursday at a district board
meeting that the issues raised in the Jan. 2
re-inspection have been addressed and it
was hoped the inspectors would visitagain

“no earlier than Wednesday and no later

than Friday.’

Melvin Griffin of Muleshoe must have
voiced many citizens’ frustrations when
he asked from the audience, “Is he (the

state inspector) writing his own laws and
rules as he goes?””

Bone responded that there are various
interpretations of the regulations, and the
inspector’s “isthe one we haveto live by.”

Representatives of the architect and the
contractor visited Muleshoe on Thursday
for a final check of the facility, Bone said.

Paul Wilbanks, adistrict board member,

asked, “Are the architect and contractor

going to make this first bond payment?”
Bone said, “I have asked that question,

and you can guess the response I got.”
Wilbanks said he had first suggested in

October that the district consult an attor-
ney, and after four months of lost revenue
on the new facility, “somebody ought to be
held responsible.”

Bone said the district’s attorney has con-
tacted the architect and contractor.

Sharon Novak, the district’s chief finan-
cial officer, assured Wilbanks that the
district has set aside enough money to
make the first payment.

“Are we robbing Peter to pay Paul?”
Wilbanks asked.

Novak said no hospital funds are being
used to cover nursing-home expenses.

Criticisms of hospital
erupt at board meeting

Doctors and hospital em-
ployees had plenty tosay at
Thursday’s meeting of the
Muleshoe Area Hospital
District Board, and most of
it was critical of the hospi-
tal.

Dr. Bruce Purdy said 99
percent of the hospital’s
employees are well-edu-
cated and hard-working,
but morale suffers because
of poor (or lacking) equip-
ment in some areas and a
shortage of personnel in an-
esthesiology, radiology and
administration.

He said he had no com-
plaints about the quality of
work when an anesthetist
is available, but the lack of
24-hour coverage has cost
the hospital “lots of money”
in lost surgeries.

He said the X-ray de-
partment has two employ-
ees and should have four.

And he said the district’s

chiefexecutive officer,Jim
Bone, needs more help in
administration to avoid
bottlenecks that slow solu-
tionstoeveryday problems.

Bone said the district 18
in the process of hiring a
third X-ray technician, but
that the problems are not
unusual in a small hospital
with limited funds.

Dr. Thomas Smith said
that before coming to
Muleshoe, he visited other
rural hospitals that had
things inorder “hands down
better than here, in my opin-
ion.”

In the area of equipmerit,
Purdy said the hospital’s
lack of fluoroscopy equip-
ment for the pastsix months
has been “a burr under
everybody’s saddle” and

Not anyone you’ve ever met or
read about.

Thank God, for the
Christian, the hope and
courage with which we face
2002 is rooted in our Creator
and our trust in Him, not in
our trust in ourselves.

“What lies behind us, and
what lies before us, are tiny
matters compared to what lies
within” Him, the God who
made us. Now, that’s worth
hanging on the wall.

1/2 cup solid vegetable
shortening

1/2 cup butter or marga-
rine

1. Dip a toothpick into the
color and swirl it in the icing,
blending well with a spatula.

2. Add color a little at a

Coloring hints: Colors in-
tensify and darken in
buttercream icing fromone to
two hours after mixing, and
this should be borne in mind
when mixing colors.

Always mix enough of any
one color at one time, since it
will be difficult to match the
exact shade later on.

Toachieveatrue black, start
withchocolate icing as a base,
then add black gel color. Also,
use chocolate icing when a
design calls for brown icing.

For a rich red, mix no-taste
red color with Christmas Red.
